A Vindication of Mafonry from a Charge of having
given rife to the French Revolution.

BY THE EDITOR.

In the GENTLEMAN'S MacGazing for Fune 1794
awas inferted a moft infidious attack on the excellent
Inflitution of Free-mafonry, to the operations of awbich
the anonymous Writer very candidly attributed the French
Rewolution. It was contained in a Letter, of which the .
Jollowing is a Copy.

Mr. Urban, Winchefler, May 18.
AS every thing that relates to the French Revolution,

efpecially whatever tends to invefligate the caufes of
ity is extremely curious and interefling at the prefent
period, I embrace the opportunity which your widely-
circulated Magazine affords, of making known amon
my caum?'men an opinion on this fubjet, wbich, whket
well or ill- founded, is wery prevalent on the Continent,
boping that fome of your intelligent correfpondents will
be enabled to throw greater light upon it. The opinion
in queftion is, that the myficries of Free-mafonry bave,
in a great meafure, contriluted to thofe changes in
Jentiment and morality, no lefs than in government,
amongft a neighbouring people, which the furrounding
nations view with fuch furprize. I cannot better make
known thefe ideas than by giving a fhort account of @
work, in achich they are contained, now lying before me,
written in the French language, and wmuch eficemed by
the boneft part of the French nation, though little known
amongft our countrymen. The author of this was a M.
Le Franc, the late [&periar of the feminary of Eudifis

author, having thoroughly examined thefe papers, con-
ceivved it to be bis duty to lay the fubfiance of them before
the Archbifbop of Paris fume years previous to the com-
mencement of the Revvolution; at the fame time undertaking -
to dcmolgrate, that the fyflem contained in them menaced
approaching ruin both to the Church and State. The
work I bave mentioned is intituled « The Veil awith-
draawn; or, the Secret of the French Revolution explained

the belp of Free-miafonry.”” The fecond edition, avhbich -
make ufe of, was printed at Paris in 1392,

In the aforefaid awork -the author ridicules the feveral
pretenfions to a bigh antiquity, and to an honourable
origin, to wbich many Free-mafons lay claim. It feems,
that fome of thefe fay they were founded by thofe frater-
nities of Mafons wbho rebuilt feveral cities in Palefiine
during the Crufades, and awho wwere 1he fabricators of
our beautiful Gobic churches: others ajcribe their inflitu-
ton to our kig Athelfian, the grandjon of the great
Alfred; awbo, baving fent over to the Continent for the
moff able builders that could be engaged, gave them a
charter and a code of lawws peculiar to themfelves;
avbilf} many more claim a defcent from the builders of
Solosmon’s famous temple.  To all thefe M. Le Franc
replies, that it is clear, from their own confeffon, ay
awell as from every other circumfiance, that their building
is of a mere emblematical nature ; their profeffion being.
e erelt temples for the proteltion of wirtue, and prifons
Jor the reception of wice. It appears; that of late yoarsy

fe&s of thofe erroneous ideas of our Inftitution,
which we find too prevalent among mankind. '

- dous and beautiful fabric, founded on Univerfal Piety,
unfolding its gates to receive, without prejudice or
difcrimination, the worthy profeflors of every defcrip-
tion of genuine Religion; concentrating, as it were, in
one body, the juft tenets, unencumbered by the difpu-
table peculiarities, of all fcCts and perfuafions; and
ftoring up the moft approved fchemes of Ethics adopted
by the different nations of the world where Civilization
has imprefled her footfteps. .

This Syftem originated in the earlieft ages, and
among the wifeft of meb; and on it the effett of time
(contrary to the ufual courfe) has been to meliorate,
pot to impair ; to conduét it to perfe&tion by improve-
ment ad infinifum, not to accelerate its progrefs to
decay; itis a Syftem, I muft fay, (whether morally or
religioufly confidered,) more excellent than any, be-
‘gaule partaking of the chief excellencics of all others; -

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more praticable, “more produtive of effeét on its proe
feflors, becaufe, free from the aufterity, yet compri-
fing the beft precepts of religion, it removes the thorns
in the road to happinefs, and fubltitutes a flowery path
to the fame goal. )

It is to be lamented, that to the fuggeflions of fome
weak minds among our Fraternity, the prejudices of
the world againft our invaluable inftitution are in a
great meafure imputable. Unable to comprehend the
beautiful allegories of ancient Wifdom, they igno.
rantly affert, that the rites of Mafonry are futile, and

- its dcétrines inefficient. To this affertion, indeed;
they give, by their own conduét, a femblance of truth,
as we fail to difcern that zhey are made wifer or better
men by ‘their admiffion to our Myfteries. Nature
alone can implant the feeds of wifdom; but Mafe
will teach and enable us to cultivate the foil, and tq
fofter and ftrengthen the plant in its growth.

Of underftandings incompetent to the conception of
an idea fo fublime as that of a Socigty of men uni-
ting for the noble purpofe of imbibing and diffemina.
ting the principles of wifdom and of virtue (for, in

' the Royal Art, wifdom and virtue go hand in‘hand) in

" 8 mode fo facile and fo fafcinating as to ferve the fas
cred caufe by an imperceptible operation; binding
themfelves to civil and focial fidelity, to fupport ¥ the
government ‘of the State under which they live, and ta
revere the laws wifely eftablithed for good gevernment
among themfelves; fubjugating their paffions, healing
animofities ; cultivating fraternal aﬁ'eét
and facilitating the acquifition of Science and Philofo-
phy; and, by the influence of precept and of exam-
ple, enforcing the praétice of every moral and religious
virtue :—Incapable, I fay, of comprehending fuch an
immenfe plan of perfeition, the groffer faculties of
fome men lead them to conceive of Mafonry as of a
fuperior degree of club-conviviality only. Aﬂ'uamg

quaintance with a man for a folid qualification for
' Mafonry; and thus degrades the dignity. of that cha-
\ raCter which it has been the pride and pleafure of the
greateft and beft of men to affume and to fupport?,
The candidate thus unworthily introduced, with a
foul torpid to every mental enjoyment, experiences a
difgufting tedjum during the bufinefs of a Lodge, and
flies from this vacuity of mind with rapture to the
fubfequent entertainment; thus evinciag too plainly,
that not ¢ the feaft of reafon™ fo much as ¢the flow
of foul’”.was his inducement to initiation. }
From fuch an attendance on the duties of Mafonry,
what impreffion can be made, but that of ftupid won-
der at the myfterious (and, to him, incomprehenfible)
. purfuits, whence, gratifying as they appeared to fen-
| gble minds, he could derive no pleafure? This impref-
, fion he bears abroad with him into the world; and,
being confulted, perhaps, by fome well-difpofed per- .
fon, who may be defirous of a guide to his judgment,
as tqthe propriety of entering or abftaining from our
Society, he blunders out his ridiculous conceptions of
the Inftitution, and debafes (through ignorance of its
virtue) ¢ a pearl without price.™ N
T o difpel the cloud of ignorance fo inaufpicious to
the noble purpofes of our Order, and to facilitate that
knowledge of its myfteries, the unreftrained coms-
munication of which alene can convey pleafure to the
mind of the profeflor, or confer its true dignity on the
profeflion, feem to have been the end and aim of the
Harodim Syftem of Mafonry; which, after encounter-.

I now draw near to the point at which I aim. That
you have zeal for the promotion of the influence of
Mafonry (and therein of the beft code of piety and
morality, truly: confidered, that ever was infpired by
heaven, or conceived by man) I am well convinced 3
that from the attention you have paid to the inveftiga-
tion of various points of the Inftitution, you are well
qualified to aflit materially in the illuftration of its
excellent tenets, I alfo-know: but you have other ob-

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As you are a zealous, ative, and intelligent meini-
ber of our ancient and refpectable F) raternity, I would
alfo have you a prudent one. There is a degree be-
yond which zeal becomes madnefs; and I.am ftrongly
nclined to depiét it.

Thusthen: when a man becomes a Mafon, he fees;

if he be a fenfual man, the pleafures of the table to

indulge his appetite, and the (plendour of decoration

to gratify his fight: if, on the other hand, he be a
thinking man, he enters an ample ficld for contempla-

tion; he receives the leffon of morality and of virtue, and
is taught, by an eafy and pleaiant procefs, to diffufe
its bleffings among mankind : if he be a good man, he

will illuftrate the precept by his own conduét in life.
But mark! to do this, it is not neceflary that he thould
enroll his name among the members of I know not

how many Lodges and Chapters, to fhine a Z. in one,

+aR,W.M, aPM. aS. W, a]J.W.aT.and
Heaven knows what, in otherss Diftin&tion, to . be
fwe, is flattering, but diftinctions of this nature can
only have charms for weak minds.

