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and representatives from one hundred and eighty-eight of the
two hundred and one chartered lodges of the jurisdiction.

A lodge of Master Masons was opened in ample form as

required by the Law of Freemasonry in Nebraska.

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It was ascertained by roll call that a constitutional number
of lodges were represented. The Grand Master declared the
Grand Lodge open for the dispatch of business, and due
proclamation thereof was made by the Grand Marshal.

The Grand Master ordered that all Freemasons in good
standing, unless objected to by members of Grand Lodge,
be admitted to seats in the gallery during the sessions of
this communication, or until otherwise ordered.

The Grand Master congregated the committees on Visitors
and on Credentials, and they began their labors.

The Grand Master now delivered his

ADDRESS.
BRETHREN :

Observation and considerable experience at the bar have taught me that in
one phase of their practice lawyers differ radically in their management and
conduet of the trial of a cause. The lawyer of one class somehow manages to
so conduct the trial of the cause that himself, and the apparent ability which he
displays, are more prominent and more universally noted by the spectators than
the merits of the case he represents. The lawyer of the other class, while really
exerting as much ability as his brother, somehow so manages his case as to make
prominent to the on-looker the great merits of his cause, and make them appeal
so strongly to the judgment of those who hear that the merits and ability dis-
played by the lawyer himself are entirely overlooked and not noted. So in the
government of a great institution like the Masonic Fraternity a similar differ-
ence in the manner of government may be noted between different Grand Mas-
ters. It has been the aim of your present Grand Master, in the government of
the Fraternity, so far as it has been committed to his charge, to push forward
and make prominent the mighty institution itself and the perfections of its laws
and regulations, and, as it were, hide himself behind these. His effort has
been to so govern ihe institution that not a single brother, if possible, should be
conscious that he was being governed, at least by the Grand Master. His aim
has been that the brethren should know as little as possible of the troublous
waters through which and over which the Craft has passed during the past year.

My first official act as your Grand Master was indeed a pleasing one. On
invitation from the Worshipful Master and the brethren of Stella Lodge, No.
105, I visited said lodge on Saint Johns Day, installed its officers, delivered an
address and joined in the festivities which the brethren of that lodge know so
well how, in their gquiet way, to provide.

As soon as charters could be provided and executed for the new lodges
created at the last session of the Grand Lodge. I, in person, constituted each of
said lodges and installed its officers. In discharging this pleasant duty I was
assisted by the Deputy Grand Master, the Grand Senior Warden, the Grand
Junior Warden, Grand Custodian and the Grand Chaplain. These officers were
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not al] present at each place, but at each place some of them were present and
rendered valuable assistance. The lodges thus constituted were :

Gauge Lodge, No. 208, at Arcadia, in Valley county.

Canopy Lodge, No. 209, at Elinwood, in Cass county.

East Lincoln Lodge, No. 210, at Lincoln, in Lancaster county.

At each of these places we were rejoiced to find that the lodge was composed
of bright, intelligent, representative Masons, and the interests of the Fraternity
are safely lodged in their keeping. I expect to hear good reports from each of
these new lodges. Your Grand Officers were royally enterlained by these breth-
ren, and we left each place cherishing the warmest sentiments of fraternal
regard for and confidence in the brethren located there.

BEach of these lodges so organized was recommended by the nearest lodge to
the place where the new lodge is located, and in every instance, except one, the
issuance of the dispensation was cordially recommended by your Grand Custo-
dian after personally visiting the field and making a thorough inspection and
examination. I presume the brethren at each of these places will present
petitions for a charter at this session of the Grand Lodge.

1 have issued special dispensations to the following lodges, viz.:

Fremont Lodge, No. 15; Northern Light Lodge, No. 41; Geneva Lodge, No.

" 79; Tyre Lodge, No. 85; Hubbell Lodge, No. 92; Superior Lodge, No 121;
Jasper Lodge, No. 122; Square Lodge, No. 151; Parallel Lodge, No. 152;
Barneston Lodge, No. 165; Blazing Star Lodge, No. 200; Saint Johns Lodge, No.
25 (to confer two degrees out of time); Beatrice Lodge, No. 26, and Beaver City
Lodge, No. 93.

Some of these'special dispensations were to elect and install officers out of
time. Others were to confer degrees out of time. In each of the above cases I
have required the payment of the fee provided by the law; all of which fees I
have turned over to the Grand Secretary as our law requires.
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In the case of the dispensation issued to Northern Light Lodge, No. 41, the
dispensation was issued to elect and install a Worshipful Master. This was
made necessary from the fact that said lodge had re-elected R.'.W.*.Bro. John
A. Ebrhardt as W.*.M.., who was at the last session of the Grand Lodge elected
Grand Senior Warden, and in consequence could not be installed, and could not
serve as W.+.M.". of his own lodge. /In this case, as in all others, I required the
payment of the usual fee of $10.00 but I think that this fee ought certainly to
be returned to said lodge, as this dispensation was made necessary by the act
of the Grand Lodge and not by reason of any oversight or negligence on the
part of said lodge. I recommend, therefore, that the Grand Lodge order that
this fee of $10.00 be repaid to said lodge.

In granting each of the above named dispensations I have been as careful as
possible in enforcing the law, and have granted no dispensation except where
the factsin my judgment amply justified the issuance of the same.

On April 10, 1893, the brethren at Ainsworth, Nebraska, presented to me an
application for a dispensation to form a new lodge at that place and forwarded
the fee $25.00 for the same. As the time within which the dispensation would
expire by the limitation, provided under the law, was too short to enable the
brethren to do any work and exhibit their capacity to conduct a lodge, I have
not issued said dispensation, and have returned the draft for the fee to our
Grand Secretary and 1 herewith submit the petition, demits, certificates, and all
papers pertaining thereto.

At the session of the Grand Lodge in 1891, it having been represented to the
Grand Lodge that the charter of Parallel Lodge, No. 152, had been destroyed, a
new charter was ordered to be issued to said lodge without fee, By some over-
sight said new charter was not issued as directed. When this was brought to
my attention I caused a charter to be prepared in accordance with the previous
instruction of the Grand Lodge, and have now delivered the same to said lodge,
and, as it seemed to me to be required, have, through R.-.W.,*.Lee P. Gillette
as my proxy, ratified and confirmed the acts done by said lodge in the absence
of said charter or any other express authority.

NEW GRAND LODGES.

I have been officially informed that on the 10th day of November, 1892,
by the express permission of the Grand Lodge of Indian Territory, the
Grand Lodge of Oklahoma was organized and now asks recognition at the hands
of this Grand Lodge. I herewith fraternally submit the papers, records and
proceedings pertaining to the organization of said Grand Lodge and recommend
that the same be fraternally recognized.

I have also received certain proceedings relative to the Grand Lodge of New
Zealand, which I also submit for your consideration and cordially recommend that
if, on examination, no serious objection arises, fraternal relations be estab-
lished between this Grand Body and the Grand Lodge of New Zealand.

There has also been referred to me a letter from the chairman of the Com-
mittee on Foreign Correspondence of the Grand Lodge of the Island of Cuba,
asking that the matter of recognizing said Grand Lodge be called to your
attention at this session. I know nothing of the organization of the Grand
Lodge of Cuba except what appears from this communication. I refer the
whole matter with the letter above referred to, to you and recommend that, if
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upon examination it is deemed advisable to do so, the Grand Lodge of Cuba be
fraternally recognized.

GRAND REPRESENTATIVES.

I have been officially informed that the Grand Lodges of Iowa and Pennsyl-
vania have withdrawn from the Grand Representative system and have with-
drawn the commissions held by Brothers Mercer and Bowen as Representa-
tives of these Grand Lodges respectively near this Grand Lodge, and ask that
the commissions of the brethren representing this Grand Lodge near the Grand
Lodges of Iowa and Pennsylvania be recalled. I submit these papers for your
consideration. Take such action in this matter as in your wisdom may be
advisable.

I have appointed the following Grand Representatives of this Grand Lodge
near other Grand Bodies :

On the 1st day of December, 1892, [ commissioned M.:.W.*.Brother Edwin
D. Hilyer as Representative of this Grand Lodge near the Grand Lodge of
Kansas. Before his commission could be delivered to him by the Grand
Secretary of that Grand Lodge, Brother Hilyer died on December 12th, 1892.

On the 23d day of February, 1893, I issued a commission to M.-.W.-.
Charles Bechtel as Grand Representative of this Grand Lodge near the Grand
Lodge of New Jersey.

On the 25th day of March, 1893, I issued a commission appointing R.-.W.-,
Brother John H. Miller as Representative of this Grand Lodge near the Grand
Lodge of Maryland.,

On the 20th day of May, 1893, I issued a commission appointing M.-. W.-.
Frederick G. Alexander as Representative of this Grand Lodge near the Grand
Lodge of the District of Columbia.

On the 22d day of May, 1893, I issued a commission appointing R.-.W.-.
Phil Metschan Representative of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska near the Grand
Lodge of Oregon, as the successor of the distinguished and much loved brother,
M. .W.-.Thomas McF. Patton, who died during the year.

FRATERNAL CONGRESS.

A number of Grand Lodges have joined in a proposition to hold what is
called a ‘‘ Fraternal Congress” during the coming summer at the city of
Chicago, This idea has suggested itself by reason of the World’s Columbian
Exposition that will be in session this year. I respectfully submit herewith a
communication received from the Grand Lodge of Kentucky upon that sub-
ject. The idea of holding such congress was first suggested by the Grand
Lodge of Illinois at its session in 1891. A cominission of six eminent Masons
was appointed to represent the Grand Lodge of Illinois in that congress. This
matter was overlooked at our last session. While I heartily endorse the hold-
ing of such * Fraternal Congress” for consultation merely, with the express
understanding that no effort shall be made to establish a National Grand Body
which shall have, or assume to have, any authority over the various Grand
Lodges throughout the world, I have not appointed any commissioners, because
I felt that I had no authority to do so ; but have presumed to carry on a lim-
ited correspondence in a few instances with other Grand Masters in reference
to the matter. I recommend that the Grand Lodge of Nebraska heartily join
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in this ¢ Fraternal Congress:” and I recommend the appointment of a commis-
sion consisting of not more than twelve nor less than six members to represent
this body in such congress, and I recommend that our commissioners be
instructed to oppose the formation of a National Grand Body which shall
assume jurisdiction or authority over the Grand Lodges now existing; and
further instruct them to enter said congress only on the basis that the congress
is for consultation only. The time for the first meeting of said congress is
Monday, August 14, 1893, at 10 o'clock a. ¥., at Masonic Temple, Chicago.

ORPHANS EDUCATIONAL FUND.

At the last session of the Grand Lodge, the commission of Brother Albert
U. Wyman as a member of the Board of Trustees of the Orphans Educational
Fund expired, and reposing confidence in him as a Mason and knowing some-
thing of his ability as a financier, 1 have taken pleasure in reappointing him
to that trust, and I am pleased to say to the Grand Lodge that Brother Wyman
has kindly consented to accept the position. You remember that the Grand
Lodge agreed to pay the cost of furnishing a bond for the treasurer of that
board, to be given by some well established debenture company. The bond
which he gave for the previous year expired on the 15th day of October, 1892,
and the same with the accompanying papers were submitted to me with the
request that I authorize payment of the cost of furnishing a renewal of the
same, which is $50. But on careful examination of the bond, which was given
by the Missouri, Kansas and Texas I'rust Co., in behalf of Brother Wyman as
such treasurcr for the year expiring October 15, 1892, I was entirely dissatisfied
with the form and terms of said bond. I do not believe it meets the case at
all. I did not feel justified in ordering a renewal of the same, and did not do
so. I ask that it be expressly understood that Brother Wyman is not in any
way to be chargeable with the failure to get a new bond as such treasurer.
He, in fact, asked that it might be done, but I have not caused the same to be
done for the reason, as I have above stated, I do not believe the bond suggested
or offered by that company is such as meets the exigency of our case. I will

therefore submit the matter to the Grand YLodge for its action in the premises.

GRIEVANCES, DISCIPLINE, ETC.

Immediately after my installation as Grand Master, objection was filed with
me against the installation of the brother who had been elected W...M.'. of
Corinthian Lodge, No. 83, at Wakefield, Nebraska. After waiting consider-
able time in the hope that time would assuage any passion or prejudice that
might have been engendered through controversy, in company with your Grand
Senior Warden, I went to Wakefield, Nebraska, and made a personal investiga-
tion of the matter. After such examination I became satisfied that it would be
for the best interests of the Fraternity, and especially of Corinthian Lodge, No.
83, that the brother referred to should not be installed as Worshipful Master.
I therefore ordered an election to be held immediately, which was done in my
presence, and Brother Cyrus E. Hunter was elected W.:.M.-. of said lodge, and
I immediately installed him into office for the remainder of the year. I did
this after being fully satisfied that this course would best subserve the interests
of the Fraternity.
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During the year I reccived the papers and documents relating to a contro-
versy that had arisen between Coteau Lodge, No. 54, of Webster, South
Dakota, and Jordan Lodge, No. 27, at West Point, Nebraska. The controversy
arose over the expenses incurred in the last sickness and death and funeral of
Brother Archibald Robinson, a member of Jordan Lodge, No. 27, but who died
within the jurisdiction of Coteau Lodge, No. 54. Coteau Lodge, No. 54, pre-
sented to Jordan Lodge, No. 27, the bill for expenses incurred in the last sick-
ness and burial of Brother Robinson by said Coteau Lodge, No. 54, amounting
in the aggregate to the sum of $134.06. These expenses Coteau Lodge, No.
54, requested our Jordan Lodge, No. 27, to pay.  Our Jordan Lodge, No. 27,
caused the matter to be investigated, and upon investigation they declined to
pay $69.54 of the sum, being the aggregate of items which were considered to
be unnecessary or else exorbitant, leaving a balance of $64.62, which Jordan
Lodge, No. 27, offered to pay and sent a draft in payment of the same. This
draft Coteaun Lodge, No. 54, returned and refused to accept, and fraternally
requested Jordan Lodge, No. 27, to pay the balance or at least pay an amount
aguregating $96.02. This our Jordan Lodge refused to do. Coteau Lodge, No.
54, then laid the matter before the Grand Master of South Dakota, who in due
course of time laid the matter before me. I at once entered into correspond-
ence, or attempted to do so, with our Jordan Lodge, No. 27, and made an
effort to procure a full statement of all the facts in relation to the matter. Our
Jordan Lodge, No. 27, after being three times required by your Grand Master
to do so, have failed to furnish the Grand Master with the facts or all of them
as he demanded. This was an act of discourtesy on the part of Jordan Lodge,
No. 27, that perhaps merited some discipline, but owing to the fact that much
of the facts are contained in the original papers submitted to me by the Grand
Master of South Dakota, which possibly made correspondence with Jordan
Lodge, No. 27, unnecessary, 1 have not taken any steps towards disciplining
Jordan Lodge, No. 27, for its want of fraternal courtesy to the Grand Master,
and simply refer the matter, for such action as may seem proper, to the Grand
Lodge. I herewith submit the original correspondence in reference to this
controversy between Jordan Lodge, No. 27, and Coteau Lodge, No. 54, Under
all the circumstances surrounding this case I think it would have been better
and more in accordance with fraternal courtesy for our Jordan Lodge, No. 27,
to have paid these expenses, at least the amount of the same aggregating
$96.02. But while I believe so, I am compelled to say that I think some of
these expenses were unnecessary and were really exorbitant, but this possibly
is accounted for by the difference in prices of the articles named at the two
places. I submit the whole matter however to the Grand Lodge for such action
as may be deemed necessary and proper.

In March, 1892, charges were preferred against Brother A. W. Price,
a member and Past Master of Merna Lodge, No. 171, for unmasonic conduct of
the grossest character, by Brother D. J. Joiner, a member of said lodge.
Afterwards, in pursuance of said charges, the testimony was taken in a legal
manner and on June 11, 1892, a trial was had in which Brother Price was
found guilty as charged by vote of 17 to 3, but the only penalty inflicted was
reprimand. The W.-.M.-., S.-.W.-., J.-. W.-., Secretary and one other brother
appealed to the Grand Master from the order of the lodge inflicting a repri-
mand, as the punishment for the offense, on the ground that the said punish-
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ment was eatirely inadequate for the offense charged and of which the accused
brother was found gunilty. I held the said appeal under consideration for some
time. In company with Past Grand Master George B. France, I, after consid-
erable delay, went to Merna, Nebraska, after having caused the Worshipful
Master of the lodge to convene the lodge, summoning all the members to be
present, on the 6th day of April, 1893. I[then and there reversed the judgment
of said lodge so far as it applied to the penalty ordered inflicted, and ordered
the lodge to again, and at once, consider the amount and character of the pun-
ishment to be inflicted upon the accused brother. After the matter was fully
considered by said lodge on the 6th of April, 1893, all the members of said
lodge then in the state being present, by more than two-thirds majority, said
lodge voted to expel the accused brother from the Order. After the said vote
had been taken, in deep solemnity said A. W. Price was declared duly expelled
from the Order and from all the rights aud privileges of a Mason. I herewith
submit for your consideration the certified copy of the record pertaining to said
trial, including a copy of the testimony.

