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ADDRESS OF THE GRAND MASTER
TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL, THE GRAND LODGE, ANCIENT 

FREE AND ACCEPTED MASONS OF NEBRASKA
If I have had any personal theme to guide me, during the past year, 

it has been simply to “Be a Friend,” at every opportunity. Reaching the 
climax of my year, in this 114th Annual Communication of the Most 
Worshipful, The Grand Lodge of Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons of 
Nebraska, I can truly say, it has been a most rewarding experience. 
Everywhere we have gone, the Brethren have responded with a display 
of friendliness and goodwill, for all the Grand Lodge Family, which we 
can never forget. To say that I am deeply grateful and honored for the 
privilege of having been your Grand Master, seems inadquate to ex­
press my true feelings. Just let me say, as I have tried to express many 
times; Thank you!, Thank you!—For your friendships, your cooperation, 
your kindnesses and your genuine consideration. and-Thank you God 
for strength of body and mind.

To our distinguished visitors, I extend the same thanks for the very 
cordial relations we have with your Grand Lodge Jurisdictions and the 
very pleasant and rewarding personal experience it has been to visit 
with and get to know you on the occasions of your Grand Lodge Com­
munications. Your hospitality has known no bounds. Ruth and I will 
always cherish thoughts of you with many pleasant memories and deep 
gratitude for your friendship.

Today-Our nation, in fact the whole world, is and has been, for sev­
eral years, in the midst of a great social revolution in which all the es­
tablished values, which have weathered the past, are being questioned 
under the most severe revilement as though nothing preceding the 
present can be regarded as useful or worthy. Many thousands of our 
young people have, as though it was the order of the day, become rebel­
lious in different degree, to a society they have not yet given themselves 
time to understand. Striking out in many directions with sad and 
thoughtless disregard and too often destruction of their own fine minds 
and bodies as though the agony of it all will suddenly remake the world 
into some Utopian mould. The Utopia of Sir Thomas More who, in 1516, 
described it as an idealistic island with perfect inhabitants and laws. 
That this stage of our civilization is suffering a serious blow to its ad­
vancement, there is no question. Man, it seems, is still reluctant to learn 
from and somehow preserve the good of the past as a stepping stone for 
the future and seems to insist that hard and dangerous lessons be re­
learned again and again. Masonry trys to tell us, through its almost 
perfect understanding of man, based on time proven truths of the past 
and an unshakable conviction that there is a God, that man with an under­
standing of universal brotherly love and an adherence to its time tested 
moral truths, is a force to save civilization from the ruin in which it most 
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surely is being dissipated. This cannot be accomplished by any edict 
of government and it can only happen to the extent that each individual 
man regards his personal self respect above the almost pure material­
ism of our day. Let us not censor our youth unduly because they do not 
understand us and the society of today, which we more than they have 
permitted. Let us, with real compassion and intelligent understanding, 
while being more critical of ourselves and less of others, accept our sure 
responsibility and make the effort to do what we can, in our time, to build 
the world and leave it better than when we came.

Should we not expect now that Masonry, having been preserved all 
through the ages has a destiny to perform? Should we not expect of our­
selves that the hundreds of thousands of like-minded men of Masonry 
can, with our time tested way of life, and the ever present guidance 
of God, save this civilization? This is not a challenge to be glimpsed but 
a, God endowed, responsibility for performance incumbent upon all 
Masons to their highest and noblest abilities. Opportunities for true 
greatness are with us on every hand. Masons should realize that they 
are uniquely equipped to join with every effort in church and civil 
life which tends to up-grade society and advance civilization toward 
the ultimate purpose when man can lead a more perfect life through a 
universal Brotherhood under the Fatherhood of God.

To perform the commitments of our responsibility to the future 
Masons should logically accelerate their activities with our Youth 
Groups, the Job’s Daughters and Rainbow for Girls and DeMolay for 
young men. Masons, particularly, should understand the value of helping 
young people toward a spiritual concept in their lives. Realizing the im­
portance in everyone’s life, of the absolute need for spiritual influence, 
a prominent Omaha minister said, in his sermon on Mother’s Day, “The 
greatest influence in the world is a Christian Mother.” That the guid­
ance of the Almighty, from an early age is important to the advance­
ment of civilization is evidenced by many great men who have given their 
early spiritual training, from their mothers, as the best qualifying in­
fluence in their lives. Our youth is our everlasting fountain for the per­
petuation of the ideals we know to be good and our only opportunity to 
erase the wrongs we have allowed to scar our record.

I want to take this opportunity to express sincere appreciation to 
those too few Eastern Star and Masonic individuals who develop and 
render such valuable service to our three Youth Groups through a 
dedication which is deserving of the highest commendation of us all. 
Brother Walter Miller, Executive Officer of DeMolay for Nebraska has 
stated many times that, “The only thing we have to make a man out of 
is a boy.” It is self evident that good and sincere Eastern Star and Ma­
sonic members, everywhere must become more active in this great 
work to insure the better citizenry we hope for in the future. Oppor­
tunities for service and the need for many more high minded individuals 
to do it, is the most critical need of these wonderful youth orders. Let 
us remember that the thousands of our youth eligible for membership 
in Job’s, Rainbow and DeMolay and those in these orders now do not 
need our money but they are trying to tell us, in ways not all together 
evident, that they do need and want our love, and understanding and 
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more than we can realize, our guidance. Let us not be too busy with the 
insistencies of our daily living that we are deprived of the glory of giving 
of ourselves in this urgent cause.

While I believe that the basic responsibility for activity in DeMolay 
is at the Blue Lodge Level, the pier over all appendant Masonic orders, 
I believe also that the York Rite, Scottish Rite and Shrine Bodies could 
well look to this never ending need, for a “Cause,” worthy of the best 
they can provide. The Worthy Grand Matron of the Order of Eastern 
Star, in her address to the Grand Chapter, in May of this year, urged 
the same kind of participation for Eastern Star Chapters.

Governmental social benefits, now running at an all time high, have 
taken from all of Masonry many responsibilities, which in the past were 
considered personal obligations of family, friend or neighbor and which 
automatically also had priority in Masonic thought and deed. Having 
lived for so long under this influence we tend to overlook responsibil­
ities very close to us apparently either passed by or disregarded as 
though there was no end consequence of our actions or inaction. Cer­
tainly we as Masons more than any other people should recognize our 
responsibility to youth on the one hand and our obligation to the needy 
aged in our Nebraska Masonic Home at Plattsmouth on the other. The 
proper attention, in our personal endeavors, to our youth and to the 
care of our aged, dependent upon us, will give us individually and to 
Masonry in general, a dignity, in the sight of all men, unparalleled in 
the world.
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NECROLOGY
With sorrowing hearts we suffered the loss of two Past Grand Mas­

ters. Most Worshipful Brother Ralph 0. Canaday of Hastings, served as 
Grand Master in 1933. Brother Canaday was a sincere and dedicated 
Mason who took over duties of Grand Master on the death of Most Wor­
shipful Edwin B. Johnston at an Emergent Communication of the Grand 
Lodge February 13, 1933. Although he served a short term as Grand 
Master and had taken over the duties of the office unexpectedly, he 
distinguished himself in many ways and earned the gratitude and respect 
of the brethren of the entire Grand Lodge Jurisdiction. Brother Ralph 
passed from this life on October 7th, 1970.

Most Worshipful Brother Roy I. Babbitt of Scottsbluff, served as 
Grand Master in 1957. Brother Roy worked hard for the good of Ma­
sonry and no Grand Master ever more conscientiously fulfilled the duties 
of that high office. He endeared himself to everyone by somehow be­
coming their close friend by which he earned the sincere respect and 
affection of the Brethren of this Grand Jurisdiction. Brother Roy passed 
from this life on February 13, 1971.

I am sad to report the passing of Assistant Grand Custodian, La 
Verne A. Walker of Norfolk. Brother Jack as he was called by all the 
brethren was appointed in 1946 and unselfishly gave Masonry in Ne­
braska many years of valuable service.

ASSISTANT CUSTODIANS
During the year it was my pleasant privilege and honor to grant and 

present, upon the recommendation of our Grand Custodian, Ralph 
W. Gerry, four commissions to new Assistant Grand Custodians: W.'. 
Brother Herman 0. Hansen of Capitol Lodge No. 3 in Omaha; W.'. Bro­
ther D. Wayne Erickson of Jachin Lodge No. 146 in Holdrege; W.'. 
Brother Walter S. Cork of Frank Welch Lodge No. 75 in Sidney and 
W.'. Brother Richard L. Mauch of Bassett Lodge No. 254 in Bassett. 
It is very gratifying to realize that, in an era of almost pure dedication 
to worldly themes, we have brethren who will accept the responsibili­
ties of this office and in pure dedication through their commitment to 
the purposes of Masonry, devote much time and effort to this important 
service. It has been a real pleasure in my travels throughout the state 
during the year to see evidence of the efforts of these fine brethren re­
flected in the progressively better handling of the lodge work and the 
ever improving ease with which it is accomplished. That you are doing 
a fine job, Brethren, there is no question. I look forward to your con­
tinued support of the Grand Lodge through and under the direction of 
the Grand Custodian and sincerely say thank you for the help you have 
given me during the year.

We were saddened by the death of one of our dedicated Assistant 
Grand Custodians; La Verne A. Walker, who was a member of Mosaic 
Lodge No. 55 of Norfolk, was appointed in 1946. Proper mention of Bro­
ther Jack as he was known by all the Brethren will be made at another 
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appropriate time. Two Assistant Grand Custodian Emeriti who per­
formed long and faithfully have gone to their reward in the last year. 
W.'.Brother Earl Barnette of Jachin No. 146 Holdrege and W.'.Brother 
Henning C. Johnson of Merna 171 and residing in Alliance. Masonry in 
Nebraska has profited through their dedicated efforts and we hold mem­
ories of them in profound reverence to the Great Architect of the 
Universe.

I was pleased to Grant a Commission of “Assistant Grand Custodian 
Emeritus,” to W.'.Brother Clifford B. Webster, a member of Harmony 
Lodge No. 321 of Dalton. Brother Webster was appointed in 1956 and 
gave us 15 years of faithful service as an active full time Custodian, 
We extend our sincere thanks to Brother Cliff for the fine help he has 
given the Grand Lodge. R.'.W.'.Brother Frank J, Mattoon, Grand Jun­
ior Warden, made the presentation of the Commission to Brother Clift 
at a Grand Custodian’s School held in Frank Welch Lodge No, 75 in 
Sidney.

DISPENSATIONS
Dispensations to permit conferring of degrees without regard for 

time were granted for brethren in the military service to: Capitol No, 3;

Approval was given to one Lodge to have their installation, with 
the approval of the Lodge, on December 28th, so that the Master Elect’s 
daughter could attend.

Approval was granted to four lodges to examine brothers for pro­
ficiency after the specified time had elapsed.

“Behold, 
how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity!”

CORNERSTONES - DEDICATIONS
While there has not been much activity on cornerstones and dedica­

tions during the year, I am happy to state that there are a number of 
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lodges in the process of remodeling new locations and some building is 
underway with more contemplated. This is indicative, I believe, of the 
fact that there is a genuine interest among the brethren, state wide, 
to up-date their lodge facilities. There is no question but that some of 
the lodges in our state must do something about their lodge home before 
they can expect anything to happen to answer some of their concern for 
loss of membership and inability to attract new petitioners. Improved 
lodge facilities are easier to provide now than ever before and while 
neither the spirit nor the intent of Masonry demands luxurious sur­
roundings, simple judgement imposes the responsibility on the brethren 
to do something, in their time, to up-date or replace lodge rooms and 
other needed facilities which have become very out moded even though, 
when provided many years ago, they were adequate and something 
the brethren at that time could be justifiably proud of. It is gratifying 
to note that so many of our brethren are displaying the same fine spirit 
of foresight so prevelant among our early brethren who made available 
the good but now obsolete meeting accommodations, some of which we 
must recognize have been used too long.

This healthy unwillingness to live off of the efforts of the past was 
evidenced by James Tulleys Lodge No. 267 at Overton and Custer Lodge 
No. 148, formerly called Emmet Crawford Lodge No. 148, at Broken Bow.

The Grand Lodge was priviledged on April 23rd, to dedicate a fine 
remodeled building, now the new home of James Tulleys Lodge No. 267. 
The membership of this lodge was strengthened in March of 1970 by 
consolidation with Elmcreek Lodge No. 133. Working together and un­
selfish with time, effort and donations the fine brethren of this lodge, 
doing all their own work, now have a building which is a beautifully and 
tastefully done lodge accommodation of which they are and should be 
very proud. Worshipful Master, Fred F. Dickson, his officers and the 
brethren of this lodge are to be commended for their efforts. It was a 
real pleasure, amid the fine Masonic and Eastern Star spirit, prevailing 
in this lodge, for the Grand Lodge Officers to dedicate this Temple to 
Masonry and its future in that community. V.'.W.'. Brother Walter 0. 
Samuelson, Grand Chaplain of the Grand Lodge gave a fine address 
which was a delight and an inspiration to all those present.

The Grand Lodge was also priviledged, on April 24th, to lay a Corner­
stone and conduct dedication ceremonies, for a new Lodge home of 
Custer Lodge No. 148 at Broken Bow. The location is a beautiful brick 
church structure remodeled to perfectly suit the many activities of the 
Lodge, the York Rite Bodies, the Eastern Star and the Job’s Daughters 
who meet there. All of the organizations who will use the building have 
contributed in time, effort and money to make this magnificent under­
taking available for their use. The order of DeMolay, who are presently 
inactive, also contributed the amount of their building fund and it is 
hoped that they will soon be re-activated to become an important part 
of the area representing the scope of this lodge.

Custer Lodge No. 148 is the home lodge of M.’.W.'. Brother William 
C. Schaper, Past Grand Master of Masons of Nebraska, who was signally 
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honored by a large attendance of Past Grand Masters at the ceremonies. 
The presence of so many Past Grand Masters not only honored M.i.W.i. 
Brother Schaper, but also Worshipful Master Alfred V. Peltzer, his offi­
cers and all the Brethren of the Lodge and most certainly the Grand 
Lodge Officers. All those who helped so much are to be highly commend­
ed for making this a memorable Masonic occasion commemorating the 
taste, spirit and liberality of their adherence to the principals of Ma­
sonry and an unquestionable belief in the existence of The Supreme 
Architect of the Universe. Members of the Job’s Daughters Bethel decor­
ated the stone and V.i.W.i.Walter 0. Samuelson, Grand Chaplain of the 
Grand Lodge gave inspiring addresses at both ceremonies.

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meetings are generally well attended and there is much evidence that 
a program such as ours pursued in continuity of purpose, from year to 
year, insures the result of many better informed and more enthusiastic 
Masons throughout the state. Our Grand Lodge Education Committee 
is effective in proportion to the enthusiam and attendance of the breth­
ren at these meetings. In the evening following the Area meetings a 
dinner is served, after which there is entertainment, usually by local 
young people and closing with a short address by the Grand Master. 
The Area meetings have been a high light during the year as they afford 
a great deal of fellowship with brethren from many Lodges.

Another high light for the Grand Master is to attend the Grand Cus­
todians meeting with all the Assistant Grand Custodians. This meeting 
is a high level coverage of the ritualistic work and extremely educational 
and interesting. It also affords the Grand Master with his only oppor­
tunity, other than Grand Lodge, to rub elbows with all of the Custodians. 
During the year I have also had the opportunity to attend individual 
Grand Custodians Schools covering local areas and find them also good 
opportunities for fellowship and education.

