GRAND MASTER’S HUMANITARIAN AWARD

directors for local hospitals, nursing homes, financial institutions, or founda­
tions; he could have been a volunteer for such charitable organizations as the 
Y, United Way, Scouting, or similar organizations. He could have been involved 
in such service organizations as Lions, Sertoma, Kiwanis, Rotary, Optimists, 
and so forth. But lastly, he must have been active in the Masonic fraternity. In 
other words, these are the Masons that make the difference within their commu­
nity. These awards are presented to them in their local community, and the entire 
community is invited to be present, particularly those organizations with which 
they have been involved. This year it was our pleasure to present this award to 
Most Worshipful Brother Harry A. Spencer of Bee Hive Lodge No. 184, Omaha 
and North Star Lodge No. 227, Lincoln.

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GRAND ORATION
Philip A. Lorenzen, 10 & 327

Most Worshipful Grand Master Rittenburg, Most Worshipful Past Grand Mas­
ters and visiting Grand Masters, other visiting Masonic dignitaries, Ladies, 
friends, Brethren:

Most Worshipful Grand Master Rittenburg, Most Worshipful Judge Spencer, 
other Past Grand Masters, visiting Grand Masters and other Masonic Dignitar­
ies, Ladies, Brethren, friends. I would like to take a few minutes this morning 
to reflect a bit over the past year and to look quickly to the future.
Grand Master Jerry, I have admired your dedication to Masonry for a long while. 
I recall the quality of your efforts through your various Grand Lodge Offices 
and have considered it a privilege to have served with you as a Grand Lodge 
Officer and especially to have been of service to you as Grand Orator this past 
year. On behalf of all of your Grand Lodge Officers, and on behalf of all 
Nebraska Masons, we thank you for your leadership.
You all have noted in your program that I am to deliver a grand oration to this 
Grand Lodge Communication. I would like for all of you to pen in two changes 
in your program. First let the record show that the grand oration was delivered 
this morning by Most Worshipful Judge Spencer. Second, note that what 1 am 
about to present to you are "remarks". Judge Spencer, you are an inspiration to 
us all. The presentation you have made today to this communication speaks to 
all of us as to the true value and meaning of the Masonic Fraternity. You have 
served long and well and continued to give generously with your time. For this 
Judge Spencer I and all of us salute you. We should all strive to emulate the 
manner in which you have served our fraternity. You are indeed to be honored 
and to receive the thanks of all of us for all that you have done for Masonry.
As we reflect during this Grand Lodge Communication over the events of the 
past year, several accomplishments vividly stand out.
To be sure that they are not brushed over too lightly, I do want to call attention 
to several major accomplishments this past year that I feel are particularly 
noteworthy. Let the record show that you have worked very industriously on 
increasing membership; you have pursued an aggressive visitation schedule; you 
have laid several cornerstones, among them three cornerstones for the Omaha 
Home for Boys, a cornerstone for the Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children, 
a cornerstone for the Edgerton Building in Aurora and a cornerstone for the 
Methodist Church in Silver Creek.
But to me the accomplishment that I believe will have the longest term and most 
positive impact is that of your project of the Masonic All-Star Marching Band. 
For years, we have witnessed the good work of the Shriners and the positive 
effects of the annual Shrine Bowl Game. But what’s a football game without a 
band? Grand Master Jerry, we commend you for taking that challenge and 
proceeding in a most successful way to create a learning opportunity for a 
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broader spectrum of youth and another way for Masons and local Lodges to be 
of service to their community and to their fellow creatures. We applaud you for 
your insight and for your leadership in making the All-Star Marching Band a 
great success.
I’ve long been an observer, as we all have been, of an ongoing and ever 
developing series of concepts and ideas, perhaps best termed philosophical 
concepts which we see applied to businesses and applied to other organizations. 
You will recall W. Clement Stone of Combined Insurance Co. and his motto 
"What the mind of man can conceive and believe, he can achieve".

And, our Masonic brother Dr. Norman Vincent Peale and the Power of Positive 
Imaging...a positive mental attitude..a concept others have referred to as PMA. 

Noted business author Demming defined the quality process with its mission 
statement, identification of goals and the concept that all work is a process. That 
organizations could operate with zero defects. If any of you have made a 
purchase from Mrs. B’s Nebraska Furniture Mart, you have seen the application 
of the quality process.
Some of you may have participated in the process of strategic planning as a 
means to encourage looking long term...to look beyond ourselves in the planning 
process and in working for success in an organization or a program.
Some organizations are now engaging in the process of visioning.
Joel Barker is a nationally recognized consultant and author who has clearly 
identified the visioning process. Some of you might recall last year the Joel 
Barker video presentation we viewed at one of the Grand Lodge workshops 
entitled "Paradigm Pioneers". We can talk about Paradigms on another occasion. 
1 personally think we have beat that concept up over time. In any event, Joel 
Barker has also created excellent presentations on visioning.
Visioning in its elementary terms, if I may take some liberty in definition, is 
perhaps most simply stated as having a dream or a vision. By focusing on that 
vision we may gain the tools, the drive, and the power to reach that dream — 
that vision.
I might stop here to set the record straight, I’m not being "critical" of the 
processes and concepts 1 have just outlined. I believe in all of those concepts 
very strongly. I have touched upon each of the foregoing concepts to examine 
with you what I see as a common thread between all of those concepts.
As we look back at some of the cornerstones we had the privilege of laying last 
year I think about the vision that each represented.
The cornerstone at the Silver Creek Methodist Church represented the achieve­
ment of that congregation’s vision that it could rise up from the tragedy of a fire 
that destroyed the old church building and, by keeping focused on its vision, 
reconstruct and rededicate a new building so the congregation could continue 
God’s work.
1 hope many of you have or will take the opportunity to visit the Edgerton 
Educational Center in Aurora where we set a cornerstone last summer. Doctor 
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Harold Edgerton a noted scholar, scientist and inventor who grew up in Aurora, 
and who was a brother Mason, took the tool of the strobe light and through his 
vision was able to develop stop action photography and to develop stroboscopic 
applications of photography to enable the gathering of military intelligence 
helping to bring World War II to a more rapid conclusion in Europe.

The cornerstones for the Omaha Home for Boys and the cornerstone for our 
Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children in Fremont reflect a vision of helping 
young men and young women to equip themselves to be constructive and 
productive citizens able to identify their own vision or dream for the future.
Grand Master Jerry’s vision of a Masonic All-Star Marching Band resulted in 
just under 100 young musicians participating in a several day adventure in 
Lincoln, culminating in marching and playing in the Shrine Bowl Parade and in 
performing at the Shrine Bowl half-time presentation.
Ladies and Gentlemen, I submit to you that Masons have always been dreamers, 
that Masons have generally had a positive mental attitude, that Masons are 
visionary and perhaps most importantly we Masons acknowledge and profess a 
belief in a power greater than ourselves. We believe in God and recognize the 
enabling power God brings to our lives.
As we engage in this 139th Grand Lodge Communication, let us continue to 
celebrate the successes and joys resulting from the achievements of the Grand 
Lodge and the achievements of each of our subordinate Lodges. Most impor­
tantly, 1 challenge each of you and each of your Lodges to create a dream, to 
create a vision of the future, and to work to be all each of us can be as Masons 
and as individuals.
Never let a day pass without applying the lessons we have learned as Masons to 
our daily lives and to our relationships with everyone with whom we come in 
contact. In so doing, it is my belief that we lift up for everyone to see the caring, 
energetic, visionary people we each ought to intend to be and in so doing 
continue to advance Masonic ideals and the health and strength of this great 
fraternity.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON BUSINESS AND RULES
Reginald S. Kuhn, 19

The business of an Annual Communication shall be conducted in accordance 
with the provisions of Part I of the Constitution and Bylaws of the Grand Drdge 
A.’.F.’. & A.’. M.’. of Nebraska, as amended. The order of business shall be as 
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shown in the printed program for the Communication, or as may be revised by 
the Grand Master to expedite the business and procedure of the Grand Lodge. 
The Committee further recommends:
1. The Grand Master shall appoint a brother to serve as Parliamentarian of the 
Annual Communication. The Parliamentarian need not be a member of the 
Jurisprudence Committee. It shall be the duty of the Parliamentarian to advise 
and consult the Grand Master regarding procedures.
2. Committee Reports shall be given by the Chairman or designated member 
from the East unless otherwise directed by the Grand Master.
3. Amendments which have been brought to the floor for ballot: one of the 
signers of an amendment shall state the position of the signers prior to the ballot.
4. Officers speaking on any motion, resolution, committee report or other matter 
may speak from the East. Members of the Grand Lodge may then speak from 
the main floor at a microphone near the altar or as directed by the officer 
presiding. Time permitting, other members of Nebraska lodges may speak to 
the issue. Prior to speaking, each brother shall be recognized by the officer 
presiding and shall state his name and lodge before addressing the Grand Lodge.
5. No brother shall speak more than twice on any motion, resolution, committee 
report or other matter unless special permission is granted by the officer 
presiding. Members shall be recognized to speak in the order they rise unless 
the officer presiding shall otherwise direct. If more than one brother rises at 
approximately the same time, the officer presiding shall direct the order of 
speaking.
6. Time limits on speaking shall not be imposed unless the officer presiding 
shall announce time limits in order to expedite the business of the Annual 
Communication. Upon announcement, the officer presiding shall enforce the 
stated limits.

7. When the Grand Lodge is passing upon the decisions and formal recommen­
dations of the Grand Master, the Grand Master shall first announce his position. 
The Chairman of the Jurisprudence Committee will announce the position of 
the Committee. Discussion will then be permitted with the Grand Master 
permitted to speak. Members of the Grand Lodge shall then be permitted to 
speak to the issue. Time permitting, other members of Nebraska lodges may 
speak after which a vote will be taken.

8. When the voting method is not prescribed by the Constitution and Bylaws, 
it shall be by the usual sign of a Mason while voting. The Grand Master, or other 
officer presiding, may prescribe voting by secret ballot or other method at his 
discretion.
9. Questions of procedure not provided for in the Constitution, Bylaws, or these 
rules, shall be determined by the Grand Master.
The report was adopted by vote of the delegates assembled.

R.’.W.’. Reginald S. Kuhn moved to approve the printed proceedings of the 
138th Annual Communication. The motion was seconded and passed.

NECROLOGY
John F. Dale, 126

We come this morning to remember and to celebrate and to give thanks for those 
of our brethren, and for members of their families, whose earthly work is ended 
and who have taken their places in that house not made with hands, eternal in 
the heavens.

What we do now is both very contemporary and very ancient. From time 
immemorial people have so honored their cherished dead. It was about two 
hundred years before the time of Christ that a Jewish man of wisdom, probably 
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living in or near Jerusalem, composed a book which has come down to us as 
The Wisdom of Jesus, the Son or Sirach or, by its Latin name Ecclesiasticus, 
The Church Book. In the forty-fourth chapter of that writing we read:

Let us now sing the praises of famous men,
the heroes of our nation’s history, 
through whom the Lord established his renown, 
and revealed his majesty in each succeeding age. 
Some held sway over kingdoms

Some were endowed with wealth and strength 
living peacefully in their homes.
A ll these won fame in their own generation
and were the pride of their times.
Some there are who have left a name behind them
to be commemorated in story.
There are others who are unremembered;
they are dead, and it is as though they had never existed, 
as though they had never been born 
or left children to succeed them.
Not so our forefathers; they were men of loyalty, 
whose good deeds have never been forgotten.
Their prosperity is handed on to their descendants, 
and their inheritance to future generations.
Thanks to them their children are within the covenants —
the whole race of their descendants.
Their line will endure for all time,
and their fame will never be blotted out.
Their bodies are buried in peace,
but their name lives forever.
Nations will recount their wisdom,
and God’s people will sing their praises.

How fresh that sounds — like it could have been written yesterday, just for our 
service of remembering this morning. For so it is with us. Some of those whom 
we remember and honor today have famous names and notable records in the 
annals of our fraternity. Some were distinguished in public life and their names 
appear in books of history.
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Others were of more humble record. They were those who faithfully attended 
and supported and daily exemplified the principles of this ancient fraternity. 
Some were those whom we seldom saw in the life of the craft, but they too were 
our brothers.

We meet upon the Level, though from every station come,
The rich man from his palace and the poor man from his home;
For the rich must leave his wealth and state outside the Mason’s door, 
And the poor man finds his best respect upon the Checkered Floor.

We act upon the Plumb — ’tis the orders of our Guide —
We walk upright in virtue’s way and lean to neither side;
Th ’All-Seeing Eye that reads our hearts doth bear us witness true,
That we still try to honor God and give each man his due.
We part upon the Square, for the world must have its due;
We mingle with the multitude, a faithful band and true;
But the influence of our gatherings in memory is green
And we long upon the Level to renew the happy scene.
There’s a world where all are equal—we are hurrying towards it fast, 
We shall meet upon the Level there, when the gates of Death are passed; 
We shall stand before the Orient, and our Master will be there, 
To try the blocks we offer with His own unerring Square.
We shall meet upon the Level there, but never thence depart;

What words of precious meaning these words Masonic are —

ADDRESS OF THE GRAND MASTER

"My brethren, all of the delegates were furnished 45 days before the opening of 
Grand Lodge, back in late December, a copy of the Grand Master’s Recommen­
dations, and as you registered you were given the final printed copy of my 
address. I would like to highlight just a few things, and go from there. Hearing 
no objection to that, we will proceed in that regard."
The printed address of the Grand Master is as follows:

GRAND MASTER’S ADDRESS

TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL, THE GRAND LODGE, ANCIENT FREE 
AND ACCEPTED MASONS OF NEBRASKA

My Brethren:
In accordance with Article X, Section 2(b), I am submitting to this 139th Annual 
Communication my written address, including official acts, and general condi­
tions of Masonry, as well as recommendations for such legislation as I deem 
necessary or expedient for the welfare of the Fraternity. Inasmuch as this 
address must be published and delivered to the Jurisprudence Committee 45 
days before the opening of Grand Lodge, 1 am preparing this address, to the best 
of my ability, in early December, with every hope and desire that it will meet 
with your approval and that of the Craft.