Is your knowledge increafed, or your power of doa
ing good to your fellow-creatures enlarged, in a juft
ratio with the number of offices you fill, or the num-
ber of focieties to which you belong? Are not the fage
tenets and maxims tran{mitted to us from our ancef-
tors by oral tradition all comprehended in one regu-
lar feries of dotrines, made memorable by the ancient
fimplicity of their ftyle, univerfally prevalent, and
adapted alike to the minds of all nations and fecbs ?
What is there new, that is not iunovative? What
fanciful, that is not eorrupt ? :

If then one general fyftem comprehend all that is
valuable, all that is genuine, and tbat fyftem be to be
attained, in its primitive purity and perfetion, in oze
Lodges whence refults the need of attending others ?
. T will whifper’ in your ear, that your attending more
than one, under thefe circumftances, is an impeach-
ment either of your underftanding, or of your virtue;
it favours too much of fenfuality on the ene hand, and

of

1
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of vanity on the other. ‘The world, I mean that pare
of it who know you not fo weltas I do, would be apt
to attribute fuch motives to fuch a condu&t. Turn
for a moment your mind’s eye on a man, who, without
fuffering any emergencies of ‘bufinefs to impede him,
obeys the call of perhaps eight or ten difterent Lodges
or Chapters: if he be a member of fo many, he has
a twofold inducement to attend regularly s in the firft
place, as a yearly or quarterly fubicriber, he confiders
that he muft pay his fhareof the expences of the meet-
ing, whether he attend or not; and he thinks if “he
muft pay, he may as well partake: again, he confiders
regularity of attendance on the dujies of the fociety
(particularly if he be in office) as praife-worthy ; in-
deed, as indifpenfable to his farther promction, We
fee him, then, devoting to ore or other of them, four
or five evenings, fomectimes whole atternoons, in a
week : for, though the regular meetings may not
amount to fo many on the average of the year, yet
when committees, councils, lodges of emergency, of
inftruétion, vifits, &c. &c. are taken into the calcu-
lation, the account, I believe, will not be found very
much exaggerated. ' '

To return to a point before under cenfideration s
when a fet of clerks or of workinen fee their employer
periodically (perhaps daily}) quit his poft of obferva-
tion, they adopt his example, and profit by the oppor-
tunity afforded them, to relax from their labour, and
moft likely to indulge in the pleafures of the bottle or
of the tankard ; in the meafuring of which relaxation,
prudence feldom has much concern.  After this indul-
gence, it becomes neceflary to redeem in fome meafure
their loft time, and in the burry confequent on this.
attempt, the work, of whatever nature it be, gene-
rally fuffers by being flightly or negligently performed.
Now it cannot be fuppoled that the mafter can (at
leaftin many profeffions he cannot) infpeét all the work
that is fent out of his office or workfhop, and when
the original empleyer finds bad materials ufed, or an
ill ufe made of good materials, or that his work is de-

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tained longer in hand than he can reafomably account
for, on whom does the blame fall ? Who is ultimately
the fufferer by the neglect? Not the fervant, who ac-

gually has done the wrong, but the mafter, by whofe

abfence, or negligence, he has been emabled fo to do it.

Are thefe things net fo? Is any part of this piGture
extravagantly heightened ? Have I not ftated probable
falls, and deduced from thofe faéts the natural confe-
quences ? If any thing I have written appear harth,
its truth, and the fincerity of friendthip by which it is
di&tated, muft be my apology. I faw a ferious cafe
before me, and I have only treated it with fidelity;
fern fidelity indeed ; but I have my hope that it may
be falutary. I have not animadverted vpon the bane.
ful operation of late hours and occafional intempe-
rance on the vital principle, confidering that as too
obvious to need remark: I thall only obferve, that in
convivial meetings, a pleafant man, a good-humoured
bon wivant, a man, mn fhort, of wit or humour, or
other companionable talents, is of all others the moft
expofed to danger. The churl, or the dolt, wanting
the capacity or inclination to partake in the feftivity,
is permitted, aud, not unfiequently, incited, to with-
draw at an early hour from the table, while the other
perfon aliuded to, feeling and being able to communi-
cate pleafure, is alted upen by a doubie force, that is,
by his own inclination, ftrengthened by the entreaties
of thole about him. -Hence late hours, irregularities
that impair the health of the body, and much more the
faculties of the mind, create or mcreafe family diffen-
fions, and refleét a dithoncur on the Inttitution, from
which its intrinfic excellence cannot at all times redeem

Brethren,

IF there be aught in Virtue beyond the name, the
fubjeét to which I am about to requeft your atten-
tion is extremely momentous.

I have faid, iz Virtue, becaufe, as our Inftitution
embraces all modes of faith, and as I confider, that of
the numerous branches of religion Virtue is the radix,
I have aflumed that as the moft comprehenfive word
whereby we can exprefs all that is good in the whole
fyftem of Nature or Providence, if between thefe terms
there be any diftinttion.

My ideas will, perhaps, bear the ftamp of fingu-
larity ; yet am I content if, whether fingularly juft
or erroneousy they be worthy of difcuffion.

In Mafonry, as in Religion, it muft be granted,
(and I do not fee why the conceffion fheuld difgrace
the pure principles of the one, any more than it dimie
nithes our veneratien of the other,) the protefiors do

, ot give to the perfettion of the fyftem all the fupport
that were, to be withed : and if it be potlible for tongue
or pen to perfuade my brethren to refle&t on the im-
portance of the fubjet, I fhall feel buld enough to
anvite the aid of thofe who, poffeffed of fuperiur talents,
can effe& by their abilities what I am about to pro-
pofe from my zeal.

This propofition then, which by fome, T am aware,
will be deemed Utopian, is, o draw together, by the
pure principles of our Order, a fele@ number of Brethren
Srom the Fraternity at large, awhko, properly impreffed
by the tenets of the profeffion, fball bave courage to carry
them into praitice, and make them the UNERRING
GUIDE of their condult through life, ''The moral and

X2 : theological
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theological Virtues, I believe, comprehend the whele
view, and include the utmoft aim of the Inftitution.

Forearmed againft the fear of ridicule, I declare my
firm belief, that from the Lodges of Free Mafons in
London and its environs, a very numerous and re-
fpedtable felettion might be made to give, effelt to fo
defirable a purpofe. .

To be guided by Temperance in our commerce with
the world ; to have Fortitude to refift temptation, and
to check improper defires ; to let Prudence be the ruler
of our aftions, and to render to every man his ‘due
without diftinétion ; in fhort, to fubdue our paffions,
to have Faith and Hope in God, and Charity towards
man, I confider as the ohjefts of what is termed fpe-
culative Mafonry. (The operative branch of the {yf-
tem I leave to the difcuffion of thofe who, from their
peculiar bias of mind, or connetion with the arts, have
made it more immediarely their ftudy.) If thefe, then,
really form the ground-plan of our fabric, and they
were ftrictly enforced by the prattice of the Craft, the

Mafonic muft furely be an ineftimable Inftitution.’

To the ¢ Illufirations™ of a much-refpected brother

I am indebted for the foretafte by which I was induced
to folicit the bonds qf union, In the pages of that
work, I read withavidity the rudiments, and purfued
in idea the perfettion, of Religion and Morality.
But theory without pratice,- though it may attra&
admiration, will never gain refpect. - To be honoured,
in thort, to be ufeful, a fyftem muft have the qualities
of ftability, of pmé{icahili(y, and of effe&t. Now it
is, perhaps, the ftrongeft and moft invincible objeétion
with thofe who atrempr to argue againft Free Mafonry,
that to an Ingtitution fo fpecious, and from which fo
much excellence might be expetted to refult, the mem-
bers do not give by their general cofiduét the neceffary
fupport. Fortunate indeed would it be if the minifters
of the gofpel, or the advocates of any fyftem, divine or
uman, could controvért this as a general propofitions
but I am fufliciently happy in being able to affirm, that

inftances

~
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inftances are very numerous indeed, wherein Mafonry
has operated with the happieft influence.

Our Society, my Brethren, can only acquire its.
proper rank in the fcale of human Inftitutions, by a
general and faithful obfervance of it's own precepts ;
and if this cannot be effetted in it’s corporate capacity,
very much may be expected from the junétion of well~
difpofed individuals, who fhall be inclined &y the con-

Jlant tenor of their liwes to recommend the profeffion,
and to prove, that Free Mafonry is only another term
for inflexible Virtue.