I have been officially informed that Brother Alexander Atkinson, a member
of Nebraska Lodge, No. 1, has appealed from the decision of the Master of
said lodge, declaring the action of said lodge, in electing to membership therein
one John J. Stedman, irregular and null and void from the fact that said
Stedman had been published by the Grand Lodge of Iowa, from whose juris-
dietion he came, as an expelled Mason, this fact being unknown at the time said
Stedman was elected to membership. I have directed that all the records and

papers pertaining to this appeal be referred to you for such action as in your

wisdom may seem proper in the premises.

About two years ago an applicant petitioned our Falls City Lodge, No. 9,
for initiation. His petition was referred in the usual manner, and in due time
the applicant was balloted for and elected. Before being initiated, however, he
removed to the State of Maryland, where he has since resided. Upon hi§ re-
quest Falls City Lodge, No. 9, requested the Masonic lodge at Patmos, Mary-
land, where the applicant resided, to confer the degrees upon him for said Falls
City Lodge. Before cither of the degrees could be conferred upon the appli-
cant an objection was made by a member of said lodge at Patmos, Maryland,
against conferring said degrees. Afterwards said applicant informed our Falls
City Lodge, No. 9, that the objection was based entirely upon and grew out of
the personal spite of the objector, who was a competitor in business of said
applicant, and he requested that Falls City Lodge request Landmark Lodge,
. No. 127 at Baltimore, Maryland, to confer the degrees upon him. In accord-
ance with this request, Falls City Lodge, No. 9, requested said Landmark Lodge
to confer the degrees upon the applicant, but before this request was complied
with, the said lodge at Patmos objected to the said degrees being conferred by the
said Landmark Lodge. Complaint was then made to Falls City Lodge by the
applicant, and Falls City Lodge then laid the whole matter before me, claiming
that as the applicant was the material of Falls City Lodge, and that this lodge
had simply requested said Landmark Lodge of Maryland to confer the degrees
for Falls City Lodge, said Landmark Lodge was not required to pass upon the
character and qualifications of the applicant to be made a Mason. I at once
laid the whole matter before the Grand Master of Maryland, who made a thor-
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ough investigation of the whole matter. In his letter in reply, among other
things, in relation to this matter, he says :

I do not like to appear discourteous to a sister Grand Jurisdiction, but under the
circumstances, it is impossible for me to control this case. The applicant lives in the
jurisdiction of Patmos Lodge and it was alleged at the timme that the reason he requested
Falls City Lodge to apply to Landmark Lodge to confer these degrees upon him was be-
cause he knew Patmos Lodge would not be a party to making him a Mason. Atthe
the time of the original request, T requested the Senior Grand Warden of our Grand
Lodge, who is a minister of the Gospel, and who resides within the neighborhood of
Patmos Lodge, to thoroughly investigate this case and to report to me: having deter-
mined that if it was merely a matter of prejudice or personal pique on the part of the
members of the Fraternity, residents of Alberton, which prevented the applicant from
being made Entered Apprentice, that I would request another lodge to comply with the
request of Falls City Lodge. I received that report in writing, and sent it as a confiden-
tial communication to your predecessor in office, and afterwards received a letter from
him, stating that, in his judgment, it was best to drop the matter, which I accordingly
did. The sum and substance of that report was that the applicant's actions since he
moved into the community were not such as would recommend him to be made 2 Mason
in any jurisdiction. There eannot be the slightest shadow of a doubt cast upon the
honesty of thisreport, as the brother who made that investigation is one who is held in
the highest esteem by the members of the Grand Lodge, and who would, in any case
submitted to him, render a fair and impartial decision. It may be, that after » lapse
of a year, the members of Patmos Lodge might feel disposed to make applicant a Mason,
and T would suggest that Falls City Lodge now make a written request to Patmos Lodge,
of Ellicott City, Maryland, to confer upon him the degree of Masonry. and I can assure
you that if such request is made. and the applicant’s reputation and character will stand
the test of a Masonic investigation, Patmos Lodge will be only too glad to extend that
courtesy to a sister Lodge, and I would be personally much gratified if they could see

_ their way clear to do so.

From this courteous letter from the Grand Master of Maryland, it is quite
evident that, while he desires every courtesy to be extended to our Falls City
Lodge, still he does not feel that he could require one of his lodges to confer
the @egrees of Masonry, even at the request of Falls City Lodge, upon a man
who is not worthy in the judgment of the lodge, within whose jurisdiction he
resides, to receive the degrees. As the original objection to confer these de-
grees was made in Patmos Lodge, I have not deemed it proper to recommend
to Falls City Lodge to again request Patmos liodge to confer these degrees,
and I have recommended to Falls City Lodge that the matter be dropped, at
least for the present. 1 have, however, assured the Grand Master of Maryland
that this matter has not in the least disturbed the fraternal relations that have
always existed between that Grand Jurisdiction and the Grand Lodge of Ne-
braska. I now submit the matter to your consideration.

About the 1st of March, 1893, charges were preferred by Brother E. W.
Pinney, a member of Capitol Lodge, No. 3, against Brother Thomas K. Sudbor-
ough, as Worshipful Master of Saint Johns Lodge, No. 25, for official unmasonic
conduct, in refusing, as is alleged, to grant a Masonic burial to a member of
said Saint Johns Lodge, No. 25, upon request. On account of the high po-
sition the brother occupies as Worshipful Master of one of our lodges, and on
account of the fact that the interests of Masonry required that as speedy de-
termination be made of this case as is consistent with truth, I appointed a
commission, composed of eminent brethren, to hear and determine this case.
I appointed as such commission Past Grand Masters Manoah B. Reese, Edwin
F. Warren, and Rolland H. Oakley, and Past Masters Francis E. White and
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Monroe C.Steele. I also directed that this prosecution be conducted under the
advice and direction of your Grand Junior Warden, R.-.W.*.Brother Henry H.
Wilson. Soon after these charges were preferred, but hefore the same had been
laid before said commission, Brother Sudborough offered to surrender his jewel
of office. But, realizing that every presumption is in favor of the innocence of
the brother charged until he is proven guilty, and that this presumption should
be in full force in favor of Brother Sudborough in this case, and desiring that
nothing prejudicial to him be done by me in the matter, I declined to receive
said jewel when thus tendered to me, and I returned the same to him to be held
by him until after these charges were thoroughly investigated in the trial and
a decision made in relation to the same. This commission, after its appoint-
ment, in a truly courteous and fraternal manner, and to the entire satisfaction
of your Grand Master, assumed the onerous and unpleasant duty assigned to it.

On the 5th day of May, 1893, the report of the above named commission
was received by me. From the report I am officially informed that the com-
mission proceeded in the regular manner and heard the case, and upon consider-
ation thereof find the charges and specifications are wholly and entirely unsup-
ported by the evidence, and that Brother Sudborough be fraternally acquitted.

I have carefully examined said report and most cordially approve the find-
ings of said commission. The expenses of the commission were %55.80, and I
have directed orders to issue to the brethren composing said commission and to
the witnesses, and to our Brother Grand Junior Warden and the attorney for
the defendant for mileage and per diem, amounting to the above mentioned
sum. I herewith submit the report of said commission for your consideration.

There is one incident in connection with this case that T desire to call special
attention to. At the request of the Grand Junior Warden I caused a sub-
peena to issue requiring the witnesses requested by both sides to appear before
the commission at the Masonic Temple in Lincoln on the date set for the hear-
ing of the case. Among other witnesses thus cited was Brother Alexander
Atkinson, Past Master of Nebraska Lodge, No. 1. Brother Atkinson, as many
of you know, resides at Omaha. He fraternally expressed his regrets to the
Grand Master that he would not be able to comply with the citation and
appear.

Ile is in the employ of the government, and says to me, among other things,
in a courteous and fraternal manner, that

« ] regret exceedingly that my cable-tow cannot extend that distance on that day as
I would like much to attend in person, as I fully realize the importance of this investi-
gation, but my duties with the government require me to close my accounts on the 25th
of each month, therefore it will be impossible.”

The trial was set for the 25th day of April, and he was cited to appear on
that day. I submit the matter to the Grand Lodge as to whether in such a case
Brother Atkinson ought to be excused from attending in person, in compliance
with the subpcena.

On the 24th day of April, 1893, charges were filed with me charging Wor-
shipful Brother Joseph R. Stafford, W.-.M.-.of Nebraska Lodge, No. 1, with
unmasonic conduct in office. The charges were of a very grave nature, and jus-
tice to the party charged as well as to the party making the charges required
that the matter be fully and carefully and expeditiously examined and deter-
mined.
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I therefore at once decided to refer this case also to a commission of careful,
competent and discreet brethren, who would impartially examine into and de-
termine as to the questions involved. I therefore appointed R.:.W.-.James P.
A. Black, Deputy Grand Master, chairman, and Past Grand Masters Martin
Dunham, George B. France and John J. Mercer, with Worshipful Brother
Charles J. Phelps as such commission. I also requested the Grand Junior
Warden to supervise and conduct the prosecution of the charges. 1also directed
that said commission should sit in the Library Vault of the Grand Lodge in
the Masonic Hall at Omaha. The brethren composing this cornmission, in fra-
ternal compliance with the urgent request of the Grand Master, each con-
sented to serve. Summons was issued requiring the accused and the accuser to
appear before the said commission at the place above indicated on Friday, May
12, 1893.

The said commission has forwarded to me through the Grand Secretary its
report, from which it appears that Brother Stafford was found guilty as
charged in specifications number one, two, four, eleven, twelve and thirteen;
specifications nine and ten were withdrawn by the accuser; specifications five,
six, seven and eight were deemed by the commission too indefinite, and for that
reason, and because in its judgment the commission did not have jurisdiction
over the matters churged therein, no proof was heard upon them. The accused
was found not guilty upon the third specification. Upon considering what
punishment should be inflicted upon the accused thus found guilty, the com-
mission found that he should be expelled from all the rights and privileges of
Masonry, and it was by it so ordered and adjudged. The punishment inflicted
in this case is severe, but the offenses of which the accused has been found guilty
are of the very gravest character. [ have carefully considered the evidence in
this case. In the light of it no other finding and judgment can be justified. T
have approved both the finding and judgment of the commission, and have
ordered that the accused brother be expelled from all the rights and privileges
of Masonry. Immediately upon the receipt of this report I at once issued an
order arresting the jewel of office of the accused brother, and also placing Ne-
braska Lodge, No. 1, in charge of the Senior Warden and Junior Warden
thereof accordingto rank. Itis paimnful, indeed, to your Grand Master to be
compelled to report this matter to you, but no other course is open to him, and,
in fidelity to the trust reposed in him, he has carefully, and as judiciously as he
possibly could, had the charges preferred against this brother thoroughly inves-
tigated, with the result asabove indicated. The expense of this trial amounts to
$71.96, which I have ordered paid.

Soon after the session of the Grand Lodge, complaint was made to me in a
very fraternal and courteous manner by the Grand Master of Kansas that our
Hubbell Lodge, No. 92, had made a Mason of a resident of the State of Kansas
who resided in the jurisdiction of a lodge U.-.D.-.in Kansas, but whose resi-
dence was really nearer the town of Hubbell, Nebraska, than the place where
said lodge U.-.D.". in Kansas was held. On investigating the matter I found
that the facts were as the Grand Master of Kansas had stated them to be. The
candidate did reside within the State of Kansas, but his postoffice address was
at Hubbell, Nebraska, and he resided ncarer Hubbell, Nebraska, than he did
to the town in Kansas where the lodge U.".D.-.was located. After investigat-
ing the facts I at once instructed Hubbell Lodge, No. 92, to pay the fees re-
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ceived for conferring the degrees upon said candidate to said lodge U..D. .in
Kansas, which I have every reason to believe has been done. I theninformed
the Grand Master of Kansas of my action, and received from him courteous
acknowledgment of the same, and a statement that my action in the premises
was entirely satisfactory.

At the last session of the Grand Lodge the amount for rent due from Ark
and Anchor Lodge, No. 131, now extinet, to the First National Bank of Ains-
worth, was audited and found to amount to $156.25, which sum was directed
to be paid out of the proceeds of dues collected by the Grand Lodge from the
brethren of the said extinet lodge, as fast as same should be collected. In com-
pliance with this direction of the Grand Lodge payments were made on this
account until the amount remaining unpaid aggregated $54.65. After the
account had been reduced to the last mentioned amount, on the 13th day of
February, 1893, notice in garnishment was served upon the Grand Lodge by a
copy thereof being left with me as Grand Master, which is in the words and
figures following, to-wit:

Masons, to appear in the District Court of Brown County, Nebraska, on the 1st
day of May, 1893, to answer under oath to all questions touching goods, chattels, rights

and credits of the First National Bank of Ainsworth, Nebraska, in its possession or
under its control.

You will make due return of this summons on or before the 2ith day of February, 1893,
Witness my hand and seal of said court this 10th day of February, 1893.

Some time previous to the service of this notice in garnishment, the Grand
Secretary had been informed that a receiver had been appointed, for, as he sup-
posed, the First National Bank of Ainsworth, The said receiver claimed the
balance of this rent due from said lodge. An order was accordingly issued for
the small balance that was then on hand that had been collected as dues from
members of said lodge, in favor of the receiver of said bank. This order, as I
understand, has been paid. It was after this order had been puid that the bal-
ance unpaid was found to be $54.65, as above stated. After the service of gar-
nishment process had been made as above stated, on the 8th day of April, 1898,
I prepared and forwarded to be filed in the District Court of Brown County, in
the cause in which the said notice had been issued, an answer, on behalf of the
Grand Lodge in the words and figures following, to-wit :

And now comes the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, of Ancient, Free and Accepted
Masons, garnisaee in the above entitled cause, and for its answer avers that it is in-
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debted to the defendant in the above cause, in the sum of $4.65, and no more. It has
no property or effects belonging to said defendant in its possession or under its control
other than as above stated.

This garnishee, answering further, avers that it has been notified some time prior to
the service of notice in garnishment herein that the property, claims and all other effects
and accounts of said defendant have been trunsferred to a receiver which had been duly
appointed for said defendant, and who was engaged in closing up its affairs, and this
garnishee was notified to pay all effects of whatsoever nature belonging to said defend-
ant, in its possession or under its control, to such receiver. Nothing whatever has been
paid out, or in any manner transferred by this garnishee, which belongs to, or was due
said defendont, since the service of garnishment process herein.

Wherefore, this garnishee asks that it may go hence without day, and have and
recover its costs and expenses herein.

Samuel P. Davidson, after being sworn in due form, says that he i8 the Grand Master
of Masons in Nebraska, and as such is the presiding officer of said Grand Lodge of Ne-
braska of Ancient Free and Accepted Masons; that the statements made in the above
answer of garnishee are true as he verily believes.

I immediately notified Brother Rollin S. Rising, at whose instance the notice
in garnishment was issued in the above entitled cause, that I had forwarded
said answer in garnishment, and informed him that under said answer in garnish-
ment, I understood the law to be that the Grand Lodge would have to be dis-
charged as said garnishee because the receiver above referred to Leing lawfully
appointed, was entitled to this money. I received in reply information from
him that the receiver above referred to was not the receiver of the First Na-
tional Bank of Ainsworth, buf was the recciver of the State Bank of Ains-
worth, and that the First National Bank of Ainsworth had gone into voluntary
Liquidation, after which the State Bank of Ainsworth was organized and
claimed to be the assignee of the assets of the First National Bank of Ains-
worth. He also informed me that it was the State Bank of Ainsworth which
was in the hands of the receiver and not the First National Bank of Ainsworth,
and he asked me to amend the answer of the Grand Lodge as garnishee accord-
ingly. Being unable, however, to obtain any more definite information in
reference to the matter, I did not feel justified in amending the answer as re-
quested.

I have since been officially informed that on the 5th day of May, 1893, the
court considered the answer of the Grand Lodge, above mentioned as garnishee
with other matters, and entered the following order and judgment, to-wit:

Now, on the 5th day of May, 1893, this cause came on for hearing. Upon the answer
of the garnishee, Ainsworth Lodge, No. 130, 1. O. O. F.. and the Grand Lodge of Ancient
Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska, and after hearing said answers and the evi-
deace was submitted to the Court and upon consideration whereof, the Court being
fully advised in the premises, find that Ainsworth Lodge, No. 130, 1. O. O. F. is indebted
to the defendant, the First National Bank of Ainsworth, in the sum of $16.67, and it is

ordered and adjudged that the plaintiff have and recover of said Ainsworth Lodge, No.
180, I. O. 0. F, the sum of $16.67 and that it pay such sum into the Court for plaintitf.