In February we were privileged to attend the Grand Masters Con­
ference in Washington with R.'.W.'. Howard J. Hunter, Grand Senior 
Warden and his wife, Past Grand Masters Louis V. Sylvester, Charles
H. Adams, Norris W. Lallman and their wives and Past Grand Master 
Herbert A. Ronin, also Past Grand Master Carl R. Greisen honorary and 
his wife. This is a very busy session and though each Grand Lodge Juris­
diction is a sovereignty in itself there are many avenues for discussion 
of great interest common to all jurisdictions. The opportunities to learn 
of new ideas, systems and procedures are numerous and I believe much 
is accomplished for the general good of Masonry. At this same time the 
Grand Secretaries also have their Conference in which our Grand Sec­
retary M.’.W.'. Brother Norris W. Lallman participated. Also, the Ma­
sonic Service Association holds their meeting at this time and I was 
pleased to see M.'.W.’. Brother Herbert A. Ronin, nominated and elected 
to the Vice Presidency of this very prominent organization. Part of the 
Grand Masters Conference is a visit to the magnificent George Wash­
ington Masonic National Memorial at Alexandria, Virginia, located on a 
site, every foot of which was familiar to our greatest Mason. M.’.W.'. 
Charles F. Adams honors Nebraska Masonry by contributing his leader­
ship to this outstanding National object of Masonic pride, by being 2nd 
Vice President and a member of the Executive Committee of the George 
Washington National Memorial Association.

I was honored to have the privilege to install eight Lodges, in “open” 
public installations, in January including my own. During the year I 
have had the pleasure to present innumerable Fifty Year Pins. These 
occasions are always pleasant and ideal for “open” meetings to which it 
is encouraged that the public be invited.

The Grand Lodge through our Grand Lodge Education Committee, 
headed by our chairman, R.'.W.'. Howard J. Hunter and his committee, 
was host to the 12 state Midwest Conference on Masonic Education in 
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April and held in Omaha. This Conference deals with the many per­
plexing problems of Masonic Education which confront all Grand Lodge 
Jurisdictions. This united effort to find better more effective ways to 
guide and teach the gentle art of Masonry must go on and on because 
each generation must learn its lessons according to the new conditions 
of ever changing times. The dedicated men involved in these conferences 
might try and fail many times but they will always continue to try.

BY-LAWS APPROVED
There were a number of requests for approval of proposed amend­

ments to by-laws all of which were approved. They were as follows:
1. To change Name of Lodge from Emmet Crawford Lodge No. 148 
to Custer Lodge No. 148.
1. To change time of regular meeting.
7. To change day of meeting.
14. To increase dues (Increases ranged from $2.50 to $5.00)

5. To increase dues (Providing for a specific amount for the Lodge plus 
assessments for Grand Lodge and The Nebraska Masonic Home)
1. To provide that the entire membership must be informed before any 
proposed By-law change can be voted on.

REINSTATEMENTS
40 applications were approved for reinstatement following the recom­

mendations of the Advisory Committee on Reinstatement.

DECISIONS
Most of the questions put to me during the year were more for the 

purpose of confirming the meaning of a law, as understood by the Lodge, 
rather than the need for an interpretation or ruling. In many instances 
I have not made rulings where I felt the intent of the Grand Lodge Law 
left no doubt as to the proper conclusion and have simply advised the 
Lodges of the Section in the Law covering their problem. Where there 
seemed to be room for misinterpretation by either the Lodge or myself, 
I have assumed the responsibility for the decision by written communi­
cation.

1. A Lodge requested some help by way of clarification of the law 
regarding a Brother who was raised in 1952 but who had not become 
proficient in the third degree. The Brother had petitioned an appendant 
body who informed the Lodge that there was no requirement for his 
proving up before he could petition them. I simply confirmed that the 
Lodge had correctly interpreted the law, it being mandatory that the 
brother prove up in the third degree before he could petition any other 
Masonic orders.

2. A Lodge requested some help regarding two Brethren who had 
not paid their 1970 dues, stating that they were 50 year members and 
insisted that as soon as they received their 50 Year Pins they would no 
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longer need to pay dues. The Secretary of the lodge had rightly explained 
the Grand Lodge Law to the Brethren but to no avail. I ruled that a Bro­
ther must be in good standing to receive a 50 Year Pin and that the pre­
sentation of such did not relieve him from paying dues.

3. A Lodge requested clarification of the Law regarding the Mana­
ger of a chain Motel at which there was a Bar and Cafe. I replied that 
since the Manager’s position placed no requirement on him to handle 
or dispense intoxicating liquors as a beverage and since he did not handle 
or dispense intoxicating liquors, there would be no grounds for his em­
ployment to disqualify his petition to the Lodge.
4. A Masters and Wardens Club ordered a Directory of Master Masons 
within the County and through an error 5000 copies were printed in­
stead of the 1200 ordered. In order that the publisher would not sus­
tain a financial loss as a result of the transaction, they asked for per­
mission to allow the printer to sell the excess copies for an amount over 
his cost which would possibly also provide some return to the Club. My 
reply was that Sec. 2-704 prohibited my giving them permission as 
requested and that all Masons were bound by this section of the Grand 
Lodge Law.

5. A Lodge requested an opinion as to whether or not it would be a 
Masonic violation if a brother rented some land to a corporation in which 
he was not a principle, on which land, the corporation would erect a build­
ing and operate a Retail Liquor Store. The Brother would have no finan­
cial interest in the liquor store, the building or the corporation owning 
and operating the liquor store but, for technical reasons would be the 
person to whom the license would be granted. I ruled that under Sec. 
3-102, as amended in 1958 the brother would not be in Masonic vio­
lation of the law.

6. A Lodge requested an opinion regarding a petitioner who is a min­
ority stockholder in a family corporation which operates a package liquor 
store. The petitioner is not involved in the operation of the liquor store 
nor does he handle or sell intoxicating liquors. I ruled that under Sec. 
2-904 covering Grounds for Disqualification the conditions would not 
prevent the Lodge from acting on the petition.

Complying with a recommendation made by the Grand Master at 
the 1970 Grand Lodge Communication which was approved by the 
Jurisprudence Committee and in turn by Grand Lodge a committee 
working through the Codification of the Law Committee is now at work 
on the issuance of a new volume of the Consitution and By-Laws of the 
Grand Lodge. Two meetings have been held and it is expected that a 
report on progress to date will be made at this communication. I want 
to thank the Brethren who accepted their requests to serve on this very 
important temporary committee.

Complying with another recommendation which was duly approved, 
the Master of each Lodge was asked to appoint a Chairman in his Lodge 
to head his own committee to convey to the Lodge information on our 
Homes at Fremont and Plattsmouth. Most of the Masters have made 
these appointments and plans are underway toward fulfillment of this 
recommendation.
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RECOMMENDATIONS

1. PROXIES
I believe the easy and liberal use of proxies which replace the Masters 

and Wardens prerogatives and responsibilities at Grand Lodge not 
only lessens attendance of these officers at Grand Lodge but that it 
also affects the validity of the vote contrary to the intent of the Grand 
Lodge.

Because the Masters and Wardens of each constituent Lodge are 
made responsible for the government of their respective Lodges and they 
are also directed to represent their respective Lodges at Grand Lodge, 
it would seem that the intent of the Grand Lodge, with regard to proxies, 
is that the use of many proxies, now constituting up to 40% of the entire 
potentialvote, tends to defeat the reason for them.

Grand Lodge Law dictates that each lodge be represented at Grand 
Lodge. In the event that none of the three highest ranking officers of 
a lodge are able to attend a Grand Lodge Communication, this then, I 
believe, should be the one reason for the use of a proxy by the Master 
of that Lodge.

There are a number of reasons why all the three highest ranking 
officers of each lodge cannot attend every Grand Lodge Communication 
and rare instances when none will be able to attend, however, I believe 
it is infinitely fairer to those officers who attend if their votes cannot 
be nulified by a preponderance of votes exercised through the use of 
proxies.

A more limited use of proxies would, I believe, be a continuous en­
couragement and inducement to Masters and Wardens to represent their 
Lodges in person and fulfill their responsibilities as officers of their 
respective lodges. I further see no reason why a more limited use of 
proxies will lessen the attendance of the sincere brethren who make the 
effort to attend Grand Lodge. My position on this matter in no way casts 
any reflections on those good Brethren, who in a fine spirit of helpful­
ness to their Lodges have made it possible for them to be represented.

I therefore make the recommendation: When it is ascertained none 
of the three highest ranking officers of a Lodge will be present at the 
next Grand Lodge Communication, one proxy only will be issued by the 
Master of the lodge to a qualified member of his choice, or in the case 
of his inability to do so, by the Senior Warden or then the Junior Warden, 
acting for the Master.

The adoption of this recommendation would affect Sec. 1-102 and 
Sec. 1-103 of the Grand Lodge By-Laws as it will limit each Lodge to 
one proxy instead of three and then only if none of the three highest 
ranking officers of the lodge attend the Grand Lodge Communication. 
It does not affect the duty of the lodge to issue one proxy in the event 
that none of the three highest ranking officers are available to issue 
the Master’s proxy. It also limits the number of votes of each Lodge to 
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the one of three of its highest ranking officers present or to the one vote 
of the holder of the Master’s proxy or that of the Lodge.

2. ASSISTANT CUSTODIANS
The first reference providing for an “Assistant Custodian,” was made 

in 1869. In 1870 the Grand Lecturer, now titled the Grand Custodian, 
with one from each of five districts made up a “Board of Custodians.” 
In the following ten years twenty-seven brethren were appointed as 
assistants and in the following thirty years there appeared to be no 
more appointments made. In 1910 Brother Robert French examined and 
nominated thirteen brethren who became “assistants” in the work. 
In 1917 the “assistants” were generally referred to as “assistant custod­
ians” and in 1925 the designation was “Deputy Custodians." This title 
seems to have disappeared and custodians are now called “Assistant 
Custodians” or more popularly, in the last few years, as “Assistant 
Grand Custodians.”

Our “Custodians” by what ever title they are given, work directly 
under a Grand Lodge Officer, the Grand Custodian who in turn works 
under a Grand Lodge “Committee on Work.” The important work these 
Brethren do and their dedication to the perpetuity of our Nebraska 
ritual would, it seems, make the selection of a specific title for this office 
desirable.

In order to more closely designate the connection of these Brethren 
with the Grand Lodge and their connection in the Office of Grand Cus­
todian as well as providing a title more in keeping with the dignity of 
their office, I recommend, that, henceforth the official title be known 
as “Deputy Grand Custodian.” The Grand Custodian and his assistants 
have knowledge of this recommendation and approve of same.

3. BIBLE
After much discussion of this subject, with many interested Brethren, 

I believe a safe conclusion can be made, that having the Bible carried 
to and from the Altar at each lodge opening, calling off, calling on and 
closing serves no purpose. However, it does consume time and permits, 
at times, some rather awkward handling which could be automatically 
eliminated if the Bible, with Square and Compass, was placed on the 
Altar before Lodge is opened and remain there until it is returned to its 
place of keeping.

The handling of the Bible by our Lodges is done, I believe, with more 
finesse presently than at any previous period. However, it appears that 
the Altar itself out ranks any other place in the Lodge room as the most 
proper place for the closed Bible when Lodge is not at labor.

I therefore recommend that the Bible and the Square and Compass 
always be placed on the Altar before Lodge is opened and left there 
until being returned to its place of keeping after lodge is closed.
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THE NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME
The Nebraska Masonic Home at Plattsmouth is the chief Philanthropy 

of Nebraska Masonry. The word Philanthropy, means “Love of Man­
kind,” “Benevolence” and “Charity.” It is an expression of love of man­
kind through deeds of practical benefit conferred upon ones fellows. 
A Philanthropist is one who loves and seeks to benefit mankind. What 
a beautiful connotation this is to the very meaning of Masonry. And 
yet, through the years, since 1903, our wonderful Home for our needy 
aged has been a haven of peace and security for 1130 Masonic Brothers 
and Sisters at a per-capita cost so low that it is hard to keep the Brethren 
of our State mindful of the wonderful service this Home renders to Ne­
braska Masonry. As stated in a table of yearly assessments printed in 
the Easter issue of The Nebraska Masonic Home News, it is pointed out 
that the entire per-capita cost per Masonic Brother in Nebraska, includ­
ing 1971 dues, during the entire last half a century has been the insig­
nificant sum of $66.55.1 will not at this time cover any more facts, regard­
ing the Home, as these will be taken up in later reports.

I would be remiss, however, if I did not mention the Board of Trustees 
who have charge of the government and operation of the Home. It is 
my opinion that the Home Board Members, through Administrator and 
Superintendent Raymond Evers, do an efficient and well organized job 
in carrying out the respective assignments with which they are charged. 
William F. Patterson, the President of the Home Board, is an adminis­
trator par excellent and Brother Ray Evers who literally grew up in the 
Home, having been preceded by his Father for some forty years, has 
been conditioned throughout his entire life to the problems and require­
ments of the Home to the extent that his understanding, compassion and 
ability to direct the hundreds of details makes him invaluable to the 
Home and to the Masons of Nebraska. Brother Raymond’s abilities and 
capacity for Home administration have been recognized nationally as 
he has been elected President of the Masonic Homes Executives Associ­
ation who will hold their next meeting in Indianapolis. The Masons of 
Nebraska have been honored by the recognition given Brother Ray and 
we wish him every success.

BOARD OF GRAND TRUSTEES
It was my privilege to reappoint and receive acceptance from W.’. 

Brother Alfred E. Geschke for a three-year term on the board of Grand 
Trustees. Brother Al’s experience and insight, as a seasoned investment 
man, and his ever willingness to serve Masonry is a very fortunate cir­
cumstance for the Nebraska Grand Lodge. Our Board of Grand Trustees, 
all of whom are dedicated Masons and experienced investment men, 
are one of our most valuable assets. The Endowment and Bequest Fund 
of the Home has been sizably enhanced by their astute management and 
we are very thankful to them for their willingness to share their abilities 
and time with Nebraska Masonry.

Upon completion of another successful year, your Grand Custodian 
is still of the opinion that the ritual in this Grand Jurisdiction, is gaining 
more and more genuine interest each year.

CENTRAL SCHOOLS
Twenty-one Central Schools were held this past year resulting in, 

forty-five meetings, an increase of five meetings over the previous year.'
We have tried to bring the schools as near the Brethren as possible, 

so as to eliminate extra travel for them. However, I am aware of the in­
creasing problem of getting time off their professions to attend all day 
schools.

Therefore, we must have more evening meetings and less day ses­
sions if we hope to increase our attendance. The method of accomplish­
ing this is under careful study.

I am well satisfied with attendance and the quality of ritual at all 
Central Schools. We have among the Craft, many very fine ritualists, 
who have found a place in their busy every day lives to work in their 
lodges. There is always time to do what we want.

LODGE CERTIFICATION
In 1970 we had a total of one hundred thirty-eight lodges presented 

with certificates of proficiency. Most of these lodges proudly display 
these certificates in a place of prominence in the lodge room.

I am sure more of our lodges will attain to this high degree of pro­
ficiency this year.

Let us not forget, that these certified lodges owe a great debt of 
gratitude to their Assistant Grand Custodian.

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REPORT OF THE NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME
My Brethren:

Again, I am privileged on behalf of my Brother Trustees, to give you 
our report at this Communication.

Our population still remains rather constant between 70 and 80. 
The per capita cost last year of maintaining a resident in the Home was 
$4,739.00, about $600 more per person than the year before.

They come, spend an average period of about 5 years and then we 
lose them. We lost 16 last year which is about average of a little more 
than one each month. But for 5 years or more, for some, they lead a good 
life, free from anxieties and thrive on a well-balanced diet with adequate 
attention to their medical needs and with a lot of love.

No one comes to the Home when they are young. No one comes until 
they have to.

It is reasonable and understandable that any person who can make 
it physically or financially outside the Home prefers to do so.

We, therefore get them when they are in need. Real need. It is either 
financial or physically and often both.

They come to us troubled, uncertain of what they will find and we 
associated with the Home find it a real pleasure to see these elderly 
citizens relax and become happy residents, as they find that they have 
entered a Home in every sense that the word implies.

Speaking of our residents, you will be pleased, I believe, to know 
that the Trustees have updated our By-laws and Rules and Regulations. 
These haven’t been changed since 1948.

The new By-laws and Regulations are being printed but it will be 
some time until each Lodge has them. That is why, in my report to the 
Stockholders at our Annual meeting, I explained in essence the new 
rules. These rules deal in many changes but what I think will interest 
you most, is the change dealing with “Eligibility to Admission."