I wish to express to each and every member of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska 
my gratitude and appreciation for the honor and privilege of serving as your 
Grand Master this past year. It has truly been a highlight of my life. It is an 
experience I wish I could share with each of you.
Some time ago, 1 ran across a quotation that I really liked and I have tried to 
keep it in mind during this year and conduct myself by its meaning. It is by 
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George Herbert, an English writer who lived in the sixteenth century and is taken 
from his work entitled "Jacula Prudentum." The quotation is "A Master must 
serve." My Brethren, I have tried my very best to serve you.
I feel that much has been accomplished this year, and that if there is any credit 
due, it must go to the membership of this great fraternity. The cooperation among 
the lodges, the appendant bodies, the Grand Lodge Officers and the office staff 
have made possible every positive event during the course of my tenure in office. 
We wish to welcome the distinguished guests visiting from other Grand Juris­
dictions.

NECROLOGY
Again this year, as every year, we are saddened by the loss of a great number of 
our Brethren, called by the Great Architect of the Universe to that House not 
made by Hands, Eternal in the Heavens. This year 572 brethren have departed 
from this life, to be known no more among men. Their memories and contribu­
tions to our Fraternity can never be forgotten.
The Committee on Fraternal Dead will be offering a tribute to those who have 
gone before us, but 1 will mention here the loss of our 104th Grand Master, Most 
Worshipful Hugh W. Eisenhart. We also lost Honorary Past Grand Master Carl 
R. Greisen, who was also the Gold Jordan Medal holder at the time of his death. 

Deputy Grand Custodian Emeritus Sebert A. (Smoky) Stover, for many years a 
very hard-working Deputy Grand Custodian, will be missed at the Omaha area 
schools of instruction. He certainly has heard the words from "Him who sitteth 
as the Judge Supreme, well done, good and faithful servant, enter thou into the 
joy of thy Lord."

Deputy Grand Custodian Emeritus Nelson W. Rittenburg departed this life on 
October 13, 1995. He served 19 years as a Deputy Grand Custodian, as Grand 
Tyler in 1984/1985, and as my Installing Chaplain. He was Past Master of East 
Lincoln Lodge No. 210 and Past Patron of Lincoln Chapter No. 148, Order of 
the Eastern Star. He served his beloved craft in many capacities and for many 
years. At the time of his death he was Chaplain of East Lincoln Lodge No. 210 
and Associate Patron of Lincoln Chapter No. 148, Order of the Eastern Star. He 
was my teacher in the Masonic ritual, my mentor in life, my role model and my 
father. He will be missed by all who knew him. His death was untimely and 
his Brethren mourn. While never one to brag or express such feelings, he was 
very proud that you had seen fit to elevate me to this high office.

CORNERSTONES
This year the Grand Lodge Officers have been privileged to hold several 
Cornerstone Ceremonies around the State. At each Ceremony the attendance 
was outstanding. The work and attention to detail our Grand Marshal, Mike 
Jones, and of each of the lodges involved, deserve the credit for the smooth flow 
of each ceremony. This is one of the few ceremonies of Masonry open to the 
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public and a golden opportunity to make a favorable impression on those 
non-Masons in attendance.

On April 2, 1995, we were pleased to lay the cornerstone in the Methodist 
Church in Silver Creek, Nebraska. It was a beautiful spring day, a good crowd 
was present and the ceremony went very well. The Grand Orator, Phil Lorenzen, 
had some trouble making himself heard because of coal trains that frequently 
pass near the Church.

On April 15, 1995, there were two Cornerstone Ceremonies in Aurora. The 
ceremony in the morning laid a cornerstone for a new Temple for Aurora Lodge 
No. 68. The Temple is a very functional and beautiful addition to that commu­
nity and a facility that should serve the members of Aurora Lodge No. 68 for 
many years in the future.
In the afternoon, we laid a cornerstone in the Edgerton Building. This building, 
named after Dr. Edgerton, a native of Aurora, will be a wonderful addition to 
the community as a science and educational center. This ceremony was video 
taped and the tape can be used by other lodges desiring information on Corner­
stone Ceremonies.
On April 23,1995, we laid a cornerstone for a new facility at the Omaha Home 
for Boys. The members of Shiloh Lodge No. 327 as well as the Board of 
Trustees and staff of the Home must be commended for the work that went into 
making the day such a success. There was a large crowd in attendance, including 
the Mayor of Omaha, who took part in the Ceremony. The new building will 
not only be used by the Home, but will be available to others in the community. 
Truly the Home should be proud of the work they are doing.
On August 27, 1995, the Grand Lodge Officers laid a cornerstone at the 
Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children in Fremont. The ceremony was in 
conjunction with the Annual 4H Achievement Day program. The weather was 
extremely hot, but in spite of the heat, there was a big crowd. This new facility 
will allow the children to work with their show animals during inclement 
weather and under show-ring conditions. With the addition of this building, we 
will expect to see even more ribbons won by these hard-working young folks in 
the future.
October 15,1995, saw a double Cornerstone Ceremony at the Omaha Home for 
Boys Cooper Farm facility. Two buildings are connected by an arch, each with 
its own cornerstone. This new facility allows the Omaha Home for Boys to enter 
into a new venture and provide even more services to those they serve. The 
Home Board and Staff deserve the appreciation of us all for the fine work they 
do in serving their community and, especially, the boys.

On December 15, 1995, I granted dispensation to Cement Lodge No. 211 to 
elect their officers out of time at their regular communication in December.
On December 18, 1995, I granted dispensation to Wausa Lodge No. 251 to 
conduct multiple candidate degrees with the following limitations:

(1) Dispensation is granted for one multiple Candidate Degree in the 
Entered Apprentice Degree, one in the Fellow Craft Degree and one in 
the First Section of the Master Masons Degree.
(2) No multiple candidate degree may involve more than five (5) 
candidates.

(3) Each candidate must take an active part in the Degree the same as 
if there were only one candidate.
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(4) There will be no multiple candidate in the Second Section of the 
Master Mason Degree.

On December 19,1995,1 granted dispensation to Euclid Lodge No. 97 to elect 
their Master at their regular communication in January.

On December 27,1995,1 granted dispensation to Oman Lodge NO. 261 to install 
their officers out of time.

On January 1, 1996, I granted dispensation to twenty-one Master Masons to 
operate a lodge of Master Masons in Lincoln, Nebraska which will hold regular 
communication during daylight hours to be called Fellowship Daylight Lodge 
U.-.D...

On January 25, 1996, I granted dispensation to Frank Welch Lodge No. 75 to 
install their officers out of time.
On February 1,1996,1 withdrew the dispensation granted on January 1 giving 
twenty-one Master Masons permission to operate a lodge of Master Masons in 
Lincoln, Nebraska, to hold regular communication during daylight hours.

TRIAL COMMISSIONS
On April 17, 1995, pursuant to the authority delineated in Section 1-301 of the 
Bylaws I appointed a Trial Commission to conduct a Masonic Trial in a matter 
involving Blue Valley Lodge No. 64 and a member of that lodge. Awaiting 
judgment of the Commission.
On December 27,1995, pursuant to the authority delineated in Section 1-301 of 
the Bylaws I appointed a Trial Commission to conduct a Masonic Trial in a 
matter involving Jachin Lodge No. 146 and a member of that lodge. Awaiting 
judgment of the Commission.
On December 27,1995, pursuant to the authority delineated in Section 1-301 of 
the bylaws I appointed a Trial Commission to conduct a Masonic Trial in a 
matter involving Lancaster Lodge No. 54 and a member of that lodge. Awaiting 
judgment of the Commission.

GRAND MASTER’S CONFERENCE
This year, the Conference of Grand Masters of North America convened on 
February 19th in Fargo, North Dakota. This annual meeting continues to be the 
premiere conference on Masonry in North America.
Your Grand Master was pleased and honored to have been asked to present a 
paper on long-range planning. The Grand Lodge of Nebraska is known and 
respected as being a leader in Masonry and the eyes of many other Grand 
Jurisdictions continue to be on us. 1 also served on the "Time and Place 
Committee" for the Conference.
Since each jurisdiction is sovereign unto itself, nothing can be passed at the 
Conference of Grand Masters of North America that is binding on the member 
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jurisdictions. The conference is attended by virtually every Grand Jurisdiction 
in North America plus several other countries and the exchange of ideas that 
takes place is extremely important. We should continue to support this confer­
ence by our attendance and participation.

MID-WEST CONFERENCE OF GRAND MASTERS
On August 19th and 20th, the Mid-West Conference of Grand Masters met in 
Wisconsin. This is a real, working conference involving only a few jurisdictions 
near Nebraska. Attending this conference with me were our Deputy Grand 
Master, V. Kaye Ramsey, and the Grand Senior Warden, Kenneth Fleming.
At this conference, I had been asked to present a paper on the "Recognition of 
Prince Hall Masonry." Again, we are seen as a leader in the Masonic Commu­
nity, and other Grand Jurisdictions are watching us and following our lead. 
Several other Grand Jurisdictions have now granted recognition to one or more 
Grand Jurisdictions of Prince Hall Masonry.
Other papers presented were on "Grand Lodge Finance," presented by the Grand 
Master of Iowa, and "One Day Classes," presented by the Grand Master of 
Kansas.

Nebraska will be responsible for the program for this conference in 1998 and 
will host the conference the following year.

THE CONDITION OF THE CRAFT
1. Membership
Our membership continues to decline despite the efforts of many individuals 
and lodges that have worked very hard sponsoring guest nights, open houses 
and similar programs. Of particular concern to me is the number of individuals 
suspended for non-payment of dues. This year letters were written to every 
member suspended at the end of 1994. I received responses from a large 
percentage of those individuals. Some had fallen on hard times and could not, 
in good conscience, deprive their families by using the money to pay their lodge 
dues. In these cases, 1 wonder what happened to our vows of assisting our 
Brethren. Most of us are proud and it would be embarrassing to have to ask for 
assistance. In several instances, brethren in nursing homes, maybe even not 
capable of knowing that dues were delinquent, were suspended without any 
inquiry as to their well-being. Even members who had died during the course 
of the year were suspended because no one contacted them to see why they didn’t 
pay their dues. Many of the letters and phone calls I received indicated that no 
dues notice had been sent, no letters written, not even a phone call to inquire 
about the well-being of the brother. This is, as 1 see it, a major problem. When 
the lodge ignores the member, we should not be surprised that the member 
chooses to ignore the lodge and fails to pay his dues.
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2. Directorate Leadership

Your Grand Lodge Officers continue to believe in and practice Directorate 
Leadership, whereby the Grand Master voluntarily relinquishes his power and 
authority for the good of the Fraternity. Appointments or programs of more than 
one year duration or decisions that will impact the budget require the entire 
Grand Lodge Line endorsement. We would encourage the line officers of the 
subordinate lodges to adopt a similar program. This does not require that bad 
ideas be continued but assures that good programs will not be dropped.

3. Imperial Shrine

This year I attended the Imperial Shrine session in Indianapolis, as a guest of 
the three Shrine Temples in Nebraska. 1 wish to express my gratitude to them 
for the courtesies extended to my wife and me. I was very impressed with the 
interest in and support of Symbolic Masonry. Their membership program called 
"Slam dunk" provides rewards to those signing petitions. The reward for signing 
a petition for the Symbolic Lodge is three times as great as for signing a petition 
for the Shrine. This can only be viewed as support for the entire fraternity. The 
divisive element that was evident in the Shrine a few years ago is apparently 
gone and cooperation among all the members of the Masonic family can be 
expected for the next several years. The current Imperial Potentate is also the 
Senior Warden of his lodge.
4. Area Meetings
Again this year, during the fall, your Grand Lodge Line Officers held area 
meetings throughout the State. There were two purposes for these meetings. 
First, to allow every lodge officer a chance to meet and get to know at least one 
Grand Lodge Officer. Second, to encourage all delegates to Grand Lodge to 
discuss and question every item of legislation that will come before Grand Lodge 
this year. I wish to thank my officers for taking their time to attend these 
meetings and also thanks to those lodges that acted as hosts for their area.
5. Band Camp

This year, with the approval of the Grand Lodge Line Officers, we tried 
something new. The idea to hold a band camp at the same time and in 
conjunction with the Shrine Bowl Football Classic was borrowed from the 
Grand Lodge of Kansas. My thanks to the Grand Lodge of Kansas for their 
cooperation and assistance in getting us started on this worthwhile project. We 
also thank the Shrine Bowl Committee for their cooperation and encouragement. 
It was our desire to have as many lodges or other members of the Masonic family 
as possible sponsor one or more students from their local high school band. 
Since this was a marching band we asked that each student have the endorsement 
of his or her band director to assure getting the best possible marching students. 
The band members were housed in dormitories on the campus at the University 
of Nebraska. There were two students to a room with the boys on two floors and 
the girls on two separate floors. There were two chaperons on each floor. The 
instructors were graduate assistants with the Cornhusker Marching Band. The 
instructors had the music program laid out ahead of time and each student had
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his or her music in time to practice before coming to camp. The practices were 
on the field at Memorial Stadium on the University of Nebraska campus. By 
the date of the beginning of the camp we had ninety-nine band members 
enrolled, each with a Masonic sponsor. One student had an emergency arise and 
had to cancel at the last minute. The students were registered and room 
assignments made on Wednesday, August 2nd. That evening, the first practice 
was held and the only word to describe the atmosphere was "intense." By the 
end of the evening, the instructors had every student assigned to his or her place 
and the students were familiar with the music. Practices were held Thursday 
morning, afternoon and evening. On Friday, practice was again held in the 
morning but part of the afternoon practice was canceled because of the hard 
work of the band members. That evening the band had dinner at the Shrine 
Mosque with the members of both football teams and then played a concert for 
the benefit of the football players and coaches. Saturday morning, the band 
members had to eat breakfast, check out of their dormitory rooms and be ready 
to march and play in the Shrine Bowl Parade. The first "Masonic All-Star 
Marching Band" was the lead unit in the parade. It was an honor to lead the 
parade and the band did an outstanding job. They were great. Following the 
parade, the members of the Tehama Temple Shrine Band provided lunch for the 
student band members under the north end of the stadium. The "Masonic 
All-Star Marching Band" marched onto the Memorial Stadium Field during the 
Shrine Bowl half-time and they were great. They sounded just as good as the 
Cornhusker Marching Band. They looked good in their white shorts and blue 
shirts with a square and compass on the front. After the half-time performance, 
the band members were free to go back home. Each band member was given a 
photograph and a press release and requested to deliver it to his or her hometown 
newspaper. At the last count, I had sixty clippings from all over the State, with 
a positive message about Masonry. We have also received many very positive 
letters from the band members or their parents regarding the instruction they 
received and the good time they had. This was a very successful venture and one 
1 hope is continued in the future.
6. Grand Secretary
Late this summer Right Worshipful Virgil L. Tubach found it necessary to resign 
his position as Grand Secretary of this Grand Lodge. Virgil served as Grand 
Secretary for three years giving not only of his time but of himself to this 
particular office for which we shall be eternally grateful.