It is matter of real regret when we fee men, whofe
principles and whofe pra&tice would do honour to our
Ouder, deterred from uniting with us, by the improper
and indefenfible conduét of a few members of the Fra-
ternity ; and till fome mode of felection like that above
propofed be attempted, reproach, 1 fear, muft'continue
to occupy the place of refpeét, and prejudice countera@
the efforts of an incomparable fcheme of morality.

To concentrate the rays of this comprehenfive fyf-
tem is the object of the writer of this paper, who, hav-
ing fmall expettations of fuccefs from his own perfon-
al influence,, withes only to call forth the endeavours
of thofe friends to theart, who, though yet latent,
he thinks, wait but a fignal to endue themielves with
eoergy, and to accomplifh the grand defign of the
Jngtitution, ' .

You know that T am naturally curious, and that T v
have made great efforts to difcover the fecrets of Free- =
mafonry, but without the lealt effct. I have found
men that have been the moft indilcreet in other refpeéts, .
the moft impenetrable in this matter. There was
therefore no othér way for me to take but to get ad-
" miflion into their fociety; and I do folemnly affure
you, Madam, that I do not in the leaft repent it.
That a man may be very honeft and very happy =
without being a Frecmalon, I readily allow; but this :

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fay how far the knowledge of thofe objefts, of whoie
eflence, whofe principles, we are abfolutely ignorant,
may lead us? That which at firft appears frivolous,
frequently becomes, in the hands ot a fkilful man,
highty ufeful. I do not pride myfeit in being of the
number of thefe, but I am fully fatisfied that I fhall
have a better clajm to it by being a Freemafon.

You will not require, I am pertuaded, that I fhould
explain to you our myfteries ; you are much too pru-
dent. You would entertain a paffion for a man of
honour, and pot for a traitor, a monfter, It is my
intereft to convince you of my difcretion, and tomake
you fenfible, that a man who can keep a fecret from
the woman he adores, ought to be efteemed by her as
worthy to have other fecrets to keep. You muft
therefore commend my difcretion and nourith my vir-
tue. I fhall not, at the fame time, keep from you

the leayt incompatible aith a charaller of the flrict-
¢ff wirtue, Itis true, that into this fantuary of vire
tue there fometimes (eal unworthy brethren, men
whofe morals and condu& are not fuch as could be
wifhed ; but fuch is the condition of all things in this

world, that the good and the bad are'inevitably mix-
ed with each other ; for even the fmall number of twelve
apoftles was not exempt from ong unworthy member,
1 did not expect, by becoming a Freemalfon, to be in-
troduced to a fociety of angels, but of worthy men;
and I have not been difappointed. .

‘I readily confels, that what is called Freemafonry
may be made a difgrace as well as an ornament to foci-
ety. If a company of young fellows, deftitute of
fenfe and merit, aflemble in the form of a Ledge, ;nq,

after

after performing certain ridiculous mummeries, pro-
ceed to fcenes of diforder, certainly nothing can be
more deteftable thao fuch an affembly. But if you
confider our fociety as the moft folemn and perfett fra-
ternity that ever exifted upon the earth; in which
there is no diftin&tion of men by the language th‘e:x
fpeak, by the drefs they wear, by thic rank to whi
they were born, or the dignities they poffefs ; who re-
gard the whole world but as one commionwealth, of
which each nation forms a family, and each individual
a member; who endeavour by thefe means to revive
the piimitive maxims of mankind in the greateft per-
feCtion; to unmite under their banner men of know-
ledge, virtue, and urbanity; whofe members mutu-
ally, defend each other by their authority, and en-
" lighten each other by their knowledge; who facrifice

al%perfonal refentment ; who banifh from their Lodges
all that can difturb the tranquillity of mind or the
purity of manners; and who, in the intervals of their
delightful labours, enjoy the innocent pleafures of
life; if, I fay, you regard Mafonry in this light, you
muft agree that the intereft of this fociety ntuft be that
of the whole race of mankind ; and that it muft ope-
rate on the human heart in a manner that religion it
felf cannot effect without great difficulty.

It is not therefore wonderful, that this order has
‘been fometimes encouraged and fometimes perfecuted
by the ruling powers in a ftate: they who commend
and they who blame may have their reafons; but
nothing can be more unjuft or ridiculous, than to ima-
gine that the fecret aflemblies of the Freemafons can
tend to difturb the fecurity or tranquillity of a ftate ¢
for though our, doors are fhut againft the profane vul-
gar, they are at all times open to fovereigns and ma-
giftrates; and how many illuftrious princes and ftatef-
men do we count among our brethren? If aught paf-
fed in our lodges that was dangerous or crimmal,
muft they not have been long fince abolithed ? But the
experience of many ages, during which this order has.
never been known to perform any aétions but thofe of

' \  morality
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morality and munificence, is a ftronger argument in
its favour than any I can produce. I fhall, therefore,
fay no more on this matter; and I fhould not have
faid fo much, if I did not know that you are capable
of fecling the force of thefe arguments: for you have
too much difcernment to'fuffer yourfelf to be direéted
by that prejudice and caprice which has fo much
dominion over the common rank of women.

my utmoit exertions in my office, as the beft atone- :

ment for my defeéts and imperfe&tions.

. MasonRrY having the Omnipotent ARCHITECT of

the univerfe for the objeét of its adoration and imita.
tion ; his great and wonderful works for its pattern
and prototype; and the wifeft and beft men of all ages,
‘nations, and languages, for.its patrons and profeflors,
(comprehending all fciences, divine and human;) muft
be a fubjet of boundlefs extent. Sufhice it, for the
prefent, if I humbly attempt to delineate fome Lmall
part of its nature and excellencies, leaving a more
ample difplay of them to more exalted abilities and
fublimer eloguence,

No fooner was man formed, and dignified with a
ray of the Divinity, than that light direfted him to
contemplate and admire the works of his great Crea-
tor, and to copy that grand Exemplar into every infant
art. Thus Mafonry is coeval with mankind. Bat
that celeftial beam being deplorably obfcured and

- weakened ¢ by man’s firit difobedience,’* we find'the
wanted aid of Diviné inftru&tion, benignly vouchfafed
in ¢he inftitution of #awal architefture by the building

. of the aRk, which has ferved for a model to all fuc~
ceeding ages. The fame Heavenly Oracle ditated
the conftrution of the ark of the covenant and its
protefling TABERNACLE in the wildernefs, and the
magnificence of King Solomon’s TEMPLE afterwards,
the two other patterns of flore and military archi-
teéture. : \

Leaving holy ground, we trace Mafonry amonglt
the Eattern Magi and in the renowned learning of
Egypt. From whence, like other fciences, taking a
welterly diretion, it was brought by that European
Apoftle of Mafonry, Pythagoras, from whofe propa-

gation
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gation it reached the Britifh ifle}. Its principles were
refpeéted and diffeminated by Bramins, Philofophers,
Autilts, and Saints, and diffuled the light of fcience

. to the remoteft corners of the earth. It taught natu-

ral religion, philofophy, fubordimation, and arts, on
the banks of the Ganges, in the hieroglyphics of
ZEgypt, the fanfuaries of Eleufis, the fchools of
Sages, and the caves of Diuids.

Though it derives its name from fientific, and its
badges'from operative archite&ture, it comprehends
the whole circle of arts and fciences; has been the de-

ot of learning in all former ages, and a focus com-
tining every ray of genius in all climes of the earth,
A Lodge is in foreign ccuntries emijnently ftiled an
Academy, and Masosry confidered as fynongmous to
GEOMETRY, the fcience relating to the meaforement
of the earth, and emphatically referring to its crea~
tion ; a liberal or free Mason fignifying a friend and
admirer, or a proteflor of liberal fiience, in contradif-
tintion to an operative Mafon. :

But, though Mafonry primarily inculcates morals
and the religion of nature, it has caught an additional
fpark from the light of revelation and the Sunof righ.
teoufnefs. Afd though Mafonry continues to burn
with {ubordinate luftre, it lights the human traveller
the fame road : it breathes a concordant fpirit of uni-
verfal benevolence and brotherly love; adds one thread
more to the filken cord of evangelical charity, which
binds man to man, and crowns the cardinal virtues
with Chriftian graces. Thus it aids the caufe of vir-
tue, by givirg additional weight to moral obligattons;
and promotes public happine(s, by enjoining a peace-
able {ubmiflion to every exifting mode of government.