The Court further finds that the Grand Lodge of Ancient Free and Accepted Masons
is indebted to the defendant, the First National Bank of Ainsworth, in the sum of $4.65.
The Court also finds that the property, claims and effects of and accounts of said de-
fendant have not been transferred to a receiver appointed for said defendant. It is
ordered and adjudged that the plaintiff have and recover of said Grand Lodge of
Ancient Free and Aceepted Masons, the sum of $54.65 and that it pay such sum into this
Court for plaintift.

In compliance with this order, though in my judgment informal, and pos-
sibly improperly entered, I have directed that an order issue in favor of the
clerk of the district court aforesaid, for said sum of $54.65. By the satisfac-
tion of this order in garnishment, we have, as I understand it, fully satisfied all
claims which any of the parties in Ainsworth hold against the Grand Lodge.

At the last session of the Grand Lodge, as you are aware, the charter of
Salem Lodge, No. 47, was cancelled, and the then sitting Worshipful Master
of that lodge was expelled from all rights and privileges of Masonry. The
Grand Secretary had repeatedly notified the secretary of the said lodge to for-
ward the records, books, charter and other property belonging to said lodge to
him to be held for the Grand Lodge. These repeated requests were entirely
ignored. I then notified the brethren that the said charter (which by some
oversight had not been taken up before it was declared cancelled), records,
books and property formerly belonging to said lodge be immediately forwarded
to the Grand Secretary. No attention was paid to this notice. I then issued a
peremptory order directing the said charter, books, records and property to be
forwarded to the Grand Secretary. This order was not obeyed. I then issued
an order directing the Grand Marshal to take with him such assistance as
might be necessary and go to Salem and demand, collect, take, receive and re-
ceipt for said charter, books, property, etc., and deliver the same to the Grand
Sceretary. |l instructed him that if he found it necessary, to immediately insti-
tute legal proceedings to obtain possession of said articles and property. In
compliance with this direction the Grand Marshal took with him two efficient
brethren and went to Salem, took the charter, and such records as could be
found and delivered them to the Grand Secretary. Other books and records,
in compliance with his peremptory demands, were subsequently forwarded and
are now in the hands of the Grand Secretary. There was some other property
of very small value belonging to said lodge which has not been delivered to the
Grand Secretary. I submit the whole matter to you for such action as you
deem proper in the premises. I directed an order to be issued to the Grand
Marshal for $17.25, in payment of his expenses in the matter. Such order was
issued and paid.

On the 8th day of June, 1893, a memorial was submitted to me from
Washington Lodge, No. 21, objecting to the legality of the act of the Grand
Lodge in causing, as is alleged, an assessment to be levied upon the lodges in
order to raise a fund for the relief of distressed brethren in the state whose
distress or need of relief was occasioned by the drought of 1890. I respectfully
refer this memorial, with the papers accompanying it, to the Grand Lodge.
Washington Lodge, No. 21, as an evidence of their good faith in this matter,
attach to their memorial a draft made payable to the order of our Grand Secre-
tary for the amount still due from said lodge by reason of the demands made
upon it by the Grand Master for the relief of said distressed brethren, in case
the Grand Lodge should decide that the claim of the Grand Lodge, growing
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out of said assessment for relief. was valid. In case the Grand Lodge should
decide in favor of Washington Lodge, said draft is to be returned to the lodge.
There is no question but that Washington Lodge is treating this matter in
good faith, and I ask that the Grand Lodge will cause this matter to be inves-
tigated and this memorial be carefully examined and answered in a fraternal
spirit.
DECISIONS.

During the year I have been called upon to decide numerous questions, most
of which I have been able to decide by a reference to the written law of juris-
diction. Requests for decisions became so numerous, and the points upon
which decisions were asked, many of them, were so unimportant and could be
answered by a reference to the written laws of the jurisdiction, that I was
finally compelled to follow the precedent established by one of my predecessors
and require the query to be propounded officially, either by the W.-.M.. or
Secretary under seal of the lodge before answering it. Any other course would
have made the correspondence of this office so voluminous as to require more
time to attend to it than I could possibly give. I herewith submit only such
decisions as I deem of sufficient importance to require consideration by the
Grand Lodge.

1. Charges were preferred in Clay Centre Lodge, No. 139, against a member
of said lodge, charging him :

Frrst. With having wilfully defrauded a brother.

Second. With non-payment of dues.

The trial was set for the third Saturday in May. A letter was then read
from the accused brother, who resided in Centralia, Washington, asking until
June 1st to pay his dues, nothing being said in the letter about the first charge.
The lodge then postponed the trial until June 4, On that date the accused was
tried on the first charge or specification and found guilty thereon (the second
specification or charge was not considered), and was indefinitely suspended. On
the 6th of June, two days after the action of the lodge, the secretary received
from the accused brother a money order for full paymeut of his lodge dues, in
a letter in which he stated that he hoped it would be received in time.

Query. Would it be right and Masonic to accept the money so received from
the suspended brother, apply the same to the credit of his account for dues and
receipt him for the same accordingly; or should the money be held by the sec-
retary until the suspended brother can be notified of the action of the lodge in
suspending him, and learn his wishes as to the application of the money ?

Answer. Under the circumstances of this case it is right and Masonic to
receive the money from the accused, apply it in payment of his dues and send
him a receipt of the same showing that it had been so applied.

2. A petition for initiation is presented, referred, and in due time the bal-
lot is taken upon the same and the petitioner is rejected. How long must the
petitioner wait before again petitioning for initiation ?

Answer. One year.

* * * * * * * * *

8. A brother having taken the Entered Apprentice degree, and applies for
advancement and is examined, and on being balloted for is rejected, when can
he again apply for advancement ?
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Answer. Immediately; but his application must lie over one month, and
applicant must be again examined before being balloted for.

4. An expelled Mason applied for re-instatement. His petition for re-in-
statement is received and referred to an investigating committee. After the
lapse of one month the committee report that the applicant was justly expelled,
and no facts have been discovered in relation to the case other than what are
known to the lodge, and the petition is returned to the lodge without recom-
mendation.

Query. Is such report sufficient to authorize the spreading of the ballot
upon said petition, or is a recommendation of some sort from the committee
absolutely required ?

Answer. Such report is sufficient to authorize the spreading of the ballot
upon the said petition. A recommendation from the committee, though very
proper and desirable, is not absolutely required.

5. A man who has lost his left hand, the same having been amputated at
the wrist, cannot be made a Mason; neither can one who has lost his arm, after
being initiated, be advanced further,

6. The time for the regular meetings of Crystal Lodge, No. 191, being on
the Saturday on or before the full moon. The moon ¢ fulled ” on Saturday,
April 1, 1898, at 1.30 a. i,

Query. Was Saturday, April 1st, the proper time for the regular meeting
of said lodge, or should the meeting have been held one week before, or on
March 25th ?

Answer. The time for said regular meeting was April Ist. It makes no
difference at what hour of that day the moon ¢ fulled,” the time for the regular
meeting was upon the day on which the moon became full. (See paragraph 11
of Section 100, of By-Laws of the Grand Lodge relating to lodges.)

7. Hebron Lodge, No. 43, asked permission of Hubbell Lodge, No. 92, to
receive the petition of and confer the degrees upon an applicant who lived in
the jurisdiction of Hubbell Lodge. The request was granted. After the peti-
tion was received the candidate was < black-balled ” in Hebron Lodge. After
the usunal time the candidate, who still resides within the jurisdiction of
Hubbell Lodge, petitioned that lodge for initiation. Can Hubbell Lodge receive
and act upon this petition, and if elected in said lodge confer the degrees upon
the applicant ?

Answer. Not without unanimous consent of Hebron Lodge. Hebron
Lodge obtained jurisdiction over the applicant in the usual lawful manner and
it retains it until it was waived, as provided in the law.

8. A Past Warden of another lodge but who is not now in office, may be
called to The Fast in a lodge he is visiting, and in the presence of the W.-,M.-.
of said lodge confer a degree therein.

9. At any meeting of a lodge at which the W.-.M.-. and seven or more
other members thereof are present, a visitor, at the request of the W.-.M.-.,
may legally fill the chair of the Junior Warden or fill any other office during
that meeting.

10. An applicant petitioned Western Star Lodge, No. 2, for initiation;
after he was elected and had received the first degree, it was discovered that
he lived within the jurisdiction of Peru Lodge, No. 14. Western Star Lodge
then requested Peru Lodge to waive jurisdicsion and allow Western Star
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Lodge to confer the remaining degrees. Pern Lodge declined to grant this
request, and the work upon this candidate was stopped. ~When Trestle Board
Lodge, No. 162, was removed from Talmage to Brock, it brought the residence
of said candidate within the territorial limits of the jurisdiction of Trestle
Board Lodge. This removal, however, was made after application had been
made to Peru Lodge for a waiver of jurisdiction, which was declined. Has
Trestle Board Lodge, by virtue of said removal, after said request for waiver
was declined by Peru Lodge, obtained jurisdiction of the candidate; and
should Western Star Lodge now ignore Peru Lodge and seek a waiver of juris-
diction from Trestle Board Lodge ?

Answer. No. Peru Lodge having had jurisdiction of the candidate when
his petition was presented, it retains it until the same is waived by act of the
lodge itself.

11. When a candidate who resides within the jurisdiction of a chartered
lodge, but before petitioning for the degrees removes within the territorial juris-
diction of a lodge U.*.D.". to which he petitions for the degrees, but his petition
is declined because he has not resided in the jurisdiction of the lodge U.-.D.-.
for the required time, he cannot petition the chartercd lodge from whose juris-
diction he has removed.

12. A brother who holds a demit for more than one year without petition-
ing for membership upon it, loses all of his Masonic rights except the right to
petition for membership. It makes no difference how old the demit is, the
holder of it does not lose the right to petition for membership upon it. No
brother has a right to blackball an applicant for membership solely upon the
ground that the demit of the applicant is more than one year old.

13. An applicant who, though he can read, but who has never learned to
write, and who is compelled to sign the petition with his ‘“ mark,” is not
eligible to receive the degrees of Masonry.

14. A petition for initiation is presented to a lodge, accompanied by a
check for the amount of the fees required to accompany the petition, drawn in
favor of one of the brethren who recommended the petitioner. The petition
was referred to the usual investigating committee. Some time afterwards, but
before said committee reported, the petitioner found that he was soon required
to move away from the place where the lodge was located, and that he would
be compelled to remove his residence before he could receive the dagrees, and
he, for that reason, asked to withdraw his petition.

Query. Under these circumstances was the petition properly received, and
if so, could it be withdrawn before being balloting upon ?

Answer., While it is true that said check should not have been received as
payment of said fee, still after it was so received and the petition filed and
referred, as above stated, it is too late for the brethren of said lodge to contend
that said petition was improperly received : and said petition so received cannot
be withdrawn. (See paragraph 8 of Section 107, Grand Lodge By-laws relating
to lodges.)

15. 1f, during the examination of a candidate, and at any stage of said
examination, a motion be made that further examination be dispensed with,
the Worshipful Master may, if he deems it best, declare said motion out of order
and refuse to entertain it.

16. If the same members are present when an applicant for advancement is
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balloted for, who were present when said applicant was elected to receive the
first degree, and none others, can they stop said brother unless he is not suit-
ably proficient in the preceding degre?, or has done one of said brethren a
wrong, or has been guilty of some conduct that would warrant the preferring of
charges against him.

Answer. Yes. No brother has right to inquire into the motives that
induced another brother to cast a particular ballot. No brother has a right to
say how he himselt voted in any case where the ballot is used. No brother has
a right to allow any personal jealousy or rivalry or pique to influence him in
casting his vote. He should base his vote entirely upon the qualitications of the
candidate.

FRATERNAL DEAD.

During the year that has closed, eighty-one of our brethren who have stood
shoulder to shoulder with us at the wheel of life, who were of our associates and
companions, have fallen at their posts of duty. Among these brethren I have
myself officiated at the funeral services of quite a number. Three of them
members of my own lodge, one of them an associate of mine in business for a
number of years. Others of them were bound very close to me by the bonds of
friendship which continued to strengthen through succeeding years of intimate
association. As I have seen these brethren, one by one, answer the sumnmons of
the Grand Warden of Heaven, I can only wonder at the mysterious ways of
Providence, and am constrained to look upon life as, at most, very short and
more and more upon death as an absolute certainty. The sadness I feel while I
note that our brethren are thus falling around us is deepened, as from time to
time during the year I have received announcements from other Grand Juris-
dictions that many of the faithful and true, among whom are some of the most
prominent Masouns in the world, have also died during the year now past.
Among those who have thus been called from labor to eternal refreshment from
our Sister Jurisdictions I have to announce that I have received official notifica-
tion of the death of the following eminent Masons :

M. .W.-.John William Henry Wilson, Grand Master of Masons in Manitoba.

M.-.W.-.DeWitt C. Dawkins, Past Grand Master and Grand Secretary of
the Grand Lodge of Florida.

M.-.W.-.Robert A. Quillin, Past Grand Master of Masons in Colorado.

M.-.W.-.Edmund D. Hillyer, Past Grand Master of Masons in Kansas, whom
I had just commissioned as Representative of this Grand Lodge near the Grand
Lodge of Kansas, but who died before his commission could be handed to him.

M.-.W.-.John Henry Brown, Past Grand Master and for more than twenty
years Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of Kansas.

M. . W.:.Christopher Taylor, Past Grand Master of Oregon.

M..W.-.Thomas McF. Patton, Past Grand Master of Oregon and Represen-
tative of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska.

M.-.W. .Joseph P. Horner, Past Grand Master and Past Grand High Prjest
of Louisiana, who was at his death the sitting General Grand High Priest of
the United States.

R.:.W...Donald W. Bain, Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of North
Carolina.

R.:.W.:.Myles J. Greene, Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of Alabama.
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R.*.W.-.George L. Kimball, Grand Senior Deacon of the Grand Lodge of
Arkansas.

R.-.W..William T. Allen, Grand Treasurer of the Grand Lodge of Virginia.

R.-.W.'.Roderick L. Dodge, Past Grand Treasurer of the Grand Lodge of
Arkansas.

V... W..George J. McCandless, Grand Chaplain of the Grand Lodge of
Michigan.

I recommend that appropriate action be taken expressive of the feelings of
the members of this Grand Lodge at the loss of these brethren. Nobly did they
discharge the duties devolving upon them as men and as Masons. The record
of their lives is an inspiration to us who remain to dedicate our lives to deeds
of greater usefulness, It is the good these brethren did during their lives
that endears their memory to us. Men are born, grow to manhood, possibly old
age, and die. But for the good deeds they have performed during their lives
they would be forgo’:ten. They are remembered chiefly by reason of what they
have done. ‘

*“Fading away like the stars of the morning,
Losing their light in the glorious sun—
Thus would we pass from the earth and its toiling,
Only remembered by what we have done.

Shall we be miss'd tho’ by others succeeded,
Reaping the fields we in spring-time have sown?

No, for the sowers may pass from their labors,
Only remembered by what they have done.

Only the truth that in life we have spoken,
Only the seed that on earth we have sown,
These shall pass onward when we are forgotten,
Fruits of the harvest and what we have done.”

BY-LAWS OF CHARTERED LODGES, ETC.

During the year I have approved the by-laws of quite & number of lodges,
and have approved amendments to the by-laws of quite & number of others. In
doing this I have been careful to see that the by-laws proposed in no way con-
flicted with the general laws of Masonry, or the special provisions of the law of
this Grand Jurisdiction. I have also approved the suggested seals of a num-
ber of lodges. In every instance, however, I have had the certificate of the
Grand Secretary that the seal is distinctive in some of its features from the
seals of all other lodges.

LAYING CORNER STONES, DEDICATING HALLS, ETC.

With the assistance of the other Grand Officers, I have laid the corner
stones of the following buildings:

The First Baptist Church at Falls City, Nebraska,

The Public School Building at Ord, Nebraska.

The Public School Building at Omaha, Nebraska.

The Masonic Hall at Sumner, Nebraska (by proxy).

The Episcopal Church at Columbus, Nebraska (by proxy).

On each of these occasions the Fraternity in the immediate vicinity of the
place where the ceremony was performed attended very generally, and the occa-
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sion was made one of profit, we trust, not only to the Fraternity in particular,
but to the community at large as well.

A very pleasing feature attending the ceremony of laying the corner stone
of the public school building at Ord was a large attendance of the school chil-
dren of that community., 1t was indeed a pleasing sight to see joining in the
procession school children ranging from six years old to perhaps eighteen or
twenty, to the number of perhaps four or five hundred, this part of the proces-
sion extending past nearly three blocks.