The part dealing with a Master Mason, his wife and his widow, have 
been left as before. Eligibility has been extended, however, subject to 
certain regulations, to now include the Mother, Sisters and Daughters 
of a Master Mason, depending on eligibility requirements approved by 
the Board of Trustees. This will all be spelled out clearly in the reprint­
ing to be distributed as soon as possible. Time and space do not allow for 
a full explanation of all the changes made but I wanted to repeat here 
what I said in my report to the Stockholders. I think the change made 
will please you.

The Order of Eastern Star has been removed from the language of 
the rules. The new change in the rules will bring into eligibility, to make 
application, female members of the Order of The Eastern Star through 
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Masonic membership of a Nebraska Master Mason. For this reason it 
is no longer necessary to specifically mention them.

Speaking of the Eastern Star, we are grateful to Worthy Grand Ma­
tron, Sister Kathryn Brock and Brother Robert Metcalf, Worthy Grand 
Patron, for making the Nebraska Masonic Home their project for the 
year.

We received several Endowment & Bequests during the year. It 
is most important to your Home that these continue to come, if we are 
to achieve total Endowment which you Trustees well appreciate. They 
are always appreciated.

I am happy to report to you that the Seal Program continues to help 
as it has from its beginning. I hope you will continue to receive it well.

During the last year the City of Plattsmouth removed all the Elm 
trees in the long block on both sides of the street entering Plattsmouth. 
As you know our property is on both sides of this street. Dutch-elm 
disease was the cause, and it left a very unsightly area.

W.'. Brother Harold Hultman, Chairman of our Building and Grounds 
Committee, and Grand Junior Deacon of this Grand Lodge, found a friend 
for the Home. As a result, both sides of the street are planted with Lin­
den trees, replacing those cut down. Some day there will be a beautiful 
avenue of trees not likely to be cut down. These are on our property. 
The others are on City Property.

There have been other kind gifts. M.’.W.'. John F. Futcher of our 
Trustees presented us a check from Mizpah Lodge No. 302. Brother 
Futcher told his Lodge we needed some things and we promptly had 
enough money to buy a needed new type of fever thermometer and a 
closed circuit television unit for our intensive care room. Both were 
needed and are in use.

I have mentioned the intensive care room. This was recently set up 
to care for a resident who becomes critically ill.

The average resident lives in a two bed room. However, when one 
of our residents reaches a critical stage of illness or requires more con­
stant care, the intensive care room has become available.

We have set up one room for this sort of care. It adjoins the nursing 
station and closed circuit television allows the nurse at her station to 
see the patient at all times. She can even hear them breathe and con­
versation is possible from the room and to the room. This sort of gift 
we needed yet our finances do not allow for a number of things we need. 
We appreciate this thoughtfulness on the part of Mizpah No. 302.

I have never made a report to you that it has not included our appre­
ciation to W.'. Bob. W. Boon of Grand Island, and his group in that vi­
cinity and W.'. J. C. Peterson of Scottsbluff, and his group in his vi­
cinity.

This means that we are not only thanking these Brethren, but a great 
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many others in a large number of Lodges who realize that food is import­
ant to a Home like ours, and they provide huge trailer truck loads of 
it each year around Thanksgiving time. Our gratitude goes to all these 
fine members of our fraternity.

Following Thanksgiving came Christmas. Again we express our 
thanks to the Masters and Wardens of all Nebraska Lodges. Through 
their efforts presents are purchased for each resident at the Home. 
On Christmas Eve around a Christmas tree, these are handed out to all 
who are ambulatory. Those in bed have theirs delivered to them. It is 
a great time and provides a very happy Christmas. We thank every one 
involved.

There are so very many others to whom we are indebted. Space and 
time must limit our remarks. We are most grateful to all our friends.

This year we have been fortunate to have as our Grand Master, 
M.'.W.'. John H. Brown, who is also a long time Trustee of your Home, 
Chairman of our Finance Committee as well as several others.

Long before he became Grand Master, Brother John, as we know him, 
was devoting much of his time, energy and all his love to the Home. He 
has distinguished himself throughout this year in carrying knowledge 
of your Home to all of you. We love him very much.

Our Superintendent, Raymond F. Evers, lives and breathes our 
Home. His skill and love for our residents has done much to make ours 
“The finest Home there is.”

Our Secretary, M.'.W.'. Norris W. Lallman is not paid by the Home. 
He works for no pay yet devotes a great deal of his time in our behalf, 
keeping things going smoothly. We are fortunate.

Finally as to the fourteen other men who are my brother Trustees, 
just a word. Uncompensated or they would not take the job. Their value 
to the Home and this Grand Lodge can never be measured. The oppor­
tunity to serve suffering humanity is all they have ever asked.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON FRATERNAL RELATIONS
Your Committee on Fraternal Relations respectfully reports that 

there has been no change in our Fraternal Relations with other juris­
dictions with which we are now exchanging Representatives during the 
past Masonic Year.

During the past Masonic Year, your Committee has received no re­
quests for Recognition. This is the first time that this has occurred since 
1966, when also none was received. It has also happened twice before, 
in my experience.

A letter was received from the Grand Lodge of Luxembourg, which 
we recognized a few years ago, giving a condensed account of the Cele­
bration of 200 years of their existence in June 1970. The session was 
honored by the presence of six Grand Masters of European Grand 
Lodges, and good wishes from England, Scotland and Ireland. Then fol­
lows a long list of the representatives of Governmental Officials, state 
and local, church and press, industry, commerce and financial of the city.

The Grand Master, M.'.W.'. Brother who has had that job for the past 
fifteen years gave a history, etc. and brought to a fine conclusion the task 
entrusted to him by Luxembourg Free Masonry. His name is Tony 
Wehenkel.

In Columbia, South America, there are five Grand Lodges. Each 
recognizes the other and each is separated from each other by mountain 
gorges and also politically. The country is divided into 20 districts politi­
cally. The Grand Lodge of Baranquilla has jurisdiction over 3; the Grand 
Lodge of Cartagena over 3; the Grand Lodge of Cali over 6; the Grand 
Lodge of Santander over two and the Grand Lodge of Bogota over 5. 
Baranquilla was started in 1918; Bogota in 1919 and Cartagena in the 
same year. The latter is now recognized by 32 United States. In 1935 
the Gran Logia Occidental do Columbia was created. This Grand Lodge 
is now recognized by 22 United States jurisdictions. The date of the or­
ganization of the fifth, the Oriental Grand Lodge of Columbia is not 
known to the Commission on Recognition of the Grand Masters Con­
ference, its seat is at Cucuta. It has five lodges. All meet the require­
ments of the above Commission and according to them, they know of no 
good reason why they should not be recognized.

We have in the past recognized only one-Baranquilla, which is almost 
universally recognized. In 1958, the Gran Logia Occidental do Columbia 
petitioned us for recognition and renewed it in 1961. It has ten lodges. 
In 1964, the Serenisima Gran Logia Nacional de Columbia in Cartagena 
also petitioned. Occidental was recognized last year by the District of 
Columbia, Cartagena by Utah. All of these have been postponed by us 
for one reason or another. The fifth, the Oriental Grand Lodge of Colum­
bia has never petitioned us, perhaps because of no recent action by us on 
the other petitions. However I now recommend the recognition and ex­
change of Representatives with the two Grand Lodges mentioned above.
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now comes Wisconsin, where many queer things happen sometimes with 
this: “For some years we recognized the Grand Lodge of France. This 
recognition was withdrawn a few years ago because they have some con­
tacts with the Grand Orient. Our Grand Master, Brother Donald Krue­
ger, has recommended to us that we resume fraternal relationships with 
the Grand Lodge of France. The committee has considered the matter 
and believes that each Grand Lodge has a right to its own recognitions 
and the fact that they recognize the Grand Orient should not be a detri­
ment to our action. Our Grand Lodge and the Grand Lodge of France had 
pleasant fraternal relations and we recommend that they be resumed.” 
We shall wait and see.

Greek Fremasonry has had many difficulties over the years. A recent 
report states that a high Greek Court has declared that Masonry is a 
secret religion & denied an application to establish additional lodges in 
Athens. This was published in an official Orthodox Church of Greece 
magazine thus: “Freemasonry is a religion, but not an open one, and is 
nothing but a secret religion, the principles of which are unknown, not 
only to other people, but even to its followers until they reach the highest 
degree.” The Court further states that the Greek Constitution allows any 
known religion, but Masonry has secret beliefs and rites and as such is 
opposed to the Constitution. To date no appeal has been made. There are 
109 lodges already in Athens and so far, they have not suspended activ­
ity. One lodge, Parthenon No. 112 is an English speaking lodge, with sev­
eral members from the American and British colonies in Athens.

The Grand Lodge of Para in Brazil has withdrawn recognition from 
the Grand Orients of both France and Belgium.

Last year I made the statement that the Shah of Iran had selected 
candidates for the Grand Lodge to consider. A review in the District 
of Columbia questions that the Shah had anything to do with it and pre­
sents the idea that the Grand Master elect, being a public servant, had 
on his own volition consulted the Shah as to his acceptance. This may be 
entirely true. I am not arguing the matter at all. It did seem strange to 
me that the Shah, not being a Mason, how did he know what was wanted 
or required. This Grand Lodge is getting a number of recognitions with­
out any trouble. We have received a Book of Constitutions and By-laws 
of Iran, which it is reported to have been written by the English observer 
at their institution. This alone would make them regular in my mind.

This past year England recognized the Grand Lodge of Turkey, after 
a delay of some years. Their delay, they say, was caused by their belief 
that Turkey had been organized by the Grand Orient of France, but fur­
ther information leads them to believe that it was done by the Grand 
Lodge of Egypt, which at that time (1948) was still working in a regular 
manner and was also recognized by England. That there was a substan­
tial link between the Grand Lodge of Turkey, revived in 1948 and that 
Grand Lodge suppressed in 1935. In 1935 the lodges in Turkey were 
using rituals in English, translated into Turkish and Arabian by members 
of the Grand Lodge of Egypt. Quite involved.

The Grand Lodge of Japan and that of the Philippines are getting 
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along better since both seem to have recognized that the Ryukyu Islands 
are open territory and each has the right to establish lodges on them. 
The Philippines have five lodges on the Island of Okinawa and has a 
regional Grand Lodge there. They had a gain of 241 for the year. Their 
No. 176 on Okinawa works entirely in the Japanese language at all times. 
A letter from the Square and Compass Clubon the Island of Cadena wants 
to remain as a club for the present. A dispensation for a lodge in Saigon, 
was revoked as they could not get a government permit to meet. They 
have 142 lodges with five under dispensation.

The Grand Lodge of Montana recognized the Grand Orient of Brazil 
in 1900, which has continued until now. They say: “Masonic conditions 
have changed in Brazil since that time. Nineteen Grand Lodges are now 
existing there and in fairness to them and with the great respect we have 
had and now hold for the Grand Lodge of England, yet we find it neces­
sary and desirable to withdraw former recognition from the Grand 
Orient of Brazil and we so recommend.”

In Florida this year the reviews are written by the Grand Represen­
tatives of the Jurisdiction covered, and the results are rather disappoint­
ing. I have seen this method tried several times and it is not a success. 
Or by other members of the committee. There should be one man to do 
it, no other method will really work.

Scotland is the only one of the three British Grand Lodges who even 
give a hint as to the number of their members, which is assumed to be 
around 300,000. They have lodges in 44 countries scattered over the 
globe, many of whom are certainly not familiar to the average person. 
They meet in Edinburgh, four times a year, with installation and their 
annual dinner on St. Andrews Day in November. You have to buy a ticket 
for it and space is limited, but the speeches are really wonderful. They 
operate three homes for the elderly and some things I have read lead me 
to believe they are really retirement homes on a fee basis. There are at 
least two brothers in Scotland that are over 80 years a Mason. In Scot­
land are where the oldest manuscripts and minutes in the world are 
found. Over in Lebanon, where New York has ten lodges, but were 
denied the right to form a Grand Lodge of their own, it is reported that 
they are contemplating a union with the Scottish lodges in this territory. 
This last is mostly rumor, but the government decree stopping Masonic 
activity in this area, is not being enforced. Most of these latter items 
from Michigan.

Japan had a net gain of 134 for the year. Some sixty odd native Japan­
ese were raised and that is what is needed here. There are four other 
states operating lodges here: 1 English; 2 Scottish; 1 by Massachusetts 
and 7 by the Philippines. The three degrees and their Constitution have 
been translated into Japanese and have been put in print. The Consti­
tution will then be submitted to the Courts to obtain a legal standing: 
a Juridicial person, who is a non-profit Fraternal Foundation. Their great 
project is to seek out Japanese children suffering from eye trouble and 
try and correct it. I do not know why there should be so many, but it 
seems there is much eye trouble among the young. Japan has also started 
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a lodge on Okinawa. The 100th Anniversary of an English lodge was 
noted. They now have some 330 national members.

The progress of the Grand Lodge of India since 1961 has really been 
spectacular. The number of lodges and members has increased almost 
40%. The greatest increase has been in the Southern region, of which 
they have four. This one includes six of their states. At every Masonic 
meeting a collection is taken for benevolence. Out of these collections, 
scholarships and annuities are made. The Grand Representative of Scot­
land & the Grand Master of California attended their Annual. The Grand 
Master of California presented them with a symbolic baton made from a 
redwood tree estimated to be 5,000 years old and expressed the hope that 
their Grand Lodge would attain that age too—their own ritual, a com­
bination of those of their three Mother Lodges. They now have 186 
lodges and 9,300 members, in their 10 years. 105 states/Jurisdictions 
now recognize them. A newsletter is published every month.

The Grand Master of the French National Grand Lodge was reelected 
for another three years, he has already served for ten years. Six new 
lodges were started in spite of the departure of many American and Ca­
nadian soldiers who have left the country. They have 99 lodges and some 
4,296 members.

Last year three new lodges were chartered in Peru. One lodge cele­
brated its 100th Anniversary and one its 25th. The 100 year old one was 
chartered by the Grand Lodge of Hamburg, Germany, in the old days of 
many Grand Lodges in that country. They still speak German. Peru gave 
them a charter in 1966. To encourage all, a booklet formally sold is now 
free on request. They issued a degree honoring the moon-men: Arm­
strong, Aldrin and Collins. They opened a medical clinic in their Grand 
Lodge building in Lima, with lodges donating equipment and supplies. 
It is open to the public as a relations matter.

Hoping this brief account of some other Jurisdictions is of some inter­
est to the Brethren of Nebraska, your Committee now recommends that 
all past applications be continued for further study, without prejudice, 
until the next Annual Communication of this Grand Lodge. Most Wor­
shipful Sir, I move that this report be recieved and spread in full on the 
minutes of this Communication and that its recommendations be adopted.

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT
W.’.Fitzhugh L. Browne, 290, chairman, presented the 

report on Finance which was adopted.
Three years ago, a new system was installed to better control the 

Grand Lodge funds and expenditures. This system required each and 
every expenditure to be vouchered with the necessary approvals and 
appropriate account numbers.

As expected considerable difficulty was experienced the first year, 
due mainly to the untimely deaths of our Grand Secretary and Grand 
Custodian. Remarkable improvement was made the following year, due 
to experience and the efforts of our present Grand Secretary and staff.

Your Committee examined each and every claim supported by proper­
ly approved vouchers. The Auditor’s report includes the individual re­
ceipts and expenditures, therefore we did not see the necessity to dupli­
cate in this report.

Additional appropriations for three minor overages had been re­
quested and approved prior to our examination.

Reference is made to Account 4056, Grand Custodian Office supplies. 
It is the recommendation of this Committee that this account be combined 
with Account 405.4, Grand Lodge Office Supplies. It seems a duplication 
to carry two separate accounts for substantially the same type 
of supplies.

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W.’.Delbert H. Pinkerton, 314, Chairman, gave the report 
on The Masonic-Eastern Star Student Fund Committee:

A year ago our committee requested and received from the Grand 
Lodge and the Grand Chapter O.E.S, an appropriation of $875.00 from 
each grand body, to assist a young man, who was a resident at our Child­
ren’s Home In Fremont, to receive further education after his gradua­
tion from high school. This education consisted of a course in computer 
programming and operation, which course he took in Lincoln and satis­
factorily completed. He then relocated in the Scottsbluff area where 
there are some computer installations, with the thought that if no com­
puter jobs were open at the moment he would work at something else 
until he was successful in obtaining a position in computer work.