On August 29,1995,1 appointed Worshipful Brother Reginald S. Kuhn to serve 
as Grand Secretary Pro-Tern. Reg is a member of Solar Lodge No. 134 and 
Lincoln Lodge No. 19, where he has served as Lodge Secretary forseveral years. 
Reg’s wealth of knowledge and experience has been an asset to this Grand Lodge 
during his tenure as Grand Secretary Pro-Tern.
7. One-Pay Class

On August 21, 1995, I met with the Potentate of Sesostris Temple, Ancient 
Arabic Order Nobles of the Mystic Shrine, representatives of the Ancient and 
Accepted Scottish Rite, Lincoln Valley, Worshipful Masters of Lincoln area 
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Lodges and others to discuss the possibility of conducting a "One-Day Class"; 
the One-Day to include the three degrees of Symbolic Masonry, the Scottish 
Rite and the Shrine. We all agreed that it was a good idea but that because of 
the short time before the end of the year, it would be difficult to get enough 
petitions and plan a successful initiation. The joint decision was made to go 
ahead with the One-Day plan. It was successful beyond our wildest expecta­
tions. Even though the ritual had to be abbreviated somewhat, those in atten­
dance agreed that the ritual was well done. Because of the number of candidates, 
the flawless ritual, the size of the crowd and the impressiveness of the Scottish 
Rite Temple, the initiates received a very favorable impression of Masonry. 
Each candidate was told, during the initiation, and by letter from the Grand 
Master, that it would be necessary for him to go to his lodge to sign the bylaws 
and to receive his apron or other amenities each lodge might normally provide. 
This One-Day class has convinced me that we need to examine, very carefully, 
our process for joining the fraternity. The one-day class may not be the best 
course to follow for the future, but the old way is not working. We need to 
devise a way to shorten the joining process, from the time a petition is signed, 
to the conferring of the Master Mason Degree.
8. Humanitarian Award
On October 14, 1995, it was my great pleasure to present the Grand Master’s 
Humanitarian Award to Most Worshipful Brother Harry A. Spencer. This 
award was started by Most Worshipful Brother Tom Tye during his tenure as 
Grand Master and is a fine program. It allows the Grand Master to recognize 
those outstanding Masons who have made significant contributions to Masonry, 
as well as to their community. This award may not be given to more than two 
recipients per year. Most Worshipful Brother Spencer is extremely well quali­
fied to receive this award. His service to his lodge, church, service club, Boy 
Scouts, as well as serving several elected offices make him uniquely qualified. 
At the current time he is still serving on the State Retirement Board; as President 
of the Board of Trustees of the Nebraska Masonic Home; and chairs the Grand 
Lodge Jurisprudence Committee. This is an important award and one I hope 
will be continued for many years to come. There are many of our brethren across 
the state who deserve the thanks and recognition this award attempts to deliver.

RECOMMENDATIONS
In accordance with the provision of Article X, Section 2(b) of the Constitution, 
I make the following Recommendations, which in my opinion and the opinion 
of the Grand Lodge Officers, are deemed necessary and expedient for the future 
welfare of the Fraternity in this jurisdiction.

Recommendation No. I — Grand Secretary
I recommend Section 1-201 and Section 1-321, Paragraph (c) of the Grand 
Lodge Bylaws be amended to reflect the narrowing of duties where the Grand 
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Secretary is no longer spending full time at the Grand Lodge Office. The said 
sections will then read:

"Section 1-201 - GRAND SECRETARY - The Grand Secretary shall 
have charge of the seal of the Grand Lodge; shall personally attend and 
record the transactions of the Grand Lodge when in Annual Commu­
nication; shall sign all orders, certificates, documents and diplomas 
requiring the seal of the Grand Lodge, to include the affixing of the 
seal thereon. The Grand Secretary shall be ex-officio a member of the 
Committee on Fraternal Relations and the Committee on Grand Lodge 
Offices. The Grand Secretary shall report to each Annual Communi­
cation of the Grand Lodge such statistical data concerning the status of 
the membership of this Grand Lodge as may, in his opinion, be 
appropriate, or as may be directed by the Grand Master.

The Grand Secretary shall devote such time as his duties may require 
for the efficient and prompt completion of such duties or other pro­
grams of the Grand Lodge to include the promotion of Masonry."

"Section 1-321 - GRAND LODGE OFFICES - The Committee shall 
have the responsibility for prescribing the business methods to be 
followed within the Grand Lodge Office, to include: (1) the approval 
of and adherence to those Office Policies and Job Descriptions created 
from time to time governing all employees of the Grand Lodge; (2) the 
keeping of all membership records; (3) the accounting and reporting 
of Grand Lodge income to include the receipt and deposit of all monies 
in approved accounts; (4) the preparation, final approval and payment 
of all expenditures on orders regularly issued and signed by the Grand 
Master or his designated representative; (5) the maintenance of appro­
priate levels of supplies for normal activities within the Grand Lodge 
Office, for the use of Grand Lodge Officers and by Committees of the 
Grand Lodge, as well as those maintained available for use by subor­
dinate lodges; (6) the collection, review and compilation of monthly 
statistics and activities from subordinate lodge secretaries as required 
under Section 2-310 of these Bylaws; (7) communications with the 
various subordinate lodges of this jurisdiction, all appendant and/or 
allied bodies operating therein, and with such other jurisdictions as may 
from time to time be necessary to insure that a harmonious relationship 
exists between such bodies and this Grand Lodge; (8) notifying each 
subordinate lodge of any indebtedness due the Grand Lodge before the 
first day of December of each year and the closing of all accounts of 
subordinate lodges on the thirty-first day of December of each year; 
and (9) such other matters appropriate to the efficient administrative 
controls of the Grand Lodge not otherwise fixed by the Constitution, 
Bylaws or other actions of the Grand Lodge."
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Recommendation No. 2 — Certificate Required
I recommend that Section 2-1302 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be amended 
replacing the term certificate of transfer with Certificate of Good Standing. The 
said section would then read:

"Section 2-1302 - CERTIFICATE REQUIRED - A subordinate lodge 
cannot consider a petition for affiliation unless accompanied by a 
Certificate of Good Standing, as hereinafter provided, or demit or its 
equivalent, provided that when the petitioner has lost his demit or 
Certificate of Good Standing which has been issued him from a lodge 
which has become extinct, he may make application to the Grand 
Secretary and upon proper showing receive from him a duplicate demit 
which certificate shall accompany the petition for affiliation. A peti­
tioner who presents with his petition a Certificate of Good Standing 
from a subordinate lodge of this jurisdiction or one authorized by law 
of another Grand Jurisdiction shall not become a member of the lodge 
petitioned until he is elected and his demit or its equivalent has been 
obtained by said lodge.

Recommendation No. 3 — Enumerated
I recommend that Section 3-102, Paragraph (g) of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be 
amended to add High Twelve International, Inc. The said section would then 
read:

"Section 3-102 - ENUMERATED - Masonic offenses shall consist of, 
but not be limited to:

(g) Making application to, or joining any lodge, society, or institution 
that shall provide as a condition precedent that one shall be a Master 
Mason in good standing, or shall have taken the degrees of Entered 
Apprentice Mason, Fellow Craft Mason, and Master Mason, provided 
that this inhibition shall not apply to York or Scottish Rite bodies, the 
Order of Eastern Star, the Ancient Arabic Order Nobles of the Mystic 
Shrine, Red Cross of Constantine, National Federated Craft, Allied 
Masonic Degrees, the National Sojourners, the Past Grand Masters 
Association, the Order of the White Shrine of Jerusalem, the York Rite 
Sovereign College of North America, High Twelve International, Inc. 
or to organizations which do not require the taking of any obligation 
and which do not have any secret ritual or ceremony.

Recommendation No. 4 — Qualifications of Candidates
1 recommend that Section 2-902 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be amended by 
deleting paragraph 5 which addresses physical defects. The said section would 
then read:

"Section 2-902 - QUALIFICATIONS OF CANDIDATES - Each 
candidate for the degrees in Masonry must:
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1. Be a man, free born.
2. Be nineteen or more years of age at the time of signing his petition.
3. Believe in the existence of a Supreme Being, and no other religious 
test shall be required or allowed.
4. Be able to read and write English.

Conclusion
It is difficult for me to realize that a year has gone by since I was installed as 
your Grand Master. It has been a busy year but there is still work that needs to 
be completed. 1 know that, with Grand Master-Elect V. Kaye Ramsey as your 
Grand Master, the work will continue and that 1 am leaving this Grand Jurisdic­
tion in very capable hands. The fine corps of officers that will be continuing 
will be just as supportive of Kaye as they have been of me and we can expect 
good things to happen in the future.

There are several people I wish to thank for the support and encouragement 
given to me during the last several years and, especially, this past year. First, to 
my wife, Mary Alice, who accompanied me on as many lodge visits as possible. 
I usually forgot to introduce her and she was always very understanding. I 
always had clean clothes to wear and dinner on the table when I came home 
from work. A very big thank you for all you have done to make this such a 
memorable experience.
To the Grand Lodge officers for the support you have shown to me personally 
and for all of the work you do for this Grand Jurisdiction. Together, we have 
made a difference this year.
To our Grand Lodge Office Manager Chris Rudder, Administrative Secretary 
Carol Schroeder and Office Assistant Lorie Lindenmuth, for their hard work; 
especially, during the Band Camp. You went far above and beyond the call of 
duty and your job descriptions.
To the members of my lodge, East Lincoln Lodge No. 210, for their support and 
for my top hat. For all of the work during my installation and the opening and 
closing of this Annual Communication, Thank You.
To all of the Grand Masters under whom 1 have been privileged to serve. Starting 
with M W.-. Robert Metcalf, who appointed me as Grand Custodian Pro-Tern. 
M.'.W.-. Charles Amidon, who appointed me as Grand Custodian. M.'.W.'. 
Wayne Luenenborg, M.'.W.'. Paul Eveland and M.'.W.'. Tom Tye, who each 
re-appointed me to continue in this position. M.'.W.'. John McHenry, who 
started me in the Grand Lodge line and each of those Grand Masters since. 
M.'.W.'. James DeMoss, M.'.W.'. James Eatmon, M.'.W.'. Donald Pohlman 
and M.'.W.'. Steve Mattoon. It has been an honor to know and to serve with 
these very distinguished Masonic leaders.
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Most of all, I wish to thank the members of this Grand Jurisdiction for the trust 
and confidence you have shown in me by allowing me to serve as your Grand 
Master. It has been a wonderful experience and one that I will never forget.

or to organizations which do not require the taking of any obligation 
and which do not have any secret ritual or ceremony.

Following discussion Recommendation No. 3 was adopted.

Recommendation No. 4 — Qualifications of Candidates

"Section 2-902 - QUALIFICATIONS OF CANDIDATES - Each 
candidate for the degrees in Masonry must:

1. Be a man, free born.
2. Be nineteen or more years of age at the time of signing his petition.
3. Believe in the existence of a Supreme Being, and no other religious 
test shall be required or allowed.
4. Be able to read and write English.

REPORT OF THE BAND COMMITTEE
Charles M. Godwin, 210, Chairman

In the fall of 1994 when Deputy Grand Master, Jerry L. Rittenburg began the 
proceedings to organize the first Nebraska Masonic All-Star Marching Band to 
perform at the annual Shrine Bowl, August 5, and to march in the parade in 
Lincoln prior to the game, he asked W.’.B.’. Charles M. Godwin to head up this 
endeavor.
Since the Grand Lodge of Kansas had successfully sponsored a similar program 
for eight years, contact was made with Brother Jerry K. VanAllen, Executive 
Director of the Kansas Masonic Foundation. Brother VanAllen responded with 
copies of letters, announcements, guidelines, etc. and these were used in devel­
oping the Nebraska program.
No official committee was formed, and all planning, organizing and the final 
activities were coordinated by W.’.B.’. Charles M. Godwin, M.’.W.’. Jerry L. 
Rittenburg and Grand Lodge Office Manager Chris Rudder. It was Chris 
Rudder who was responsible for all the details of the project, and she should be 
commended for her outstanding contributions to the first successful Masonic 
All-Star Marching Band in Nebraska. She received fine assistance from Carol 
Schroeder, Administrative Secretary.
The Grand Lodge Officers were consulted by M.'.W.’. Rittenburg, and they 
endorsed the program. It was then that the organizing of the project began. 
W B Godwin contacted the Uni versity of Nebraska - Li ncoln Housing Office 
and several members of the music department. The Housing Office provided 
information on the availability of dorm housing during the specified time, 
guidelines and rates. A time schedule was developed, as a band clinic preceded 
the Shrine Bowl. The high school students involved in the program had never 
marched and/or played together. Therefore, it was necessary to build a cohesive 
group that could perform well.
Contracts were signed with the Housing Office and a search for band directors 
took place. W.’.B.’. Godwin was able to secure the services of David Harrison, 
graduate student at UNL and one of the staff members for the University of 
Nebraska Marching Band. Mr. Harrison selected two graduate assistants, both 
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music majors and experienced with high school marching bands, John DeSte­
fano and Neal Schnoor. M.-.W.-. Rittenburg secured a number of chaperones 
to supervise the students in the dorm.