But it may-be faid, why has it been always locked
up in fecrecy? The Alnughty locks up gold in tlllxe

carth and pearls in the occan, not to bury them un-
kindly from human ufe, but to reward human induftry
for its fearch of them. And why do men lock up pre-
cious things, but to kecp them from pilfering and un-
hallowed hands? Moreover, filence and fecrecy infpire
awe and folemnity. Hence the moral Precepts, THuf-
trations, Allegories, Signs and Tokens, of Mafonry,
are prohibited from being written or printed, and have
been witih oracular caution tranfinitted by ¢ral tradi-
tion from generation to generation. But, aftec all, it

muft be confefled, that its harmlefs fecrets are but cen- -

tinels and guards againft impolition;. and to the credit
of human nature be it faid, that they have never been
betrayed, cven by thofe who have balely deferted almogt
every other confcientious engagement.

Let each of us, then, in our refpe&ive fpheres, as
Men and Mafons, be the gencerous friends of every ufe-
ful and ornamental art and (cience; cultivate each
moral and focial virtue; and makz cer fundamental
principles live by exhibiting in our lives and altions
an unteigned Brotherly Love to each other and all man-
kind ; acheerful communicatizn of Relief to diltrefled
brethren and fellow-creatures; and an invariable ad-
herence to Truth and fincerity in all we fay or do,

Let fobriety temper all our focial moments, and
good hours procure us the praife of regularity from
our families and friends. Let fint caution and dif-
cretion guard usfrom making any undue diicoveries to
the uninformed. And let us by owr exemplary conduct
convince the world, that by being M:jons we are better
2en 5 remembering that animpious and diffolute Mafon
is a dilgrace to human nature, by having broken his
initiating vows and obligations, both as a Chriftian
and a Brother. :

Then may we humbly hoye that a blefling will def-
cend trom the MosT HicH vpon our labours and our
meetings ; and that, trom affociating as Brethren in
anity here, we fhall meet agnin as Srethren in blyi
hereafter, '

The ftate of darknefs, or obfcurity, of the FIRsT
DEGREE, ftrongly figures out the darknefs of chaos
before man’s creation; or the night into which his
glorious faculties were plunged by the fall confequent
upon his original tranfgreffion. It is alfo forcibly
emblematic of the darknels of the womb antecedent to
man’s patural birth; and the pair infliled at his en-
trarce aptly reprefents his pangs, and bitter fenfations,
on his entrance into the LoDGE of this chequered ife.
Like & woetul and benighted traveller, found in a
dreary and hopelefs defert, his indigent condition fug-
gefts to him the forlorp and helplefs fituation of man
in a ftate of nature; teaches hiin the value of mutual
good offices ; and dire&ts him to extend that relief af-
terwards to others, which hethen fo much wants him-
felf, by comforting the affiicted, feeding the bungry,
and covering the naked with agarment. Heis brought
to the light of the world, and the light of knowledge,
by the help of others. His inveftiture is ftrongly fig -
nificant of the firft cloathing of the human race, and
marks out the modeft purpofe of primazval drefs. His
tools are the rough implements of uninftru&ted genius,
and the rude eniblems of the fimpleft moral truths,
pointing out the hard labour which human induftry
muft undergo, when unaflifted by the cunning anc
compendiocus devices of cultivated art.

are the two grand immoveable Pillars which fupport
the Fabric of Masonry. .

Refleét upon, and imitate, the wildom and the virtue
of thofe many great and good men of all languages, -
and tribes, and nations, who gloried in being admitted
to the knowlcdge of your noble Art, and who itrove
to tranimit it pure from age to age. Kingsard No-
bles, and Priefts and Generals, have boafled ot being
made acquainted with a fcience, whofe objeét is to ex-
ercife and to improve fome of the beit atieitions of the
human foul. Do ye vie with them in {etting honour
upon the Craft, and in tranimitting it pure as ye have
found it, by kecping back trom the Door, as well as
from the Hall, of Malonry, ewery thing that is repug-
nant to its principles.

There is great merit in your having hitherto taken
good care that the High Oifices in the Grand Lodge of
Scotland fhould be held by none but Noblemen and Gen-
tlemen of very great refpettability and worth. Itiswell
known, that the rules of every Society will be more
or lefs friétly oblerved, and that good order will be
better or worfe preferved, according to the degree of
dignity and virtue which he poffelfeth who prefides
over it.  Every Inftitution, for whatever purpolie it is
defigned, takes jts colour, in fome meature, from the
charaéter of its Mafter or Prefident; becaufe it is a
part of his office to give admonitions to others, as well
as to exemplify the fixed rules and ftanding orders of
the Society. The fpirit of the Ruler, in all cafes, is,
18 a certain degree, infufed into thofe whom he diretts.

The Office-bearers in every Lodge ought to take
good heed to the characters of thofe whom they admit
anto the Society ; becaufe an Accepted Mafon is beld by
all Forcigners, as well as by us, to be a” term awbhich
implies a mau'of bonqur and virtue 5 one who bas a right

18 be admitted into the company of Gentlemen of every
“deferiptiony and of thebighefi rank. By granting a man
the privilege ot being an’ Accepted Mafon, ye do vir-
tually give him a Letter of recommendation to the ac-
quaintance, and friendfhip, and confidence, of a certain
pumber of the moft refpectable charafters that are to
be found in every part of the world, Would it there-
fore be treating them well, to abufe that confidence
which they are naturally led to repofe in you, by in-
troducing undeferving men to their acquaintance and
friendfhip? T fubmit to you, whether fuch an ample
and valuable Certificate ought to be granted to any,
except thofe alone, who, upon enquiry, are found to be
men of worth and virtue. Unlefs great attention be
given to this particular, not only the Lodge of admif-
fion may itfelf come to fuffer in point of charatter,
but injuftice may be done to the honour of the Craft
in general, and a deceit impofed upon all thofe Bre-
thren, both at home and abroad, who, trufting to your
Atteftation, give their hand of fellowfhip to perfons
who may be unworthy of their confidence and friend-
fhip, and even of being admitted into their company,
This is one of the poflible abules of Mafonry, which
- ought to be carcfulg'oguarded againft. :
The younger part of my Brethren will, I hope,
forgive me, while, in thé {pirit of fincere friendfhip, I
wifh to remind them, that they ought not to confider
their admiffion into a Mafons® Lodge, as being defigned
to enlarge the circle of mere frolic and diffipation.
Let them, On the contrary, view it as laying them
under an additional obligation to fubmit to the rules
of decency and propriety, and as a happy mean of
forming in them a tafte for the delicate and refined
moral pleafures of the heart. For that reafon, every
fpecies of riot and wanton levity, and oppofition te
the rules of good order and manly behaviour, are per-
fectly inconfittent with the fpirit of Majbugy. As that
old age is the moft agreeable in which we find a certaia
degree of the cheertulnefs and gaiety of youth, fo
youth appears more amiable, by its having a cert:(i!n
a
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; and a well-timed proportion of the gravity and folidity
" of old age. ,
Above all, let young men begin early to reverence
! Truth, which is a qualification indifpen(ably neceffary
to the exiftence of friendfhip among Brethren. Falfe~
hood is inimical to good brotherhood, and to every
thing joyous and beneficial to fociety. A deceitful
man is incapable of being a true friend, or a good
citizen. Falfehood implies double-mindednefs, and
hypocrify, and treachery, and all thofe vices of the
heart whofe diret tendency is to miflead and deceive
the Sincere and the Upright, and to fow ftrife and dif-
eord among Friends and Brethren. As candour is ef-
fential to true friendfhip, fo the want of it implies
every thing that is baneful to the pleafures and interefts

of focial life. So long as Truth guards the heart, it
will be the feat of Virtue and ot fteady Friendthip;
but if that guard be once difmiffed, the heart is at once
laid open to every fpccies of depravity. Accordingly,
the firft early fymptom of a mean and worthlefs cha-
rater, in which you'can place no confidence, is always
that of a want of regard to the facred law of Truth.
Let all men, therefore, and efpecially the young, as
they regard their honour, and happinefs, and ufeful-
pefs in this life, and their hope of being admitted into
the New Jerufalem, into which, faith the Holy Spirit,
¢¢ nothing fhall be admitted that maketh a \)i,e:" let
them, T fay, beware of falfehood, and be always fin-
cere in evéry thing that they both fay and do.  Then
will all men honour-and put truft in them, )

Forms and ceremonies are neceffary to the being and
the prelervation of every great inftitution: but forms
are of no value, except in fo far as they produce a re-
gard to the fpirit or principle of the Inftitution itfelf.
‘[herefore, ufe their forms as being only fo many
handmaids to your fceling the power of the moral and
beneficial influence of the art. Strive to make your
fcience fubfervient to the purpofc of ftrengthening in
you pious and charitable difpofitions, that thele may
net only operate at Mafonic meetings, but may glive a
: : colour
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colour to your whole life.  Unlefs the pra&ice of your .
art fhall produce in you a refined benevolence of foul, :
and improve the focial and charitable djfpofitions of

the heart, not only toward the Brethren of your res °

fpe&tive Lodges, but toward all mankind, ye fruftrate, °
with refpet to yourfelves at leaft, one main end of °

the Mafonic Inftitation.