A marked and pleasing incident attending the laying of the corner stone of
the public school building at Omaha, was the notable fact that the oil used on
that occasion in consecrating the stone laid, was pure olive oil made in Pales-
tine, and presented to the Grand Master for that purpose by Past Grand Mas-
ter George W. Lininger, and I take this opportunity of publicly expressing to
him my thanks for this peculiarly appropriate contribution on that occasion.
I am also pleased to note the fact that the Masons of Omaha, to the number
perhaps of three hundred, loyally joined in the procession, and so greatly
assisted in making the ceremonies impressive,

I also take this opportunity of publicly expressing my thanks to Brothers
Isham Reavis, of Falls City, V. H. Stone, of Ord, and Rev. Frank Crane, of
Omaha, for their timely and inspiring addresses delivered upon these occasions
respectively.

I have also, with the assistance of other Grand Officers, dedicated Masonic
halls recently erected by the following lodges:

Pawnee Lodge, No. 23.

Western Lodge, No. 140.

Compass and Square Lodge, No. 212.

At each of these places the Fraternity accorded to your Grand Officers a
cordial reception, and the exercises at each place closed with a sumptuous ban-
quet given in honor of the occasion, and your Grand Officers left each place
with the warmest feelings of appreciation for the kindness and hospitality of
the Fraternity.

During the session of the Grand Lodge in 1891, as appears from page four
hundred and fifteen, on a request of Worshipful Brother Filley, of Temple
Lodge, No. 175, an appropriation of $150 was made to reimburse the brethren
of said Temple Lodge for funds advanced for the relief of Brother E. H. Reed,
who had been in sore need. I remember that I, in common with several others,
felt that this appropriation was perhaps larger than ought to have been granted
in that case, but my expectations and those of the brethren who mentioned
the matter at that time were, that in all probability the funds would never be
replaced. I knew Brother Filley well, however, and knew that he would not
present a case that was not entirely meritorious. But the particular fact I de-
sire now to call attention to in connection with this matter is, that soon after I
had assumed the duties of Grand Master, I received a letter from our Grand
Secretary informing me that Temple Lodge had asked what rate of interest the
Grand Lodge would'charge said Temple Lodge for the use of this money so
appropriated. This letter stated that the principal of this appropriation
($150.00) had been repaid through the Grand Secretary to the Grand Lodge by
Brother Filley for said Temple Lodge. I at once directed the Grand Secretary
to inform said lodge that the Grand Lodge would not require any interest what-
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ever. I further stated that, in my judgment, that was what the Relief Fund
was for, and if in this instance it had relieved the temporary necessities of a
worthy brother, that fact alone was ample repayment to the Grand Lodge for
the use of the money. I therefore directed that no interest should be charged
to the brethren of Temple Lodge for the same. I take pleasure in noting this
incident, as it demonstrates the truly Masonic character of Brother Filley and
the brethren of Temple Lodge, as well as of Brother Reed, whose temporary
necessities were thus relieved. It is possible that when applications are made
for appropriations from this fund, all of us are too apt to look upon such appro-
priations as final, and that repayment is not to be considered as a Masonic
duty, even though the circumstances of the brothers relieved may justly war-
rant and really demand this repayment. But I think this fund ought to be
considered as a sacred deposit, and in such cases as this, when it is repaid, if
the circumstances of the brother relieved would justify it, it is simply returned
that it may be started again on a similar errand of relieving the distress of
worthy, though needy brethren.

OFFICIAL VISITATIONS.

Notwithstanding the pressure of an exacting business, I have been able to
officially visit quite a large number of our lodges. I have made an effort to
visit as large a number as possible of chiefly the smaller lodges. Wherever I
have gone as your representative I have been accorded a hearty welcome. In
every instance I have found the lodge visited in a healthy, prosperous condi-
tion. 1 find that the ritual is closely observed. In a number of lodges I have
visited it has been my privilege to confer, or witness the conferring of, one or
more of the degrees, chiefly the third degree.

In some of these visits I have been accompanied by R.:.W.-.Lee P. Gillette,
your Grand Custodian. I have indeed been agreeably surprised at the correct-
ness and the regularity exemplified by these lodges. T think there is no ques-
tion but that the efficiency of our lodges in this respect is largely due to the
oversight and teaching of our Grand Custodian. It isindeed a pleasure to me
to thus publicly and officially acknowledge the patience, urbanity and teaching
capacity of Brother Gillette. We do not appreciate, I fear, in its full measure,
the benefit Brother Gillette has been to the Craft in this state., I have never
asked him to go anywhere, or to discharge a single duty, but what he cheerfully
complied with with my request, and faithfully performed the duty requested of
him, and, now at the close of my term of office, I «esire to return to him my
grateful acknowledgments for the efficient assistance which he has rendered
me during the entire year.

At one or two places I was also ably assisted in the work of conferring de-
grees by Past Grand Master William E. Hill, who, with his stereopticon views,
impressively illustrated portions of the lectures. While engaged in the cere-
monies pertaining to the conferring of the degrees, Brother Hill forgets that
he is comparatively an old man, and enters into this work with all the zest,
spirit and enjoyment that characterized him more than eighteen years ago, when
I first knew him and first saw him engaged in illustrating the teachings of
Masonry.

I desire also to bear my testimony to the uniform kindness and courtesy and
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valued assistance accorded me by all of my other associate Grand Officers, who
have always shown a willingness to assist me wherever their assistance has been
deemed necessary during the year. Particularlyis this true of our Grand Secre-
tary, who has, during the year now past, fully maintained his reputation for in-
dustry and untiring patience and capacity as an assistant and adviser of the
Grand Master.

Brethren, the record of the year’s deeds, cares, trials and responsibilities as
your Grand Master isnow before you. But I cannot close this address without
calling attention to some matters of the most serious moment. AsIhavetraveled
over the state and have inspected the working of our lodges, and the material
of which they are composed, I am very glad to report that the past year has
been a very prosperous one, at least so far as the increase of membership is con-
cerned. Our membership is composed very largely of bright, prosperous, indus-
trious and sober men. So far as one can judge they are for the most part men
who respect and observe the laws of man and of God. There are a few excep-
tions which are so flagrant that I feel that I would not do my whole duty to
you if I did not call attention to them. Some of our brightest, and in other
respects most useful brethren, either forget, or boldly deny, that drunkenness
and profanity are offenses against Masonic law. They ignore the solemn in-
junetion which they received at the very threshold of their induction into
Masonry, that of the great duties they are bound to discharge, one is to them-
selves, ¢“in avoiding all irregularities or excesses which may impair their facul-
ties and debase the dignity of their profession,” and another is to God, ¢“in
never mentioning His name but with that reverential awe which is so justly due
from the creature to bis Creator.”

Brethren, we may honestly differ as to the best method of dealing with the
traffic in intoxicating liquors. 1 know we do differ. I can and do entertain
great respect for my brethren who differ with me upon that question. I will
not trespass upon your rights by discussing that question here. Masonry
teaches temperance in all things. It is not contended that ours is a fofal abs/z-
nence society. DBut when Masons acquire the habit of drunkenness and then
attempt to apologize for it by asserting that it is not an offense against moral
and Masonic law, all good Masons will unite in condemning both the practice
and the apology. No better definition of what constitutes a Masonic offense
can be given than to quote from Mackey, who says that any act which brings
shame or reproach upon the Fraternity constitutes a Masonic offense. As we
contemplate the misery and ruin wrought by this habit of drunkenness our
very souls are stirred within us. It has wrought unutterable woe to the human
race. It fills our poor-houses, asylums and prisons to repletion. It has dragged
down into the lowest depths more men than any other sin. It has filled more
graves than war and pestilence combined. It converts men into brutes and
fiends, and destroys the likeness which their Maker impressed upon them. Its
trail is one long, never ending track of blood, debauchery and crime. It
wrings tears of anguish from wife and mother, and snatches the last crust of
bread from famishing children. The groans and shrieks of agony from the
widows and orphans it annually makes, if combined in one horrible diapason,
would be so awful and terrible as to cause even the angels themselves to recoil
before it, and hell itself to grow darker. We cannot, nor can mortal pen, draw
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even the outlines of the horrible picture. Not until the books shall be opened
at the last great day will the awful 1ecord of the habit of drunkenness be fully
known. Surely we venture nothing when we assert with all the energy of our
soul that a habit which bears as its legitimate fruit this dreadful train of sor-
row, misery, debauchery and crime, is not compatible with Freemasonry. [t is
an awful crime against nature. It is a most heinous offense against Masonic
law, There is no room in Masonry for a man who does not place ‘¢ that due
restraint upon his affections and passions which renders the body tame and
governable and frees the mind from the allurements of vice, and who does not
avoid excess or the contracting of any licentious or vicious habit.”

If, as some assert, this habit is absolutely increasing its hold upon brethren
of the Craft, notwithstanding admonitions so often repeated, then it is our
duty, by administering fraternal yet courageous discipline, to free our loved and
honored institution from the taint and disgrace that would necessarily attach to
it if we allow its laws and teachings to be thus overridden.

But we are also taught, at the very portal of Masonry, that God is. We are
also solemnly admonished, as a duty we owe to Him, never to mention Iis
name but with that reverential awe which is justly due from the creature to his
Creator. Alas! how frequently is this sacred injunction ruthlessly unheeded.
‘When a Mason contemplates the goodness and watchful care of the All Bounte-
ous Author of all things, that His loving and bountiful hand is constantly sup-
plying, in rich and superabounding measure, comforts and necessaries and
enjoyments of life ; and that His ¢ still, small voice ” is ever calling and urging
him on and up to still higher and sweeter jovs and pleasures, his very gratitude
ought to inspire him with such love and reverence for His Blessed Name as that
he can only speak it in grateful reverence. When on the other hand a Mason
thinks of the awe-inspiring Majesty and the Almighty Power of God, and list-
ens to the terrible thunderings of His Mandates against the violators of His
Law, his very dread and awe should surround His name with such reverential
fear as that he would not dare to take it in vain. When we think of these
things in the light of the teachings of Masonry, we can readily see the reason
why profanity is a Masonic offense. I cannot stand by and hear a Mason, even
in carelessness, uttering profane oaths except with astonishment and pain. But
when a Mason boldly indulges in profanity and then asserts that it is not a
serious Masonic offense, I am chagrined and mortified in the extreme. Masonry
does not profess to supplant, or become a substitute for, a man’s religion. It
has never sought to circumseribe his aspirations, determine his creed, or define
doctrinal points. But it does demand of its members a recognition of the Divine
Supremacy of God, not simply as an influence, but as a Being who demands,
and has a right to receive, our reverential love and grateful adoration. It has
recently been said by a committee of the Grand Lodge of Mississippi, after
considering the subject carefully, under an appointment for that purpose, that,
*“If a man loves liquor more than decency and self respect, if he cannot be
brought to see that gambling is a vice or profanity a sin, then his moral con-
science is so blunted that he ought to go out to his own place, which is not in
the lodge.”

Brethren, these words are spoken in the deepest tenderness, and in all sin-
cerity and love. They are spoken in the hope that if any who hear them to-day
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have, through carelessness or otherwise, been guilty of either of these offenses,
they will now and here resolve that such offense shall never be repeated. They
are spoken also in the further hope that this Grand Body, honored and respected
everywhere as it is, will take such order in the premises as that all who are
under its benign jurisdiction may be made to know and feel that these offenses
can not be commatied with impunity.

Brethren, I am now ready to lay down and surrender back to you the exalted
trust confided to me by your kindness and partiality one year ago. For the
honor you have done me in placing me in this high office I am profoundly
grateful. I will cherish the kindness and forbearance of the brethren of this
Grand Lodge for me as long as life lasts. As your Grand Master T have made
mistakes. But I have tried to do my duty fearlessly and impartially. The year
has been to me one of labor, anxiety and trial, but, I am happy to say, not un-
mingled with pleasure.

But it is with proud pleasure that I congratulate the Grand Lodge upon the
harmony which prevails among the Craft throughout the jurisdiction. If dis-
turbances have arisen, they have been met with such promptness as the exigen-
cies of each case seemed to demand. The Fraternity is rapidly increasing in
the numbers of its lodges and members. Loyalty to the Grand -Lodge is
everywhere displayed. The reasonable commands of your Grand Master are
everywhere respected and obeyed. There is an increasing desire to elevate the
standard of the work done by our lodges. Prosperity is indeed within our
gates. The past is secure. - The future is big with promise of opportunity for
even greater usefulness, The demand of the hour is for men who appreciate,
and who will nobly stand by, and in their lives, illustrate the principles of the
Order. As the watchman who has stood upon the towers of our fortress for an
allotted time, I rejoice to report that the eternal principles are in safe keeping.
Humbly, let us make grateful acknowledgment to Almighty God for the bless-
ings He has vouchsafed unto us during the year just ended, and devoutly im-
plore His favor and protection throughout the years to come.

By order of the M.".W.-.Grand Master, I visited Parallel Lodge, 152, on
June 1st, and delivered to the Master of said lodge its new charter, reissued to
replace charter destroyed by fire. This lodge having, for a time, worked irreg-
ularly, without charter or dispensation, I Masonically healed the brethren, who
had irregularly received the degrees, and ratified and approved the acts of said
lodge had while working without authority.

I find a decided improvement in our lodges over former years, work is being
done in a more creditable manner, more attention paid to giving lectures, an
explanation of the teachings of the degrees is frequently given, an improvement
has been made in keeping lodge records, in the collection of dues, as well as in
the management of lodge funds.

Lodges throughout the jurisdiction are using care in selecting their material;
we may well rejoice that Masonry is in so healthy and prosperous a con-
dition.
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I fraternally call attention to the too frequent changes of lodge officers;
rapid promotion to office is not to the benefit of the Craft ; time is required to
qualify our officers for the intelligent discharge of their duties.

My visits to our lodges have been pleasant, and I trust of benefit to the
brethren. I now desire to express my thanks for the kind attention given me
by the officersand brethren it has been my pleasure to meet.

Bro.-.James J. Melntosh, Grand Orator, now delivered the
following

ORATION.

Most Worshipful Grand Master, Masonic Brethren and Friends :

On this grand Masonic anniversary we have assembled together, as upon
the anniversaries of the past, not to listen to shouts of triunph of our emulous
armies, nor to record the number of our vanquished and slain, nor to listen to
stories told of how our gallant soldiers have planted their victorious standards
in the heart of our enemy’s country, nor to discuss matters appertaining to
strife, turmoil or war; but rather to meet upon the level of peace, contentment
and happiness,

It is our province and pleasure to enter into a discussion of the problem
which has ever taxed the minds of the greatest men of all ages, whereby we
may endeavor to provide the ways and means by which we can best subserve
the interests of Masonry, and attain to the highest planes of true happiness for
ourselves and our fellow-men.

Having the same aim and aspirations in view. our pre-historic forefathers
constructed our grand superstructure upon the solid foundations of Knowledge,
Wisdom and Morality.

Happiness is a more certain outgrowth of fhcse conditions than of any other
that human experiences furnish us.

Happiness in this life and in the life to come is the central figure of our
institution.

The largest measure of happiness for the greatest possible number ought to
be the true aim of every philosophic thinking man.

To attain to this state of perfection, both in this life and in the hereafter,
has ever taxed the mind of the student, the resources of the statesman, and the
learning and wisdom of the scholastic philosopher in every age of the world’s
history.

It has ever been the all-absorbing theme of all classes and conditions of men:
it has entered into every walk of life, from the throne of the most magnificent
potentate to the hut of the lowliest peasant; from the most affluent and luxuri-
ous to the most abject and poverty-stricken; from the sternest and most im-
perious to the weakest and most subservient in every changing scene of this
world’s stage.

It imbues the thoughts of the men of the torrid zone, and penetrates to the
most extreme recesses of the frozen North. It is an accompaniment of human
nature itself—wherever human life is there the stirring thoughts of men lead
up irresistibly to this all-important theme.

The goal of happiness has more seekers than all other considerations of life.
Many are the systems of supposed perfection which have been devised to secure
for mankind an ideal state of perfect happiuness on earth. Plato constructed
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his Republie, Sir Thomas More his Utopia, and Lord Bacon, that beacon-light
of intellectuality and genius, his Solomon’s House. But all have been touched
by the torch of human experience and have erumbled to the ashes of decay.

Practical experience has not adopted the theories of these brilliant dreamers.
Common sense has discarded their philosophy as being impracticable in the
light of human characteristies.

The Masonic institution was not founded in glowing periods and gilded
generalities of speech to catch the ear of the idle scholar or the unsophisticated
superficial thinker, but upon the embedded rocks of human sympathy, prac-
tical humanity and the most consistent liberalizing code of clevated standard
ethics known to man, she has constructed her system of human brotherhood.