There were no high school graduates from the Children’s Home in 
the 1971 class, therefore your committee will be sponsoring no students 
in advanced education this fall. We therefore are making no request 
for an appropriation from the Grand Lodge or Grand Chapter this year.

M.’.W.’.Charles F. Adams, 68, Chairman, presented the 
report of the Committee, which was adopted:

The 61st Annual meeting of the Association was held in Alexandria, 
Virginia, on Monday, February 22, 1971. Nebraskans in attendance in­
cluded M.'.W.’. Brother John H. Brown, Grand Master; R.'.W.'. Brother 
Howard J. Hunter, Grand Senior Warden; M.'.W.'. Brother Norris W. 
Lallman, Grand Secretary; M.'.W.'. Brothers Herbert A. Ronin, Louis 
V. Sylvester, Carl R. Greisen and Charles F. Adams, Second Vice Presi­
dent of the Association.

The Grand Lodge of New York loaned a special display of Washing­
ton memorabilia including the Bible of Saint John’s Lodge No. 1 upon 
which Washington took his oath of office as President of the United 
States.

Particular attention has been given the past year to landscaping 
the grounds of the Memorial. A five-year plan was adopted whereby the 
planting of trees and shrubs will proceed in an orderly fashion. Several 
of the Grand Lodges made special contributions to this particular activ­
ity including Massachusetts and Wisconsin. Considerable research has 
been done on a plan to light the exterior of the building and estimates 
of the cost have been obtained. The Grand Lodge of New York has al­
ready contributed $15,000 toward the expense of this particular pro­
ject.

The most recent development within the building itself has been the 
air conditioning of the Replica Lodge Room and the adjacent hallways 
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and the Lodge Room of Alexandria-Washington Lodge No. 22. A contract 
has been let and the work should be completed before the arrival of the 
hot weather.

The Endowment Fund continues to grow but at a somewhat slower 
pace. It is still the objective of the Board of Directors to build this fund 
to a total of $5,000,000. At the present time we are a little over half way 
toward this goal.

It is hoped that, within the forseeable future, the Grand Lodge of 
Nebraska can see its way clear to complete what many of us believe 
to be a Masonic obligation to do our share toward the building up of the 
Endowment Fund. Based on the so-called Pennsylvania plan, this would 
amount to $1.00 per member and $10.00 per Lodge or a sum of approx­
imately $45,000. Surely this is not too large a sum to expect from Ma­
sons of Nebraska to perpetuate the outstanding Memorial to the out­
standing Mason of the United States.

W.’.Levi B. Williams, 1, Chairman, gave the report on the 
Committee on Fraternal Dead.

Your Committee on whom you conferred the honor of submitting the 
Annual Report on Fraternal Dead, respectfully submits the following 
report:

Another year in the life of Freemasonry in the Grand Jurisdiction of 
Nebraska has come and gone, and we now pause for a short time to pay 
our high tribute to a select group of men who have lived and died, but 
have given much to the on-going cause of Masonry among us. All of these 
served well in their respective offices within our Grand Jurisdiction 
and we want to show our respect and gratitude for their work and labo, > 
of love and fellowship to the Fraternity. We do well to recall their deeds 
of fraternal friendship during this period. They have served well, but 
have completed their work, and have been called to higher duty.

Before they left our midst, I am sure that they could say with the 
Apostle Paul as he wrote to his son in the faith, Timothy: “For I am now 
ready to be offered, and the time of my departure is at hand. I have 
fought a good fight, I have finished my course, I have kept the faith: 
Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the 
Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me only, 
but unto all them also that love his appearing.” (2 Timothy 4:6-8)

Our Grand Secretary has received Memorial Cards issued by 25 
Grand Lodges upon the deaths of Grand Officers and six Grand Juris­
dictions from Canada. He also received notice of the passing of one Dep­
uty Grand Master. All of these have laid down their working tools in 
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the work of Freemasonry. Our Grand Lodge will want to offer its sin­
cerest condolences to all these Sister Jurisdictions in their losses of 
these brave and faithful men.

The Supreme Grand Master of all Masons called on two of our Past 
Grand Masters during this past year for service in that higher place to 
which we all hope to be received.

M.'.W.'.Ralph 0. Canaday was born April 4, 1891 at Minden, Ne­
braska to Joseph Sylvester and Mary Jane Canaday. He attended the 
Public Schools of Minden, and was graduated from high school there with 
the class of 1909. He was graduated from the University of Nebraska 
with a B.A. degree in 1915, and in 1918 with an LI. B. degree. He was 
admitted to the Bar in 1917. He practiced law in Bridgeport, Nebraska 
until 1931. He enlisted in the U. S. Army in 1917, and was commissioned 
a Second Lieutenant in the Infantry in 1917. He moved to Hastings, 
Nebraska and practiced law there from 1933 until 1959. He was the 
Chief Counsel and Secretary of the Central Nebraska Power and Irri­
gation District from 1933 until 1959; Manager and General Manager from 
1951 to 1959. He served as a member of the City Council in Bridgeport 
and was President of the School Board in Bridgeport. He was a candi­
date for the U. S. Congress in 1940.

The Masonic History of M.'.W.'.Brother Canaday covers a period of 
more than 55 years of active service. His distinguished career in Ma­
sonry began when he was initiated in Lincoln Lodge No. 19 October 12, 
1915, passed to the degree of a Fellowcraft Mason, January 17, 1916, 
and raised to the sublime degree of a Master Mason, October 31, 1916. 
He affiliated with Camp Clarke Lodge No. 285, Bridgeport, Nebraska, 
July 1, 1919. He was master of his Lodge in 1922-23. He demitted to the 
Hastings Lodge No. 50, February 2, 1951.

He was appointed Grand Junior Deacon by M.'.W.'.Frank H. Wood­
land and was elected and installed as Grand Master, February 13, 1933 
as the 68th Grand Master of Masons of Nebraska.

M.'.W.'.Brother Canaday was a member of the Nebraska Veteran 
Freemasons Association.

He passed away at Hastings, Nebraska, October 7, 1970. His distin­
guished career in Masonry will be long remembered by those who knew 
him best and served with him in the Fraternity as well as the Grand 
Lodge.

M.'.W.'.Roy I. Babbitt, 92nd Grand Master, was born on a farm near 
LaGrange, Wyoming, November 24, 1892. His parents, Thomas R. and 
Adella M. Babbitt, were early pioneer settlers in the State of Wyoming. 
He attended elementary schools in Wyoming and Mitchell, Nebraska, 
and then entered academy and college at Hastings, Nebraska, attend­
ing the latter institution two years. Following his work in college, he 
became deputy County Treasurer of Scottsbluff County, Nebraska. 
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His political career was short-lived, as he soon left this field to enter the 
employ of the Great Western Sugar Company in 1917, and had been 
thus engaged since that. He served the sugar company at their factories 
in Gering, Mitchell, Minatare, Windsor, Colorado, and Scottsbluff, where 
he served as chief chemist.

On December 30,1914, at Wenona, Illinois, he was united in marriage 
with Mona Clifford. This union was blessed with two children, a son, 
Dr. Clifford Babbitt, and a daughter, Miss Elinor Babbitt.

The Masonic History of M.'.W.'.Roy I. Babbitt covers a period of 51 
years of active service. His distinguished career in Masonry began when 
he was initiated in Scottsbluff Lodge No. 201, Gering, March 19, 1920; 
passed April 23, 1920 and raised to the sublime degree of Master Mason, 
May 28, 1920 in Scottsbluff Lodge No. 201, Gering. May 22, 1934 he de- 
mitted to Minatare Lodge No. 295, and served as its Master in 1947.

Chapter: Mark Master July 28, 1949; Past Master and Most Excel­
lent Master August 19, 1949; Royal Arch Mason September 19, 1949, 
in Oregon Trail Chapter No. 65, Gering. He served as Secretary 1952-
1956.

Commandery: Red Cross, March 5, 1953; Malta, March 19, 1953; 
Order of the Temple April 30, 1953; in Bethlehem Commandery No. 18, 
Gering.

Council: Royal and Select Master January 31, 1950; Super Excel­
lent February 13, 1950, in Temple Council No. 20, Scottsbluff.

GRAND BODIES Grand Lodge: Appointed June 4, 1952 by M.'. 
W.'.Edward M. Knight. Elected and installed Grand Master June 6,
1957. Grand Representative of Puerto Rico, appointed by M.'.W.'. Ed­
ward M. Knight August 23, 1952.

OTHER MASONIC BODIES Nebraska Veteran Freemasons Asso­
ciation, 1946, Eastern Star, September 8, 1954, Honorary Membership; 
Grand Lodge of South Dakota, June 12, 1957.

M.'.W.'. Brother Babbitt has given unstintingly of his time and energy 
in the promotion of church and civic affairs. At Windsor, Colorado, he 
belonged to the Lions Club and the Methodist Church whose choir he 
directed. At Minatare he belonged to the Federated Church, serving as 
its choir director. Both he and Mrs. Babbitt were members of the United 
Presbyterian Church in Scottsbluff. He represented the Scottsbluff 
Church at many meetings of Presbytery as well as the Synod of Ne­
braska, where he served with honor and distinction. He was a Brother 
in that work upon whom all could rely, and he frequently contributed 
to the decisions made by that body. I had opportunity to visit with him 
and to learn of his Christian dedication not only to the work of his local 
church, but also to the work of the Synod of Nebraska. During the time 
that he served as Deputy County Treasurer and during the early years 
with the Sugar Company, he and Mrs. Babbitt successfully proved up 
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on a homestead in Southeastern Wyoming, The determination and hard 
work in the early years of his married life are reflected in his Masonic 
successes culminating in his appointment in the Grand Lodge line, and 
later in his election and installation as Grand Master.

Few, if any, Grand Masters had ever worked harder for the good of 
Masonry than M.'.W.'. Brother Babbitt, nor had any Grand Master more 
conscientiously fulfilled the duties of that high office. Many weighty prob­
lems confronted him during his term of office, but every one was care­
fully and skillfully handled, and decided with dignity and honor to the 
craft. The brilliant record established by M.'.W.'. Brother Babbitt has 
earned for him the sincere respect and affection of the Brethren of this 
Grand Jurisdiction.

Brother Babbitt passed away February 13, 1971 at Scottsbluff, Ne­
braska and is now among those whom he loved and lost for a time.

It is with sadness that we report that there were 1,021 deaths among 
our Brethren during the past year. They have finished their tasks, and 
have laid down their working tools that must be taken up by others if 
our great work is to be continued as all of us desire. The chapter of their 
earthly sojourn is closed, but their many virtues will not go unrecog­
nized. Let our hearts be warmed by remembering that they laid up many 
treasures which may be ours by faithfully following in their foot-steps 
in the work of our Craft. To each of these has come the wonderful wel­
come “home” by a gracious Father who is indeed grateful for the labors 
of men such as they were.

In addition to our losses, the Grand Secretary has received notices 
that other Jurisdictions have suffered the loss of 33 Grand Masters, 2 
Deputy Grand Masters, one Grand Tyler, and one Deputy Grand Tyler. 
To the survivors of all these Brethren we offer our deepest sympathy 
and concern.

Most Worshipful Sir: may I suggest that you have the Grand Lodge 
rise while V.'.W.'. Brother Samuelson, the Grand Chaplain offers prayer 
for the comfort of those who have been left behind. Then we have re­
quested Brother Arthur Robert Larson of Bee Hive Lodge No. 184 
sing “The Lord’s Prayer,” and he will be accompanied at the organ by 
Edward Lockwood of Hastings Lodge No. 50.

M.’.W.’.John F. Futcher, 302, Chairman, presented the 
report of the Grand Trustees, which was adopted.

The Board of Grand Trustees, having charge of the investment and 
reinvestment of all Grand Lodge funds, submits this report of its activ­
ities and financial condition of the Grand Lodge and The Nebraska Ma­
sonic Home.

The fiscal year ended April 30, 1971 has been one of considerable 
activity. The precipitous decline in the money market which began in 
1969 carried over until the second quarter of 1970. There after, there 
was some softening of the interest rate however we continued our policy 
of purchasing of bonds, in view of our need for income, especially in the 
Endowment and Bequest Fund of the Nebraska Masonic Home.

SHORT TERM INVESTMENTS
Keeping our money working for us is an important function of your 

Board of Grand Trustees. Rather than carrying sizeable bank accounts 
we purchased short term notes of large corporations having a maturity 
of approximately thirty days. During the fiscal year May 1, 1970 to April 
30, 1971 we made 29 such purchases. Total interest received from such 
activity amounted to $12,443.91. We, however, were faced with declin­
ing rates of interest during the year. In May, June and July 1970 we 
received 8-1/4% return. Commencing with the month of August the rate 
declined month by month until in April 1971 we received 3-1/2% on our 
money. There is much evidence that the decline in the short term rate 
will reverse itself. In fact in June of this year purchases were made at 
4-7/8%.

LONG TERM INVESTMENTS
While there were from time to time during the year declines in the 

interest rate in the new issue market, we can still report, as we have in 
recent years, rates generally have remained at historical high levels. 
In our purchases of bonds we have been able to obtain rates from 8-1/ 4% 
to 9%. During the last fiscal year we purchased for long term investment 
$450,000 principal amount for all Funds. Of this amount only $15,000 
was put into common stocks. The remainder was invested in high grade 
corporate bonds. You should understand that we did not have $450,000 
of new money to invest. $306,000 came from the sale of bonds prior to 
maturity. The remaining $144,000 was from interest received during the 
year, from investments which matured, from principal payments and 
from dividends on common and preferred stocks.

One of the opportunities open to your Grand Trustees to increase 
the income from our portfolio is to sell securities at the proper time and 
under satisfactory conditions and in turn invest the proceeds of the sale 
at higher interest rates. You may not be interested in the details of such 
transactions but we feel that you should be informed of the continuing 
effort and attention of your Grand Trustees to improving the quality 
as well as the return on our investments.
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From the Grand Lodge General Fund, using round figures for sim­
plicity, we sold $56,000 of bonds which returned to us an annual income 
of $3200 at the rate of 5,56% and bought an equal amount to produce an 
annual income of $5000 at a rate of 8.886%. This increased the income on 
an annual basis by $1700 and an increase in rate from 5.56% to 8.886%.

From the Endowment and Bequest Fund of The Nebraska Masonic 
Home, again using round figures for simplicity, we sold $249,000 of bonds 
from which we received $13,160 of .income annually at a rate of 4.96% 
and purchased an equal amount of bonds returning on an annual basis 
$21,300 at a rate of 8.54% annually. This is an increase in return in dol­
lars of $8100 annually and an increase in rate from 4.96% to 8.54%.

In addition to the above purchases to complete the total of $450,000 
referred to above we bought for the Retirement Fund $30,000 principal 
amount of bonds. This represented the money appropriated by the Grand 
Lodge last year and the reinvestment of interest received during the 
year from securities held in the Fund.
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ASSETS OF THE GRAND LODGE 
Year Ended April 30,1971

As has been previously explained to The Grand Lodge there are two 
Funds in the Grand Lodge. The General Fund which is the operating 
Fund out of which expenses of the Grand Lodge are paid, and the Re­
tirement Fund out of which the retirement benefits of employees of the 
Grand Lodge and The Nebraska Masonic Home are paid.

We are most pleased to report to you that after 114 years of opera­
tion the Total Assets of the General Fund of the Grand Lodge have ex­
ceeded, by $2000, the One Million Dollar mark. These Assets are com­
posed of $22,900 in cash, $976,500 in Investments, $2,000 in Supply In­
ventory and a nominal value of $3.00 of stock in The Nebraska Masonic 
Home, the Masonic-Eastern Star Home, and Furniture and Fixtures. 
The Stated Value of our Investments is our amortized cost of such in­
vestments in accordance with sound accounting practice. It is not the 
liquidating value.

The income to the General Fund of the Grand Lodge is derived from 
the dues, or per-capita tax, of $4.00 per member, initiation fees, liability 
insurance premiums, sale of supplies, custodial service charges and in­
vestment income. Expenditures of the General Fund are comprised of 
Expense of Annual Communication, Expense of Grand Lodge Com­
mittees, Travel Expense, Salaries, Fixed Expenses (Rent, etc.), Insur­
ance, Assessments, and Contributions and The Masonic-Eastern Star 
Home for Children.