On March 4,1995, W.’.B.’. Godwin addressed the Nebraska State Bandmasters 
Association to explain the program and to enlist their support. Mailing labels 
with names and addresses of all high school band/music teachers in Nebraska 
were purchased from the Nebraska Department of Education. Letters were sent 
to all high schools explaining the program and stating the criteria for selection. 

Letters were sent to all Masonic Lodges and other affiliated Masonic Organiza­
tions requesting their support in sponsoring a student in the amount of a $ 150.00 
scholarship. The response was excellent and all 98 high school participants were 
sponsored by a Masonic Organization and/or in a few cases, by their high 
schools.

The band clinic began on Wednesday, August 2, with the students reporting in 
by 4 p.m., with registration directed by Chris Rudder. A pizza supper was served 
and a 3 hour clinic led by the instructors followed. Most of Thursday and Friday 
provided additional time for clinics and practicing on the field in the football 
stadium. This was arranged with Butch Hug, Events Manager Facilities and 
Events at UNL. Evening activities for the students included a dance, swim party 
and interaction with the Tehama Temple Band.
On Saturday morning, the band led the parade through downtown Lincoln. 
Tehama Temple from Hastings provided the lunch. The band was seated in the 
east stadium and gave a ten minute half-time performance with part of the show 
broadcast on ETV.
The participating students received blue and white T-shirts designed by Chris 
Rudder, plastic water bottles, name tags, and room and board as part of the 
$150.00 fee. There were honorariums for the music instructors, and the 
chaperones received their board and room and T-shirts.
Other details such as liability insurance, parental permission, expenses, copies 
of letters, announcements and bulletins and all communications are on file in 
the Grand Lodge Office.
A final thank you to Glenn Wagner from the Shrine Bowl Office and his staff 
for their assistance with the project.

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VOTE ON TABLED RESOLUTIONS

Resolution No. 1 —

I recommend that the annual per capita tax in Section 2-601 of the 
Grand Lodge Bylaws be increased one Dollar ($1.00) for the use of the 
Grand Lodge General Fund because it is apparent that future operating 
costs will increase.

Your Committee on Jurisprudence finds that Resolution No. 1 is in proper form 
containing the required signatures and can be balloted upon at this Annual 
Communication.

M.’.W.-. Grand Master Rittenburg called for a signer of Resolution No. 1 to 
approach the microphone at the Altar and state their position and move for the 
adoption of the resolution. Ivan Vrtiska, a member of the Appropriations 
Committee spoke in favor of the Resolution and moved for adoption. Grand 
Master Rittenburg opened the floor for discussion. Being none the vote was 
called for.
By a show of hands the resolution carried.

Resolution No. 2 - BE IT RESOLVED, that the Grand Lodge Bylaws be and 
they hereby are amended as follows:

CHAPTER IV — GRAND LODGE FUNDS
Section 1-401 — INVESTMENT MANAGEMENT AND BOARD 
OF GRAND TRUSTEES
(a) The Board of Grand Trustees shall consist of three (3) members, 
each to serve for a period of three years, and who shall be appointed 
for such terms as shall retire one member thereof annually. Vacancies 
shall immediately be filled by the Grand Master. A majority of such 
Board shall, as it deems wise and prudent, establish investment policies 
for the Grand Lodge as to general types of securities, bonds and interest 
bearing obligations, and the percentage of Grand Lodge funds to be 
invested in securities and other obligations.
(b) The Grand Trustees appointed shall be members in good standing 
of subordinate Lodges under the jurisdiction of this Grand Lodge, and 
shall be selected because of their experience and recognized ability in 
the investment or banking field. All trustees shall be residents of the 
State of Nebraska, and if any Trustee shall cease to be resident of this 
State, or shall cease to be a member of a subordinate Lodge under the 
jurisdiction of this Grand Lodge his place as Grand Trustee shall be 
declared vacant by the Grand Master, and a new Grand Trustee 
appointed immediately.

(c) The Board of Grand Trustees shall select its chairman and secretary 
from its membership.
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(d) The Grand Trustees shall serve without pay, but shall be reim­
bursed for actual expense incurred covering mileage, hotel rooms and 
meals. They are also authorized to expend such sums as may be 
necessary for financial advice and service from funds appropriated by 
the Grand Lodge for that purpose. They may also expend such sums 
for legal services and court costs as they may deem necessary for the 
proper monitoring of the investments.
(e) The Board of Grand Trustees may by majority vote select a 
professional management firm to invest and reinvest the funds of the 
Grand Lodge in securities, bonds and interest bearing obligations. Any 
investment management firm selected shall have been in business at 
least five years and shall have a net worth of at least $100,000. Upon 
written approval of such selection by a majority vote of the Grand 
Master, the Deputy Grand Master and the Grand Secretary, the Board 
of Trustees may employ such firm. Any professional management 
firm may be terminated and a new one employed, utilizing the same 
procedure.
(f) The professional investment management firm shall have such 
powers to buy and sell, invest and reinvest the funds of the Grand Lodge 
within the investment policies established by the Board of Grand 
Trustees and to hold such investments for the ownership and benefit 
of the Grand Lodge, as shall be set forth in its written contract. Such 
contract shall provide the custody of Grand Lodge investment funds 
shall repose with a State or Federally Insured Financial Institution, as 
well as provisions for the transfer of funds and renditions of such 
statements of account and reports as shall be recommended by the 
Board of Grand Trustees. An annual written report of the professional 
investment management firm and Board of Grand Trustees shall be 
made at each annual communication of the Grand Lodge.
(g) Except as provided in the contract with the professional investment 
management firm, all funds, securities, real estate and other property 
held by this Grand Lodge shall be carried in the name of the Grand 
Lodge A.’.F/. & A.’.M.’. of Nebraska, and all deeds conveying real 
estate and all mortgages mortgaging real estate or personal property 
and releases or assignments thereof, or assignments or transfers of 
stock, certificates, or other securities or such other legal documents 
having to do with the sale, transfer, investment, reinvestment or man­
agement of said funds, securities or property, shall be executed by the 
Grand Master or the Chairman of the Board of Grand Trustees and the 
Grand Secretary upon authorizations of the Board of Grand Trustees.
(h) The Board of Grand Trustees shall monitor the actions of the 
professional investment management firm and submit semi-annual 
reports to the Grand Master with comments and recommendations. 
They shall also employ a certified public accountant to make an annual 
audit of the accounts of the Grand Lodge. An original of such audit of 
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the accounts of the Grand Lodge shall be filed in the office of the Grand 
Lodge.
(i) Except as provided in the contract with the professional investment 
management firm, the Board of Grand Trustees shall designate the 
depositories for all funds and securities of the Grand Lodge under such 
terms and conditions as it shall deem proper.

Section 1 -405 — GENERAL FUNDS, SPECIAL FUNDS AND PER­
PETUAL MEMBERSHIP FUND — That hereafter the funds of this 
Grand Lodge shall be the following: General Funds, Perpetual Mem­
bership Fund and Special Funds.

The General Fund of this Grand Lodge shall consist of the securities 
and monies presently in said Fund. The General Fund shall be the 
operating funds of the Grand Lodge, into which shall be deposited all 
income of this Grand Lodge from whatever source derived, with the 
exception of monies paid to the Perpetual Membership Fund and 
income therefrom. The expenses of this Grand Lodge, as appropriated 
by this Grand Lodge, shall be paid from the General Fund. Surplus 
monies in the General Fund shall be invested and reinvested by the 
professional investment management firm under its written contract 
with the Grand Lodge.

There is hereby established a Perpetual Membership Fund. All monies 
tendered with applications for perpetual membership and all income 
therefrom shall go into said Fund, which shall be administered as 
provided by the Perpetual Membership Plan adopted by this Grand 
Lodge. This shall be separate and distinct from all other funds.
There is hereby established a Special Fund, which shall consist of 
monies gifted or bequested to the Grand Lodge with restrictions on 
their use. The Fund shall be separate and distinct from all other funds.
For the purpose of investment management, the Perpetual Membership 
Fund and the Special Fund may be managed by the investment manager 
as a single portfolio and be held in a single custody account. The 
Records of the portion of such account/portfolio belonging to the 
Perpetual Membership Fund and other special funds held by the Grand 
Lodge shall be kept by the Grand Lodge Office.

The Committee on Jurisprudence does find said resolution in proper form 
containing the required signatures and can be balloted upon at this Annual 
Communication.
Grand Master Rittenburg called for a signer of Resolution No. 2 to approach the 
microphone at the Altar and state their position and move for the adoption of 
the resolution. Paul Kenyon of Lincoln Lodge No. 19 spoke in favor of the 
resolution and moved for adoption. There being no further discussion, a show 
of hands was called for and the resolution passed.
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It is the understanding of the Committee on Jurisprudence that an insufficient 
number of Lodges approved the proposed Constitutional Amendment and that 
therefore this resolution cannot be balloted upon at this Annual Communication.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON JURISPRUDENCE
Harry A. Spencer, 227 & 184, Chairman

The Jurisprudence Committee was called to order at 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, 
Februaryl, 1996, by Chairman Harry A. Spencer, with the following members 
present: Jack H. Hendrix, Steven F. Mattoon, and Thomas W. Tye. John M. 
McHenry, a member of the committee was unable to attend. Also in attendance 
were the following Grand Lodge Officers: Jerry L. Rittenburg, Grand Master; 
V. Kaye Ramsey, Deputy Grand Master; Kenneth G. Fleming, Grand Senior 
Warden; Don E. Rasmussen; Grand Junior Warden; Reginald S. Kuhn, Grand 
Secretary Pro-Tern; Arthur R. Sharp, Grand Chaplain; Philip A. Lorenzen, 
Grand Orator; Don A. Mears, Grand Historian; Augustine Scolaro, Grand 
Custodian; Dwight E. Smith, Grand Senior Deacon; James F. Brown, Jr., Grand 
Junior Deacon; Ken D. Beebe, Grand Senior Steward; Scott J. Krieger, Grand 
Junior Steward; and Ted McNeese, Grand Tyler. The following Past Grand 
Masters were also in attendance: James N. DeMoss and James L. Eatmon.
Everyone present was welcomed by Chairman Spencer and invited to participate 
in the proceedings of the Jurisprudence Committee with the right to ask ques­
tions and participate in every way in the discussions, actions, and proceedings 
of the Committee on Jurisprudence. Chairman Spencer appointed Thomas W. 
Tye as Secretary for the Committee for the purposes of this meeting and asked 
that Brother Tye present the report on the floor of Grand Lodge on his behalf.
1. The minutes of the previous meeting of the Committee on Jurisprudence was 
approved as printed.
2. A report of the Committee on Business and Rules was received and reviewed 
by the Jurisprudence Committee. The business of the 139th Annual Communi­
cation will be governed by the rules therein set forth. The Committee found the 
report and rules to be in proper form, and approved the report without change.
3. The Committee then began a review of the Grand Masters Report and in so 
doing reviewed all of the Permissions, Decisions, Dispensations and Bylaw 
changes as set forth in the printed Address of the Grand Master. Clarification 
of the bylaws change approved on November 28, 1995, for Aurora Lodge No. 
68 set forth on page 5 of the Grand Master’s printed report was corrected. The 
bylaw change approved authorizes the Worshipful Master to advance the hour 
of the regular meeting of their Lodge, if announced in advance, and that it shall 
be permissible with the consent of the Brethren to suspend any regular scheduled 
meeting not to exceed three in each calendar year. With this correction the 
Permissions, Decisions, Dispensations and Bylaw changes were approved unan­
imously.
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The Committee then reviewed the Grand Master’s Supplemental Address con­
taining Consolidations, Bylaws approved or disapproved, and Dispensations 
rendered by the Grand Master from the date of his published report up to and 
including February 1, 1996. The Committee on Jurisprudence unanimously 
approved the Bylaw changes as well as the Dispensations set forth therein.
Your Committee then reviewed the recommendations of your Grand Master 
being Recommendations 1 through 4. With reference to Recommendation No. 
1 - Grand Secretary - the Committee finds that the recommendation is in proper 
form and can be balloted upon at this Annual Communication.
With reference to Recommendation No. 2 - Certificate Required - the Commit­
tee finds that said recommendation is in proper form and can be balloted upon 
at this Annual Communication.

With reference to Recommendation No. 3 - Entitled "Enumerated" dealing with 
High Twelve - your Committee finds that it is in proper form andean be balloted 
upon at this Annual Communication.