"Although your Inftitution had no high&gbje& than

that of an ordinary Social Club, it would.ftand fore-
moft even in that clafs of brotherly meetings. Even

in that view, ye enjoy the pleafures flowing from the °

exercife of the focial and benevolent affe&tion, in much
greater perfeStion than other fraternal clubs ; becaufe,

to confcious innocence, and corret propriety of mane

ners, there is joined, in your cale, fuch ceremonies ag
tend to promote a fenfe of the defign of your mesting,

being that of improving the Temper of Mutual At-
fection and Brotherly Love. In your cafe, there are :

feveral peculiar circumftances which ferve to heighten

the hilarity of your focial intercourfe, But how muft
it delight you to confider, that while many’ others are °

i"pending their vacant hours in {cenes of riot and hurt-
ul

il

diffipation, or in the loofe debafing haunts of grofs *
vice, ye are cementing the fweet bonds of friendthip *
to one another, and pradtifing an Art which teaches *

you how to enliven the profperity of your friends and

neighbours, and how to make the parent’s wounded °
heart to bleed more gently, and how to foften the dif-

e per

treffes of the widow and the fatherlefs, and how,ta °
tafte every moral pleafure with greater delicacy and

fenfibility of mind. - v )
As fome take offence at your meetings, from-theiry
ignorance of the defign of them, take good heed to

{ourfelves, that ye may give no juft and real caufe of °

eing blamed. Walk according to the original and
inhercnt principles of your Art; and then will ye ob-
ferve that virtuous decency and propriety of manners,
both within and out of the Lodge, which will prevent
the prejudiced from having any ¢ evil thing to fay of
you.” A
In
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. Ina mixed affembly like yours, three things are
" more immediately neceffary to the exiftence of true
friendfhip ; condefcenfion to inferiors, becoming re-
‘peét to fuperiors, and a power of fecrecy. We have
it declared by a great authority, that ¢ He avho re-
| vealeth fecrets, feparateth chicfeft friends.”
I congrgidlate you upon your appointjng a. Sermon

to be preached to you on the Anniverfary of Sz,
| Axdresw, being the day of the Eletion of your Office-"

bearers. A difcourfe on any one of the great princi-
| ples of Chriftianity has always a good effcét upon the
aearts of the ferious; and therefore it is a proper mean
of pre-difpofing ybu to difcern and to feel the fpirit
and moral influence of an inttitution, which has for
its immediate object, a reverence for the God of the
Univerfe, and fincere good-will to all your Brethren of
mankind. : .
I fhall conclude this charge, which, in the fpirit of
a fincere concern for the honour and happinefs of the
Brethren, I have taken the freedom of giving you, in
the words of two infpired men: ¢ Thefe fix things
doth the Lord hate, yea, feven are an abomination unto
him: A proud look, a lying tongue, and hands that
fhed innocent blood; an heart that devifeth wicked
imaginations, fect that be fwift in running to mifchief,
a falfe witnefs that telleth lies, and him that foweth
difcord among brethren®.”—¢ Let Love be without
diffimulation: Abhor that which is evil; cleave to
that which is good.

:Extraﬂ: from Two Difcourfes delivered at Woolwich,
Kent, 1787-8, by the Rev. Dan1EL TURNER.

A PANEGYRIC adequate to the honours of, and
various benefits flowing from the Craft, is no eafy
tatk. Its having, however, been fo often attempted,
by men of the frft erudition, fhall apologize for my
faying little on that point ; while I endeavour fincerely,
though humbly, to ferve the fcience, by expofing the
abfurdity _and weaknefs of the objetions uiually
brought againtt it. o '
Malonry I affirm to be a myftic fcience, wherein,
under apt figures, felect numbers, and choice emblems,
folemn and important truths, naturally tending to im-
prove the underftanding, to mend the heart, and to bind
us more clofely to one another, are moft exprefsly con-
tained. In proportion as the wile, the learned, and
the good have ftudied it, they have loved it. But, like
all other virtuous charaters, or things, it hath met
with perfecution. Its enemies have been many; nor
have its friends been few. Mature refleftion on the
charafters of its adverfaries, in a great meafure, def-
troys all they fay. For, in the firft place, no truly
. fenfible man will ever fpeak againft what he doth not

.underftand.  There are fome bigots in their opinions .

againft it. 1t is, cry they, a bad thing,—an un-
lawful thing,—a finful thing.—Why? Becaule we
deteft it, and abhor it. To pity fuch, is no mean
part of Chriftian love ; ﬁl]cc, Iam perfuaded, that

. even'in good hearts the firft emotions refpelling them
were thofe of fcorn and contempt. Of what ufe is it

* to reafon with bigots, whether in religion, morals,
or politics ?

‘There are fome who fpeak againft it more from the
vanity of faying fomewhat on the point, than that they
can urge a fingle raticnal objeftion. If it be gnod,
fay they, why not tell it? But we apprehend, continue
thefe wile-acres, there is nothing in #t, As for

' words,
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[ words,=—figns,—~tokens,—all ftuff,—~depend upon it,
. there are no fuch things. Now, what genuine Son of
Free-mafonry would hold converfe with fuch peo-
ple? Let themprattleon s=if it pleafes any who hear,
they muft be as weak as themfelves, and it never can
injure you., el .
\ The weightieft objeétion is yet to come, nor will I
flinch fromit. Many thinking, fertous, and judicious
perfons, argue thus t—=¢ The reafon why we are ene-
mies to Mafonry is, the effefts, which, from clofe ob-
fervation, we have repeatedly traced. We have feen
thofe, who call themfelves warm zealous Mafons, moft
regular in their attendance on the I.odge,-—ready to
go any lengths, both as to diftance of place, lofs of
time, and expences, in purfuit of Mafonry, who never
appeared at church, and frequently left their families
without bread. Others we have remarked, apparently
brimful of Mafonry, and vaftly fond of each Brother,
doubtlefs, in the Lodge, according to their principles,
who yet would cheat, deceive, and fupplant thofe very
brethren in trade, and the ordinary tranfaétions of
fociety. They would defame them; and were it prac-
ticable, we have beheld them attempting to take, as
it were, the very bread out of their mouths. . Inftead
| of being friends to mankind, or one another, they are
" liker woalves, preying with ferocity on whatever comes
| in their way.”

In the firt place, the abufe of a thing is no valid
obje&tion to its inherent goodnefs. How many call
themfelves Chriftians, who are a difgrace to it, yet
ultimately hurt not the gofpel, but themfelves? Befides,

mutual good of each other, and the common benefit
of all.

His being ennobles itfelf amongft his equals, and
the difference of opinions impreves his genius.

But in fociety, were every one left to himfelf, the -

poffeflion of property, and the unreftrained paffions,
would caufe inceg'ant quarrels, and cunning or power
would foon triumph over innocence.

For this reafon laws were neceflary to regulate man-
kind by, and rulers to fupport and keep inviolated
thofe laws.

Senfible Man! thou honoureft thy parents; honour
g:i fathers of the ftate alfo, for they reprefent the

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{ If they err, they are accountable for it to the Judge
! of Kings; but thy own, often very erroneous, judg-
ment, cannot exempt thee from obedience.
" Pray to God for their prefervation, and exert all
thy powers in favour of thy country, v

‘Shouldft thou ever negleét this facred duty, fhould
thy heart not beat with joy at the dear names of thy
country and thy prince, every Mafon would tyrn thee
away as a difturber of public tranquillity and order,
and an outcaft that does not deferve to partake of the
prerogatives of a fociety that has particular claims
upon the efteem and confidence of the fovereign power;
becaufe, animated with patriotifm and zeal to form the
beft citizens, fhe makes it an invariable law for her
pupils to fulfil all civil duties in the moft diftinguifhed
manner, and from the pureft motives.