A retrospective survey of the history of our Order amply demonstrates a
more practical philosophic happiness, as the resultant of Masonry and its teach-
ings, than that furnished by any other system in the world. And such has
ever been the goal to which have been directed the footsteps of our votaries.

And were I called upon to furnish a sufficient reason for the perpetuation of
our Order, I would be willing to rest my case upon the undoubted evidence alone
of this fact, and that the sine qua non to the right of its membership is that
we must all avow our intention to so comport ourselves as to endeavor to secure
the largest possible measure of happiness for the brethren who worship at our
altars and those connected with and dependent upon them, in conformity with
our Masonic vows of fealty.

Life, unattended with happiness, is not worth the living ; with happiness
and its concomitants, this world is a realistic paradise.

The unsolved mystery of the ages is, how are the sons of men best to become
assured of perpetual happiness, bbth in this world and in the life beyond.

Theologians in endeavoring to solve this problem have improvised dogmas,
creeds, religions, and have attempted to breathe into some of them a divine
inspiration.

Happiness has ever been the Mecca toward which the footsteps of Christian,
Mohammedan, Jew, Buddhist, Brahmin, sun and idol worshippers, barbarian
and savage have been directed alike—to worship at its shrine, offer up the same
adorations and sacrifice at the same altar. Even the unbelieving agnostic
seeks it and declares, ‘1 hope for happiness beyond this life.”

Knowledge, wisdom and morality are the protoplasmic germs of Masonry,
from which she has evolved and spread her beneficent doctrines of happiness
from the land of the placid Sphinx to every corner of the inhabited civilized
globe.

It is not my purpose or intention to say aught concerning the merits or de-
merits of the different dogmas, creeds or religions of the world, inspired or
uninspired; neither do I desire to enter into a discussion as to what my ideas
may be concerning those which by right of reason may be best entitled to recog-
nition. Suflice it to say, to the honor and glory of mankind, that in all of
this wide world’s authentic history, there has never been a religious code which
did not contain some principles of sterling gold for the governmental rule,
faith and practice of its fellowers.

Not one but which has endeavored, in its own way and according to its own
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peculiar manner and customs, to lead the erring footsteps of man nearer to the
heart of the true God.

This has ever been and now is one of the grand missions of Masonry.

Although its mission in the past has been nobly and grandly performed,
there is a present, and there will be a future, palpitating, aching heart, crying
aloud for a perpetuation of its errand of love and mercy. And that of itself,
to me, is a sufficient reason for its existence.

It is said that Plato, the great Greek philosopher, in his passionate love of
mathematies, inscribed over the entrance to his studio the words:

¢ Let no one enter here who is not a lover of geometry.”

Masonry, through all the ages, from the remotest antiquity to the present
time, has embellished in words of shining gold, over the portals of its every
edifice, the unwritten injunction,

““ Let no one enter here who is not a lover of his fellow-men.” In hoc signo
vinces.

Masonry has ever taken the great heart of humanity into its hands, nurtured
it at its breast, and carried it aloft on its mission of love.

The beautiful melody of the Orientalist vibrates a responsive chord of
Masonry—

Abou Ben Adhem (may his tribe increase)
Awoke one night from a deep dream of peace,
And saw within the moonlight in his room.
Making it rich and like a lily in bloom,
An angel writing in a book of gold;
Exceeding peace had made Ben Adhem bold,
And to the presence in the room he said:
¢ What writest thou?"—the vision raised its head,
And with a look made of all sweet accord
Answered: ¢ The names of those who love the Lord.”
“ And is mine one?" said Abou: *Nay, not so,"
Replied the angel. Abou spoke more low,
But cheerily still; and said: I pray thee, then,
Write me as one that loves his fellow-men."
The angel wrote and vanished. The next night
It came again, with a great awakening light,
And showed the names whom love of God had blessed,
And, lo! Ben Adhem’s name led all the rest.

All true Masons love their fellow-men; Masonry teaches them to do so.
Not that sordid love which squares its spirit according to the benefits to be
derived, nor that kind which imagines that it may be thereby enabled to mount
upon the higher rounds of the ladder of outward pretension or self-aggrandize-
ment, but that hunmane, unselfish, characteristic love which smacks of the
divine impulse, ‘“to do good for the sake of good.”

That institution, I care not whether it be Masonie, Christian, Mohammedan
or Jewish, which inculcates these tenets in the minds of its followers and the
world at large, needs no excuse for its existence, and does not require to furnish
an apology for its perpetuation.

Masonry, however, has not wholly escaped the shafts of superstition, bigotry
and deceit.

In all of its march of progress, from the remotest times, where it appears to
dip into the very cradle of creation and becomes lost to view, she has been sub-
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jected to contumely, satire, suspicion and attack. Princes have endeavored to
torture her to death, ecclesiastics have hurled their thunder-holts of excommu-
nication and deposition, and placed her books of learning and knowledge upon
their index expurgatory. Politicians and demagogues have charged her with
offenses which they knew to be false, and showered upon her taeir most scath-
ing imprecations, fo inflame the popular mind. But in her grand progressive
march her votaries have carried the foremost banner of patriotic conservatism,
liberty, freedom and morality in every age of the world’s history, and she stands
to-day the most resplendent gem of human genius and intellect for the well
being of society the world has ever seen.

I have no apologies for Masonry, no excuses to give, no explanations to
make, no comparisons or contrasts to paint to those who, in the pretended
egotism of power, rank or station, stand upon the tiptoe of a pretentious intel-
lectual superiority, rolling their eyes Olympian Jupiter-like, and are launching
their darts at what they pretend to believe to be the underlying, fundamental
principles, aims and purposes of our Order.

Masonry stands upright to-day, as she has ever done m the past, in the
manly vigor of her progressive spirit of practical philosophy, the virtues and
morality of her followers, the attainment of her great ambitions, the nobility
and heroism of her membership, and the universality of her genius, and points
with the index finger of pride to the greatest achievements for civilization and
humanity that have ever been impressed upon the records, written or un-
written, of any body of men in all of this wide world’s history.

The perpetuity of her institutions overshadows the hopes and aspirations of
every other institution in the world. Whilst the czars, the emperors, the kings,
the ecclesiastical potentates, and the presidents of republics stand in fear and
trembling of the overthrow of their systems for the government and control of
men, Masons rest calmly and serenely in confidence of the perpetuity of their
system, moored by the sheet-anchor of the common brotherhood of Masonry,
which in all ages has been the vibrating chord of human nature itself in all of
its grandest and noblest ideals,—~—~those ideals which pulsate the heart of com-
mon humanity, and strike at the depths of an enlightened conscience, and
clevate the minds of men to the highest pinnacle of a practical every-day
justice, morality and cquity between man and man.

Masonry has more than realized the Homeric truism that—

A wise physician skill'd our wounds to heal
Is more than armies to the public weal.

Archxologists love to delve into the musty archives of ancient libraries and
museums and into the bowels of the earth in search of a speculative theory of
the origin of our Order. Its antiquity is such that all must agree that at the
remotest authentic Masonic period attainable our speculative thoughts must
end in speculation still.

The lately discovered emblem upon one of the frescoed walls of the lava-
submerged city of Pompeii, the corresponding imprints and geometrical instru-
ments of the ancient sun-worshippers, the lodge of Pythagoras and all such
evidences are but lifeless wrecks which liave been strewn along the pathway of
Masonic progress, and are valuable only as a clue to the present living exist-

ence. The living existence is of more vitil interest and benefit to the race. Of
that we may more surely treat.

It has been well said that Freemasonry is a religious philosophy.

From whence Masonry may have first obtained its origin, or what its prinei-
ples may have been in the remotest past, is of but little comparative consequence
and weight when considered in the scale of what those principles are to-day.

The scholar may love to delve into the antiquities of the past, but in this
fast-plodding, every-day, bustling, practical business age in which we live, the
all-important question seems to be that Masonry must depend upon its existence
by what it presents for the consideration of men to-day.

My friends, Masonry stands to-day as the most advanced beacon light of
philosophic thought and action. She takes into due and timely consideration
the inherent characteristics of our race, and looks with kindly pity upon the
shortcomings and frailties of mankind. And she teaches well to all her
children the principles of the precept of a father to his son:

To thine own self be true;

And it must follow, as the night the day,
Thou canst not then be false to any man.

Patriotic duty to the government of the country under which we live is
another sterling principle of our Order. And I know of no vow which she has
more solemnly kept inviolate.

In the shock of armies, the earthquakes of governments, the spoliation of
thrones, the overthrow of empires and states, she has ever been in every age the
foremost standard hearer of liberty, justice and freedom. She has ever main-
tained the principle of the tnalienable rights of man. She has ever been the
mainstay and prop of free representative government; the corner-stones of
liberty have ever been carefully laid with the reverent hands of conservative
Masons.

No enemy has ever successfully impugned her patriotism, or cast stigma or
stain upon her bright patriotic escutcheon.

Masonry was the first institution which recognized and enforced the principle
that the blacksinith’s hammer and anvil are a truer badge of man’s nobility
than all of the jeweled coronets or glistening diadems of wealth. Her govern-
ment is a pure democracy, where all stand upon the dead level of equality before
the law.

No man is recognized for his worldly wealth or honor. The son of a peasant or
of a mechanic has as high and perfect a title to recognition as the son of an
Emperor or of a King. The truest and most perfect title of nobility is that of
intellectuality, virtue and genius. These Masonry avows are the discriminating
forces alone of Mother Nature and the Divine will.

Masonic brethren and friends, do mnot these great fundamental truths
constitute a sufficient guaranty of the nobility of the aims and aspirations of
Masonry ?

All of the combined ecclesiastical, imperial and regal power of the world
cannot stop or impede the grand march of Masonic civilizing progress.

I might say in the language of an eloquent countryman, ““ As well might
the boys of Boston some lustrous night mount the state house steeple and bid
the stars to stop in their courses; gently and irresistibly the Greater and
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Lesser Bear move around the pole: or Ion, in his mighty mail, comes up the
sky, and the heavenly Twins and the Bull, the Maid, the Scales and all that
shining constellation pursue their heavenly march all night, and the new day
finds the urchins in their lofty places, tired, sleepy and ashamed.”

Masonry lives on and will live ever in the purest and most natural impulses
of an enlightened humanization, asking no favors, furnishing no apology, seek-
ing the great good and happiness of the race—her religion to do good—to love
her fellow men. ]

Antagonistic ecclesiasticism, pronunciamentoes, index expurgafory, imperial
denunciation, royal insignia, aristocracy, caste and all such undemocratic litter
cannot blot it away.

Her mission has not yet been performed. Her principles, virtues and pre-
cepts are embedded, like the purest of gems, in the hearts of as brave a chivalry,
as heroic a leadership and intellectual, moral and justice-loving a following as
the good God of nature has ever incorporated and banded together for the
great good of humanity and the ultimate aim and purpose of the Divine will,

Upon therock of progressive necessity she lives, and will move on and have
her being in the distant and most remote ages of the world.

The historian says that Napoleon Bonaparte, as he stood at the foot of the
Pyramids, pointed to them and exclaimed to his soldiers:

““ Forty centuries look down upon you.”

As these recollections filled the hearts of the Napoleonic soldiery with lofty
emulation and led them onward to most sweeping victorious military achieve-
ments, so do the recollections crowding upon the minds of all true Masons, when
they gaze upon the magnificent monuments of the Masonic past, which knows
nor time nor space, and wherein they may build upon their imaginations with no
limitations, reinvigorate them with an inspiration born of the material of all the
known past, and the glories of their ancient ancestry, whose numberless myriads
have been as countless as the shining sands upon the glistening sea-shore.

Masons, you may well look backward with swelling pride upon the glorious
achievements of the Masonic past. You may also look forward with the most
unbounded hope and faith in her grand future,

1 believe that Masonry in the future, as in the past, is destined by her coun-
sels and teachings to stand between usurpation and power and the persecuted and
oppressed of all nations. Ibetieve that she will ever protect the weak and
lowly from the unjust encroachments and onslaughts of the powerful and rich.
I believe thet she will ever exercise the most humanizing influences for the
upraising and upbuilding of frail and needy humanity. I believe that she
will ever endeavor by her wise precepts and counsel to perpetuate free repre-
sentative government upon the earth, and carry the banner of liberty, justice and
freedom into every clime.

I believe, so far as human characteristics will admit, that she will
exercise a redeeming influence upon the depraved conditions of mind of men,
so that the horrible seductions, fantasies, allurements and pomp of war, and
the arbitrament of the sword to settle and adjust the quarrels of kings and
nations, will give way to the arbitrament of peace, common sense, justice and
humanity—so that disputes will be settled

“In the parliament of man, the federation of the world.”
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1 believe that she will ever advocate a most liberal education founded upon
the highest order of the sciences, literature and the arts, and that her lodges and
schools of learming will produce nobler, better and more enlightened and
humane men than have ever been produced in the past. I believe that she will
ever be the champion and protector of virtue, fireside, home and country ; that
she will ever give an attentive and willing ear to the three great Angels of His-
tory, Couscience and Experience, repeating to mankind the eternal truths of the
Moral Law; and that the blessings of God’s peculiar grace and merey will accom-
pany her throughout the march of the coming centuries, and that when the
veil of ignorance, superstition, bigotry and deceit shall have given place to
knowledge, wisdom, conscience and truth, then will the sons and daughters of
every nation and clime rise up and call her blessed.

Grand Lodge was then called to refreshment until half-past
eight o’clock to-morrow morning.

SECOND DAY—MORNING SESSION.

TrHURSDAY, June 15, 5893,

Grand Lodge resumed its labors at eight-tifty (8:50) o’clock
this morning, under direction of M.~ W..Samuel P. David:on,
Grand Master.

Bro.-.Black, Deputy Grand Master, offered the following,

which was adopted :

Resolved, That so mueh of paragraph one of Section 100 of the By-laws of
the Grand Lodge as refers to the installation of officers of lodges be suspended
for this year only, and that the lodges be permitted to install their officers at
any time within thirty days from June 24, 1893; the Grand Secretary shall not

hold the proceedings of this Grand I.odge longer than five days after the expi-
ration of said time in order to receive reports of installation.

Queries were referred to the committee on Jurisprudence
from Lodges Nos. 9, 10, 23, 33, 44, 55, 59, 95, 99, 107, 112, 136,
151, 198 and 207.

New by-laws from Lodges Nos. 85 and 200 were referred to
the committee on By-laws from Chartered Lodges.

The following amendments were referred to the committee on

Grievances ;
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Amend Sec. 309, par. 4, Law of Freemasonry, by adding in the third line
thereof the words ¢* which petition shall lay over one month.”
Amend Sec. 309, par. 5, Law of Frecmasonry, by adding in the third line

thereof the words ‘“such petition shall lay over until the next regular meet-
ing.”

The following resolution was referred to the committee on
Ways and Means:

Resolved, That our committee on Ways and Means consider and report
what should be done to increase the capacity of our fireproof library room.

A letter of greeting and regret was received from Past Grand
Master Wemple.

Bro.:.Mercer, 4, made report as follows, which was adopted :

To the Grand Lodge :

Your ‘committee on Returns find that Garfield Lodge, No. 95, and Hay
Springs Lodge, No. 177, were not allowed their rebate-credit on their returns
for 1892. Having carefully examined the returns for 1892, your committee rec-
ommend that Garfield Lodge, No. 95, and Hay Springs Lodge, No. 177, be
credited with the following amounts, to-wit :

Your committee on Returns find that Wymore Lodge, No. 104, was charged
on report of 1891 with fee for initiation of Apprentice Ienry A. Given, whom
they gained by waiver of jurisdiction, and by error was reported as initiated.
Your committee recommend that Wymore Lodge, No. 104, be credited with the
fee of $5.00.

Your committee on Returns find that Atkinson Lodge, No. 164, by error in
their return for 1892, reported C. Ilawley Churchhill as initiated, and paid the
fee of five dollars thercon to Grand Lodge, whereas he was really gained by
waiver of Pythagoras Lodge, No. 156. Your committee recommend that Atkin-
son Lodge be credited with said fee of $5.00.

Bro.-.Filley, 175, submitted the following report, which was
concurred in:

To the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

committee on Charters and Dispensations; that committee
made the following report, which was concurred in:

To the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Charters and Dispensations, to whomn was referred
the requests of Compass and Square Lodge, 212, and Square and Compass
Lodge, 213, for areturn of the dispensation fee of $25, paid for Armada Lodge,
U.".D.'., recommend that said fee be returned to these two lodges in accordance
with the recommendation of Past Grand Master Brad. D. Slaughter, as is shown
on page 459 of the proceedings of 1892.

The Grand Treasurer announced that R..W.-.James W,
Moore, 2, Past Grand Treasurer, was in the city; by direc-
tion, the Grand Treasurer and Grand Secretary presented
veteran Brother Moore, who was received with grand honors,
welcomed by our Grand Master and placed in charge of the
Grand Treasurer as an honored guest; his reminiscent re-
sponse was very interesting.