For the year ended April 30, 1971 the result was as follows:

Of this balance, as required by our Grand Lodge Law, we transferred 
a net amount of $6,272.80 to the Relief Account. There was therefore an 
operating balance for the year of $4,831.02.

In comparing the income and expenditures of this last year with those 
of the previous year we find the income down only slightly and the ex­
penditure up only a small sum. We therefore commend the Grand Lodge 
Officers and Committee Members for their diligence and concern in oper­
ating our Grand Lodge on a sound fiscal basis.

The Assets of the Retirement Fund of the Grand Lodge at year end 
amounted to $179,970.59. It was composed of $7,330.50 in cash and 
$172,640.09 in Investments.

The income during the year was comprised of contributions by the 
Grand Lodge and the Nebraska Masonic Home to the Fund amounting 
to $20,864.00 and Income from investments of $9,842.71. The expendi­
tures from the Fund were $699.49. The large excess of income over ex­
penditures is entirely proper as it is necessary to build reserves for 
future liabilities of the Fund in the way of Employees Retirement 
Benefits.

Your Board of Grand Trustees project income to the Grand Lodge 
for the year 1972-1973 will be approximately $130,000.00 for the opera­
tion of the Grand Lodge. An appropriation in excess of this sum could 
incur a deficit.

ASSETS OF THE NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME
April 30,1971

The Nebraska Masonic Home has two Funds. The General Fund is 
the operating Fund of the Home. Total Assets of the General Fund on 
April 30, 1971 were $265,345.00. These Assets consisted of $51,688.60 
in cash, $213,654.40 in Investments and a nominal value of $2.00 for Real 
Estate and Furnishing. The value of Investments, as in all Funds, is 
our amortized cost in accordance with sound accounting practice.

Income of the General Fund is derived from the Per-capita Tax of 
$2.00 per member, cash received from residents of the Home, donations 
to the Fund, investment income of the Fund and from the Seal Program. 
These items for the year ended April 30, 1971 amounted to $310,458.57. 
Expenses of operating the Home were $363,101.52. The excess of 
expenses over income amounted to $52,642.95. This deficit in the Gen­
eral Fund was covered by transfer of income from the Endowment & 
Bequest Fund of the Home. The Home was extremely fortunate this 
year in that the residents of the Home contributed $42,000.00 more 
money this year than last year. In fact they contributed 53% of the rev­
enue received by the Home.

The Seal Program produced $5,108.93 less than it did in the year 
ended in April 1970.

The remaining Fund of the Home is the Endowment and Bequest 
Fund. This Fund was created many years ago to receive moneys and 
securities through donations and bequests to provide funds to endow the 
Home and to pay costs of needed physical improvements. The Assets 
of this Fund at the close of the year amounted to $2,915,469.86. These 
assets consist of $68,647.95 in cash and $2,846,821.91 in securities.

Income to this Fund comes from the income on investments and 
donations and bequests. Net investment income was $146,160.79 and 
bequests and donations amounted to $93,985.09. Expenditures charged

to the Fund was $61,515.73 for improvements at the Home, leaving a 
balance of $178,628.74 at year end. This was an increase over last year 
of $45,000.00. After the transfer of $80,000.00 to the General Fund this 
left a net balance of $98,628.74 of income.

OPERATION OF THE NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME
In our report last year we set forth in detail the amount of money 

that had been transferred from the Endowment and Bequest Fund to 
support the operation of the Home. Since May, 1966, the Endowment 
and Bequest Fund has contributed to the General Fund, including the 
year ended April 30, 1971, $323,142.25. If it had not been that persons 
admitted to the Home contributed $42,000.00 over the amount received 
in previous years we would have been required to take from the Endow­
ment and Bequest Fund $100,000.00 for the General Fund. With rising 
costs we can only expect the amount to increase year by year and per­
haps the entire income of the Endowment and Bequest Fund will be 
needed to defray the deficit of the General Fund. After that the principal 
will need to be used. It is for this reason that your Grand Lodge Officers 
and The Board of Trustees of the Home have asked for an increase in 
the Per-capita Tax.

ANALYSIS OF SECURITIES
Your Board of Grand Trustees reviews our holdings at least four 

times a year. We hold over 100 separate issues of Bonds in all Funds. 
With few exceptions, all Bonds are in the three highest ratings as as­
signed by the Rating Services. None of the Bonds are in default and are 
current as to payment of interest. All preferred and common stocks 
are regularly paying dividends. We hold seven real estate mortgage 
loans, six of which are of lodges, all loans are current as to payment of 
interest and principal.

There will be attached to this report when published figures taken 
from the Audit showing the assets and liabilities, surplus and Fund 
Balances reflecting the financial condition of the Grand Lodge and The 
Nebraska Masonic Home. It is requested that the Grand Trustees be 
authorized to incorporate these figures as part of the annual proceedings.

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W.'.George W. Rosenlof, 314, Grand Historian, presented 
his report which was adopted.

Most Worshipful Grand Master, Officers and Brethren:
During the year just drawing to a close we can report that five con­

stituent lodges celebrated their 100th anniversary:
1. Beatrice Lodge No. 26
2. Jordan Lodge No. 27 at West Point
3. Blue River Lodge No. 30 at Milford
4. Tekamah Lodge No. 31
5. Platte Valley Lodge No. 32 at North Platte
Let me remind the Brethren that Lodge No. 28 in Pass City, Wyoming 

Territory transferred to the Wyoming Jurisdiction and Hope Lodge No. 
29 at Hillsdale, Nemaha County, Nebraska, was consolidated with Ne­
maha Valley Lodge No. 4 at Brownsville in 1869.

According to the records of our Grand Jurisdiction, only one of our 
constituent lodges will have the high honor of celebrating its Centennial 
Celebration during 1971-Ashlar Lodge No. 33 at Grand Island. In 1972, 
there will again be four lodges, located at Schuyler, Fairbury, Central 
City and Crete holding their Centennial Celebrations. It is not too soon 
for these lodges to begin planning an appropriate series of events in com­
memoration of their chartering.

One hundred years ago, the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, Ancient Free 
and Accepted Masons held its Fourteenth Annual Communication in 
Lincoln on the 22nd and 23rd of June 1871. The Most Worshipful Grand 
Master, Harry P. Deuel, making his annual address said, and I quote: 
“Another Masonic Year has passed. Time, with relentless hand, has 
marked upon the dial of our existence another number; and again have 
we come together to deliberate upon those things that may prove ad­
vantageous to our Order, and result in strengthening the ties of brother­
ly love and friendship that unite us together.”

The Grand Master reminded the brethren then assembled that while 
Masonry was an ancient institution, it was, at the same time, progres­
sive, and necessarily so since mankind has advanced in knowledge, man­
ners, customs and requirements. Even so, while people may change, 
Masonry conforms and adapts itself in regard to local conditions and reg­
ulations. However, this does not mean that the broad principles of mor­
ality and virtue taught in Masonry must change. They must not. Neither 
can our esoteric work, nor our landmarks, nor the foundations upon which 
Masonry has been built be subject to meaningless or weakening alter­
ation. This was the impelling plea of Grand Master Deuel in 1871.

Today, one hundred years later, your Grand Historian, reviewing 
the present disorder, distress and destruction rampant on a world-wide 
basis, makes bold to suggest that there be a recrudescence of Masonic 
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loyalty to that which has ever held us together. With the thinking and 
persuading of Past Grand Master Deuel refreshed in our memories, 
may we devote and dedicate ourselves to both the preservation of the 
tried and found true principles of our Order but also to the amelioration 
of the wrongs inflicted upon our society in these most recent years. 
What could be more challenging? May the Supreme Architect of the 
Universe find us equal to that task and may we remind ourselves that 
to neglect our obligations we do so at our peril.

At the same time, we must remind ourselves of the concluding state­
ment of Brother Deuel, indicating his confidence in the Masonic Fratern­
ity. These were his words: “It affords me pleasure to report to you that 
our Order is in a most flourishing condition; our numbers are rapidly 
increasing; our lodges are flourishing; our Grand Lodge of Nebraska 
is taking a position of influence along with her sister Grand Lodges.

Surely we also can take renewed confidence in these times. While 
numbers may not be increasing as they have been heretofore, the Fra­
ternity is none-the-less a most significant force for good. Our officers 
are as strong as ever they have been; our activities are no less success­
ful; our ideals and purposes continue to be of the same high order. The 
Grand Historian fifty years from today will be recording events equally 
as encouraging as this, indicative of continuing faith, hope and charity, 
all of which have been manifest in spite of increasing difficulties.

The statistics of growth and development and of increased economic 
resources need not be here stated in any detail. There are others whose 
reports will reflect the facts better than your Grand Historian. There 
are more important matters about which we might be concerned.

Brethren, your Grand Historian has completed a second volume of 
“Selected Orations” delivered by our Grand Orators in the second quar­
ter of our first one hundred years of existence-1882-1907. We have 
thought of these as being vital to the times when delivered and still val­
uable for reference and inspiration today. They are envisioned as being 
extremely valuable for our Committee on Masonic Education and for 
all the education committees of our constituent lodges. It is hoped that 
they may be the source of many instructive experiences of our member­
ship in the months ahead.

I am happy, Most Worshipful Grand Master, to have been able to 
serve in the office to which appointed during recent years. The experi­
ence has at times been time consuming but notwithstanding it has been 
challenging. I can only hope it has been productive of much good to our 
Order in preserving the historical records for years to come.

I thank you, Most Worshipful Sir, for the privilege of this valuable 
association with you and your officers and the brethren of this Grand 
Lodge. It has been a wonderful year in all respects. I could wish that I 
had been able to be present at every activity involving the officers of 
this Grand Lodge. Regretably I was frequently absent. Please, forgive 
us for that.
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May the all-wise and ever-present Supreme Architect of the Universe 
bless and keep you and us strong and productive of good!

M.’.W.'.John H. Brown, Grand Master:

Brethren, at this time we will discuss the proposed Amendments 
to our By-laws. These were presented at the 113th Annual Communi­
cation and were held over for action at this Communication.

RESOLUTION
1. BE IT RESOLVED: We the undersigned Master Masons of Ne­

braska, do hereby, respectfully request that the Grand Lodge of Ancient 
Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska give serious consideration to 
participating in the Masonic Service Association program regarding 
Masonic Hospital Visitors in the three Veterans Hospitals, located at 
Omaha, Lincoln and Grand Island, Nebraska.

We feel that well-trained Masonic Hospital Visitors in these three 
Hospitals would fill a much needed gap and would be the means of pre­
senting the proper Masonic image which is needed in our Grand Juris­
diction in Nebraska.

RESOLUTION
2. Most Worshipful Grand Master, Grand Lodge Officers and Broth­

ers: Be it resolved that in compliance with Section 1-502 of the By-laws 
of the Grand Lodge, Ancient Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska 
that Section 2-901 entitled “No Religious Test” be amended to read as 
follows:

No religious test shall be required of any petitioner for the degrees 
of Masonry other than a steadfast belief in the existence and perfec­
tions of God, and no lodge shall receive any candidate without acknow­
ledgment of such belief. A petitioner must be nineteen years old at the 
time of signing his petition. (The only change being the last sentence 
which has been changed from twenty-one to nineteen years old.)

RESOLUTION
3. “We the undersigned members of the Grand Lodge, A.’.F.'. & 

A.'.M.'. of Nebraska, do hereby propose and second the following amend­
ment to Part III, Chapter 1, Section 3-102 (d) of the By-laws of the Grand 
Lodge, A.'.F.'. & A.’.M.'. of Nebraska be amended as follows:

Section 3-102 Enumerated — the following are specifically declared 
to be Masonic offenses:
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(d) Engaging in the manufacture, bottling, blending, selling, barter­
ing, transporting, delivering, furnishing or possessing any alcoholic 
liquor for beverage purpose contrary to or in violation of the laws of the 
state of Nebraska.

Section 3-102 (d) and subsequent amendments thereto are repealed.
RESOLUTION

1. Be it resolved that Paragraph 3 of Section 2-601 and Section 1-407 
of the Grand Lodge By-laws be amended to read as follows:

Section 2-601--Paragraph 3: The phrase “the sum of $4.00” shall be 
amended to read “the sum of $6.00.”

Section l-407--be amended to read:
"The percapita tax of $6.00 shall be divided as follows:

To The Nebraska Masonic Home...........................................................$4.00
To the Committee on “Masonic Relief....................................................... 20
To the General Fund............................................................................ 1.80

The initiation fee of $10.00 and all affiliation fees shall be allotted to 
the General Fund.

2. That original Section 2-601, paragraph 3 and Section 1-407 enacted 
in 1969 be repealed.

M.’.W.'.John H. Brown, Grand Master:

Now, my Brethren, these resolutions are open for discussion before 
we vote. I am assuming that all of you were informed that these By­
laws were up for ballot at this time. If any Brother wishes to speak for 
or against these By-laws he may do so at this time. After the discussion 
we will vote on the proposed amendments and also on the Election of 
Officers of this Grand Lodge for the ensuing year.

M.’.W.’.John H. Brown, Grand Master:

I would like to appoint W.'.Brother Harold D. Weddel and ten of his 
Assistant Grand Custodians to be judges and tellers. Please collect the 
ballots and tabulate them.
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W.’.Earl H. Furman, Chairman presented the report of the 
Committee on Reinstatements, which was adopted.

The Reinstatement Committee has been quite active this year. We 
are pleased to report a total of 40 reinstatements were handled and this 
is quite an improvement over previous years.

We are most pleased with the splendid way the applications are being 
completed by the Secretaries. In all instances they are insisting that all 
the questions be answered and are very accurate and thorough with their 
information.

This makes it much easier for the Committee to act wisely and 
properly.

Thank you all for your help and cooperation.

W.‘. Brother Alfred E. Geschke, 25, Chairman, presented 
the report of the Committee on Grand Lodge office, which 
was adopted:

The members of this Committee met on several occasions this spring 
to discuss various matters. As a result, we make the following recom­
mendations, effective May 1, 1971.

1. To increase the salary of the Grand Secretary by $600.00 to 
$10,800.00 yearly.

2. To increase the salaries of our three office employees by $25.00 
per month, or an annual increase of $300.00 each.

3. This item pertains to the Grand Custodian and his car expenses. 
Worshipful Brother Gerry travels about 25,000 miles each year, 
two-thirds or approximately 17,000 miles of which are traveled 
solely on the Grand Custodian’s business. As with all others, we 
pay him at present eight cents per mile traveled on the 17,000 
miles. Out of this eight cents per mile, he must pay for his gaso­
line, two-thirds of his depreciation and maintenance, two-thirds 
of his taxes and insurance, as well as for tires and repairs. This, 
as you can see, is an almost impossible situation.
The Committee on Work has asked us to look into the matter for 
an adequate solution.We,therefore, make the following recommen­
dation: That we pay the Grand Custodian the sum of $75.00 per 
month as a car allowance, in addition to the eight cents per mile 
traveled.
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We commend Most Worshipful Brother Norris W. Lallman for run­
ning an efficient and harmonious operation of the Grand Lodge office. 
We also commend the employees for their zeal and faithfulness.

Most Worshipful Grand Master, I move the adoption of the report.
Fraternally submitted for the Committee

W.’.Donald G. Hafer, 306, presented the report of the Com­
mittee on Temple Building, which was adopted:

There is continued activity in building, purchasing and remodeling 
structures for better lodge facilities.

The purchase by the Temple Craft Board in Broken Bow of the former 
Methodist Church, mentioned in last year’s report, was accomplished, 
all necessary remodeling completed, and the building dedicated about 
a month ago. The former corner stone had been removed, and the laying 
of the new corner stone was more symbolical than usual, having been 
performed in the basement during a rainstorm. Emmett Crawford 
Lodge No. 148, and associated bodies, now have one of the more beauti­
ful and outstanding temples in the state.

Relief Lodge No. 219 at Coleridge was given permission to purchase 
a former church building and the necessary plans for remodeling ap­
proved in March. We presume the remodeling may not yet be completed 
nor the formal dedication held.