With reference to Recommendation No. 4 - Qualifications of Candidates - the 
Committee on Jurisprudence finds that it is in proper form and can be balloted 
upon at this Annual Communication. The Grand Master advised that he will be 
asking the Grand Lodge to unanimously approve a change in Recommendation 
No. 4 striking the words "free born" and if unanimous approval is obtained your 
Committee on Jurisprudence finds that Recommendation No. 4 in that form is 
in proper form and can be balloted upon at this Annual Communication.
At the 138th Communication concluding on February 4, 1995 there were 
properly submitted two (2) resolutions to change the Bylaws of this Grand 
Lodge. The first resolution deals with the Amendment of Section 2-601 asking 
that the dues be increased by $1.00 and your Committee on Jurisprudence finds 
that said resolution is in proper form containing the required signatures and can 
be balloted upon at this Annual Communication.
The second resolution presented at the close of the 138th Annual Communica­
tion was entitled "Investment Management and Board of Grand Trustees" and 
your Committee on Jurisprudence does find that said resolution is in proper form 
containing the required signatures and can be balloted upon at this Annual 
Communication.
There was one resolution offered at the close of the 138th Annual Communica­
tion to amend the Constitution allowing Past Masters to be members of Grand 
Lodge. It is the understanding of the Committee on Jurisprudence that an 
insufficient number of Lodges approved the proposed Constitutional Amend­
ment and that therefore this resolution cannot be balloted upon at this Annual 
Communication.
The Committee took particular note that Grand Master Rittenburg did, on 
several occasions throughout his year of office, request opinions of your 
Committee on Jurisprudence and that we were most pleased and happy to 
convene, study and advise our Grand Master and his officers with reference to 
those matters throughout the past year. The Committee continues to offer its 
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aid and assistance whenever requested and does congratulate Most Worshipful 
Brother Rittenburg on a very successful Grand Lodge year.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON THE GEORGE 
WASHINGTON MASONIC NATIONAL MEMORIAL

Warren D. Lichty, 314, Chairman

Thanks to the leadership of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, and seven other Grand 
jurisdictions in substantially increasing their contribution to the Memorial, we 
are beginning to be able to start catching up with our needs. We have provided 
lighting for the driveways, sidewalks and parking lots, substantially increasing 
safety, replaced the serpentine sidewalks leading up to the main entrance, 
substantially enhancing the view we present to the public, waterproofed many 
places where water leaked into the building, redecorated where damage had been 
done, upgraded the dioramas and tower display, painted and air conditioned the 
dining room, this making it usable in the Summer, air conditioned and provided 
window covering for the library, this providing temperature and climate control 
to preserve our library material and upgraded electrical power and lights in the 
elevator machine room.
We have been able to engage Paul Bessel as a part-time librarian and he, with 
the Research Lodge which has been working on it, is nearing completion of the 
job of cataloguing all the books, including the collection left to us by G. Wilbur 
Bell. The catalogue is all on computer. This also ties in with the project to 
provide a home for the new Masonic Leadership Center being put together by 
Brother Allen E. Roberts and which is reported on at page 131 of the December 
1995 issue of The Philalethes. At present, desk and computer space are being 
provided Brother Roberts in the Library, but it is hoped that the Leadership 
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Center will grow to the point where it will be able to provide itself with an office 
in space in the Memorial, which can be available when it reaches that point. The 
Center is in the process of collecting all of the research, development and 
educational material relating to Masonic leadership, growth and knowledge 
which has been developed by the Grand Lodges and other bodies over the years, 
for the purpose of being a clearing house to make all of this material plus 
proceedings and transactions available to all Bodies and to all Masons. The 
Center is already a great resource and it will be even more so as it gains support 
and grows. We are happy that it is located at the George Washington Masonic 
National Memorial.

To consider the needs of the handicapped who wish to visit the Memorial, we 
have installed handicapped ramps from the parking lot to the main floor of the 
building. Also, a lift has been put in to allow wheelchair access to the elevator, 
which is up two steps on that level. For many years, we have known that a large 
mansion occupied the top of the Shooters Hill in Colonial times, which survived 
until sometime prior to the Civil War. George Washington, on numerous 
occasions, mentions in his writing visiting Mr. DuLaney at his mansion on 
Shooters Hill. This last Summer, the City of Alexandria Archeological Depart­
ment, with our permission started a dig which uncovered the foundations of that 
mansion, together with a well which served it. They will recommence the dig 
this Summer and we expect many interesting artifacts to come to light. Those 
deemed to be appropriate will be displayed in our museum.
These improvements would not have been possible without the leadership of 
Nebraska Masons. Thank you!

The Annual Custodian School of Instruction held in Grand Island, Nebraska on 
September 22 and 23, 1995, was attended by a member of the Committee 
continuing the excellent relationship between both bodies.
Degree Competition in the Entered Apprentice Degree was held in Kearney, 
Nebraska on Saturday, October 7, 1995.
The Committee is indebted to W/.B.-. Scott Krieger, Deputy Grand Custodian 
and W.'.B.-. Ralph McNulty, Deputy Grand Custodian Emeritus for their 
willingness to stand in as Judges in the 1995 competition. They were assisted 
by the Chairman of the Committee on Work.
Although five lodges had indicated intentions of entering the competition, only 
three teams competed last year, Platte Valley No. 32, Rob Morris No. 46 and 
Hickman No. 256. The results of the judging were forwarded to the Grand 
Master shortly thereafter. Time and place of the announcement of the winner 
was left to the discretion of the Grand Master.

The Committee this year has received no requests for recognition from any 
Grand Lodge.

It is interesting to note that the United Grand Lodge of Ancient, Free and 
Accepted Masons of England at their Quarterly Communication in March 1995 
withdrew recognition from the Grand Lodge of Spain when the Grand Lodge of 
Spain restored recognition to the Grand Orient of Italy. Then, at their June 
Quarterly Communication, restored recognition to the Grand Lodge of Spain 
when Spain withdrew its’ recognition of the Grand Orient of Italy. The Com­
mission on Recognition from the Conference of Grand Masters has never 
recommended withdrawal of recognition from the Grand Orient of Italy al­
though at least one Grand Lodge of North America has done so, the Grand Lodge 
of the District of Columbia.
The United Grand Lodge of England now recognizes the Prince Hall Grand 
Lodge of Massachusetts, which they indicate to be the "Mother Prince Hall 
Grand Lodge", and all other Grand Lodges of Prince Hall Masons taking their 
authority from them.
Jess Minton, Grand Secretary of the American-Canadian Grand Lodge (Ger­
many), in his remarks to the members of the Grand Secretary’s Conference of 
North America held this past February in Fargo, North Dakota had these remarks 
which 1 think you will find interesting:

The Grand Lodges of Austria, France, Denmark, Finland, Sweden, Norway, 
Holland, Belgium, Luxembourg and Switzerland have been active and working 
steadily and there seem to be no questions concerning their regularity or 
operation.

Spain has been progressing very nicely. The United Grand Lodges of Germany 
have been visiting Spain quite frequently and the Grand Lodge is growing 
steadily.
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Portugal is a fantastic place to visit. Its’ members are extremely wealthy and 
Worshipful Brother Minton has been informed that when visiting there you are 
well treated.

Yugoslavia is a big problem for Germany because the United Grand Lodges of 
Germany fostered and instituted the Grand Lodge of Yugoslavia. With the 
initiation of the Civil War and the division of the country, along with irregulari­
ties on the part of the deposed Grand Master of the Former Grand Lodge of 
Yugoslavia, Masonry in that area has been struggling.

Masonry in Czechoslovakia and Hungary is relatively undeveloped and growth 
is very slow.
There are only 19 known members in all the Polish Lodges (2/95).

Mail to the Grand Lodge of Romania comes back undelivered and you can spend 
days dialing their fax number and not get through.

This Committee was asked by Worshipful Grand Master Rittenburg to begin 
discussion with the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, PHA, about exchanging repre­
sentatives. Prince Hall Grand Lodges do not use the "representative" system 
and so it was decided to pave the way by working first with the Grand Lodge of 
Nebraska (PHA) before contacting the other Prince Hall Grand Lodges we are 
in unity with. Discussion continues.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF GRAND TRUSTEES
Frank V. Lawson, Jr., 1, Chairman

Usually these reports follow the pattern of prior years. This year is different. 
For the 1995 audit report the Grand Lodge, upon the Recommendaiton of Dana 
F. Cole and Company, adopted the statement of Financial Accounting Standards 
No. 117 "Financial Statements for Not-For-Profit Organizations" and the state­
ments of Financial Accounting Standards No. 124 "Accounting for Certain 
Investments Held by Not-For-Profit Organizations."
Neither Standard changes the basic facts but both change the "presentation" of 
the facts.
The main change under Rule 117 is to classify assets under new headings. The 
Emick Scholarship Fund, the Stephen C. Houghton Fund, the Disaster Relief 
Fund, and the Perpetual Membership Fund are still here but "classified" under 
new headings (see below).

Under Rule 124 the main change is that assets are stated at market value instead 
of cost. The same information was in the old audits but in a note. The only 
drawback to using market value on the "front page" is that market value bounces 
around a lot more than cost. 1995 was an especially good year in the market, 
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but sooner or later there will be bad market years. Then that downer will be, so 
to speak, right on the front page of the financial statements. Both the ups and 
downs may be misinterpreted by some readers.
In past years in these reports, we have shown comparisons of certain information 
for the current and three prior years. This year, with the changes mentioned 
above, the accountants have done 1995 under the new rules and have "restated" 
1994 on the same basis, so we are reporting using only these two years below.

MASONIC EDUCATION COMMITTEE REPORT

Anti-Masonic activity continues to be a threat to Masons throughout the U.S.. 
Three national events arc worth noting. First, a National Leadership Conference 
on Ministry to Masons was held in Atlanta, Georgia on June 2-3, 1995. One 
part of the program was entitled "1995 Anti-Masonic Seminars." Second, a 
conference was held in Fayetteville, Georgia on September 21-23, 1995, and 
was self-described as "a national conference on cults and the occult." This 
conference was sponsored by the "Ministers to New Religions" and the Home 
Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Convention (SBC). The real story behind 
this conference is the continued effort by the Southern Baptist Convention to 
discredit Freemasonry. There is still a determined effort by some within the 
SBC to force the Convention to condemn Freemasonry. Lastly, John Salvi who 
is accused of murdering two women in abortion clinics has stated in a rambling 
and at times incoherent statement, that Masons persecute Catholics and that 
Masons "...run society and have a good system for themselves but seek to keep 
the Catholic Church from printing a currency and having the same system." 
Although we realize that this statement is totally untrue, the judge has ruled Salvi 
competent to stand trial; thus, Freemasonry will surely be mentioned again.

Not all of the news is negative! The Pennsylvania Grand Lodge Program 
entitled "Friend to Friend" is extremely successful. Approximately twenty 
Grand Lodges, both in this country and internationally, are using the program 
as an education tool to inform non-members of the significance of our Craft. 
Used properly the "Friend to Friend" program acquaints good men with the craft. 
The man must still ask, and the member must still vouch for the quality of the 
man, but the benefit is that the message of Freemasonry is passed to potential 
members.
Always remember that the brotherly bond between members has been one of 
the strongest factors which has led to our success. Freemasonry has coupled the 
Brotherhood of Man with the Fatherhood of God, and the result has been the 
greatest Fraternity of all time. Remember that the world needs Freemasonry and 
its philosophy. We must let the world know that we exist!

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON FINANCE
Philip A. Lorenzen, 10 & 327, Chairman

The Committee on Finance met during the past year to perform the duties of the 
Committee as outlined in Section 1-318 of the Bylaws of the Grand Lodge of 
Nebraska. Those duties include a periodic review of the books and records of 
Grand Lodge following procedures which included:

1. A comparison of canceled checks to the check register including an 
examination of endorsements to assure proper application of payments.
2. Examination of support documents including invoices, expense 
records and other evidences of obligations to ensure proper payment 
was made.

3. Review of accounts to which items were charged selecting all items 
in excess of $500 and randomly reviewing other disbursements of 
lesser dollar amounts.

4. Review of the monthly bank statement reconciliations to verify the 
accuracy of the work of the Grand Lodge Office Staff in preparing bank 
statement reconciliations.
5. Review of income items including lodge assessments.
6. Review of Perpetual Membership and Scholarship accounts.
7. Discussion and review of monthly financial statements.