A Mafon ought to be the moft valiant warrior; the
moft juft judge; the kindeft mafter; the moft zealous
fervant; the tendereft father; the moft faithful huf-
band ; and the moft obedient fon; for his duties as a
citizen in general have been ftrengthened and rendered
facred by the voluntary Mafonic obligation, and he,
if ever he fhould negle& them, not only would fhow a
want of fortitude, %ut alfo be guilty of hypocrify and.
perjury. :

IV. Duties towards Mankind in General.

BUT tfhould the compafs of thy conntry, which
opens to thee fuch a fruitful and charming field, ftill
be too confined for thy benevolent aéivity ; fhould thy
fenfible heart wifh to expand beyond the limits of em-
pires, and to embrace all nations with tender feelings
of humanity ; thouldft thou, refleting on the-univerfal

Neverthelefs, honour the diftinétions of rank in civil
life, which fociety has introduced or permitted.

Oft are thofe gradations the produftions of pride ;
but pride it would be in thee to fruggle againft or to
difavow thofe diftinétions which civil focicty acknow-
Jedges.

Ign our affemblies, ftep behind him who is more vir-

. tnous and more enlightened : the dignity which diftin-
guithes thee in the world remains unnoticed here.

Be not athamed of an infignificant, but honeft, mam
out of the Lodge, whom thou haft acknowledged 3
fhort time before as a Brother ; the Order would then
be afhamed of thee alfo, and fend thee back to the
profane theatre of the world, there to exercife thy

ride.

Is thy Brother in danger—hafte thou to his aflif-
tance,.and hefitate not to endanger thy own life for him.

Is he diftrefled—open thy purfe to him, and rejoice

Thy Obligation compels thee to be benevolent to
mankind, but in particular to thy Brother.

Call in an unprejudiced arbitrator, and invite him
to brotherly mediation.

But never ftep over our threfhold, unlefs thy hearg
is clear of hatred and vengeance.

In vain wouldft thou attempt.to fupplicate down into
our temples the Eternal, if they were not ornamented
by the virtues of our Brethren, and confecrated by
their unanimity.

IX. Duties towards the Order.

BY having admitted thee to partake of the advan-
tages which are the confequences of our alliance, thoy

' haft refigned a part of that natural liberty,

Fulfil with religious ftriGtnefs all thofe mcral duties
which the Order prefcribes thee.

Follow its wife precepts, and honour thofe, who,
by the confidence of the Brethren, have been made the
Guardians of the laws, and the interpreters of the
wniverfal union.

Thy will is fubordinate, in the Order, to the will
of the law, and thy fuperiors. .

Thou wouldft not be a true Brother, if thou wouldft
refift this fubordinaticn; fo very requifite in every fo-
cicty ; and nothing would remain for us then, but to
banith thee from among us. .

In particular we have a law, the inviolable com-
pliance with which thou haft promifed before the face
of Heaven; it jis the ftriéteft filence concerning our
rites, ceremonies, figng, and the form of our alliance,

Do not imagine that this obligation is lefs facred
than that which thou takeft in civil life.

Thou wert free when it was adminiftered to thee:

" but it is not now at thy option to violate it; the Eter-

nal, whom thou haft invoked to witnefs it, has ratis

. Aa3 Tremble
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Tremble at the punithments of perjury; never
couldft thou efcape the gnawing reproaches of thy own
heart. .

Thou wouldft lofe for ever the efteem and the confi-
dence of a numerous Society, who would have an un«
doubted right to declare thee to be a perjured and in-
famous being.

Conclufion,

SHOULD thefe Precepts, which the Order commu-
nicates to thee, to make the path to truth and happi-
nefs fmooth, imprint themfelves deep into thy heart,
open to the impreflions of virtue; fhauldft thou make
thofe excellent principles thy own, which diftinguifh
each ftep of thy Mafonic carcer, and render them the
plumb-line of all thy attions—O Brotber ! how great
would be our joy! Then wouldft thou anfwer thy ex-
aited deftination: thou wouldft refume that refemblance
- with God which was the fhare of man in his ftate
of innocence, which is the objeét of Religion, and the
principal end of Mafonic initiation: thou wouldft be
once more the favourite of Heaven; the abundance of
its bleffings would be poured over thee, and, acquir~

“The Mafter, knowing himfelf qualified, undertakes
the government of the Lodge, and truly difpenfes his
rewards, giving to every brother the approbation

'~ which he merits.

A Craftfman, who is appointed Warden of the
work under the Mafter, is true to Mafter and fcllows,
carefully overfees the work, and hisbrethren obey him.

‘The Mafter, Wardens, and brethren receive their
rewards juftly, are faithful, and carefully finith the
work which they begin, whether it be in the firft or
fecond degree; but never put that work to the firfk
which as been accuftomed to the fecond degree.

Neither envy nor cenfure is difcovered among Ma-
fons. No brother is fupplanted, or put out of his
works if he be capable to- finifh the fame; as no man

© who is not perfeétiy fkilled in the original defign, can,
. with equal advantage to the Mafter, finith the work
" begun by another.,

All employed in Mafonry meekly receive their re~
wards, and ufe no difobliging name. Brother or fel~
low are the terms or appellations they beftow on each
other. They behave courteoufly within and without
the Lodge, and never defert the Mafter till the work
be finifhed. cc Laws
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Laws for the Government of the Lodge.

The greateft monarchs in all
ages, as well of Afia and Africa as of Europe, have
becn encouragers of the Royal Art, and mnany of them
have prefided as Grand Mafters over the Mafons in
their re{pective dominions ; nor thought it any diminu-
tion of thewr imperial dignities to level themfelves with
- their brethren in Mafonry, and to act as they did.
The world's great Architect is our fupreme matfter,
and the unerring rule he has given us is that by which
we work. Religious difputes are never fuffered in the
Lodge, for, as Mafons, we only purfue the univerfal
religion, or the rehgion of nature: this is the cement
which unites men of the moft difcordant principles in

: one
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one facred band, and brings together thofe who are the
moft diftant from one another. '

There ave three general heads of duty which Mafons
ought always to inculcate, wiz. to God, our neigh-
bours, and ourfelves. To God, in néver mentioning
his name but with that reverential awe which becomes
a creature to bear to his Creator, and to look upon.
him always as the fummum benum which we came into
the world to enjoy; and according to that view fo re-
gulate all our purfuits. ‘Toour neighbours, in ating
upon the fquare, or doing as we would be done by.
To ourfelves, inavoiding all intemperance and excefles,
whereby we may be rendered incapable of following
our work, or led into a bchaviour unbecoming our
laudable profeflion ; and in always keeping within due
bounds, and free from all pollution.

In the ftate, a Mafon is to behave as a peaceable and
dutiful fubjet, conforming cheerfully to the govern-
ment under which he lives: he is to pay a due defe-
rence to his fuperiors, and from his inferiors he is ra~
ther to receive honour with fome reludtance than to.
extort it : heis to be aman of benevolence and charity,
not fitting down countented while his fellow-creatures
(but much more his brethren) are in want, and it is
in his power, without prejudicing himfelf and family,
to relicve them. In the Lodge he is to behave with
all due decorum, left the beauty and harmony thereof
fhould be difturbed and broken. He is to be obedient

' to the Mafter and prefiding Officers, and to apply
himfelf clofely to the bufinefs of Mafonry, that he
_may fooner become a proficient therein, both for his
own credit, and for that of the Lodge. He is not to
negle®t his own neceflary avocations for the fake of
Mafonry, nor to involve himfelf in quarrels with thofe
who- through ignorance may fpeak evil of or ridicule
it. He is to be a lover of the arts and fciences, and to
take all opportunities of improving himfelf therein.
It he recommends a friend to be made~a Mafon, he
muft vouch him to be fuch as he really believes will
conform to the aforefaid duties, left by his mifconduét

. €c3 ‘ at
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at any time, the Lodge fhould pafs under fome ill im-
putations. Nothing can prove more fhocking to all
faithful Mafons than to fee any of their brethren pro-
fane or break through the facied rules of their order,
and fuch as can do it they with had never been ade
m.ltted' . N

Charge at luitiation into the Second Degree®.

Brother,

BEING advanced to the fecond degree of Mafonry,
we congratulate you on your preferment. [ The real,
and not the nominal, qualifications of a man are
what Mafonry regards. As you increafe in know-
ledge, you will improve in focial intcrconrfe.