On behalf of the five lodges at Omaha and South Omaha,
Bro.*.Sudborough, 25, invited Grand Lodge to hold its next
annual communication in Ireemasons Hall, Omaha; on mo-
tion, the invitation was accepted. '

The Grand Master referred to the committee on Foreign
Correspondence so much of his address as relates to the con-
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troversy between Coteau Lodge, 54, of South Dakota, and
Jordan Lodge, 27, of Nebraska. For that committee Bro.:.
Phelps, 34, made the following report:

To Grand Lodge:

In the matter of Coteau Lodge, No, 54, South Dakota, vs. Jordan Lodge,
No. 27, Nebraska, your committee on Foreign Correspondence, to whormn same
matter was referred, beg leave to report that they find that the claim of said
Cotean Lodge, No. 54, of South Dakota, against our Jordan Lodge, No. 27, is
just.

Bro.'.Slaughter, 89, presented the following report, which

was adopted after, on motion, changing the word “disap-

prove” to ‘‘approve
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To Grand Lodge :

Your committee on Jurisprudence, having had under consideration the
various matters referred to us, would report:

1. In the matter of the dispensation issued to elect and install a Master in-
stead of R..W.-.John A, Ehrhardt, of Northern Light Lodge, No. 41, your com-
mittee are of the opinion that no dispensation to elect and install in such case
should have been issued. By paragraph 2, of Sec. 102, the Senior and Junior
Wardens, according to rank, shall succeed to the duties of the Master. It is the
Masonie right of the Wardens, in a proper case, to assume the government of
the lodge. No election was necessary. We therefore disapprove of the grant-
ing of such dispensation.

‘We recommend that the $10 dispensation fee be returned to Northern Light
Lodge, No. 41.

2. That the action of the Grand Master in the matter of the Ainsworth
Bank be approved.

3. That we approve decisions numbered 1, 3, 4, 6, 7, 8, 9, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15,
16.

4. We disapprove decision No. 2.  After six months the candidate may re-
apply for the degrees. See decisions, page 25, proceedings 1891.

Decision No.5. We approve the first part thereof, holding that a profane
cannot be made a Mason if he has lost his hand before initiation. We disap-
prove the latter part thereof, and hold that having been initiated he should not
be deprived of advancement by reason of his misfortune.

Bro.".Lininger dissents therefrom.

Decision No.10. We disapprove of this decision. A lodge, by reason of
having refused to waive jurisdiction over a candidate who has inadvertently
been elected and initiated in another lodge; does not, by reason of such refusal,
acquire perpetual jurisdiction over the brother, and if the geographical lines of
the respective lodges are so changed that the brother comes within the jurisdic-
tion of a third lodge an application for a waiver should be made to the latter
lodge. i

Query. A lodge by resolution allows its secretary ten dollars ($10) per
annum for incidental expenses. Has he a right to withold it from cash received
without reporting same to treasurer and getting regular vouchers thereon ?

Query. Wehave an applicant for initiation who has lost the third finger on
the right hand.

Has a brother who has remained a member of an extinct lodge over
one year any Masonic rights other than that of petitioning for application?

To the query of Samuel C. Harney your committee answer : In
good standing, provided he is clear on the books.
Query. Where a petition for initiation is read and regularly referred, objec-
tion being made to the Master against petition, can the Master order candidate

Answer. To the first query of James A. Nay your committee answer no.

To the second query reference is made to Section 110, By-laws Grand Lodge.

Query. 1—Are the use of robes for the officers of the lodge in conferring
part of the Master Mason's degree in accordance with Masonic custom and
usage? 2—Does this Grand Lodge sanction and approve the use of robes, and
recommend same to the subordinate lodges? Geo. H. TruMMEL, 33.

Answer. To both queries of Brother Geo. H. Thummel your committee
answer no.

Query. The accompanying correspondence is summitted in order to learn
whether a lodge can refuse to demit a brother until he has been elected o mem-
ber of another lodge? F. P. McCurcHax, 59.

Answer. To the query of If. P. McCutchan your committee answer no.

Your committee on Jurisprudence having considered the matter of the appeal
of Washington Lodge, No. 21, as to the legality of the assessment made by M.-.
W.-.R. E. French, respectfully report that the subject has been considered and
passed upon by this Grand Lodge. See proceedings of 1891, page 395, and
proceedings of 1892, page 496, etc. While such action and decision affirm
the legality of the assessment made, your committee are so divided as to the
legality of such assessments as an original question they recommend that action
be taken by the Grand Lodge that shall define and control the way and manner
and circumstances under which assessments shall hereafter be made.

The Craft was now called to refreshment until two o’clock

this afternoon.

SECOND DAY—AFTERNOON SESSION.

THURSDAY, June 15, 5893.
Labor was resumed at the appointed hour, M.".W..Samuel P.
Davidson, Grand Master, presiding.
On motion of Bro.~.Bailey, 162, it was

Resolved, That all lodges sending up by-laws for approval shall submit
same in duplicate, the Grand Secretary retaining one copy; a full copy of the
section amended shall also be forwarded in duplicate.

Bro.-.Handlan, 158, duly seconded, offered an amendment to
par. 1, Section 100 of Grand Lodge by-laws, striking out the
word “June” and substituting * December” as the month in
which our annual communications shall be held ; same lays over
one year.
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In response to a query made by Bro.".Dinsmore, 43, chairman
of the committee on Pay-roll, Grand Lodge decided that the
pay-roll should be made for three days.

Bro.. Warren, 2, submitted the following report, which was
adopted ; on motion, Bro.".Harvey A. Brewer was restored to
good standing in the Fraternity.

To the M.'. W. .Grand Lodge of Nebraska :
The committee on Grievances, having had under consideration the several
matters referred to it, would report thereon as follows:

(1) L. Alexander Hester, of Minnekadusa Lodge, No. 192, a soldier serv-
ing in the army of the United States, having enlisted under the assumed name
of Lewis A. Hoyt, having had the record of his service in the army cor-
rected so as to show his true name, asks this Grand Lodge to authorize the
correction of the records of the subordinate lodge and of this Grand Lodge,
to correspond with the fact. It seems to your committee that there is no
grievance before us to be righted, but a question of Masonic law. We there-
fore recommend that the papers in said case be referred to the committee on
Jurisprudence.

(® E. C. O'Donnell, formerly of Hastings Lodge, No. 50, was duly
expelled therefrom. He petitions for reinstatement. The petition was duly
referred; the committee reported the facts, but made no recommendation to
the subordinate lodge as to what action should be taken. The Master refused
to put the question of recommending restoration to his lodge because such com-
mittee had made none themselves. The question was referred to Grand Master
Davidson, who said:

“ While it would be desirable for the committee to make a recommendation,
still T think there is enough in this report to warrant you to spread the ballot
upon the petition.”

Whereupon the Master of Hastings Tuodge, No. 50, forwards the record here
for our consideration, but makes no appeal.

[t is our opinion that there is nothing in this record for our consideration—
the only possible question is one of Masonic law, and we are not required and
should not be asked to pass upon the soundness of our Grand Master’s
decisions.

We therefore recommend that the matter be referred to the committee on
Jurisprudence.

(3) In the matter of the appeal of Bro...}H. J. Reed from the action of the
Muster of Crystal Lodge, No. 191, in dismissing the charges preferred by him
against Bro.'.George W. Scott: It seems that the specifications against Bro.'.
Scott practically charge perjury, or attempt so to do, and set out the particu-
lars wherein the perjury is alleged to have been committed. The Master held
that no Masonic offense had been stated in the charges and specifications, bas-
ing his decisions upon his construction of paragraph 2 of Secction 801 of the
Law of Masonry, which provides that the lodge * Shall not take cognizance of
difficulties of a legal character growing out of business transactions between
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brethren * ¥ * wunless such charges shall clearly specify fraud on the
part of the alleged offender.”

The appeal presents two questions:

1. Can the Master, independently of his lodge, pass upon the sufficiency
of charges and specifications, and decide whether or not a Masonic otfense is
charged?

2. Is there enough in the said specifications to warrant putting the accused
on trial?

Your committee are unanimously of opinion that it is the province of the
Master, and it is his duty in the first instance, to determin= whether an otfense
is charged. He acts as the judge of a court, and from his ruling an appeal will
lie.

Thercfore the Master was right in assuming to decide that question, and it
remains to determine whether his decision was in accordance with Masonic
law. Your committee are unanimously of opinion that there is sufficient upon
the record to require the defendant, Bro.'.Scott, to answer and stand trial. If
what is alleged is true, his conduct comes within the definition of fraud, to use
no stronger term.

It is alleged that Bro..J. 'T. Price, Master of Crystal Lodge, is a stockholder
and assistant cashier in the bank of which Bro.:.Scott is cashier, and an inter-
ested party in the suit, and therefore presumably partial in the matter,

Your committee further report in this case, that: 1. Said judgment should
be reversed and the case remanded to Crystal Lodge, No. 191, with instructions
to proceed to the trial of Bro.:.George W. Scott upon the charges and specifica-
tions on file. 2. We suggest, but do not decide, that Bro.*.Price, ¢f disquali-
fied as stated, call some Past Master to preside at said trial in his stead, as
matter of delicacy, not to say right.

We lay considerable stress upon the allegation that the testimony offered by
Bro. .Scott on the trial of the case had tended to bring wppecllant into disrepute
among his neighbors and brethren, and we believe the facts should be investi-
gated.

(4) In the matter of the appesal of Bro.". Edward Romig from the sentence
of expulsion entered against him by Jordan Lodge, No, 27:

Your committee have given this case careful consideration, and we are
unanimous in our conclusion. We tnink there is no Masonic offense presented
in the charges and specifications. The allegation that Bro.".Romig was able
to reimburse the brother who signed his note as surety, and who had paid the
obligation, and that he wilfully refused, is entirely wanting. A refusal to pay
when able is of the essence of any offense; if the brother is unable, owing to finan-
cial misfortunes, or if the reasonable demands of his family for their support
consume all his earnings so that he cannot pay, how can he be said to violate his
obligation as a Mason?

In this case it seems proven that Bro.:.Romig is unable to pay at this time,
and that he professes willingness to pay when able. There is no evidence to
sustain the charge in the record, even though the charge and specifications were
legally sufficient to sustain a conviction. We therefore recommend:

1. That said appeal be sustained.

2. No Masonic offense being charged, saild cause is remanded to Jordan
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Lodge, No. 27, with instructions to dismiss said charge, unless the complainant,
Liouis C. Sharp, shall, on or before the second regular meeting of said lodge
after the receipt of a transcript of the action of this Grand Lodge, file
amended charges and specifications. In which latter event the lodge shall
-entertain jurisdiction of the amended charges and specifications, and proceed to
trial de movo.

(5) In the matter of the recommendation of Sterling Lodge, No. 70, for the
reinstatement of Bro.:.Harvey A. Brewer, an expelled Mason, we have to report
that the papers are informal. No petition was before us until this inorning; nor
was the recommendation filed here ten days before the beginning of this session.
We therefore submit the matter for your consideration without recommenda-
tion.

(6) In the matter of the application of John H. Smith, late member of Stella
Lodge, No. 105, for restoration to good standing in the Fraternity, your com-
mittee cannot recommend favorable action.

While the application seems to conform to the letter of the law, yet we think
it lacks compliance with its spirit. The petition is dated May 22, 1893; was
acted upon by the lodge May 26, and filed with the Grand Secretary on May 31.
This leaves the application open to a very natural suspicion of having been
pushed through the lodge with such haste as to prevent a full and fair expres-
sion upon the part of its brethren.

We recommend that the petition be returned, be by the lodge referred to a
committee, lie over one month and be acted upon by a meeting at which the
members generally, and the accuser in particular, be notified to attend, if he be
still a resident member of the lodge.

(7) In the matter of the appeal of Bro.".Alexander Atkinson from the deci-
sion of the Master of Nebraska Liodge, No. 1, as to the status of one John J. Sted-
man, an expelled Mason in the jurisdiction of Iowa, and at all times a resident
of that state, it is the unanimous sense of your committee that the Master’s
action was just and legal, and should be sustained and approved, and the ap-
peal denied e Zofo.

The record before us, and which was fully before the Master when he made
such decision, shows clearly that said Stedman, at the time of his application
was—Tfor many years prior thereto had been, and is yet—an actual resident of
the State of [owa, and at all times subject to the jurisdiction of the Grand
Lodge of that state. That untilabout................ , 1890, he was a Master
Mason in Bluffs City Lodge, No. 71, located at Council Bluffs. That being
such resident and subject to the jurisdiction aforesaid, charges were preferred
against him, agreeably to the laws of such jurisdiction in the Grand Lodge,
and that thereafter such proceedings were had that on June 3, 1891, said Sted-
man was duly expelled from all the rights and privileges of Masonry. At the
time of his expulsion he held what appeared to be a regular demit from the
lodge aforesaid, and after his expulsion, and on September 6, 1892, he made
application for membership in Nebraska Lodge, No. 1, and accompanied his
petition by said demit. October 4, 1892, he was declared elected to membership
in said lodge, and on December 6, 1892, came over to this city and signed the
by-laws and paid one year’s dues.

Soon thereafter information of said Stedman’s trial and expulsion came to
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the ears of the Master, and investigation was instituted; the Junior Warden of
the lodge went to Towa, and there obtained record evidence of his status in that
state. The Master, having before him all the evidence of said Stedman's being
charged, tried and expelled prior to his application to Nebraska Lodge, held
that said Stedman never had any status in said lodge, that his petition, the
reference thereof, the committee’s report thereon, the ballot and all that fol-
lowed, was absolutely null and void. And on January 6, 1893, he ordered and
directed the secretary to so notify Stedman, and return his demit and the
money paid, all of which was done, and Bro.'. Atkinson appeals. It will be
noticed that neither Stedman nor the lodge appeals.

1. The first contention of the appellant is that the Grand Lodge of lowa
had no power to try and discipline said Stedinan, and that Nebraska Lodge
and this body should of right exercise appellate jurisdiction and declare the
acts of a sister Grand Lodge null and void. In our judgment such a position
cannot for a moment be sustained.

But passing that by for the time, we have to say that even if this Grand
Body had, or for a moment pretended to exercise the power of sitting in judg-
ment upon the action of a sister jurisdiction of equal weight and dignity, with
reference to one of its own members, or over a demitted Mason residing within
its own unquestionable jurisdiction, still it is elear from the undisputed record
before us (and before the Master when he acted), that all the proceedings in
saitt Stedman’s case were regular and in strict conformity with the laws of
that jurisdiction, both as to the offense charged and the exercise of its powers;
and that the punishment was such as that jurisdiction had the right to inflict.

But that we do not sit in judgment upon the acts of our sister Grand Body,
and pretend to be her superior, or call in question acts within the undoubted
scope of its powers and exercised upon members of the Fraternity afliliated or
residing within its jurisdiction, is too plain to common reason, and too well
settled by common courtesy and the action of this Grand Lodge to need dis-
cussion, or be drawn in question now.

In the proceedings of 1887, our Grand Master Coutant said, with reference
to this very question, upon a cause coming from Michigan:

‘1t is neither our province nor duty to review its decisions, nor should we question
its authority. Having full jurisdiction, and the subject-matter clearly within its author-
ity, it expels a Mason from all the rights and privileges of Masonry. Masonic courtesy
requires that we should respect its authority.”— Proceedings of 1887, pp. 365-6.

This action and decision of the Grand Master was approved by this body at
said session.

In view of that action by this body, and even without it, viewed in the light
of the courteous treatment which we owe to our sister jurisdictions, the main
contention of the appellant is, to say the least of it, extraordinary. It is, in
short, that we should disregard the action of the Grand Lodge within whose
jurisdiction said Stedman resides and has at all times resided; should hold its
action, with reference to him, null and void, and thus constitute ourselves its
censor and a court of appeals from its decision. More than this, such a propo-
sition carried out to its logical results, would allow every lodge in the jurisdic-
tion to sit in judgment not only upon the acts of lodges in another jurisdiction,
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but upon the acts of the Grand Lodges with which this body sustains the most
cordial and fraternal relations.

Such a proposition is a reflection upon our reason and judgment, and plainly
coatrary to the landmarks of Masonry, and if acted upon would constitute a
gross insult to a great and distinguished body of Masons.

9. It is urged that the Master had no power, even on the admitted fact of
Stedman’s expulsion in Iowa, to pass upon his status in the lodge to which
he had fraudulently applied for admission; but that the same could arise only
on charges preferred against him, and a trial had thereon as for ordinary
Masonic offenses. No reasons are given in support of this extraordinary propo-
sition, nor do we believe any can be adduced. How a man, who is not a Mason
can act unmasonically, and thus subject himself to charges and a Masonic trial,
is not very clear to our clouded intellects. In fact, it is absurd.