The Masonic Temple Company at Crawford purchased and remodeled 
a commercial building for the use of Faith Lodge No. 181 and associated 
bodies. Our first information came when the lodge requested permission 
to move. Approval of the remodeling was given with some additional 
requirements.

We are not informed relative to the situation of DeWitt Lodge No. 
Ill at DeWitt. They were planning to construct a new building and pre­
liminary plans were submitted, but no final plans or the financing have 
been approved. Possibly a planned fund raising drive has not been suc­
cessful. According to our records they are now occupying the Episcopal 
Parish House as temporary quarters.

Within the past month, Sioux Lodge No. 277 at Harrison made in­
quiry relative to the purchase and remodeling of a building for their 
use. The necessary information has been furnished them.

Approval of the plans for remodeling a former church building for 
the occupancy of a new lodge being formed in Millard, on a lease basis, 
were approved last October.
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Inquiry was received last September from Trowel Lodge No. 71 
at Neligh relative to remodeling and moving downstairs from their 
present location. Tentative plans were received, but no approval has 
been given because of failure to receive necessary financial information.

A joint application of Shiloh Lodge No. 327 and Omaha Lodge No. 
288 for the purchase of the former church building now occupied by 
Shiloh Lodge was given approval subject to their ability to obtain a 
$15,000 loan from the Grand Lodge Trustees. Final plans for remodel­
ing and the necessary financing has not yet been approved.

Melrose Lodge No. 60 at Orleans submitted plans for remodeling 
the lower story of the building they own and in which they have been 
occupying the upper floor. The plans were approved and the lodge had 
sufficient funds to cover the expense. Dedication should be soon forth­
coming.

Wolbach Lodge No. 292 completed purchase of a former theatre build­
ing. However, we have not yet received plans for the necessary repairs, 
remodeling and financing.

M.’.W.’.Louis V. Sylvester, 281, presented the report of 
the Committee on Work, which was adopted:

To the Most Worshipful, the Grand Lodge, Ancient Free and Ac­
cepted Masons of Nebraska;

The report of the Grand Custodian for 1971 has been submitted to 
us. It reflects the method and manner in which the promulgation of the 
work has been carried on and indicates that it has been effectively done.

We have examined the proposed budget of the Grand Custodian and 
his department. There is no request for an increase in this budget even 
though inflation continues to take its toll. The budget remains at $8,100 
exclusive of the Grand Custodian’s salary.

We have been requested to make a few decisions pertaining mostly 
to the floor work in the conferring of degrees. Decisions were made as 
follows:

1. After leaving the stairs and approaching the South, West and 
East in the Middle Chamber work, the basic diagram places the can­
didate on the pedestal. Is this correct and, if so, why?
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Ans. It is correct for the reason that there is no physical contact 
between the candidate and the officer.

1A. The Grand Master recommends that the Bible be placed on the 
Altar before lodge is opened and left there until after lodge is closed. 
We ask that this matter be laid over for the consideration of this com­
mittee until next year.

2. Basic Diagram 11 of the floor work indicates that what is termed 
the inside line shall be followed in proceeding from the altar to the East 
in the Entered Apprentice and Fellowcraft Degrees. Nothing is shown 
as to how this movement shall be made in the Masters Degree. Ans. 
The Committee interprets the floor work to mean that the inside line 
shall be followed in all three degrees.

3. There is a difference in the esoteric and monitorial work in the 
introductory portion to the seven liberal arts and sciences in the Middle 
Chamber work of the Fellowcraft Degree. This appears to result from 
an overlooked mistake in proofreading the last printed monitor. The 
Committee rules that the esoteric work as approved by the Grand 
Lodge be followed and that the correction be made in the monitor when 
and if a reprint becomes necessary. (New page No. 42 is being printed 
to replace page 42. Reason that 1800 copies of monitor are on hand, 
presently.)

4. The floor work as approved by this Grand Lodge fixes a line one- 
third the distance between the West and the altar, nearest the West, 
as a fixed line for certain movements. In addition thereto, it provides 
for two steps being taken to the west of the one-third line. In many 
small lodges this places the Candidate up against the station of the Senior 
Warden. We recommend that the two-step movements be eliminated 
and that the Candidate remain on the one-third line.

5. The Grand Custodian has requested this Committee to rule on the 
proper use of the canvas in the Master Mason’s Degree. This Committee 
has never ruled on this problem. Previous Grand Custodians have in­
structed differently on this phase of the work with the result that dif­
ferent methods are being used and, in some instances, different equip­
ment has been purchased to meet the directions of the changing views 
of changing Grand Custodians. Your Committee makes the following 
recommendations: The canvas at its lower end will be held four inches 
above the floor. It will be held tight with no attempt to move it toward 
the Candidate. The two brethren will hold the elevated west end of the 
canvas. Brethren will hold the sides as needed.

We next considered a communication from Chairman Al Geschke of 
the Grand Lodge Office committee regarding an increase in salary for 
the Grand Custodian. It was our opinion that consideration should be 
given to the purchase or lease of an automobile for the use of the Grand 
Custodian in lieu of an increase in salary. A new car is sorely needed. 
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We prefer a lease rather than a purchase if the financial situation war­
rants it. Last year we paid mileage on 17,000 miles which is a sizeable 
item to be considered. By leasing, we can eliminate taxes, insurance, 
and sizeable repair bills. We communicated our views ot the Office com­
mittee for its consideration.

The Committee formally approved the following new Assistant Grand 
Custodians whom we had previously approved by mail: D. Wayne Eric­
son, Jachin Lodge No. 146, Holdrege; Walter S. Cork, Frank Welch 
Lodge No. 75, Sidney; and Richard L. Mauch, Bassett Lodge No. 254 
at Bassett.

The work of the Grand Custodian and the Assistant Grand Custodians 
was reviewed and found to be good. Your Committee appreciates the 
dedication of these Brethren in the performance of their duties.

The Grand Lodge was called from labor to refreshment at 
4:40 p.m. by the R.’.W.'. Deputy Grand Master.

Most Worshipful Grand Master, Most Worshipful Past Grand Mas­
ters, Grand Lodge Officers, Distinguished Guests, Brethren and Ladies. 
In some of that introduction your Grand Master is correct. It is true 
that I am still the Grand Orator, and it is true that I am still the Judge 
of the Fourteenth Judicial District. In these respects I may be like the 
Judge handling misdemeanor cases. One dreary morning the Judge 
looked down from the bench to see the town drunk standing before him. 
The jurist commented angrily; “You’ve been popping up before me reg­
ularly for twenty years.” The drunk answered, “Can I help it if you don’t 
get promoted?”

Now that I have cut myself down to proper size, I feel free to proceed 
to the topic of “building.” It is no accident that masonry, divinely blessed 
and the object of our great admiration and respect, has itself been con­
structed upon a foundation of building. It is no happenstance that Masons 
are known throughout the world as “the builders.” It is no coincidence 
that a brotherhood based upon building has become the largest fraternal 
organization in the world.

And yet, modern building has grown into disfavor. The mature say, 
“They don’t build them like that anymore,” and the young make fun 
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of the gross national product and do things like the students at San Jose 
State College who pooled $2,500.00 to buy a new yellow sports car and 
ceremoniously buried it. Even those who profess to be proud of construc­
tion have their reservations. There is the story of the guide showing 
tourists the new factory. From its four smoke stacks there spewed dark 
clouds; from the mill race sewage gushed forth; and from the factory 
itself came decibels and decibels of noise. After a recital of the facts and 
figures, the guide stated; “And it ain’t done yet. They are going to im­
prove it even worse.” I enjoy telling the story of the astronaut perched 
high on the rocket waiting to be blasted to the moon. His friend radioed 
up, “How do you feel?” The reply was, “How would you feel if you were 
riding on a rocket made up of 50,000 components, all purchased from the 
lowest bidder?”

What I propose for tonight is that we look at the current vogue of 
blaming building for our ills, either because it exists at all, or because 
it isn’t perfect.

Let us start with the basic element, the, “person.” Without doubt 
the most important building we do is building an individual. We are 
born absolutely helpless, and would stay that way until almost immediate 
death if it were not for the labors of medical people. We are then released 
to our parents. Without their labors in starting our education we would 
be but animals. Through our lives we are molded and built by lay teach­
ers, religious teachers, lodge brethren, friends, colleagues, the news 
media, politicians and many others. And yet, there is a growing segment 
of our population who advocate that children be allowed to build them­
selves or not be built, according to their own whim. This has always been, 
and now is, the feeling of teenagers. Only recently, however, has there 
been a substantial number of adults who believe that children should 
be allowed to form their own character and personality, in part because 
parental influence is not flawless. In truth when this is allowed to occur, 
either by design or neglect, children are still molded by others, most 
of whom do not furnish guidance as pure as their parents. Obviously 
self-reliance is one of the things that must be built, and individuality 
must be allowed to develop, but surely only the unthinking and the lazy 
advocate that a teenager should not be taught to know and respect the 
wisdom of the ages which our forefathers have discovered and perpetu­
ated by their sacrifices. Our masonic work teaches us that we hope to 
arrive at a state of perfection by a virtuous education, our own endeavors 
and the blessings of God. The building of a person requires these three 
elements, and it cannot be properly done by permitting a child to do what 
it wants to do when it wants to do it.

Progressing to our organized society, it has long been recognized 
that the, “family,” is the basic unit, and of course the marriage is the 
basis of the family. There can no longer be any doubt that the foremost 
cause of such problems as crime, drug use, delinquency and racial vio­
lence is the break down of the family unit. As early as 1954, a study in 
the State of Utah revealed that 57% of the inmates at the industrial

school had not more than one parent in the home. It is easy to find statis­
tics on legal divorce such as that one marriage in four in this country 
now ends in legal separation. But statistics fail to reveal the real heart­
break as does Louis Nizer in his book, My Life in Court, where he says:

“...Litigations between husband and wife exceed in bitter­
ness and hatred those of any other relationships...A man 
whose sense of honor may be punctilious and whose restraint 
under extreme provocation may be admirable, will unhesi­
tatingly insist on making charges against his wife which, 
even if true, would not be entertained by any decent man, 
particularly against the mother of his children. A woman who 
all her life has been kindly and gentle may turn so venge­
ful against her husband that she will write obscene and poi­
sonous letters to his friends...Either may disregard their 
children’s welfare by making them pawns in the battle, fil­
ling their ears with loathing for the other. There is no limit 
to the blazing hatred, the unquenchable vengefulness, the 
reckless abandonment of all standards of decent restraint, 
which a fierce matrimonial contest engenders.”

Divorces are only part of the problem. For every marriage that ends 
in divorce, there is probably another that fails to provide happy, con­
tented and secure surroundings for the parties to the marriage and the 
children. Obviously some of these marriages fail because of a mis-match, 
but more fail because the parties have not expended the necessary ef­
fort to build a marriage, and a marriage must be built like most good 
things. Only by acts of kindness, by consideration, by showing affec­
tion and by loyalty and patience can romantic love ripen into married 
love. These are the stones with which a marriage is built. Now there 
abounds in this land a new threat, under the guise of new freedom, of 
many who advocate that marriage itself is just a superstition of middle 
class morality. These people live together when they please. They have 
their old man or old woman, for the time being. Where the Victorian 
sought to have love without falling into sex, today’s free spirit seeks to 
have sex without falling into love. They glorify doing as they please and 
without labor and responsibility. They scorn laboring on the temple of 
marriage. The result is that they themselves are most miserable, and 
they leave behind a trail of unhappy adults, unhappy children, and a so­
ciety suffering from some of the throes of a moral recession.

And what of our, “nation,” the most complicated organized society 
of all times, should it now cease to build either morally or materially? 
Should we turn our backs on early Masons like Joseph Warren, Colonel 
William Prescott, John Hancock, Benjamin Franklin and George Wash­
ington? Should we forget that of the 128 general officers and regimental 
commanders at Valley Forge, 51 have been verified as members of the 
Masonic fraternity? We must not. We must remember that our theme 
is not the use of the temple, but the building of the temple. Our greatest 
satisfaction is in making things better, not in keeping them as they are. 
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In our national affairs, as in other affairs, there are innumerable prob­
lems which can only be solved by building, and innumerable opportun­
ities which can only be seized by building. The areas are limitless, but 
let us talk about ecology for the present, since this is an area where build­
ing is getting the blame. I certainly do not expect to spend much time on 
the problem itself, since you know, as well as I, the seriousness of our 
pollution. One personal reference, however, since I found it surprising. 
Last summer our family drove through eastern Canada and northeastern 
United States. From the time we left upper Michigan, to Quebec and back 
to Des Moines, Iowa, we never experienced a time when there was not 
some smog-city or country. Fishing was prohibited in the St. Lawrence 
River because of the mercury content and the noise level in all cities was 
terrific. Just the garbage dumps we saw staggered the imagination. 
We were not surprised to discover that an American family, on the aver­
age, discards some 80 pounds of garbage a week. In our country we pile 
up 3-1/2 million tons of rubbish each year. After the 57 day, 3270 mile 
voyage of Thor Hayerdahl’s papyrus boat, Ra II across the Atlantic, 
Navigator Norman Baker said: “We saw no sign of man-except his 
garbage and we saw that all the time.” The problem must be solved. 
The trouble is that I find a negative philosophy in dealing with the prob­
lem. I find that many people profess that they want to, “go back”-they 
really don’t. 150 years ago life was very brief. The life expectancy was 
38 years for males, and it was a hard 38 years. The work week was 72 
hours, and the average pay was $300.00-per year. The women had it 
worse. Their work week never ended. Part of their routine was helping 
care for the sick. Often these were the victims of cholera, yellow fever 
and typhoid, diseases rare in our country today-and this was in an age 
when the rivers and lakes were crystal clear. We must have a solution, 
but that solution will have to come through science and effort. Our people 
are not going to do without lights, heat, appliances, motor vehicles and 
the other things, the production of which, causes much of the pollution. 
Technological science must and will provide the answer if insisted upon. 
I picked up the May 28, 1971 issue of Science magazine the other day, 
and found articles on:

Nuclear Safety
Corporate Responsibility for Pollution 
Global Effect of Environmental Pollution
A Study on Carbon Monoxide in Rainwater
Residues of Mercury and Salt in Lake Trout

Obviously, with environmental protection, production is going to cost 
more and this will mean some less goods and services, but to take the 
advice of some and halt production, would be foolhardy. Vice Admiral 
Rickover testified before the Senate Committee on Appropriations dur­
ing the SST controversy. Like him I take no position, one way or the 
other, on whether it should have been financed or not. My reason may be 
different than his, however, since mine is that I don’t know enough about 
it, but, like him, I worry about our loss of confidence in science and build­
ing in science. At those hearings he stated in part:
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"Man, from the beginning of his evolution, has directed his 
actions toward transformation of the earth from its natural 
state to one more suitable for human habitation. Some be­
lieve that in light of past mistakes this goal must be com­
pletely renounced...

I would suggest, however, that in actual fact, and despite all 
its shortcomings, the world of 1971 is a much safer and pleas­
anter place for nearly all human beings than the world of 
10,000 BC.... ”

And so it is with other national problems. The solutions will come with 
building, and those who wish to split, or drop out, or freak out, or like 
we used to say, give up, are exceeded in their detriment only by those 
who wish to tear down. Each, since not part of the solution, must be 
classified as part of the problem.

Let us move on to the organized society with which we are particu­
larly concerned tonight, "Masonry." As in all ages of its existence, it 
is faced with its own problem of building and re-building. As ever, that 
problem consists principally of apathy from within and threat from 
without. This grand lodge communication, and the fact that there are 
about 640 Masons and their ladies here tonight is proof, if proof were 
needed, that Masons are by and large eager, enthusiastic and working. 
As Masons find the great truths attacked, they are becoming more ag­
gressive on behalf of the order. Nevertheless, there are exceptions. 
Masonic brothers have for generations experienced the joys of their 
fraternity-the friendships fostered, the charity dispensed, the lessons 
learned, the inspiration received and the degrees conferred. Because 
these have for so long existed, there are those who accept the benefits 
without accepting the corresponding duty to build and re-build. There 
are even those who through lassitude do not even bother to reap the 
benefits which are available for the taking. Perhaps all of us have at 
some time or another followed the old adage:

“Beware of the Worshipful Master
When through the room he’s peering
And never, never scratch your head
He’ll think you’re volunteering.”