Following the close of each calendar year, the books and records of the Grand 
Lodge are reviewed through customary audit procedures by independent certi­
fied accountants who prepare and deliver their audit report to the Grand Lodge. 
Revenues for calendar year 1995 totaled $374,065.54. The budget estimated 
revenues at $376,686.50 resulting in actual revenues being $2,620.96 less than 
projected. Only a few line items were slightly in excess of budgeted expenses 
and overall, no category of expenditure was in excess of budgeted amounts. 
During 1995, the Grand Lodge operated carefully and kept budget expenditures 
well within budgeted appropriations. Total budgeted expenditures in 1995 were 
$376,248.50 while total actual expenditures equalled $336,011.79, $40,236.71 
under budgeted amounts.
The Finance Committee found satisfactory verification for all expenditures 
within the books and records of the Grand Lodge Office and was able to 
complete its auditing and review process in a timely manner thanks to the well 
maintained files and help and assistance provided by Chris Rudder as the Office 
Manager and the Staff of the Grand Lodge Office. All expenditures for travel 
and other related expenses incurred by Grand Lodge Officers in performing their 
duties on behalf of the Grand Lodge are properly documented and accounted 
for with receipts and other appropriate verification of such expenses being on 
file in the Grand Lodge Office.
Communication was had during the year with members of the Grand Lodge 
Office Committee, the Grand Master and other Grand Lodge Officers and other
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committee members as needed in keeping one another informed of the business 
activities of the Grand Lodge and Grand Lodge revenues and expenditures. 
Lastly, on behalf of the Grand Lodge, your committee chairman extends to each 
of the members of the Finance Committee a thank you for your service and 
attention to detail in reviewing the financial activity of the Grand Lodge of 
Nebraska.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON MEMBERSHIP
Douglas B. Johnson, 19, Chairman

Many times this year, I have heard our M.\W.-. Jerry Rittenburg state how 
"catsup used to come in glass bottles. Now it comes in plastic squeeze bottles. 
It’s more convenient to use, but the catsup it contains didn’t change." This, he 
concludes, is the challenge before us, to make access to Masonry more conven­
ient without changing our content.
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On November 18, 1995 the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, the Lincoln Valley of 
Scottish Rite, and Sesostris Shrine joined forces to raise 147 candidates in one 
day. This program goes a significant way toward arresting the continuing 2-3% 
annual decline in our membership. Ours was not the first jurisdiction to try this 
program, though this was the first time for Nebraska. Only time will tell whether 
this program should be continued, expanded or abandoned.
Again this year, the membership committee continued the program of presenting 
a Masonic pin to each newly raised Master Mason across the state. The purpose 
of this program remains unchanged: to increase the visibility of members within 
their communities, thus helping to produce interest in our organization.
The video tape series and manual prepared by the Masonic Renewal Committee 
of North America has been purchased by about ten lodges. The series is 
excellent and can be obtained from the Grand Lodge for $202.50. The series 
can be used not only as an important recruitment tool, but also as an integral part 
of your Lodge Education program.
Also, everyone should consider using the many other videos which are available 
free through the Grand Lodge Office for up to two weeks. Two outstanding 
videos in the collection are Opening the Doors to Freemasonry prepared by the 
Grand Lodge of Iowa and What It Means to Be a Mason prepared by the Grand 
Lodge of Connecticut. These were shown during a Lincoln Valley Guest Night 
in the spring by the Lincoln Masters & Wardens Club. Reports on the videos 
were enthusiastic. We encourage everyone to make increased use of this 
resource.
Finally, we continue to suffer with an unfortunate amount of suspensions, many 
of whom are retired or infirmed. For the first time, the number of suspensions 
nearly equals the number of deaths among our members. At the beginning of 
the year, our Grand Master wrote to all our suspended brethren to inquire why 
their dues had not been paid. The most common response was that the Brother 
had not received his dues notice. The second most common response was 
financial hardship. And the third most common response was that the Brother 
had died. Obviously, we need to and can correct this situation.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON YOUTH

The future of our Masonic Family is dependent to a large extent upon our youth. 
It is of utmost importance that we create a good image in their sight. Our actions 
create this image. Our support of our Masonic Youth groups reinforces and 
contributes to this image. Therefore, we adults need to do all we can to foster 
their growth and to support their activities, functions and regular meetings.
Our Grand Lodge continues to sponsor scholarships of $750.00 to outstanding 
members of each of our three Masonic Youth organizations. These scholarships 
were presented by our Grand Lodge Officers at the annual meetings of each 
youth group. Each applicant is required to prepare a brief essay, "How my Youth 
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Organization has prepared me for continuing my education." Their essays 
indicate that there are many benefits gained from their involvement in our 
Masonic Family. They really appreciate the opportunities they experience and 
will undoubtedly continue their Masonic commitment.
This year seventeen applications were received from Job’s Daughters, three 
from the Order of Rainbow and three from the Order of DeMolay. The quality 
of the applications received makes it extremely difficult to select only one 
winner from each organization; however, it makes us extremely proud of our 
youth. What great young people they are!

The scholarship to the International Order of Job’s Daughters was presented to 
Michelle Ann Paxton of Bethel No. 63, Lincoln, Nebraska. Michelle has been 
active in her Bethel for over seven years; has held more than 12 different offices 
including Honored Queen; chaired many committees; participated in seven 
Grand Sessions and five Supreme Sessions. She is very active in ritualistic work 
and fine arts, having won several first places in competitions at both Supreme 
and Grand Sessions. She does not limit her talents to Job’s Daughters but shares 
them with her school (cross country, track, speech team, choir, drama, etc.) She 
has been active in Kitaki Kid, Camp Council, Sweetheart, all while holding a 
part-time job and maintaining a GPA of 3.97. She organized a major hike for 
HI KE (Hearing Impaired Kids Endowment) which raised $4,000+ and received 
much publicity forthe Masonic Family through newspapers, television and from 
Lincoln Sertoma Clubs. She is currently Miss Nebraska Job’s Daughter and 
was second runner-up to Miss International Job’s Daughter.

Through our budgeting process we endeavor to return for investment 
a portion of earned income annually so as to insure the continued growth of those 
funds.
Masonic and Eastern Star members have been very generous with their gifts, 
and we can’t say "THANK YOU" enough, but we must always do our part to 
use them wisely. Please be assured that every monetary, material, or labor gift, 
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no matter how large or small, is received, recorded and acknowledged with the 
same care and appreciation.

On June 24th through 28th, our Home hosted the 65th Conference of the 
Masonic Homes Executive Association of North America, as it met at the Red 
Lion Hotel in Omaha, Nebraska. This is the second time a Nebraska Home has 
been host, and was only the third Conference hosted nationally by a Childrens 
Home, and the 1st since 1951. Ben Harvey was the Conference Host Chairman. 
Our Home and the Plattsmouth Masonic Home provided a tour and fine meal at 
each of the two Homes on different days for all who attended the Conference. 
These Conferences are accredited learning/sharing seminars with outstanding 
speakers. Masons and Eastern Stars of North America have been providing the 
highest of quality care for the aged and children, for over 100 years, and are 
pre-eminent in their expertise for this endeavor. Our Board encourages its 
members to attend, and become familiar with all facets of this endeavor. Again 
we have learned that our Home continues to operate with the lowest total 
employees, lowest ratio of employees to residents, and lowest operating budget 
— even as it continues to rise at a rate comparable to the Cost of Living index, 
of all of the childrens home members of the conference.
I proudly speak for the devoted members of the Board, the Staff, and the 
Children, when I say THANK YOU from the bottom of our collective hearts. 
It’s because of their hard work and your un-ending support that our Home 
Family continues to thrive and grow. Truly, a most wonderful example of 
Masonry at work.

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
The Nebraska Masonic Home 

Plattsmouth, Nebraska

TO: Stockholders & Trustees of The Nebraska Masonic Home
The year 1995 was indeed a very busy one for the staff of The Nebraska Masonic 
Home. Our administrative and management personnel were faced with a 
number of challenges which made this past year a memorable one. Virtually 
every department has been working short-staffed during at least part of the past 
year. While we seem to have an abundance of applications in answer to our 
"help wanted" advertisements, there is definitely a shortage of qualified and 
desirable applicants to fill our open slots. As a result of this, our administrative 
staff is looking at some new and innovative ways to maintain the excellence of 
care that we have long been noted for with fewer personnel and professional 
primary care. We are also in the process of conducting a cost study comparing 
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the costs of contracting out our laundry as opposed to doing our own laundry 
in-house.
Our staff has also been challenged by the many studies and many hours spent 
in working with the architects and kitchen planners in attempting to analyze the 
future needs of The Nebraska Masonic Home in terms of the possible addition 
of an Alzheimer’s Unit and future kitchen renovations.
It goes without saying that Alzheimer’s Disease and related dementia disorders 
are one of the most emotionally and financially disabling maladies of our time 
which strike adults of all ages. Current estimates reveal that nearly 5 million 
Americans suffer from Alzheimer’s Disease, and nearly 50 percent of the elderly 
living in long-term care facilities suffer from some form of irreversible demen­
tia.

Despite these sobering statistics, few healthcare providers possess the expertise 
to provide the type of care needed by these dementia-afflicted residents. We 
have been working very hard at educating ourselves and providing training for 
the entire employee base concerning this devastating illness. During the past 
year, two of our department supervisors and 1 attended a four-day educational 
conference on Alzheimer’s Disease. This was, without a doubt, the most 
intensive and educational conference 1 have ever attended with learning tracks 
in all phases of the disease. My hope is to be able to send additional staff 
members to future educational conferences such as this in order that we may be 
better equipped to handle the many challenges which our residents present to 
our staff and employees every day.
One of the highlights of 1995 was hosting the delegates to the annual conference 
of the Masonic Home Executives Association of North America. What an honor 
it was to have 150 delegates and their spouses share the evening meal with us 
in our dining room and tour our Home on Sunday, June 25, 1995. The evening 
ended with musical entertainment from a group out of Omaha. The other 
Masonic Home Directors across the nation were very impressed with our 
operation and gave us many fine compliments.
During this past year we installed a Secure Care System for our residents’ safety. 
This system, through the use of an electronic ankle bracelet worn by the 
wandering resident, will alert our Nursing Staff, Maintenance Crew, and other 
designated staff members immediately as to the specific outside door that one 
of our wandering residents has exited. This system is a virtual necessity as our 
assisted living program allows many of our residents to live independently in 
an apartment much longer than previously.
Thanks to an anonymous donation from one of our resident’s children we were 
able to construct the "Pin Oak Patio" which is located just outside the west door 
of the Third Floor Spencer Wing. This patio allows our more restricted residents 
much more freedom to be out of doors when the weather permits.

In December we made a much-needed addition to our present computer system 
that allowed us to automate payroll. With this addition, we will also be able to 
continue to modernize and update our accounting system. These improvements 
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will allow us to continue our progress toward a more efficient and economical 
use of all of our resources — mainly Human Resources which accounts for 
nearly two-thirds of our total budget.

This year I would like to extend a very special thank you to our Grand Master, 
Most Worshipful Brother Jerry L. Rittenburg, who is also a member of our Board 
of Trustees and Chairman of the Admissions Committee. This past year has 
been a very busy time for our Admissions Committee as there have been several 
complex issues to be dealt with and solved. 1 would also like to thank the Grand 
Lodge office staff for their help and cooperation.

1 would like to extend a very heartfelt thank you to our Board of Trustees. Truly, 
this is a dedicated group of Masonic brothers who are always ready to lend their 
expertise to me and the members of our staff. Their knowledge extends into 
numerous fields, and they are always willing to share that knowledge for the 
good of The Nebraska Masonic Home. I would like to especially thank Mr.

REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT
The Nebraska Masonic Home 

Board of Trustees 
Plattsmouth, Nebraska

TO: Stockholders of The Nebraska Masonic Home

Once again as President of The Nebraska Masonic Home it is my privilege and 
responsibility to present this brief accounting of some of the activities and 
problems for the past year. I do this on behalf of the Board of Trustees who in 
addition to myself are as follows: First Vice President, Frank V. Lawson Jr.; 
Second Vice President, Gary W. Radii; Third Vice President, Jerry L. Ritten­
burg; Secretary, Jay H. Speck; Dr. Robert L. Bass, Richard E. Brasel, Mario 
Burg, James R. Erixon, David L. Knutson, Sanford H. Nelson, John M. 
McHenry, Robert A. Metcalf, V. Kaye Ramsey, and John S. Pierce now 
deceased.
Brother John left us for his life eternal on September 23, 1995. He was a 
dedicated Mason and a strong supporter of our Home.
On October 16, Nelson W. Rittenburg, the father of our Third Vice-President 
and present Grand Master, left to join his wife in God’s paradise. Nelson, who 
was a Deputy Grand Custodian Emeritus, was a gentle and compassionate man 
who exemplified our Masonic philosophy in his every activity.
December 16 was the darkest day of my life as I watched my inspiration, my 
helpmate, and companion of 70 years leave to join the Grand Master of us all. 
It is only the memory of her love and devotion that enables me to believe she is 
not dead; she is just away.
At our November meeting we elected James F. Brown of Lincoln to fill the 
unexpired term of John Pierce. Worshipful Brother James is the present Grand 
Junior Deacon of our Grand Lodge. His professional background will make him 
a very valuable member of our Board.
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Our Executive Director, in his report, will give you an accounting of the annual 
meeting of the Masonic Home Executives Association of North America which 
met in Omaha, Nebraska. We hosted the group on Sunday, June 25, with a tour 
of our facility and an evening meal and program.
In my last report I advised you that our Insurance Committee after reviewing 
the escalating costs of our Home’s Pension Plan (which was a defined benefit 
plan) recommended terminating it and enhancing our 401 (k) plan. Your Board 
of Trustees voted to do so. We engaged Ameritas Life Insurance Corporation 
to provide actuarial and other services attendant on the termination of our 
Pension Plan effective as of April 30,1995, with any excess funds to be allocated 
to participants in the Pension Plan. These funds are to be distributed on a 
nondiscriminatory basis. All this was dependent on the approval of the Pension 
Benefit Guaranty Corporation and the Internal Revenue Service. We have been 
advised that both groups have approved the termination of our Pension Plan as 
of April 30, 1995. Ameritas is in the process of complying with the 60-day 
termination notice required by the Employee Retirement Income Security Act 
of 1994.

In my last report, I also mentioned the appeal of the Barkdoll decision in our 
favor to the Nebraska Supreme Court. The Supreme Court has affirmed the 
decision and the land has been sold. There is nothing new to report on the Palmer 
tax matter.