It is unneceffary to recapitulate the duties which,
as a Mafon, you are bound to difcharge; .or enlarge
on the neceflity of a ftri¢t adherence to them, as your
own experience muft have eftablifhed their value. It
may be fufficient to obferve, that] Your paft behaviour
and regular deportment have merited the honour which
we have now conferred ; and in your new charaéter,
it is expected that you will conform to -the principles
of the Order, by fteadily perfevering in the praétice
of every commendable virtue. .

The ftudy of the liberal arts [that valuable branch
of education, which tends fo effettually to polith and
adorn the mind] is earneftly recommended to your
confideration ; efpecially the fcience of geometry, which

"is eftablifhed as the bafis of our Art. ~[Geometry, or

Mafonry, originally fynonymous terms, being of a
divine and moral nature, is enriched with the moft
ufeful knowledge ; while it proves the wonderful pro-
perties of nature, it demonftrates the more important
truths of morality.]

The folemnity of our ceremonies requires a ferious
deportment ; you are therefore to be particularly at~

tentive
® The feateaces inclofcd In brackets [} may be occafionally omitted.
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tentive to your behaviour in our regular affemblies ; to
preferve our ancient ufages and cultoms facred and in-
violable, and, by your example, induceothers to hold
them in venciation.

Our laws and regulations you are ftrenuoufly to fup-
port; and be always rcady to aflilt in feeing them duly
executed.  You are not to palliate, or aggravate, the
offences of your brethren; but, in the decifion of every
trefpafsagaintt our rules, you are to judge with candour,
admonifh with friendthip, and reprehend with juttice. *

In our private aflemblies, as a Craftiman, you may
offer your fentiments and opinions on fuch fubjetts as
are regularly introduced in the Lefture; and by this
privilege you may improve your intelleCtual powers;
quality yourfelf to become an ufeful member of fociety;,
and, l)';ke a fkilful brother, ftrive to excel in every
thing that is good and great.

[* All regular figns and fummonfes, given and re-
ceived, youareduly to honour, and pun&tually to obey 5
inafmuch as they confift with our profeffed principles.
You are to fupply the wants, and relieve the neceflities,
of your brethren, to the utmoft of your power and abi-
lity : and on no account are you to wrong them, or fee
them wronged ; but apprife them of appreaching dan-
ger; andview theirintercitasinfeparablefrom your own.

Such is the nature of your engagements asa Crattf-
man; and to thefe duties you are bound by the moft
facred ties.

Charge at Initiation into the Third ﬁegr:e.

Brother,

YOUR zeal for our Inftitution, the progrefs you
have made in our art, and your conformity to our regu-
lations; have pointed you out as a proper objet of fa-
vour and efteem. . ‘

In the charater of a Mafter-mafon, you are hence-
forth to corret the errors and irregularities of unin-

cd in the courie of the coremony,

in fociety, muft be your conttant care; and with this.

view, you are to recommend to your inferiors, obedi-
ence and fubmiffion ; to your equals, courtefy and
affability; to your fuperiors, kindnels and condefcen-

fion. Univerial benevolence you are to inculcate 5 and,

by the regularity of vour behaviour, afford the beft
example for the conduét of others. The ancient land-
marks of our Order, now entrufted to your care, you
are to preferve {acred and inviolable ; and never fuffer
an infringement of our rites, or countenance adeviation
from our ettablifhed ufages ard cuftoms.

Duty, honour, and gratitude, now bind you to be
faithful to every truft; to fupport with becomingdig-
nity your new charaéter ; and to enforce, by example
and precepr, the tenets of cur fyftem. Let nomotive,
therefore, make you fwerve from your duty, violate
yeur vows, or betray your truft; but be true and
faithful, and imitate the example of that celebrated
artilt whom you have once reprefented. Thus your
exemplary condu&t muft convince the world, that merit
is the title to our privileges, and that on you our fa-
vours have not been undeitrvedly beftowed.

The Ceremany and Service at a Mafon's Funeral,
NO Mafon can be interred v ith the formalities of the
Order, unlefs by his own fpecial requett, com-
municated to the Maiter of the Lodge of which he died
a Member 3 nor unlets he had been advanced to the
third degree of Mafenry®. )
The Matter of the Lodge, on receiving intelligence
of his death, and being made acquainted with the af:ly

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| . and hour appointed for his funeral, is to iffue his com-

mand for fummoning the Lodge; and immediately to
make application by the Grand Secretary to the De-
puty Grand Mafter, for a legal power and authorit
to attend the proceflion, with his Officers, and fucK
Brethren us he may approve of, properly cloathed}.

The difpenjation being obtained, the Mafter may
invite as many Lodges as he thinks proper, and the
Members of the faid Lodges may accompany their
Officers in form ; but the whole ceremony muft be un-
der the dire&ion of the Mafter of the Lodge to which
the deceafed belonged ; and he, and his officers, muft
be duly honoured and cheerfully obeyed on the occafion.

All" the Brethren who walk in proceflion fhould
obferve as much as poflible an uniformity in their drefs.
Decent mourning, with white ftockings, gloves, and
apronst, are moft {uitable and becoming. No per-
fon ought to be diftinguithed with a jewel, unlefs he
is an officer of one of the Lodges invited to attend in
form, and the officers of fuch Lodges fhould be orna-
mented with white fathes and hatbands ; as alfo the of-
ficers of the Lodge to whom the difpenfation is grant~
ed, who thould likewife be diftinguithed with white rods.

Ip the proceffion to the place of interment, the dif-
ferent Lodges rank according to their feniority ; the
junior ones preceding. Each Lodge forms one divi-

One or two Lodges march before the proceffion be-
gins, to the church-yard, to prevent confufion, and
make the neceflary preparations. The Brethren are
on no account to defert their vanks, or change their
places, bat keep in their ditierent departments. When
the proceflion arrives at the gate of the church-yard,
the Ludge to which the deceafed Brother belonged,
and all the reft of the Brethren, muft halt, till the
Members of the different Lodges have formed a per=
fect circle round the grave, when an opening is made
to receive them. They then march up to the grave;
and the clergyman, and ehe officers of the aéting Lodge,
taking their #ation at the head of the grave, with the
choritters on each fide, and the mourners at the foot,

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the furvice is rehearfed, an anthem fung, and that
particular part of the ceremony is concluded with the
ufual forms. In returning from the funeral, the fame
order of proceffion is to be obferved.

THF, FUNERAL SERVICE.

THE Lodge is opened by the Mafter of the Lodge
to which the deceafed belonged in the third degree,
with the ufual forms, and an anthem is fung. The
body being placed in the center on a couch, and the
coffin in which it is laid being open, the Mafter pro-
ceeds to the head of the corpfe, and the fervice begins.

¢ the grave? ! '

¢ Man waiketh in a vain fhadow, he heapeth up

‘The grand honours are then given, and certain forms
ufed which cannot be here explained. Solemn mufic
is introduced, during which the Mafter ftiews herbs or
flowers over the body ; and, taking the sACRED ROLL
in his hand, he fays,

¢ Let me die the death of the righteous, and let my
¢ laft end be like his.’

The Biethrén anfwer,

¢ God is our Gou, for ever and ever; he will be our
¢ guide ever unto death.”

The Mafter then puts the roll into the coffinj after
which he fays,

¢ Almighty Father, into thy hands we commend
¢ the foul of our loving Brother.®

‘Lhe Brethren anfwer three times, giving 'the grand
honours each time, ‘

¢ The
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¢ The will of God is accomplifhed ; fo be it.
The Mafter then repeats the following prayers
¢ Moft glorious God, author of all good, and giver

it may arrive, that after our departure hence, in

¢ thine everlafting kingdom, and there enjoy, in endlefs
¢ fruition, the juft rewards of a pious and virtuous
¢ life.”  Amen. ’

An anthem being fung, the Mafter retires to the
pedeftal, and the coffin is fhut up. An oration, fuit-
able to the occafion is then delivered; and the Mafter

of all mercy, pour down thy bleffings upon us, and
ftrengthen all our folemn engagements with the ties
of fraternal affetion. Let this ftriking inftance of
mortality remind us of our approaching fate; and
fo fit and prepare us for that awful period, whenever

peace and in thy favour, we may be received into .

recommends love and unity, the Brethren join hands,

and renew to each other their pledged vows. The
Lodge is adjourned, and the proceflion begins in the
form already defcribed to the church, and from thence
to the place of interment, when the following exhor-
tation is given :— _

¢ The prefent occafion prefents to our view a ftrik-
ing inftance of the uncertainty of life, and demon-
frates the vanity of all human purfuits. As the
laft offices paid to the dead are only uleful as they
are le&tures to the living, we ought to derive inftruc-
tion from them, and confider every folemnity of this
kind as a fummons to prepare for our approaching
diffolution. '

¢ Notwithftanding the various mementos of morta-
lity with which we daily meet, notwithitanding we
are convinced that death has eftablithed his empire
over all the works of nature, yet, through fome un-
accountable infatuation, we are ftill apt to forget we
were born to die, We go on from one defign to
another, add hope to hope, and lay out plans for the
fubfiftence and employment of many years, till we
are fuddenly alarmed with the approach of death
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¢ we had probably concluded to be the meridian of our
¢ exiftence,

¢ What are all the externals of majefty, the pride
of wealth or charms of beauty, when nature claims
her jut debt? Let us, for a moment, throw our
eyes on the laft fcene, view life ftript of her orna-
ments, and expofed in her natural meannefs, and we
fhall then be convinced of the futility of thefe empty
delufions. In the grave, all fallacies are detefted,
all ranks are levelled, and all diftin&ions are done
away.