Not being a resident of this jurisdiction, Stedman could not originally make
application here for the degrees, and his only right as a non-resident to ask for
membership in our jurisdiction would be the possession of a demit in full Ma-
sonie force. Not having such a demit, his application for membership here was
a nullity, and had such fact been known to the Master when the application
was made, it was his undoubted duty to so declare it.

Now does the fact that what appeared to be a demit (but was in fact so much
waste paper) being discovered subsequently to the routine of passing on the ap-
plication, make the applicant a Mason, and does it enable him to profit by his
fraud upon the Craflt, and gain a membership without the necessary Masonic
qualifications ? Is such a thing possible? Stedman never was a resident in
this jurisdiction; and being a resident of Iowa, the Fraternity there had the
right to try and expel him, even if he were in the full possession of a valid
demit. Their laws as to the tribunal befors whom a Mason must appear, and
their code of procedure thereon differ from ours in some essential respects, and
we find that lowa’s Grand Lodge exercised its jurisdiction in the matter in full
and strict conformity to those laws; and that by its said action the demit which
Stedman held and presented here, even if valid when granted, was thereby an-
nulled and rendered void whether at home or abroad. Being absoluiely void at
the time it was offered as evidence of good standing in the Order, and we
properly taking notice of the recordsof the important acts of our sister juris-
diction, especially when we are permitted to examine its records and are fur-
nished with an anthenticated copy thereof, it only remained for the Master to
act on the record evidence of an undisputable fact, and nof: submit to the vote of
the lodge the question of whether or not a sister Grand Lodge had done right
in a certain matter; or had properly exercised its unquestionable powers over
people within its jurisdiction. As this Grand Lodge has said that it would not
assume to pass upon the acts of its equal, it would e a gross insult for a sub-
ordinate lodge to do so. It was for the Master, as a matter of Masonic law, to
declare and give that full force and effect to the act of expulsion that obtained
in Towa, and also to say as a simple matter of Masonic law, that an expelled
Mason, laboring under that sentence, could not acquire and had not acquired
any standing in the lodge, and to say that a record of membership made in
ignorance of jurisdictional facts was not binding, and that what appeared to
be a demit was in Masonic law so much waste paper, and had been used as the
instrument of an attempted fraud. od
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In the matter of the cross-appeal of Bro...Strawn, from that part of the
Master’s ruling directing the return of his demit to Bro.-.Stedman, we are of
opinion that it should be sustained. The demit should have been retained by
Nebraska Lodge, No. 1, to the end that no second imposition could be practiced
upon a Masonic lodge. Bro.'.Strawn, as appellant, took no part in this part
of our report.

Later in the session the vote adopting the sixth part of the
foregoing report was, on motion, reconsidered; on motion of
Bro.©.Edwards, 23, the report was amended so as to restore
Brother John I. Smith to good standing in the Fraternity ;
and as thus amended the report was again adopted.

Bro.".Oakley, 19, presented the following report, which was
concnrred in:

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Your committee on Ways and Means, having made provisions for furnishing
the Grand Secretary’s office with a copy of Worcester’s dictionary, and inas-
much as the copy now in the office of the Grand Secretary was presented to this
Grand Lodge by our deceased brother John M. Taggart, late of Lodge No. 45,
June 18, 1872, or twenty-one years ago, lacking only two days, therefore, out of
consideration to the memory of the said brother, your committee would recom-
mend that the copy of said dictionary be presented to Palmyra Lodge, No. 45,
of which lodge Brother Taggart was a charter member.

Your committee on Ways and Means, to whom was referred the matter of
inereased capacity of fire-proof library room, have had the same under consid-
eration and are of the opinion that inasmuch as the stereotype plates occupy a
great amount of space in the said library room. it is desirable that the stereo-
type plates be kept at some place removed from the fire-proof library room, so
that no one fire could destroy both the proceedings and the sterecotype plates.
Your committee are of the opinion that either the basement of a fire-proof vault
located in some city or town outside of the city of Omaha should be procured,
or that a one-story brick vault be constructed in the suburbs of this city. We
recommend that final action of this matter be deferred, or lay over until the
next session of this Grand Lodge. That in the meantime the Grand Secretary
look the matter up as to available localities, ete., etc., on the lines above sug-
gested, and make such recommendation as will in his opinion best subserve the
best interest of this Grand Lodge.

On motion of Bro.'.Cain, 9, it was

Resolved, That a committee be appointed to present to this Grand Lodge
such changes in our regulations as will hereafter require but one ballot for the
three degrees of Entered Apprentice, Fellowcraft and Master Mason.

Bros...Cain, 9, Wheeler, 1, Hastings, 19, French, 46,.and
‘White, 6, were named as the members of such committee.

Bro.".Phelps, 34, made report as follows, which was agreed
to:

To Grand Lodge :

Your committee on Foreign Correspondence, to which was referred the ap-
plication of the Grand Lodge of Oklahoma for recognition, admission and
reception into the great Masonic family of Grand Lodges, beg leave to report
that it finds that all the requisite and necessary steps required by Masonic law
have been taken by our brethren of that jurisdiction, and that a Grand Lodge
has by them been organized in compliance with Masonic usage.

Your committee therefore recommend the fraternal recognition of said
Grand Lodge, and the exchange of Masonic courtesies therewith.

Your committee on Foreign Correspondence, to which was referred the ap-
plication of the Grand Lodge of New Zealand for recognition, admission and
reception into the great Masonic family of Grand Lodges, beg leave to report
that the application of said Grand Lodge is not accompanied by sufficient infor-
mation to enable your committee to ascertain whether the requirements of
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Masonic law governing the organization of new Grand Lodges have been com-
plied with.

Your committee therefore recommend that the consideration of the applica-
tion of said Grand Lodge be continued until such time as the proper informa-
tion be furnished this Grand Lodge.

Your committee on Foreign Correspondence, to which was referred the
application of the Grand Lodge of Cuba for recognition, admission and recep-
tion into the great Masonic family of Grand Lodges, beg leave to report that
the application of said Grand Lodge is not accompanied by sufficient informa-
tion to enable your committee to ascertain whether the requirements of Masonic
law governing the organization of new Grand Lodges have been complied
with.

Your committee therefore recommend that the consideration of the applica-
tion of said Grand Lodge be continued until such time as the proper informa-
tion be furnished this Grand Lodge.

The following memorial was referred to the committee on
‘Charters and Dispensations :

To the M...W..Grand Lodge, A.".F.".& A.". M. .of Nebraska :

The undersigned, Master Masons residing at Crab Orchard, Nebraska,
respectfully request that they, with sixteen other Masons holding demits or
certificates of good standing in their respective lodges, are desirous of organiz-
ing a Masonic lodge at Crab Orchard, Nebraska, and to that end presented
their petition to Temple Lodge, No. 175, with accompanying papers, and at a
meeting of said lodge when there were but twelve members present. Our
petition was rejected by a vote of five in favor of recommending the petitioners
for a dispensation and seven against such recommendation.

Your petitioners believe that the Fraternity would be best served by the
granting of such petition. Your petitioners therefore fraternally request that
this Grand Lodge make such investigation as will satisfy you of the justice of
our request, and then direct that such dispensation shall issue, and put us on
trial until the next session of this Grand Body. N. C. MyEgs,

Thereon the following report was submitted by Bro.".Tracy,
55, and, as recommended, the matter was referred to the
committee on Jurisprudence:

To the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Charters and Dispensations, to whom was referred
the appeal of Brothers N. C. Myers and E. B. Laflin and twelve others, from
the action of Temple Lodge, No. 175, of Filley, Nebraska, in refusing to grant
them a recommendation to open a new lodge at Crab Orchard, Nebraska, do
hereby respectfully beg leave to refer said appeal to the committee on Jurispru-
dence, as, in our opinion, we have no right to consider said appeal, as it con-
flicts with Art. XII, Section 2, of the Law of Freemasonry in Nebraska, which
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reads : ““ That in no case shall such dispensation be issued unless the petition be
accompanied by a recommendation from the nearest or most convenient char-
tered lodge.”

Bro.-.Elijab Filley, chairman of this committee and Master of Temple
Lodge, 173, excused from acting, as he is one of the interested parties.

Later in the session the committee on Jurisprudence made the
following report, in which Grand Lodge concurred :

To the Grand Lodge :

In the matter of the appeal of several brethren at Crab Orchard, who are
desirous of receiving a dispensation for a new lodge without obtaining the
recommendation of the nearest chartered lodge, your committee on Jurispru-
dence reports that Sec. 2, Article XII, page 9, of the constitution of the
Grand Lodge, prohibits the granting of said petition.

Bro..Rheem, 3, made report as follows, which report was
agreed to:
M... W...Grand Master, Wardens and Brethren :

Your committee on Accounts have examined the following bills, and recom-
mend that they be allowed and orders drawn for them:

Omaha Printing Co., senate pads of paper.................. ......... 6 50

There has been referred to this committee an account of $65.00, presented
by C. I. Catlin, for five thousand blank applications for membership in the
Nebraska Masonic Assurance Association, furnished in 1875.

Your committee have examined the facts in connection with the formation
of the said Nebraska Masonic Assurance Association, and do not think that this
Grand Lodge is either legally or morally responsible for the bill, and recom-
mend that it be not allowed.

Your committee on Accounts have examined the reports of the treasurer of
the Orphan Edueational Fund and find the same correct. We find that the
treasurer of the fund has expended a considerable amount of money in looking
after the interests of the fund, for which he declines to present a bill. Your
committee recormnmend that the thanks of this Grand Lodge be tendered to the
treasurer of the fund for his earnest efforts in its behalf.

Your committee on Aceounts recommend an appropriation of not to exceed
$30.00 for the purpose of completing the work of opening the books of the
Grand Lodge begun last year.

Bro...Warren, 2, submitted the following report, which was
adopted :
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To the Grand Lodge :

Your committee on Grievances would report upon the petition of Thomas
H. Utterback, late a member of Osceola Lodge, No. 65, for reinstatement from
expulsion, which said petition is recommended by said lodge.

That we recommend that Thomas II. Utterback be restored to his rights
and privileges as a non-affilinted Master Mason.

Upon the proposed amendment, par. 4, Sec. 309, of the By-laws of Freema-
sonry, referred to us, your committee begs leave to report in lieu thereof the
following:

After the word * restoration ” in the third line of said par. 4, add the follow-
ing: *‘Said petition to be referred to a committee, lie over for a report one
month, and be acted upon at a regular meeting at which the accuser, if a resi-
dent member, be notified to attend.”

Unanimous consent being given for immediate consideration
of the foregoing amendment, same was adopted.

Bro..Wheeler, 1, chairman of the committee on Doings of
Grand Officers, submitted the following as a substitute for the
second resolution of the unconsidered portion of the report of
that committee :

Resolved, 2nd, That the Grand Master be and he is hereby aunthorized to
appoint a commission of eminent brothers, with the Grand Secretary, and of
which the sitting Grand Master shall be chairman, which commission, when
appointed, shall have authority to represent this Grand Jurisdiction in said
congress, and to consider all matters that may come before said congress relat-
ing to a uniform manner of recognizing brethren, of granting of demits or cer-
tificates of membership, and in all matters tending to uniform methods in
Masonic matters; but such commission shall not be authorized to join in pro-
cecdings looking to or in any way authorizing the formation of a general
Masonic Grand Body, or looking to consolidation of the several Grand Lodges
of America.

No portion of the expenses of the commission to be paid by this Grand
Lodge.

On motion of Bro..Strawn the report was amended by
striking out so much thereof as prohibits consideration of the
formation of a general Grand Todge. On motion of Bro..
Slaughter, 89, amended by DBro..Warren 2, the report was
amended so as to provide for six commissioners with six alter-
nates, and, if occasion permit, the number to be increased to
twelve commissioners with twelve alternates. As thus amended
the report was adopted.
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The following were appointed commissioners to the Fraternal
Congress, viz.: Bros..James P. A. Black, Grand Master; Will-
iam R. Bowen, Grand Secretary; Samuel P. Davidson, 17;
Martin Dunham, 3; Roliand H. Oakley, 19, and George W.
Lininger, 3; with alternates as follows, viz.: Bros.".Edwin F.
Warren, 2; Robert H. Henry, 58 ; Jacob L. Houchin, 79 ; John
B. Dinsmore, 49; Nelson D. Jackson, 71, and Clarence A.
Luce, 98. ;

Bro.- Edwards, 23, submitted a report from the committee on
Relief, consideration of which report was made the special order
for nine o’clock this evening.

Bro.-.Cain, 9, stated that Falls City Lodge, No. 9, owed Grand
Lodge $47.50 and would pay same, but desired time in which to
do s0; on motion, further time was granted.

Bro... Moore, 45, thanked Grand Lodge for its donation to
Palmyra Lodge, No. 45, of the old dictionary presented Grand
Lodge in 1872 by Bro..John M. Taggart, 45, deceased, and
stated that same would be cherished as a memento of a good
man who loved his fellow-men

Bro.-.Slaughter, 89, presented the following report of the
special committee appointed at our last annual communication,
which report was adopted by a rising vote :

WHEREAS, Bro.".William R. Bowen has just completed twenty-one years of
continuous service as Grand Secretary, and a just tribute to his many excellent
qualities is but a fitting return ; therefore be it

Resolved, That the sum of two hundred and fifty dollars ($250) is hereby
appropriated as a slight testimonial of our appreciation of his Masonic worth,
with the wish that he use the same in defraying the expenses of a visit to the
World’s Fair.

Resolved, That the Grand Master be requested to appoint Bro.-. William
R. Bowen as one of the delegation selected to represent this Grand Lodge at
Chicago, August 14, 1893.

Bro.".Haycock, 207, submitted the following report, which
was concurred in :

To the M.-.W..Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska :
We, your committee on By-laws of Chartered Lodges, report as follows :
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1. That the amendment offered to the by-laws of Blazing Star Lodge, No.
200, and referred to this committee, be referred back to the lodge. Your com-
mittee is unable to report on this matter, as the article of the by-laws in question
is not submitted to them, and they have no copy of their by-laws.

We recommend that their amendment to the by-laws of Blazing Star Lodge,
No. 200, be amended so as to include the article to be changed, and be presented
to the ineoming Grand Master for his approval.

II. In the matter of the by-laws of Tyre Lodge, No. 85, your committee
recommend the by-laws be approved as presented, with the exception of Sec. 2
of Art. VII.,, which we consider inconsistent with the Liaw of Freemasonry in
Nebraska ; and we cite as our authority par, 2 of Sec. 108.

We suggest that the by-law in question be amended so as to read : ¢ No
member present and entitled to a vote shall be excused from voting except
by the Master or by the consent of amajority of the members present, providing
that no member present shall be excused from voting on a petition for initia-
tion, advancement or admission.”

Bro.".Nichols, 205, presented the following :

WEEREAS, Bro.'.Samuel S. Salsbury was a petitioner for dispensation (of
Golden Fleece Lodge) and his demit was forwarded to the Grand Lodge, but
does not appear upon the charter; therefore, be it

Resolved, That the Grand Secretary be and he hereby is instructed to place
the name of Bro.:.Samuel S. Salsbury upon the charter.

The matter was referred to the committee on Charters and
Dispensations; the committee reported as follows and same was
adopted :

To the Grand Lodge :

Your committee on Charters and Dispensations have examined the docu-
ments of our last annual communication, and find that Bro.".Samuel S. Sals-
bury was not a petitioner for the charter granted Golden Fleece Lodge, No.
205 ; we recommend that his request be not granted.

The Craft was now called from labor until eight o’clock this
evening.

Bro.".Slaughter, 89, introduced the following report, which
was adopted

To Grand Lodge :

Your committee on Jurisprudence fraternally report :

Query 1. Has a lodge in this jurisdiction the right to levy an assessment to
pay oft an indebtedness incurred in furnishing and building a hall and for the
assistance of a needy brother?

And in case of non-payment of that assessment by any brother, can sus-
pension follow, he having proper notice thereof ?

Query 2. What steps can be taken in the case of a brother refusing to act
as pall bearer at a deceased brother’s funeral when asked? Ilis business and
family not interfering, but the brother attends the funeral as a citizen.

Query 8. Is a lodge holding for expenses of a sick brother under the follow-
ing circumstance? A brother of Garfield Lodge moved from that jurisdiction
to the jurisdiction of Friend Lodge, Osark, Mo. Is taken sick and his condi-
tion not reported to his lodge, but a notice sent asking for the amount he isin
arrears for dues. This being furnished a draft was returned for the amount,
and following it came a notice of his illness and a call for assistance. This was
answered that his lodge was in very hard circumstances, and that assistance
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could be furnished to a limited amount. The bills attached is the extent of the
demand, which is in excess of all reason, and which Garfield Lodge, No. 95, is
unable to meet, and asks if it is liable for the full amount of the bills attached.
The members are willing to pay a portion of the bills, We would like the de-
cision of the proper committee as to our liability in the case.