The favorite parting remarks these days are “take care,” and, “survive.” 
These are certainly fitting good-bys, but it would be most refreshing to 
hear the word, “build” on one of these occasions, particularly when 
building not only encompasses survival and taking care, but goes that 
last step to encompass progress. I suppose that masonry has the repu­
tation of being a conservative organization, because Masons believe in 
eternal truths which are unchanging. In this respect Masonry is undoubt­
edly conservative; but Masonry is likewise progressive! In the extolling 
of building, we are extolling progress and change. True Masonic build­
ing must come from the individual lodge. The grand lodge may assist 
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and perhaps inspire, but if the building is not done in the individual 
lodge, it will never be done. As for threats from without, we have plenty, 
but Masonry is not now singled out as a target as it has been in the past. 
Many of you, I suppose, know the story of the little lodge in Batavia, 
New York. A traitor to Masonry, a man by the name of Morgan, dis­
appeared under strange circumstances. There was an unproven charge 
that this lodge was responsible, and it was hounded unmercifully. The 
story is told as follows by Masonic Historian Worshipful Brother Bede:

“In June of 1827, a year after the start of the anti-masonic 
movement, which nearly drove Freemasonry to the break­
ing point, this lodge publicly announced that it would attend 
church services on the anniversary of St. John the Baptist. 
When the day came, a hostile throng which had been esti­
mated to have numbered 12,000 had assembled in the little 
village of 1350 people. Some of the fearful brethren urged 
postponement--and their advice may have been good-but 
stalwart leaders decided that they could not afford to show 
fear or shame. Clothed in white gloves and aprons, the Breth­
ren of the little lodge, undoubtedly with cold shivers running 
up and down their spines, with a few goose pimples mixed 
in, marched to the church through the hostile throng, which 
opened to let them pass. There were many insulting words 
and an untoward act might have brought violence; but the 
Brethren reached the church-greatly relieved to get there 
safely-listened to a sermon by a preacher who feared only 
his God, and quietly returned to their lodge room and dis­
persed. Those Freemasons of Batavia may have been fool­
hardy. Their act may have fanned the flames of intolerance 
and bigotry, but they were men-red blooded men-brave 
men-fearless men-men who dared to stand against the 
storm until its fury was spent."

Our outside troubles today stem primarily from the revolt against all 
established institutions. We are not singled out now, and Masonry does 
not stand alone as it did in 1827, but the threat may be greater for that 
reason. Whatever the future, I hope we can all wear our Masonry proud­
ly, openly, with pride and dignity as did those valiant men of Batavia.

There are those who will say that in glorifying labor, work and build­
ing, Masonry is relegating its members to a humdrum and unhappy 
existence. Nothing could be further from the truth. Building and re­
building is the key to the internal glow which we call happiness. To the 
best of my recollection, I have never seen a happy person who did not 
like the work he or she is doing, or if retired, the work he or she has 
done. I am, of course, using the word, “work,” in its broad meaning 
of labor to build, and not just services performed for the reward 
of money. It may include the housewife, the lodge brother, the flower 
grower, and all others who labor for accomplishment. Even rats are 
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happier in accomplishment. In Canada, scientists working with labora­
tory rodents offered them the alternative of free food in a dish, or food 
obtained by pressing a lever. The rats were so enthusiastic about eating 
their food that they learned to push dishes of free food aside so that 
they could reach the lever. The researchers increased to ten the number 
of lever pushes required to get a portion of food before the rats decided 
it was just too much work, and went back to their free food dishes. Plain­
ly, rats prefer to earn their daily bread. I suppose we could also pick 
up another lesson here-it being not to overburden any one brother. 
This year an educated army of 816,000 are graduating from college 
campuses. For a number of reasons, many of them are going to try to 
find happiness without love of their work. Some will do so because work 
that they would love is not available, some will do so because large cor­
porations have often been unable to provide a feeling of accomplishment 
to a small cog in a big machine, and some will do so just because they 
do not like to work. For the first two, we hope that they will eventually 
find an identity in their work, and that whether they do or not, that 
they will, like us, find identity and meaningful work in Masonic lodges.

Ask any Mason; “Who built the temple?” He will reply; “King Solo­
mon and his followers.” We are entering upon a new era, with the stakes 
higher than just our happiness, when we must turn again to the inspir­
ation of the temple. While it was a great, magnificent structure, it was 
not an end in itself. The great Temple has, as all man made objects are 
destined to do, crumbled to the dust. The value of the Temple is for us 
to use it as our inspiration to build for the future.

And now, one final poem which I know will be most welcome:
I love a finished speaker
I really and truly do.
By finished, I don’t mean polished.
I just mean one who is through.

At 8:30 a.m. the Grand Lodge was called from refreshment 
to labor.
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M.'.W.'.Merle M. Hale, 54, presented the report of the 
Board of Trustees of The Masonic-Eastern Star Home for 
Children, which was adopted:

Most Worshipful Grand Master and Distinguished Guests:
Laughter, like gay ribbons

Drifts when children play,
And with its happy streamers

I bind this lovely day!
In behalf of the Board of Trustees, it is my pleasure to inform you 

about the activities of the Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children at 
Fremont. It is fully staffed, and may I add, with a dedicated personnel. 
Our children are all in good health and there are no serious problems. 
Our sincere thanks to the Superintendent and the House Parents.

This year has been little different from previous years. Our family 
now consists of 29 children. 22 boys and 7 girls. This includes two sets 
of twins.

Because there were only five girls in the Senior Girls Home, we 
closed this home last summer and moved these girls into the Junior 
Girls Home.

Our Homes have received generous donations from chapters, lodges, 
and many groups during the year. The Job’s Daughters and Rainbow 
donated money which was used for swimming suits and tickets. The 
country schools collect, repair, and paint toys for the Home. Girl Scouts 
bake and bring large boxes of cookies. Kenningston’s make mittens and 
slippers and donate towels, pillowcases and bedspreads.

In November two members from Owaissa Chapter came to the home 
and repaired the emblems at the entrance to the Home at no cost ex­
cept for materials used. The Universal Neon Sign Company of Omaha, 
contributed two signs with the names of the Homes thereon. They will 
identify our grounds in Fremont. We would like to thank all who have 
contributed any part in this good work.

Improvements and replacements are always under consideration at 
the home. This year we re-decorated and refurnished the Junior Girls 
Home. This is the third home in the past four years to be taken care of 
through our Worthy Grand Matron’s and Worthy Grand Patron’s pro­
jects. Also through these projects, the farm buildings have been re­
painted. This past winter has caused heavy damage to the trees so plans 
are being made to replace these through last years, “Project Pride.”

I thought maybe you might be interested in our childrens activities 
during this past year. All of them have a two weeks vacation in the sum­
mer. They either go to relatives or friends. One boy visited a relative 
in California last summer. He had earned almost enough money for his 
transportation and the relative took care of the rest. Martha Jane Dud- 
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den, P.G.M., and a former board member, had two of the senior girls 
in her home for two weeks. During the summer the children work in the 
morning while it is cool. They help with the housework, mow lawns, 
weed gardens, and work on their 4-H Projects. Their afternoons are 
spent swimming. Several of the Senior boys work, at a Furniture Store, 
Variety Store, Motel, A & W, and the Brestwood Restaurant. If they 
are unable to help at the home because of their work, they use some of 
their earnings to help buy their clothes. One bought a record player, 
but part of it always goes into a savings account. Many of the boys are 
Boy Scouts and Cub Scouts. Our Superintendent’s wife is an assistant 
Den Mother. The boys meet in her home, and many of the boys are from 
outside the circle. Some go to summer camps. At Camp Eagle a Boy 
Scout Camp, and Camp Calvin Crest a Church Camp. We also have fif­
teen taking piano lessons. Every home has one hour for study each night. 
The children receive complimentary tickets for the Shrine Circus, Pro­
fessional Basketball in Omaha and the Shrine Football Game in Lincoln. 
They all look forward to the Shrine Picnic at Peony Park in the fall. 
At Christmas time gifts and money are received from the Masters & 
Wardens Club, Butternut and Eastern Star Chapters. Each home has a 
Christmas program. Their packages are opened here so the donors will 
be sure to receive a "thank you” note from them. Punch, coffee 
and cookies are served to their guests. Each child goes home or to a rela­
tive for Christmas vacation. Usually they are gone one and one half 
weeks. The Home gives each child $4.00 to use for gifts for whomever 
they are spending Christmas with. This year the Junior Girls House Par­
ents took their vacation at Christmas time, going to Colorado and taking 
one of the older girls with them paying all of her expenses. Easter and 
Thanksgiving are spent with their families also.

One activity that our children have that involves almost all of the 
youngsters 9 years old and above is our 4-H Club. Until this year we have 
had both calves and sheep as projects. We will not have sheep this year 
because of the persistent efforts of some wild dogs that killed most of 
our sheep.

Each year interested individuals, Lodges, Chapters, Shrine Clubs 
contribute the animals that then become the children’s projects. One or 
two children are assigned to an animal which then becomes their respon­
sibility. They have to train the animal to lead so that it may be shown at 
the fairs, it also takes a lot of washing and trimming to get the animal 
ready to show. We attend two fairs each year, the Fremont 4-H Fair and 
the Dodge County Fair. Shortly after attending the Fairs we have an 
Achievement Day where we invite anyone interested to come and view 
the animals and the awards they receive. After that the calves are sold. 
The cost of the feed is deducted from the sale price and the remainder 
is placed in the child’s savings account.

Each fall the Club holds a Chili Feed in order to make money to oper­
ate the Club. Home made chili and chicken noodle soup is served with 
all the trimmings. This is the final project of the 4-H year.
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Mr. Howard Cozad of Schuyler is the owner of a large Variety Store. 
Each summer he asks the children there for the day. After a swimming 
party he gives each child $4.00 to spend in his store. Can you imagine 
25 to 30 children loose in a store with $4.00 to spend? After they have 
made their purchases, a picnic supper is served by the local Lodge and 
Chapter.

We have had wonderful cooperation from the Professional People. 
Schools and the school counselors. The business places generally give 
a 10 to 15% discount on merchandise purchased for the home.

On Sunday the children go to the church of their choice which in­
cludes Methodist, Presbyterian, Christian, Lutheran and Catholic.

We are happy to report that for the most part we were able to operate 
the Home this past year within the budget adopted a year previously. 
We are constantly faced, however, with the struggle all such homes are 
having, solving the problem of inflation and the cost-of-living increase. 
Fortunately the income from parents and guardians to assist in the sup­
port of our boys and girls has increased slightly over the past several 
years. We are extremely pleased to report that income from investments 
in our Endowment Fund has been on the increase for several years. 
Right now the income from investments will supply about 25% of our 
financial needs. For the past two years our financial asking from the 
Grand Lodge and the Grand Chapter has been slightly less than the year 
before, although our overall budget has increased some. Our Finance 
Committee works constantly in an effort to keep our expenditures to a 
minimum. This past year we were obliged to install a fire alarm system 
in the Senior Boy’s Home and Junior Girl’s Home on the recommendation 
of the State Fire Marshal at a total cost of $8,291.56. If we had not done 
so, our license to operate the Home was in jeopardy.

We are pleased to report that during the past year our Home has 
been remembered as a beneficiary in the estates of several deceased 
brothers and sisters who were members of both Grand bodies. The num­
ber of such gifts has been on the increase, for which we are eternally 
grateful.

The Board of Trustees was saddened when .Judge Wilfred Nuern- 
berger of Lincoln, found it necessary to resign this year. His service to 
the Home has been of much value and his wise counsel is beyond compare.

To Fred and the Board of Trustees: It is said that within the heart 
of each of us there is a desire to do good, to share, to build, and to leave 
the world a little better. After working with you another year I am sure 
all of you are living up to this description. Thank you so much for the 
devotion you have shown.

Most Worshipful Grand Master, it has been a pleasure to attend your 
Annual Session and to bring you greetings and this report from the Ma­
sonic-Eastern Star Childrens Home.

M.'.W.’.Herbert A. Ronin, 210, Chairman, presented the 
report of the Masonic Service Association, which was adopted:

Most Worshipful Grand Master and Brethren:
The Masonic Service Association serviced the Grand Masters' Con­

ference held in Washington, D.C. during the week of February 22, 1971, 
and also our Association held its Annual Meeting which was attended 
by the Grand Masters of the 43 Grand Lodges who are members of the 
Masonic Service Association. Our Grand Master, John H. Brown, served 
on the Foreign Relief Committee, whose report was adopted by the As­
sociation. Our Grand Senior Warden, R.'.W.'.Howard J. Hunter, and 
our Grand Secretary, M.'.W.’.Norris W. Lallman were also in attend­
ance at our Annual Meeting.

Nebraska is a member of the Masonic Service Association and 
through it our lodges receive the monthly short talk bulletins which con­
tinue to receive appreciative comments from readers from around the 
world. Various digest and publications were issued by the Association 
including a comprehensive list of Masonic Periodicals, a list of the oldest 
living Freemasons in the U. S. in point of membership. The oldest living 
Master Mason is Brother John A. Walker of Port Arthur, Ontario, 
Canada who become a Master Mason on April 15, 1890. A list of 265 
Masonic Research Lodges in our Grand Jurisdictions was also printed 
together with the name and address of each of their secretaries, as well 
as those in other countries. Nebraska of course does not have any re­
search lodges.

At the request of the 1971 Grand Masters' Conference our Associa­
tion is surveying all of the Masonic Education programs that we have in 
the U. S., and will analyze and make comparisons of the same, with the 
objective that knowledge of the educational programs in other Grand 
Jurisdictions may give impetus to suggested improvements.

The Hospital Visitation Program of our Association has existed since 
1944, and has been stepped up recently because of the Vietnam War. 
Today we have 88 Field Agents Serving 90 of the 160 Veteran Hospitals 
in the U. S. There are 33 Grand Jurisdictions who participate in the Hos­
pitalization Program. Nebraska does not belong to the M.S.A. Hospital 
Program. The need is increasingly great. Our Hospitalized veterans need 
this Masonic Service and we are not realizing this opportunity for ser­
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vice. We have an excellent rating with the Veterans Administration and 
are recognized as a skilled Voluntary Service Organization. DeMolay 
Boys have been taking part as volunteers in this program for many years, 
especially as escorts to wheel patients to chapel services on Sunday 
mornings. They serve under the direction of our Field Agents and the 
Veterans enjoy the young hospital visitors.

The passage of the Resolution yesterday by our Grand Lodge that we 
seriously consider the advisability of participation in the Hospital Visi­
tation Program of the M.S.A. is most encouraging. This is not an ex­
pensive program. We had $350.00 in the Budget last year for training 
some Nebraska Mason to undergo training under a Field Agent in a 
M.S.A. Hospital as in Des Moines, Iowa. None of this money was spent.

I recommend the appropriation of another $350.00 which can only 
be expended under the express approval of the Grand Master. This sum 
to be employed in funding the necessary expenses in implementing the 
Resolution enacted yeaterday. There is an increasing amount of interest 
in such a program of service in Nebraska, and one of our very fine, re­
tired brother Veteran Masons expressed a desire to me yesterday that 
he would like to be a Hospital Field Agent. The M.S.A. office and field 
agents would be pleased to discuss the feasibility of initiating such a 
program in Nebraska.

“To help, aid, and assist” a worthy brother is the purpose of this 
great program of service and the projected extension of performing our 
Masonic teachings. I hope that in the near future that such a program 
can be initiated in Nebraska, which is now being so enthusiastically car­
ried on in the majority of our neighboring states.

The report of the Committee on Public Relations was given 
by M.'.W.'.Norris W. Lallman, Grand Secretary, in the ab­
sence of the Chairman, John S. Savage. Report was adopted:

During the past year, the Public Relations Committee has carried 
out its designated assignment of preparing and releasing information 
on the activities of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska to the news and elec­
tronic media and to the wire services of the state.