I also advised you at our last Stockholders Meeting that Most Worshipful 
Brother Tom Tye had submitted his resignation as Executive Director of our 
Foundation to be effective April 30, 1995. I prevailed on Most Worshipful 
Brother Tom to give us another year which he did, but we must find a suitable 
replacement starting May 1, 1996. Most Worshipful Brother Tom has done an 
exceptional job for us and will not be easy to replace, but we cannot impose on 
his devotion to Masonry any longer. He is maintaining a home in Arizona and 
needs to be relieved of the responsibility so he can spend more time there. I 
assure you he will always be available for consultation when necessary.
Your Board has been increasingly aware of the need for remodeling or rebuild­
ing several of the physical areas of The Home and the relationship which exists 
between these areas. We are thinking primarily of Alzheimer’s care, kitchen 
modernization and the development of a plan for necessary physical plant 
modification and parkingfor the immediate future. To this end, 1 have appointed 
a special Facilities Planning Committee — Mario Burg, Chairman; Dick Brasel; 
Jerry Rittenburg; and James Erixon. They have been meeting, and 1 expect they 
will have a report at our Trustees meeting today.
Each stockholder has received a copy of amended Articles of Incorporation to 
be voted on at this meeting. It is essential that this be done to maintain ourstatus 
as a tax-free corporation. Since 1959 the Nebraska Non-profit Corporation Law 
has provided that a non-profit corporation shall not have or issue shares of stock. 
I assume this provision was ignored because no dividends have ever been paid 
on the stock. If this situation was called to the attention of the proper authorities, 
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we could lose our non-exempt status. For that reason, we must amend our 
articles to avoid any question which could arise.
Our budget for 1995-1996 exclusive of depreciation is $3,583,200. This com­
pares with $3,602,500 for last year’s budget or a decrease of $19,300. While 
this is a small decrease, it is the first one in several years and indicates your 
Trustees, with the assistance of staff, are keeping close watch on the budgets of 
their respective committees. However, our revenue budget which we estimate 
will increase $136,000 will raise only $1,692,000 leaving a shortfall of 
$1,891,200 which must be raised from other sources. The projected income 
from the investments held by The Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation is 
$1,626,000 leaving a shortfall of $265,200 for which amount we must invade 
the principal of that fund.

The Nebraska Masonic Home is the main charity of Nebraska Masons. Every 
Nebraska Mason contributes $2 from his dues to the support of The Home. The 
amount this year should be $42,400. No other Grand Lodge funds are received 
for the operation of The Home. We pay $10,000 annually for the support of the 
Grand Lodge office and contribute $12,500 for the support of The Nebraska 
Mason, our Grand Lodge newspaper. 1 mention this to show that more than 99 
percent of our budget must be raised by the Trustees from other sources. To do 
this we need the help of every Nebraska Mason. It is only because of the past 
generosity of those Masons and their female relatives who contributed to the 
support of our Endowment Fund, which is now The Nebraska Masonic Home 
Foundation, that we have been able to keep our Home operating at its present 
level. It is for this reason that 1 urge each and every one of you to remember 
The Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation in your last will and testament and to 
urge all of your Masonic associates to do likewise.
I have asked the Executive Director of The Foundation, Most Worshipful 
Brother Thomas Tye to give you a report of his activities and to include therein 
the funds or bequests we have received from estates which have been closed 
during the past year.

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 
The Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation

To Harry A. Spencer, President and the Board of Directors of the Nebraska 
Masonic Home Foundation.

I am pleased to be able to submit this report to you at your annual meeting in 
Plattsmouth, Nebraska, January 9,1996. This past year has been a difficult year 
for your Director as well as for the Board. Fully anticipating that my successor 
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would be in place by May of 1995, I had not anticipated another year as your 
Executive Director. At the urging of your President and the Board, I did agree 
to continue but for only one more year until a replacement could be found and 
oriented. This will take place by May 1,1996.

This past year has been a great learning experience for all of us, particularly in 
the area of needs for our residents suffering from dementia. It is estimated that 
at least one half of our future residents will suffer from some form of dementia 
and we must be ready to meet those needs by way of physical structure as well 
as very highly trained personnel to care for those residents. Alzheimer’s is one 
of three neurodegenerative diseases that will be the challenge of the new century. 
Inorder to meet these needs and to continually update and modernize our Home, 
the Board of Trustees of the Nebraska Masonic Home is presently involved in 
an extensive study of current and future needs involving the construction of a 
"State of the Art" Alzheimer’s Unit, kitchen modernization, food delivery, care 
needs and many other necessary requirements to keep our Nebraska Masonic 
Home the very best that we can provide.
Now, more than 40,000 Nebraskans have Alzheimer’s disease. By the year 
2000, there will be enough Alzheimer’s patients in Nebraska to fill Memorial 
Stadium. The primary goal of the Nebraska Masonic Home is to help our 
residents achieve the best possible quality of life. To this end, our continuing 
need for funds grows year by year. The necessity of an annual giving program 
is vital to the continuation of the Home. We must continue our efforts to seek 
support through wills and trusts as well as annuities from our benefactors, for it 
is only through their support that we can continue. An active annual giving 
program is one of the best ways to make people aware of our Home and of our 
need. The planned giving program is necessary to continue to urge people to 
consider the Home in their wills, trusts, annuities and gifts, for this is our major 
source of funds. Last year our annual giving program, the Caring Club brought 
about $60,000.00 to the Home. We currently have about $30,000.00 received 
in 1995, set aside in a restricted fund for the future purchaseof a handi-bus which 
is necessary to transport our residents for various purposes. Last year, we 
received over $165,000.00 from wills and bequests. There is pending, in estates 
or trusts to be received in the future, over $1,000,000.00. For these gifts to our 
Home, we all are eternally grateful.
Care at our Nebraska Masonic Home should be patient centered, and offer 
residents safety, security, medical care, emotional support, reasonable privacy, 
access to appropriate activities and assistance with the activities of daily life. 
This year the annual appeal has gone out to our membership and friends, asking 
for any amount of help because of the anticipated needs and costs of our future 
residents and particularly those who may suffer from some form of dementia. 
The response has been tremendous! The size of the gifts may not be great but 
the number of those responding has been greatly increased. Reminders of the 
need and the possibility of remembering the Home in their wills or trusts are 
seeds well planted, which will bear fruit in years to come. This fall, from the 
first part of November, we have received over $33,000.00 in gifts to the Caring 
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Club and the amount should continue to increase over the next few months so 
that by this July, the amount should double.

This past year the Caring Club Dinner was held at the Home in Plattsmouth. An 
excellent dinner was served by the very fine staff at the Nebraska Masonic 
Home. After presentations, a program was given in the Chapel of the Home for 
those in attendance. 1 wish to thank Dr. Robert Bass, one of our Trustees, and 
a very fine physician, for his presentation on Alzheimer’s Disease. Dr. Bass 
spent many hours in preparing a program for our guests and it was very well 
received and most informative for all of us. Joining him on our program was 
Mr. Jeffrey W. Anderzhon, of Folgers Architects & Facility Design who is 
recognized nationally in the design of Alzheimer’s units and facilities. The 
presentations of both Dr. Bass and Mr. Anderzhon gave us a glimpse of the 
future needs and responsibilities necessary to care for our residents, both 
personally and financially.

1 have very much enjoyed working for the Foundation and hope that I have made 
some contribution to the Home and its continuation by making people aware of 
the Home and its needs. There is a great deal yet to do, but 1 feel that the 
Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation will continue to grow and be able to care 
for our residents in a manner that would make us proud. It is time for new ideas, 
and youthful exuberance to see those ideas to fruition. I shall always have great 
interest in the Nebraska Masonic Home and its future. To quote Brother, and 
General Douglas MacArthur:
"1 promise to keep on living as though 1 expected to live forever. Nobody grows 
old by merely living a number of years. People grow old only by deserting their 
ideals. Years may wrinkle the skin, but to give up interest wrinkles the soul."

St. John The Baptist Lodge of Research
Father Arsenios Coolik

"Multum in parvo" is a Latin motto meaning "much in little." This is a fitting 
description of the first year of Saint John the Baptist Lodge of Research. 
Although our membership is small and we only have three Lodge meetings each 
year, our members’ research has been prolific: fifteen presentations were made 
in our Lodge this year. These presentations have covered a wide range of aspects 
of Freemasonry, and can be divided into four categories:
1) History of Freemasonry. The most memorable historical presentation this 
year was a talk and slide presentation by the Master of our Lodge, Arsenios 
Coolik, on the Masonic mysteries of Chartres Cathedral. W.-.B.-. Morgan 
Hartman gave a thorough exposition on the history of Masonry in Germany, and 
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Brother Simeon Davis related the circumstances of the infamous Morgan 
incident and its relevance for Masons today in light of current Anti-Masonry.
2) Historical Degrees and Rituals. We have added to our Lodge library many 
texts of ritual work dating as far back as the seventeenth century. These were 
the sources for several ritual demonstrations given in our Lodge this year, 
including the proving up for the Entered Apprentice and the Master Mason taken 
from an English text dated 1760.

3) Masonic Music. The history of the use of music in Masonic ritual is one of 
the central interests of our Research Lodge. Brother Macarius Washbum gave 
several talks on Masonic music this year, with accompanying musical perform­
ances.

4) Masonic Philosophy and Lore. Presentations in this area of Masonic research 
included an exposition by W/. B.'. Virgil Tubach on the significance of the letter 
G in Masonry, and an enlightening (and humorous) talk by W.-.M.-. Arsenios 
Coolik on Masonic poetry.

This May our Lodge hosted the third annual Masonic Convocation and dinner 
for the heads of all the Masonic bodies in Nebraska. In addition to repre­
sentatives from the Grand Lodge and the York Rite Bodies of Nebraska, we 
were honored by the presence of the Grand Master and Deputy Grand Master 
of Prince Hall Grand Lodge.

We are pleased to report that the musical research of our Lodge continues to 
have a far-reaching benefit for Freemasonry in the United States and Canada. 
We have received orders from brothers and Lodges in over twenty-five states. 
Some Grand Lodges have purchased large quantities for sale and distribution 
within their state; the Grand Lodge of Minnesota obtained twenty sets, and the 
Grand Lodge of Arizona purchased fifteen sets. Macoy Publishing Company, 
the largest outlet for Masonic supplies in the United States, now features our 
"Music for the Masonic Degrees" tape set in their catalog, and sold over 100 
sets in 1995.
The interest and attraction that Masonic music has for Masons in America has 
been further evidenced by the many enthusiastic letters and publicity our 
Lodge’s music research has received. Besides numerous personal letters (some 
from as distant places as the one from a Master in Brussels, Belgium), we have 
also been sent copies of articles on our Research Lodge and its music tapes that 
have appeared in Emessay Notes, Philalethes Magazine, and the North Carolina 
Mason.

We encourage all brothers interested in learning more about the rich tradition 
of our Craft and in sharing their Masonic experience and knowledge with their 
brother Masons to consider membership in our Research Lodge. Initial mem­
bership is $100.00, and $50.00 each year thereafter. Membership entitles one 
to attendance at the Lodge meetings, and includes the cost of dinner. Associate 
memberships for out-of-state members who are not able to attend our meetings 
are also available for an annual fee of $25.00.
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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE 
ON CODIFICATION OF THE LAW

Dwight E. Smith, 205, Chairman

The Committee on Codification of the Law respectfully submits its report 
relative to amendments and additions to the Bylaws of this Grand Lodge as 
enacted at this communication.

As a result of approval of Recommendation No. 1, Section 1-201 of the Grand 
Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 1-201 —GRAND SECRETARY —The Grand Secretary shall 
have charge of the seal of the Grand Lodge; shall personally attend and 
record the transactions of the Grand Lodge when in Annual Commu­
nication; shall sign all orders, certificates, documents and diplomas 
requiring the seal of the Grand Lodge, to include the affixing of the 
seal thereon. The Grand Secretary shall be ex-officio a member of the 
Committee on Fraternal Relations and the Committee on Grand Lodge 
Offices. The Grand Secretary shall report to each Annual Communi­
cation of the Grand Lodge such statistical data concerning the status of 
the membership of this Grand Lodge as may, in his opinion, be 
appropriate, or as may be directed by the Grand Master.
The Grand Secretary shall devote such time as his duties may require 
for the efficient and prompt completion of such duties or other pro­
grams of the Grand Lodge to include the promotion of Masonry.

And

Subparagraph (c) of Section 1-321 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to 
read as follows:

(c) The Committee shall have the responsibility for prescribing the 
business methods to be followed within the Grand Lodge Office, to 
include: (1) the approval of and adherence to those Office Policies and 
Job Descriptions created from time to time governing all employees of 
the Grand Lodge; (2) the keeping of all membership records; (3) the 
accounting and reporting of Grand Lodge income to include the receipt 
and deposit of all monies in approved accounts; (4) the preparation, 
final approval and payment of all expenditures on orders regularly 
issued and signed by the Grand Master or his designated representative; 
(5) the maintenance of appropriate levels of supplies for normal activi­
ties within the Grand Lodge Office, for the use of Grand Lodge Officers 
and by Committees of the Grand Lodge, as well as those maintained 
available for use by subordinate lodges; (6) the collection, review and 
compilation of monthly statistics and activities from subordinate lodge 
secretaries as required under Section 2-310 of these Bylaws; (7) 
communications with the various subordinate lodges of this jurisdic­
tion, all appendant, and/or allied bodies operating therein, and with 
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such other jurisdictions as may from time to time be necessary to insure 
that a harmonious relationship exists between such bodies and this 
Grand Lodge; (8) notifying each subordinate lodge of any indebtedness 
due the Grand Lodge before the first day of December of each year and 
the closing of all accounts of subordinate lodges on the thirty-first day 
of December of each year; and (9) such other matters appropriate to 
the efficient administrative controls of the Grand Lodge not otherwise 
fixed by the Constitution, Bylaws or other actions of the Grand Lodge.

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 2, Section 2-1302 of the 
Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 2-1302 — CERTIFICATE REQUIRED — A subordinate lodge 
cannot consider a petition for affiliation unless accompanied by a 
Certificate of Good Standing, as hereinafter provided, or demit or its 
equivalent, provided that when the petitioner has lost his demit or 
Certificate of Good Standing which has been issued him from a lodge 
which has become extinct, he may make application to the Grand 
Secretary and upon proper showing receive from him a duplicate demit 
which certificate shall accompany the petition for affiliation. A peti­
tioner who presents with his petition a Certificate of Good Standing 
from a subordinate lodge of this jurisdiction or one authorized by law 
of another Grand Jurisdiction shall not become a member of the lodge 
petitioned until he is elected and his demit or its equivalent has been 
obtained by said lodge.