¢ As, thereforey life is uncertain, and all earthly
purfuits are vain, let us no longer poftpone the im-
portant concern of preparing for eternity. Let us
embrace the appy moment while time and opportu-
tunity offer, in providing with care againit that
great change, when the tranfitory pleafures of this
world can no longer delight us, and the reflettions
of a life fpent in the exercife of piety and virtue
yield the only comfort and conlolation.

¢ While we drop the fympathetic tear over the
grave of our deceafed friend, let Charity induce us
to throw a veikover his foibles, whatever they may
have been, and let us not withhold from his memory
the praife his virtues may have claimed. Suffer the
apologies of human nature to plead in his behalf,
Perfetion has never been attained, and the wifett.as
well as the beft of men have erred. His merito-
‘rious a&tions let us imitate, and from his weaknefs
derive inftru&ion.

¢ Let the example of his fate excite our ferious con=
fideration, and ftrengthen our refolutions of amend-
ment, left our expellations be alfo fruftrated, and
we be hurried unprepared into the prefence of an all-
wife and powerful Judge, to whom the fecrets of all
¢ hearts are known, and from Wwhofe dread tribunal no
¢ culprit can efcape. i

¢ To conclude: Let us fupport with propriety the

¢ charaQer of our profeffion on every occafion, advert
¢ to the nature of our folemn engagements, and {up-

: pd ¢ plicate
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< plicate the Divine Grace to enable us'to purfue with
unwearied affiduity the facred tenets ofP our order.
Thus we fhall fecure the favour of that eternal Being
whofe goodnefs and whofe power can know no
bound ; and profecute our journey, without dread or
apprehenfion, to a far diftant country, from which

countenance, we fhall pafs without trembling
through thofe gloomy manfions where all things are
forgotten 5 and at that great and tremendous day,

¢ and virtue. .

¢ As it Las pleafed the great Creator to remove our
¢ worthy Brother, now deceafed, fiom the cares and
¢ troubles of a tranfitory exiftence to a ftate of eter-

¢ nal duration, and theieby to weaken the chain by '

¢ which we are linked .one to another—may this ex-
¢ ample of the uncertainty ot human iite remind us
¢ of our approaching fate, and may we, who iurvive
¢ him, be more flrongly cemented with the ties of
¢ union and friendllnp; and fo regulaie our conduét
¢ here, by the facred dittates of truth and wiidom,
¢ as to enjoy, in the latter period of life, that ferene
¢ wranquillity of mind which ever flows from a clear
¢ and unlutlicd conicience, void of offence.

¢ Unto the grave we have refigned the body of our
¢ loving fiicud and Brother, there to vemam until the

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beginning of the world : and we earneftly pray Al-

Thus the fervice ends, when the ufual honours are
given, and the proceflion returns to the place from
whence it came.

The Brethren being all arrived at the Lodge, the
neceffary duties are complied with, and the bufinefs of
Mafonry is renewed. The regalia, and the ornaments -
of the deceafed, if an Oificer of a Lodge, are returned
to the Mafter in due form, and with the ufual ceremo-
nies ; after which the charges for regulating the con-
‘duét of the Fraternity are rehearfed, and the Lodge is
clofed in the third degree, with a blefling. .

An Account of the Royal Cumberland School.

TO our Mafonic readers we need offer no apology
for introducing the prefent fubjeét to public attention.

. too ftrongly recommended. It opens a field in which
the generous feelings of humanity may exert their ut-
moft energy, and points at once to temporal enjoy-
ment and eternal blifs,

The Spirit of Benevolence was never more univer-
fally or more efficacioufly exerted than at prefent;
provifion for the aged, the poor, and the infirm, being
abundantly found in this hofpitable country. FREE-
MASONRY, however, which has realon to hoaft of
every excellence that antiquity and the prattice of -
moral virtue can give, had not before this Inftitution
extended its beneficence to Female Qbjets, however ur-
gent their neceflities.  The purpofe of the Inftitution

' N was,
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" 'was, therefore, to preferve the female offspring of in-
- digent FREE-MasOns {rom the dangers-and mistor-

* tunes to which a diflveiicd fituation might expofe them,

To extend the hand of compatlion, to give aflittance

where it was moit wanted, and to render the dehgn
extenfively beneficial, a plan was, with the utmolt defe-
‘| rence, fubmitted to Her Royal Highn-fs the DUTCHESS
of CUMBERLAND, by the Chevalier BARTHOLOMEW
‘| Ruseint. Her Royal Highnels, having confidered
'| the fame, humanely condefcended to take it under her
protedlion, and deigned to accept the title of PaTrO-
‘| Ness. His Royal Highnefs the Dukt of CUMBER=
‘| LaND, then Grand Mafler, and their Royal Highnefles
:| the PRINCE of WaLEs, the Dukks of 'York and
' GLOUCESTER, exprefled their approbation, and a
difpofition to fupport it by their patronage.
1 The more efte¢tually to promote this humane under-
taking, and to prevent abufes, it was confidered, that
the affittance of the Ladies would prove a valuable ac-
quifition:: it was therefore refolved to folicit the favour
of thofe Ladies who fhouid condefcend to become
Governelles, to infpet into the ceconony of the houfe,
‘the education of tie children, and into all matters re-
lative to their various employments; and that they
would vouchiafe to communicate to the Committee
fuch obitrvations as imight feem neceflary to forward
the purpofes of this Inititution; thus adding to the
liberality of their contributions, the kind oftice of
training young female minds, deftitute of parental
care and attention, to Indutiry and Virtue; to focial,
moral and religious Duties.

‘To Ladies of all ranks we efpecially and moft ear-
neftly recommend the fupport of this Benevolent Fa-
i bric, which has for its obje& to qualify a number of
girls to occupy an ulfeful ftation in life; to furnifh re-
fpeftable families with fervants whofe talents and
virtuous difpofitions may cntitle them to that confi-
dence which can rarely be beftowed with fafety on
thofe whofe birth and education have been among the
lowett orders of fociety. '

pdg The
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The great encouragement this undertaking met
with in its infancy from feveral branches of the Royal
Family, and from many diftinguithed charaters among
the nobility and gentry, as well without as within the
circle of the Fraternity, enabled the Truftees and
Committee, who were delegated to manage the con-
cerns of the Charity, to take a houfe at Somer’s
Town, in the New Road leading from Tottenham-
court-road to Iflington; and on the i1ft of January,
1789, fifteen Children were admitted therein, which
number was, at different periods, augmented to the
amount of twenty-eight; than which number the houfe
was not calculated to accommodate more.

In 1793 the Governors, anxious ftill farther to ex-
tend the benefits of this Inftitution, hired on leafe a
piece of ground in St. George’s Fields belonging to
the City of London, on which they bave eretted a

commodious and fpacious fchool-houfe at the expence -

of upwards of 2500l. into which the children are
now removed. This building is {ufficiently extenfive
to accommodate an hundred children; and, from the
exertions of the Fraternity at home and abroad, there
is every reafon to hope that the Governors will foon
have it in their power to-provide for that number.

The following are fome of the general regulations
for the management of this fchool.

Every child who is admitted into the fchool muft be
the daughter of a Mafon who has been initiated into
the Society three years, and regiftered in the books of
the Grand Lodge; and fuch-child, at the time of ap-
plication, muft be between the age of five and nine
years 3 not weak, fickly, or afflited with any diforder
or infirmity ; muft have had the tinall-pox, and be free
from any defe&t in her eyes or limbs.