W. J. Dosss, S..W.-., 95,

Regarding above queries your committee answers:

1. It is within the power of each lodge to assess such dues upon their mem-
bers who are Master Masons in good standing as it shall deem just and ex-
pedient, and their by-laws should make such provision.

2. None. It certainly was unfraternal.

8. If the brethren of Friend Lodge, No. 352, could not personally take care
of the brother through his sickness they should be willing to pay for a nurse to
do the work. Garfield Lodge should pay the other necessary expenses.

Query. Does an objection filed with the Master of a lodge to the advance-
ment of an Entered Apprentice or Fellow Craft hold good with a Master of the
lodge subsequently elected and installed, when not officially transmitted or made
to the succeeding Master by the objector? IHis only information or knowledge
of such objection being heresay. J. R. Calx, 9.

Answer. All proceedings were irregular after objection was made. The
Master was required to declare the candidate rejected.

Query. The petition of an applicant was received by a lodge, referred
to the appropriate committee, duly investigated, favorable report made, ballot
spread and candidate duly elected to receive the degrees. Before his initiation
verbal objections were made to the Master against his initiation, on the grounds,
as stated by the objectors, that the applicant had been dishonest in former
years (eight or ten years) at his former home, in some of his dealings with other
parties,. Whereupon the Master caused a thorough investigation to be made,
and thereupon it appeared, from all the evidence available, that the objections
were not sustained, but that the candidate possessed a fair character. But not-
withstanding the investigation the objector failed and refused to withdraw his
objections or to state further grounds of objection. What was the duty of the
Master? Should he declare the candidate to be rejected without further investi-
gation or ballot? J. Li. EDWARDS,

Master, 23.

Whenever an objection be made tothe Master he must cause the fact to be
entered upon the minutes and reported to the Grand Secretary, and the name
of the applicant carried as rejected material.

The outgoing Master should communicate to the new Master the name of
each objector, and his objection shall hold good so long as the objector lives and
remains a member of that lodge.

The following report, presented this afternoon by Dro.-.
Edwards, 23, was now considered :
To the M..W..Grand Lodge of Nebraska :

Your committee on Relief fraternally reports, under the by-law adopted by
the Grand Lodge, proceedings of 1892, page 484, and pursuant thereto, the sec-
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retaries of fifty-three lodges made reports upon the blanks furnished by the
Grand Secretary, relative to the widows and orphans of deceased Master
Masons. But the answers given by the secretaries in their reports, in the
greater number of their reports, were incomplete, not answering fully the pur-
poses and intentions of the law, nor the queries of the Grand Secretary. Of
the number of lodges reporting, forty-eight reported widows and orphans within
their jurisdiction. Ninety-one widows and ninety-nine orphans are the num-
bers within the jurisdictional limits of the forty-eight lodges. about one-
fourth of the whole number in this Grand Jurisdiction. Of the above numbers
only thirteen widows and thirteen orphans appear to be in indigent circum-
stances. Seventy-eight widows and eighty-six orphans in good financial eir-
cumstances.

As the Grand Lodge is aware, no provision has been made for affording
any relief to the widows and orphans of deceased Master Masons of this Grand
Jurisdiction. But the time surely is at hand when measures should be taken
to enable the Grand Lodge to contribute necessary relief to those of the
classes above named, resident within its jurisdiction, who may need relief;
measures at least which shall enable the Grand Lodge to cause adequate re-
lief to be administered in such case by the lodges within its jurisdiction.

To the end, therefore, that this Grand Lodge may in the most effective
manner carry out the great principles of universal charity, this comnittee recom-
mends the adoption of the following resolutions as a part of the Grand Lodge
By-laws, to-wit:

Resolved. That it is hereby made the imperative duty of the secretary of each
lodge to carefully reply to each inquiry made, in accordance with above-men-
tioned by-law, and it is made the duty of the Master of each lodge to see to it,
that such report shall be made in connection with the annual report from his
lodge. And it shall be the duty alse of each Master to attest such report as to
its correctness and sufficiency. Failure to make such report with reasonable
fullness and correctness, shall subject the lodge to the same penalty that fail-
ure of fullness and correctness in their annual report does, to-wit: To deprive
such lodge of the right to rebate upon them, per capita, Grand Lodge dues.

Resolved, That hereafter the Grand Master and Grand Secretary are author-
ized to consider any application from any lodge within its jurisdiction for relief
for any widow or orphan of a deceased Master Mason, and if it is found that such
widow or orphan is in indigent circumstances, and is the widow or orphan of a
deceased Master Mason in good standing at the date of his decease, may author-
ize relief to be paid out of the Grand Lodge treasury for such indigent widow or
orphan, provided the sum to be paid for relief for each person shall be only
equal to the amount to be paid for such relief by the lodge in whose jurisdiction
such indigent 1esides; but in no case to exceed fifty dollars per annum in each
case. If the application for relief shall all be approved by the Grand Master
and Grand Secretary, then orders may be drawn by the Grand Sceretary and
attested by the Grand Master for amount allowed. Such sum to be paid
through the lodge having jurisdiction in the case.

Resolved, further, That a committee of three be appointed by the Grand
Master to prepare rules and regulations for the establishment of a relief fund,
and for the granting and disbursement of funds for the relief of widows and
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orphans within this Grand Jurisdiction. Such committee to report at the next
Grand Lodge.

Your committee is of the opinion that a portion of the Orphans Fund under
control of this Grand Lodge should be annually set apart for the purpose of
relief of widows and orphans, and that this subject-matter should be referred
to the above committee when appointed.

With reference to the foregoing report it was, on motion of
Bro.-.Coutant, 11,

Resolved, That the report of the committee, with subject therein contained,
be referred to a committee of seven to consider and report at our next annual
communication a general plan for the collection and distribution of funds for
charitable purposes,

Bros.-.Coutant, 11, Edwards, 23, Lininger, 3, Furnas, 4, Bow-
en, 3, Slaughter, 89, and White, 6, were appointed as such com-
mittee.

Bro.-.Slaughter, 89, submitted the following report from the
committee on Jurisprudence, which was adopted :

To Grand Lodge :

Your committee on Jurisprudence fraternally reports on queries as follows :

Query. What action should a lodge take when it receives a petition from
an Entered Apprentice of another lodge for advancement, but who has moved
into the jurisdiction of the lodge receiving the petition?

F. L. Havcockg,
Master, 107.

Answer, The wishes of the candidate with regard to the lodge of which he
desires to become a member should be respected and action taken aecordingly.

Query from Shelton Liodge, 99. A brother was elected Junior Warden of
his lodge in 1888, and was absent when the officers of his lodge were installed
and he was installed by provy, and served as Junior Warden in pursuance of
such installation, he never having served as Warden before. At the next elec-
tion this brother so serving as Junior Warden was elected Master of his lodge,
took the Past Master’s degree and was regularly installed and served one year
as Master. At the next election the same brother was re-elected Master,
was again installed, and served another full term as such; and at the succeed-
ing election his successor was elected, was by him (the brother so serving as
Master) installed.

Query. Were the acts of the said lodge while said brother was so serving as
Master, including the installation of his suceessor illegal and void?

Answer. No; the acts of the lodge and of its Master were valid.

Query. Can a lodge lawfully remit the dues of all its delinquent members
providing such members are fully able to pay same?

H. H. Kuing, 107.
Answer. Yes.
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Query. A gentleman lives in the jurisdiction of a lodge under dispensation.
On April 30 the lodge sends its warrant up to Grand Lodge. During May the
gentleman petitions the nearest chartered lodge for initiation. Has such char-
tered lodge the right to receive such petition?

Frep. HorFFMEISTER, 198.

Answer. Yes.

Query. Is it the law of this Grand Lodge that a petition for restoration of
an expelled Mason must be referred to a committee and lie over from one until
the next regular meeting?

Answer. This query has been covered by an amendment to our law
adopted at this session.

In the matter of Bro.-.1.. Alexander Hester, 192, who is borne on the records
of subordinate and Grand Lodge under the name of Lewis A. Hoyt, we recom-
mend that the petitionet’s request, that the records be changed so that hence-
forth he shall be known under his true name, be granted.

Bro..Cain, 9, submitted the following report from the special
committee of which he was chairman; the amendment lays
over until our next annual communication :

To the M.-.W.".Grand Lodge :

Your special committee to which was referred the resolution that a com-
mittee be appointed to suggest the necessary changes to our regulations to the
end that it will require but one vote for the three degrees of E.*. A.".,F.-.C. ., and
M...M.., beg leave to report that we would recommend the following amend-
ments to the by-laws of the Grand Lodge :

1st. Amend par. 5, sec. 107, page 42, By-laws of the Grand Lodge, by strik-
ing out the word ‘“advancement” in the first line.

2nd. Strike out all of par. 6, sec. 107.

3rd. Amend par. 7 by striking out all after the word ‘“before” in the second
line and insert in lien thereof the word “advancement.”

4th. Strike out the word ‘‘advancement” in the second line, par. 1,
sec. 108.

5th.  Also strike out the word ‘‘advancement” in the second line, par. 2,
sec. 108.

6th. Strike out all par 3, sec. 108.

7th. Strike out in par. 9, sec. 108, the following: ¢ An objection to an ad-
vancement made manifest by the ballot is good only until the next regular
meeting, but ”—

8th. Insertin lieu of the above the following :

“ No ballot shall be required on a petition for advancement. After a brother
has been examined as to his proficiency in the preceding degrees if there are no
objections to his advancement he shall be passed or raised, as the case may be.”

Bro.-.McElHinney, 50, submitted the following report :

To Grand Lodge :
Your committee on Unfinished Business calls the attention of the Grand

recorded on pages 503 and 504; also to the matter of publishing a funeral
service referred to on page 509; also to an amendment offered in 1891, page 416.

Counsideration was given the matters thus presented, resulting
as follows:

The amendment offered by Bro...Strawn, 1, last year, was, on
motion of Bro..Coutant, 11, amended by adding “ Upon such
election a certificate thereof shall be forwarded to the former
lodge, and upon its receipt he shall cease to be a member
thereof.” The amendment to the law was then adopted, adding
to gection 109 by-laws the following :

‘“ Any affiliated Mason desiring to join another lodge shall be entitled to a
certificate of his standing in his own lodge, and upon such certificate shall be
entitled to apply for membership in any other lodge. Upon such election a
certificate thereof shall be forwarded to the former lodge and upon its receipt
therein he shall cease to be a member thereof.

“ But until elected to membership in another lodge, his standing in the lodge
issuing said certificate remains the same as if the said certificate had not been
requested or issued.”

Consideration of the other amendments offered at our last
annunal communication was indefinitely postponed.

The amendment offered two years ago was adopted, striking
from Section 2, par. 3, By-laws (regarding the Grand Custodian)
the words * Provided that all necessary traveling and hotel
expenses shall be paid by the lodge visited.”

On motion of Bro..Sudborough, 25, it was agreed that five
hundred dollars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, be
appropriated to meet the traveling expenses of the Grand Custo-
dian during the coming year.

On motion of Bro...Lininger, 3, the Grand Secretary was in-
structed to print three thousand copies of the funeral service
used by the Omaha lodges, same to be sold to the lodges at cost.

Bro.-.Stanley, 184, submitted the following report, which was
adopted by a rising vote :

To the M.. W.*.Grand Lodge of Nebraska :
WuEereAs, During the past Masonic year it has pleased the Almighty Father,
in his infinite wisdom, to call from labor here on earth to everlasting refresh-
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ment in the Celestial Lodge above, many of the great lights of our Craft, who
have by their work and on account of their high social and moral standing,
assisted in bringing the Fraternity to its present high standing; now, there-
fore, be it

Resolved, That the Grand Lodge of Nebraska bow in sorrow and regret at
its loss sustained, and extend that sympathy which makes us feel our depend-
ence and cements us into one common band of brothers.

Resolved, That as we see the shining marks fall one by one from our ranks,
we are impressed with the necessity of more carefully and diligently pursuing
our way, so that when we are called to the trying ordeal we may be found
worthy to join the hosts gone before, and enjoy the welcome of well-done
labors.

Resolved, That we set apart a page in our proceedings to the honor of our
Fraternal Dead.

The brethren were now called to refreshment until nine
o’clock to-morrow morning.

THIRD DAY—-MORNING SESSION.

Fripay, June 16, 5893.

Grand Lodge resnmed labor at half-past nine o’clock, with
M.-.W.-.Samuel P. Davidson in the East.

Bro.:.Dinsmore, 43, submitted the payroll for this annual
communiecation, which was adopted, to be covered by an order
in favor of the Grand Treasurer for $3,455.06.

On motion of the Grand Secretary, it was

Resolved, That a committee of three be appointed to recommend when and
in what style the second edition of our early proceedings shall be issued, and
how many copies shall be printed.

Bros.".Bowen, 3, Wheeler, 1, and Warren, 2, were appointed
such committee.

Bro.-.French, 46, made the following report, which was con-
curred in:
To the Grand Lodge :

Your commiftee on Jurisprudence report that the following query is
answered by our Law of Freemasonry, Section 100, par. 2:

Query from Square Lodge, 151. When a Master of a lodge is re-elected,

must he be reinstalled; also, is it necessary to reinstall any and all officers who
are re-elected to continue in some particular office?
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On motion it was
Ordered, That our Grand Secretary copyright our diplomas and dermits.

Bro.-.McElHinney, 50, called attention to the fact that the
committee on Foreign Correspondence had this year submitted
no review of the proceedings of fellow Grand Lodges. Grand
Master Davidson stated that the Grand Secretary submitted the
matter to him in November; that at first he doubted the expe-
diency of having such a report, especially as Grand Lodge had
made no provision therefor; informing himself more fully, he
asked the Grand Secretary in February if he would prepare the
report. The Grand Secretary informed Grand Lodge that at
the date the matter was thus decided, it was too late to write the
review.

On motion of Bro.".Lininger, 3, it was ordered that a review
be written for next year; and on motion of Bro...McElHinney,
50, the committee on Ways and Means was instructed to arrange
for the necessary appropriation.

Bro.".Cr’tes, 158, submittted the following report, which was
adopted :

To the Grand Lodge :

Your committee on Ways and Means fraternally recommend an appropria-
tion sufficient to cover the expense of printing in our 1894 proceedings the re-
port of the committee on Foreign Correspondence. We do not feel able to
specify the amount of such appropriation.

We also recommend an appropriation of three hundred dollars ($300.00) to
cover the expenses of the incoming Grand Master.

Bro..Warren, 2, presented the following amendment ; unani-
mous consent was given for its immediate consideration, and the
amendment was adopted without dissenting vote :

Amend paragraph 2 of Section 2 of the By-laws, in the eighth line of page
18, edition of 1889, by striking out the word ¢‘fifteen,” and inserting ** eigh-
teen ” in lieu thereof.

Bro.".Edwards, 23, offered the following ; same was ruled to
be an amendment, and, as unanimous consent was denied, lays
OVer one year :
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Resolved, 'I'nat the Grand Secretary be and is hereby instructed to send to
the Master of each lodge the blanks provided by the by-law passed 1892—see pro-
ceedings, page 437—with instructions that he cause to be prepared, and the
queries in said blanks properly and fully answered in regard to widows and
orphans in the jurisdiction of his lodge, the same to be attested, as to fullness
and accuraey, by such Master and the secretary of such lodge, and returned to
the Grand Secretary as a part of the annual returns from each lodge, and sub-
ject to the same premium for promptness and correctness as is now provided by
the rebate-credit.

Grand Master Davidson, assisted by M. W..Edwin F. War-
ren, 2, now obligated, instructed and installed all the newly

chosen office-bearers of the Grand Lodge, investing each one
with his jewel.
On motion of Bro.".Meiklejohn, 89, it was

Resolved, That the Grand Lodge of Nebraska extends to Most Worshiptul
Samuel P. Davidson its most hearty thanks for his efficient and faithful dis-
charge of the duties of Grand Master for the past Masonic year.

Bro.~.Davidson referred to the memorial from Washington
Lodge, No. 21, and moved that its draft, $22.75, be turned into
our treasury, and a receipt be given Washington Lodge in full
of the relief assessment ; the motion was agreed to.

‘Thanks were voted the lodges and the Fraternity of Omaha
for continued expression of kindness and the accommodations
and hospitality extended during this communication. Bro.-.
Lininger, 3, responded, giving assurance of hearty welcome and
glad greeting at all times to individual or organised Freemasons.

The Grand Lodge was closed in ample form at High Twelve,
peace and harmony having prevailed throughout the entire com-
muniecation.