In addition to the usual news releases regarding dedication cere­
monies, area meetings by the committee on Masonic Education and other 
activities of the Grand Lodge we also released information about the 
activities of the Grand York Rite and Scottish Rite bodies.

The announcement of this 114th Annual Communication was given 
state-wide coverage two weeks ago and information has been obtained 
and ready for release today regarding the election and appointments 
of Grand Lodge Officers for 1971-72.

This committee respectfully requests better cooperation from the 
secretaries of Masonic Lodges in Nebraska in reporting activities for 
publication during the coming year.

The chairman also wishes to express appreciation for the valuable 
help from W.'.Joe H. Hartley, 54, in mailing out releases for this meeting.
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W.'.Sebert A. Stover, 281, Chairman, presented the Re­
port on Returns, which was adopted:

Your Committee on Returns respectfully submits the following 
report.

The Committee has examined the Monthly and Annual Returns of 
the 258 subordinate Lodges for the 1970 and find that in general, these 
reports are satisfactorily prepared by the Lodge Secretaries.

While checking these Monthly Reports and Annual Returns, we 
find the following omission errors:

42 Lodges failed to apply their Official Seal imprint on An­
nual Returns.
10 Lodges did not show the name of their Jordan Medal Num­
ber and date of presentation.
There were many Lodges filing incomplete reports causing 
much correspondence in maintaining up-to-date records.
Many corrections on Monthly Reports are being caused to 
be made bv the Grand Secretary’s Office which could be a- 
voided by Local Lodges compiling their reports in com­
pliance with instructions furnished.
We find cases of lateness in Lodges submitting their reports 
on schedule and in one particular instance, one Lodge had not 
filed a Monthly report since last June.

It is the suggestion of the Committee that Lodge Secretaries care­
fully review the instructions of the Grand Lodge Secretary in compiling 
these Monthly and Annual Returns before mailing and that they are 
mailed on schedule. That the Monthly Progress report be kept up to date 
in each Lodge which will enable them to file a correct report.

With very few exceptions, the Committee wishes to commend the 
Lodge Secretaries for their diligence in compiling their Monthly and 
Annual Reports to the Grand Secretary’s Office.

We also wish to commend the Grand Secretary and his efficient staff 
for the excellent manner in which these records are maintained and the 
courteous cooperation extended the Committee while checking these 
returns.
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W.’.Harry M. Green, 25, Chairman, presented the Report 
on Charters and Dispensations, which was adopted:

Your Committee on Charters & Dispensations submits the following 
report to the 114th Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge Ancient 
Free & Accepted Masons of Nebraska for its consideration and approval.

The following named Lodges of their own free will and accord voted 
for consolidation and were accepted as follows:

Alexander Lodge No. 74 voted for consolidation with Hebron Lodge 
No. 43 at Hebron and was accepted.

Pythagoras Lodge No. 156 voted for consolidation with Diamond 
Lodge No. 291 at Orchard and was accepted.

Grace Lodge No. 226 voted for consolidation with .Jachin Lodge No. 
146 at Holdrege and was accepted.

We concur with the Grand Master in his approval of the consolida­
tions of the above named Lodges as it is for the good of Masonry.

The following named Lodges which were cited to appear before our 
Committee for violations of the Grand Lodge Law, Sec. 2-514 having 
failed to be represented at the last two consecutive Annual Grand Lodge 
Communications, the 112 & 113th, appeared and were represented as 
follows:

Mount Nebo Lodge No. 125, Genoa, Nebraska. Worshipful Master 
Clarence Christensen, Senior Warden David F. Olson & Junior Warden 
Vern Hugenbuck appeared and gave a satisfactory explanation.

Porter Lodge No. 106, Loup City, Nebraska. Worshipful Master 
Carl E. Diers appeared and gave a satisfactory explanation.

Siloam Lodge No. 147, Stuart, Nebraska. Past Master Ora Yarges 
appeared as proxy for the Worshipful Master, Brother Charles Mulford 
appeared as a proxy for the Senior Warden. Satisfactory explanation 
was given.

Tyrian Lodge No. 243, Oak, Nebraska. Worshipful Master Robert
E. Montgomery wrote a letter explaining extenuating circumstances 
and why it was impossible for anyone to be in attendance at the last 
Grand Lodge 112th & 113th Annual Communications. This committee 
recommends that any further action be held in abeyance while the Grand 
Secretary is trying to work out a satisfactory solution by a possible 
consolidation.

R.'.W.’.Howard J. Hunter, 59, Chairman, presented the 
Report on Masonic Education which was adopted:

We planned for eleven Area Meetings throughout the state in this 
Masonic year and for the first time in many years we had to cancel a 
meeting in the spring, that of Fremont on March 19, 1971, because of a 
blizzard that had blocked the roads in the area. With this exception, we 
had some excellent Area Meetings that were well attended and well 
represented by both subordinate lodges and officers of the Grand Lodge.

We started out early in September with meetings at Wayne and 
O’Neill. In the middle of the month of October we went to North Platte 
and Scottsbluff and on October 30th and 31st we had meetings at Super­
ior and Kearney. In the spring we had an excellent meeting hosted by 
Lancaster Lodge #54 at Lincoln on March 27, and on April 2nd at York, 
April 3rd at Beatrice and at Omaha on April 10th where Nebraska Lodge 
# 1 was the host lodge, this being the lodge of our Grand Master.

We had fine participation from the representatives of the various 
Lodges in our meetings as we discussed problems and the members 
brought up questions that were of interest to their particular lodges and 
to Masonry generally. We attribute much of the success of these meet­
ings to faithful attendance of Grand Lodge Officers, Committeemen 
and their wives. We especially encourage the attendance of the ladies 
with their husbands at these meetings. The host lodge ladies have been 
very cooperative in making the ladies from the guest lodges and from the 
Grand Lodge and its committees welcome while their husbands attended 
our meeting after which we all joined together for the dinner at 6:15 
p.m. to hear the message of the Grand Master. Our Grand Master John 
H. Brown had the ability to bring us some especially fine addresses that 
were informative and timely. We always conclude these dinners at an 
early hour so the brethren and the ladies can visit or start for home 
quickly if they have some distance to travel. We are certain these Area 
Meetings keep our lodge officers and the Grand Lodge officers in har­
mony and aware of current trends and problems as these occasions give 
the local officers an informal and unhurried opportunity to meet and 
ask questions of their Grand Lodge officers.

On April 30th to May 1st we hosted the Midwest Conference on Ma­
sonic Education at its 22nd annual conference at Omaha. This was the
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first trip of the Conference to Nebraska. It originated in Cedar Rapids, 
Iowa, and we consider the wonderful Iowa Grand Lodge Library there 
as home of the Conference. Iowa has been generous to us. Our Grand 
Master greeted our visitors from the twelve grand jurisdictions which 
constitute the Midwest Conference. The Nebraska Education Com­
mittee took care of the details and arrangements of the meeting. There 
were over fifty registered delegates and about thirty ladies attending 
the dinner. M.’.W.’.H Dwight McAlister of South Carolina, Grand Sec­
retary and Past Grand Master, gave the keynote address of the meeting 
and also spoke at the dinner. Our Committeeman Lewis R. Ricketts 
was a member of the Program Committee. The Grand Master, Grand 
Secretary and all of our Nebraska Education Committeemen and their 
ladies were out in force and with the Grand Secretary’s assistance 
handled the administration of the meeting. The Nebraska ladies hosted 
a brunch for the visiting ladies and took them on trips to points of in­
terest in the Omaha vicinity. Next year’s meeting of this Conference will 
be in Ohio. This Conference is the pioneer of Educational conferences 
in America and keeps its members abreast of the times. It is invaluable 
in its benefits.

We are planning ten Area Meetings for next year, six in the fall and 
four in the spring.

On the basis of 41,740 members on the rolls as of Decem­
ber 31, 1970 this averages out to just over 5<t per member.

We had a request for assistance from the Masonic Relief Association 
of St. Louis and it appeared that the individual was using the name 
of a Nebraska Lodge member. However, it may have been only that 
the initials were confused. The thing that we suggest to any lodge is 
that you be sure that you have a legitimate member before granting 
assistance. A file is maintained of those posing as members and if you 
have any question please contact the Grand Lodge office before grant­
ing assistance.

We commend each individual lodge for the fact that they have cared 
for their own this past year without assistance from the Committee on 
Masonic Relief. However, do not hesitate to call upon us if you have 
any question or need help.

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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON JURISPRUDENCE

M.’.W.’.Hugh W. Eisenhart, 150, Chairman, presented the 
report of the Committee on Jurisprudence, which was adopted 
section by section, then as a whole:

DECISIONS
The action of the Jurisprudence Committee was to approve Decision 

Nos. 1,2,3, 4 and 6, and I presume, M.'.WJ. Sir, as has been the practice 
in the past, that I would move for action by the Grand Lodge on each one 
of these decisions and then at the conclusion on the section as a whole. 
I move that:
Decision No. 1 be approved. Carried. 
Decision No. 2 be approved. Carried. 
Decision No. 3 be approved. Carried. 
Decision No. 4 be approved. Carried. 
Decision No. 6 be approved. Carried.

It is the action of the Jurisprudence Committee that Decision No. 
5 be disapproved, because we feel that the facts indicate a non-compli­
ance with Masonic Law. Motion carried.

DISPENSATIONS
We approve Dispensation No. 1. Carried.
We disapproved No. 2, and point out that the Grand Master can only 

grant Special Dispensation under Article 10 of our Constitution, for the 
holding of election of Officers at times other than the regular periods 
and that other business can not be taken up at other than a regular com­
munication. No. 3 and 4 were approved. Carried.

RECOMMENDATIONS
Beginning on page 25 of the Grand Master’s address.
The Committee is sympathetic to the feelings expressed by the Grand 

Master in Recommendation No. 1 concerning proxies, but disapproved 
the recommendation because it is contrary to and in violation of both 
articles 2 and 13 of the Grand Lodge Constitution, which provides the 
only way our Constitution may be amended.

No. 2. The Committee approved the same, feeling that such name as 
will reflect the duties and services of our Assistant Grand Custodians 
should be encouraged and approved the recommendation adding that 
Section 1-202 should be amended accordingly.

BY-LAWS
The Jurisprudence Committee approved the action of the Grand 

Master regarding the By-laws submitted and indicated that it wishes 
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to call to the attention of the Brethren Section 2-206, requiring that the 
name of the chartered lodge must be approved by the Grand Lodge and 
we therefore recommend that as a part of the approval of the Grand 
Master’s action, recommend the Specific approval of the change of the 
name of Emmet Crawford No. 148 to Custer No. 148.

SPECIAL COMMITTEE ON REVISION OF BY-LAWS
This Special Committee was created out of an approved recommen­

dation made by the Grand Master at the Communication of the Grand 
Lodge last year. As follows: I recommend that the Grand Lodge author­
ize the issuance of a new bound volume of the Constitution and By­
laws of the Grand Lodge, codified to date, including current decisions 
and annotations, and that the incoming Grand Master be authorized to 
expedite such publication through the Codification of the Law Committee 
and the Grand Secretary’s office in consultation with the Jurisprudence 
Committee.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON 
CODIFICATION OF THE LAW

W.'.Bernard T. Pipher, Chairman gave the report which 
was adopted:

Your Committee on Codification of the Law submit its report and 
recommends amendment to the By-laws of the Grand Lodge, A.'.F.’. 
& A.’.M.'. of Nebraska as follows:

That Section 1-202-Grand Custodian be amended by deleting the 
words "Assistant Custodians” or "Assistant Custodians Emeriti” where- 
ever the same now appear in said section of the code and substituting 
in place thereof the words "Deputy Grand Custodians” or "Deputy 
Grand Custodians Emeriti” respectively, and in all other respects that 
said section remain unchanged.

The approved decisions of the Grand Master should be placed as 
annotations to the proper sections of the By-laws of this Grand Lodge, 
so far as the same are not repetitive of already annotated decisions.
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M.’.W.'.John H. Brown, Grand Master:

Seal of the Grand Lodge of the State of Pennsylvania, Ashby B. Paul, 
Grand Secretary of Pennsylvaia, presented this to me, and on the back 
side, it says, “Hiram P. Ball” and around that it says, R.’.W.'.

Now as Past Grand 
Master, you are to be decorated with another apron, one which specific­
ally designates you as a Past Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Ne­
braska. But I know that you recognize the fact that in all of these three 
aprons, each one in turn stands for the same thing, purity of life and rec­
titude of conduct. I know that as you wear this apron as a Past Grand 
Master, you will do so proudly and with the intent of fulfilling those 
things which were expressed to you when you received your first apron 
as an Entered Apprentice Mason. I am delighted to have this privilege 
of clothing you with this apron, John. You will probably tie it like the 
rest of us after I get out of here but for the time being, you wear it this 
way. God Bless you, we welcome you into the ranks of Past Grand 
Masters.

You know I just really got used to 
having the brethren stand when I was introduced, and then to have you 
make so many kind remarks about me, it could sort of get a person a 
little bit up tight.

Ruth and I have 
enjoyed every minute of it, because we like people. This has been a very 
fine opportunity for us to go about the state and get acquainted with 
people we think are the salt of the earth.

I don’t know any other way to express my gratitude and my true 
feelings. I want to congratulate you, M.'.W.'. Grand Master, and all of 
your Grand Lodge Officers, and I want to congratulate M.'.W.'. Brother 
John for the fine job of installing. I wish to thank all my Grand Lodge 
Officers for all the help they have given me during the year and yes, 
the fun we had in doing it. Thank you.

Grand Chaplain, the Grand Lodge was closed in ample form.

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MASONIC CALENDAR
Ancient Craft Masons commence their era with the creation of the 

world, calling it Anno Lucis (A.’.L.’.l “In the year of light.” •
Royal Arch Masons date from the year the second temple was com­

menced by Zerubbabel, Anno Inventionis (A.’.I.’.) “In the year of the 
Discovery.”

Royal and Select Masters date from the year in which the Temple 
of Solomon was completed, Anno Depositionis (A.'.Dep.’.) “In the year 
of the deposit.”

Knight Templar commence their era with the organization of the 
order. Anno Ordinis, (A.’.O.’.) “In the year of the Order.”

Order of High Priesthood dates from the year of the blessing of 
Abraham by the High Priest Melchizedek, Anno Beneficio, (A.'.Beo.'.) 
“In the year of the blessing.”

Scottish Rite, same as Ancient Craft, except the Jewish chronology 
is used, Anno Mundi, (A. .M.J.) “In the year of the world.”

RULES FOR MASONIC DATES
Ancient Craft Masons — Add 4,000 years to the current year, thus: 

1971 and 4,000 - 5971.
Royal Arch Masons — Add 530 to the current year, thus: 1971 and 

530 - 2499.
Royal and Select Masters — Add 1,000 years to current year, thus: 

1971 and 1,000 - 2971.
Knights Templar — From the Christian era take 1,118; thus 1,118 

from 1971 - 851.
Order of High Priesthood — To the Christian era add 1913, the year 

of the blessing, thus 1971 — 3880.
Scottish Rite — Add 3,760 to the current year; thus 1971 and 3,760 — 

5729.
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THE ROLL OF ASSISTANT CUSTODIANS AND 
DATE OF APPOINTMENT

The first reference providing for an “Assistant Custodian,” was 
made in 1869.

In 1870 the “Committee on Work” recommended the establishment 
of five districts and the appointment of an equal number of brethren, 
these together with the Grand Lecturer to constitute a “Board of 
Custodians” to serve for five years. From that time until now, there 
have been appointed assistant custodians. It is the purpose here to 
list all that have at any time served the Grand Lodge. They are listed 
in terms of first appointment. The number following each name repre­
sents the lodge of which each was or is a member.

Note: From 1880 until 1910, there were no recorded appointments 
of brethren to serve as assistants to the Grand Custodian. In 1910 
Brother Robert E. French did hold special meetings to examine and 
instruct brethren who were willing to become “assistants” in the work. 
Thirteen brethren were nominated and approved for appointment as 
assistants. After 1917 these brethren were generally referred to as 
“assistant custodians”. In 1925 the designation was “Deputy Cus­
todians”. The following brethren appeared in the records as “assistant 
custodians” or at times as “Deputy Custodians.”