And
Sec. 2-403 — REFUSING EXAMINATION — A brother refusing to 
qualify and pass an examination in the Master Mason degree as 
provided in Section 2-402 renders himself liable to charges. No one 
hereafter made a Master Mason shall be entitled to a Certificate of 
Good Standing, demit, diploma, to hold an office in a lodge, nor to 
make applicaiton to or join any lodge, society, or institution enumer­
ated in Section 3-102, Sub-section (g) of this Code until he has 
complied with said Section 2-402; provided that the provisions of this 
Section shall not apply to a brother whose only lodge membership is 
in a lodge in a Masonic Jurisdiction other than Nebraska.

And
Sec. 2-1401 — APPLICATION FOR — Any brother desiring to 
affiliate with another subordinate lodge of Freemasons must apply in 
writing to his lodge for a Certificate of Good Standing for the purpose 
of securing a demit. Such application must be received and read at a 
regular meeting of the lodge, and if no charges are preferred against 
the petitioner, and if he has complied with Section 2-402 of the law, is 
clearon the books and is not an installed officer of the lodge, the Master 
shall order such certificate issued, and the secretary shall make a record 
of such action.
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Upon notice by another lodge through the return of that portion of the 
certificate which officially certifies as to his election to membership 
therein, the Master shall order that a demit be issued and mailed to the 
lodge which elected him to membership. The secretary shall make 
record of the issuance of such demit; provided, however, such demit 
shall not be issued by the parent lodge for a brother who signed a 
petition for a charter for a new lodge, who desires dual membership in 
both the parent lodge and the new lodge.

And
Sec. 2-1405 — DUPLICATES — A subordinate lodge may issue a 
duplicate Certificate of Good Standing or a demit, being fully satisfied 
that the original is lost or destroyed. The duplicate must state that an 
original has been previously issued.

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 3, Paragraph (g) Section 
3-102 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 3-102— ENUMERATED — Masonic Offenses shall consist of, 
but not be limited to:
(g) Making application to, or joining any lodge, society, or institution 
that shall provide as a condition precedent that one shall be a Master 
Mason in good standing, or shall have taken the degrees of Entered 
Apprentice Mason, Fellow Craft Mason, and Master Mason, provided 
that this inhibition shall not apply to York or Scottish Rite bodies, the 
Order of Eastern Star, the Ancient Arabic Order Nobles of the Mystic 
Shrine, Red Cross of Constantine, National Federated Craft, Allied 
Masonic Degrees, the National Sojourners, the Past Grand Masters 
Association, the Order of the White Shrine of Jerusalem, the York Rite 
Sovereign College of North America, High Twelve International, Inc. 
or to organizations which do not require the taking of any obligation 
and which do not have any secret ritual or ceremony.

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 4, Section 2-902 of the 
Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended as follows:

Sec. 2-902 —QUALIFICATIONS OF CANDIDATES — Each can­
didate for the degrees in Masonry must:
1. Be a man, free born.
2. Be nineteen or more years of age at the time of signing his petition.
3. Believe in the existence of a Supreme Being, and no other religious 
test shall be required or allowed.
4. Be able to read and write English.

As a result of the approval of Resolution No. 1, the first sentence of paragraph 
3, Section 2-601 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Each Lodge shall pay annually to the Grand Lodge on or before the 
10th day of April, for each initiation during the preceding calendar 
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year, the sum of Ten Dollars ($10.00), and for each member, the sum 
of Twelve Dollars ($12.00) as per capita tax.

And
Sec. 1-406 — ALLOCATION OF FUNDS — The per capita tax of 
Twelve Dollars ($12.00) shall be divided as follows:

To the Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children..................$ .50
To the George Washington Masonic
National Memorial..................................................................... $ .50
To the Nebraska Masonic Home..............................................$2.00
To the Genera] Fund..................................................................$9.00

The Initiation Fee of Ten Dollars ($10.00) and all affiliation fees shall 
be allocated to the General Fund.

As a result of the approval of Resolution No. 2, Section 1 -401 of the Bylaws of 
the Grand Lodge is deleted in its entirety, and the following is substituted as 
Section 1-401 of the Bylaws:

Sec. 1-401 — INVESTMENT MANAGEMENT AND BOARD OF 
GRAND TRUSTEES
(a) The Board of Grand Trustees shall consist of three (3) members, 
each to serve for a period of three years, and who shall be appointed 
for such terms as shall retire one member thereof annually. Vacancies 
shall immediately be filled by the Grand Master. A majority of such 
Board shall, as it deems wise and prudent, establish investment policies 
for the Grand Lodge as to general types of securities, bonds and interest 
bearing obligations, and the percentage of Grand Lodge funds to be 
invested in securities and other obligations.

(b) The Grand Trustees appointed shall be members in good standing 
of subordinate Lodges under the jurisdiction of this Grand Lodge, and 
shall be selected because of their experience and recognized ability in 
the investment or banking field. All trustees shall be residents of the 
State of Nebraska, and if any Trustee shall cease to be a resident of 
this State, or shall cease to be a member of a subordinate Lodge under 
the jurisdiction of this Grand Lodge his place as Grand Trustee shall 
be declared vacant by the Grand Master, and a new Grand Trustee 
appointed immediately.
(c) The Board of Grand Trustees shall select its chairman and secretary 
from its membership.

(d) The Grand Trustees shall serve without pay, but shall be reim­
bursed for actual expense incurred covering mileage, hotel rooms and 
meals. They are also authorized to expend such sums as may be 
necessary for financial advice and service from funds appropriated by 
the Grand Lodge for that purpose. They may also expend such sums 
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for legal services and court costs as they may deem necessary for the 
proper monitoring of the investments.

(e) The Board of Grand Trustees may by majority vote select a 
professional management firm to invest and reinvest the funds of the 
Grand Lodge in securities, bonds and interest bearing obligations. Any 
investment management firm selected shall have been in business at 
least five years and shall have a net worth of at least $100,000. Upon 
written approval of such selection by a majority vote of the Grand 
Master, the Deputy Grand Master and the Grand Secretary, the Board 
of Trustees may employ such firm. Any professional management 
firm may be terminated and a new one employed, utilizing the same 
procedure.

(f) The professional investment management firm shall have such 
powers to buy and sell, invest and reinvest the funds of the Grand Lodge 
within the investment policies established by the Board of Grand 
Trustees and to hold such investments for the ownership and benefit 
of the Grand Lodge, as shall be set forth in its written contract. Such 
contract shall provide the custody of Grand Lodge investment funds 
shall repose with a State of Federally Insured Financial Institution, as 
well as provisions for the transfer of funds and renditions of such 
statements of account and reports as shall be recommended by the 
Board of Grand Trustees. An annual written report of the professional 
investment management firm and Board of Grand Trustees shall be 
made at each annual communication of the Grand Lodge.
(g) Except as provided in the contract with the professional investment 
management firm, all funds, securities, real estate and other property 
held by this Grand Lodge shall be carried in the name of the Grand 
Lodge A.’.F.’. & A.’.M.’. of Nebraska, and all deeds conveying real 
estate and ail mortgages mortgaging real estate or personal property 
and releases or assignments thereof, or assignments or transfers of 
stock, certificates, or other securities or such other legal documents 
having to do with the sale, transfer, investment, reinvestment or man­
agement of said funds, securities or property, shall be executed by the 
Grand Master or the Chairman of the Board of Grand Trustees and the 
Grand Secretary upon authorizations of the Board of Grand Trustees.
(h) The Board of Grand Trustees shall monitor the actions of the 
professional investment management firm and submit semi-annual 
reports to the Grand Master with comments and recommendations. 
They shall also employ a certified public accountant to make an annual 
audit of the accounts of the Grand Lodge. An original of such audit of 
the accounts of the Grand Lodge shall be filed in the office of the Grand 
Lodge.
(i) Except as provided in the contract with the professional investment 
management firm, the Board of Grand Trustees shall designate the 
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depositories for all funds and securities of the Grand Lodge under such 
terms and conditions as it shall deem proper.

And
Section 1 -405 — GENERAL FUNDS, SPECIAL FUNDS AND PER­
PETUAL MEMBERSHIP FUND — That hereafter the funds of this 
Grand Lodge shall be the following: General Funds and Perpetual 
Membership Fund and Special Funds.

The General Fund of this Grand Lodge shall consist of the securities 
and monies presently in said Fund. The General Fund shall be the 
operating funds of the Grand Lodge, into which shall be deposited all 
income of this Grand Lodge from whatever source derived, with the 
exception of monies paid to the Perpetual Membership Fund and 
income therefrom. The expenses of this Grand Lodge, as appropriated 
by this Grand Lodge, shall be paid from the General Fund. Surplus 
monies in the General Fund shall be invested and reinvested by the 
professional investment management firm under its written contract 
with the Grand Lodge.

There is hereby established a Perpetual Membership Fund. All monies 
tendered with applications for perpetual membership and all income 
therefrom shall go into said Fund, which shall be administered as 
provided by the Perpetual Membership Plan adopted by this Grand 
Lodge. This Fund shall be separate and distinct from all other funds.
There is hereby established a Special Fund, which shall consist of 
monies gifted or bequested to the Grand Lodge with restrictions on 
their use. The Fund shall be separate and distinct from all other funds.
For the purpose of investment management, the Perpetual Membership 
Fund and the Special Fund may be managed by the investment manager 
as a single portfolio and be held in a single custody account. The 
Records of the portion of such account/portfolio belonging to the 
Perpetual Membership Fund and other special funds held by the Grand 
Lodge shall be kept by the Grand Lodge Office.

W.-. Dwight E. Smith moved for adoption of the report of the Committee on 
Codification of the Law. Motion was seconded and passed.

R.’.W.’. Reginald S. Kuhn announced that he had received the following 
resolutions, which according to the bylaws will be read and laid over until the 
session next year.

RESOLUTION
We, the undersigned, Master Masons of Subordinate Lodges of the 
Grand Lodge of the Most Ancient and Honorable Fraternity of Free 
and Accepted Masons of Nebraska, respectfully propose that line 2, of 
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Section 2-902 (qualifications of candidates), of Chapter IX, be changed 
to read as follows:

Each candidate for the degrees in Masonry must:

2. Be eighteen or more years of age at the time of signing his petition. 
RESOLUTION
May it be resolved that Article 111 of the Constitution of the Grand 
Lodge be amended as follows:

The Grand Lodge shall hold a regular communiction annually. Loca­
tion of said communication will:

1. be designated by the newly elected Grand Senior Warden for his 
term as Grand Master, and

2. must be approved by a majority vote of the Grand Lodge.

RESOLUTION
May it be resolved that Section 1-101 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be 
amended to read as follows:
ANNUAL COMMUNICATIONS — The stated annual communica­
tion of the Grand Lodge shall be held at such place as shall be 
designated by the newly elected Grand Senior Warden for his term as 
Grand Master with the approval of the Grand Lodge, beginning on the 
first Friday of February at such hour as the Grand Master may desig­
nate. A Master Mason’s Lodge shall first be opened. If representatives 
of the constitutional number of seven subordinate lodges be found 
present, the Grand Lodge shall be declared open for the transaction of 
business, and the Grand Master shall announce all necessary appoint­
ments and fill vacancies in the standing committees.
RESOLUTION
Be it Resolved that Section 2 of Article XII of the Grand Lodge 
Constitution be amended to read as follows:
Sec. 2 — Upon the petition of fifteen or more Master Masons being 
presented to the Grand Master, he may grant them a dispensation to 
open and hold a subordinate lodge at the place therein to be named, 
with power to make Masons, and he shall therein appoint the Master 
and Wardens of the new subordinate lodge. But in no case shall such 
dispensation be issued unless the Grand Master is satisfied that the 
petitioners are all Master Masons in good standing, that the estab­
lishment of the new subordinate lodge is of manifest propriety and will 
conduce to the good of the Fraternity, and that a safe and suitable lodge 
room has been provided therefor, nor unless the Grand Custodian shall 
certify that the three principal officers are competent to confer the three 
degrees of Masonry in a suitable and impressive manner. Such dispen­
sation shall terminateon the thirty-first day of Decemberprecedingthe 
annual communication of the Grand Lodge and shall then be returned 
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to the Grand Secretary, together with the Bylaws, book or records, and 
returns of the new subordinate lodge to that date.
RESOLUTION
Be it resolved that Article X, Section 1, subsection (d) of the Grand 
Lodge Constitution be amended to read as follows:
(d) to grant dispensation to waive the requirements of proficiency in 
a preceding degree before a degree is conferred upon candidates.
RESOLUTION
Be it resolved that Section 2-1208 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be 
amended to read as follows:
Sec. 2-1208 — DISPENSATION — A fee of ten dollars ($10.00) for 
each degree must be paid before a dispensation be issued to waive the 
requirement of proficiency in a preceding degree before a degree is 
conferred. Provided that the Grand Master may in the exercise of his 
discretion, waive the requirement of the fee in cases where such 
dispensation is made necessary by reason of the candidate being cal led 
to the military service of the United States.
RESOLUTION
Section 2-902 — QUALIFICATIONS OF CANDIDATES
Each candidate for the degrees in Masonry must:
1. Be a man.

2. Be nineteen or more years of age at the time of signing his petition.
3. Believe in the existance of a Supreme Being, and no other religious 
test shall be required or allowed.

The first reference providing for an “Assistant Custodian” was made in 1869.

In 1870, the Committee on Work recommended the establishment of five 
districts and the appointment of an equal number of brethren. These, together 
with the Grand Lecturer, were to constitute a “Board of Custodians” to serve for 
five years. From that time until now, there have been appointed assistant 
custodians. It is the purpose here to list all that have, at any time, served the 
Grand Lodge. They are listed in terms of first appointment. The number 
following each name represents the lodge of which each was, or is, a member.
