leader, lay reader, whatever his particular denomination permits; he could 
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have been denoted as a civic leader because of his involvement on boards of 
directors for local hospitals, nursing homes, financial institutions, or founda­
tions; he could have been a volunteer for such charitable organizations as the 
Y, United Way, Scouting, or similar organizations. He could have been involved 
in such service organizations as Lions, Sertoma, Kiwanis, Rotary, Optimists, 
and so forth. But lastly, he must have been active in the Masonic fraternity. In 
other words, these are the Masons that make the difference within their commu­
nity. These awards are presented to them in their local community, and the entire 
community is invited to be present, particularly those organizations with which 
they have been involved. This year it was our pleasure to present this award to 
Worshipful Brother Ben Fussel, Geneva Lodge No. 79, Geneva.

Most Worshipful Grand Master Ramsey, Most Worshipful Past Grand Masters 
and visiting Grand Masters, other visiting Masonic dignitaries, Brethren, and 
friends:
I have a khaki colored trench coat similar to hundreds of other trench coats. 1 
am concerned whenever I wear this coat and have to hang it with many other 
coats which look just like mine. When I retrieve my coat 1 am never certain if 
I am grabbing the right one. To serve as an identifying means 1 carry a brass 
stove bolt in the right front pocket so once I slip on the coat, my hand checks 
that pocket to make sure 1 have the right coat. It is very reassuring to me when 
1 feel that stove bolt and know that I have my coat. In a broader sense, one can 
see this as a constancy in my life ... and this is good, constancies, stabilities are 
very important to all of us; however, for whatever reasons, constancies don’t 
seem to matter much anymore.
Our society has become one that has let go of many of our constancies with the 
philosophy of "we need to let kids be kids," or "adults arc just expressing 
themselves" or "everyone has rights." Unfortunately, without some constancies 
or expectations in our lives, many of those things you and I remember or took 
for granted are gone:
• Children don’t put their shoes on the furniture
• Children don’t speak rudely to adults
• One doesn’t double-park when the sign says not to, or one doesn’t park in a 

handicap zone
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• Obscenities are not hurled in loud voices in shopping malls or on public 
sidewalks

How often have you heard the retort "what does it matter?" What does it matter 
if children are not taught proper grammar in school? What does it matter if 
children are watching too much TV or using TV actors and sport figures as role 
models? "Don’t be a’fuddy-duddy.’" We are entering the 21st century. Kids 
need to be "themselves." Let them wear what they wish to school, to church, or 
other public gatherings.
It isn’t just children who have no constancies in their lives. Adults are often too 
focused on themselves and on instant gratification and have let go of many 
constancies they once had.
For ail of us present today, we are very fortunate because we have a vital 
constancy in our lives which gives us reassurance, and provides us a moral, 
spiritual, and educational foundation. That constancy is Masonry. Masonry is 
our compass. It always points us in the right direction and keeps us within due 
bounds of all mankind. If we follow the teachings of Masonry and search within 
ourselves, Masonry is always there to remind us of our duty to our families, to 
other Masons, and to our community. The constancies that Masonry gives to 
the community are numerous: in Nebraska we have the Plattsmouth Home, a 
constancy for over 100 years; the Children’s Home, showing care and concern 
for over 80 years; the Scottish Rite language clinics, the Shrine Temples that 
provide support and transportation for the orthopedic and burn hospitals; the 
Eastern Star scholarship and Estral programs; the youth organizations which 
show today’s young people that love of country, respect for parents and one 
another is a good thing.
Nationally, the Masonic fraternity has over 50 homes that provide lifetime care 
for adults, and seven children’s homes to assist youngsters; there are the 
hospitals, the Knights Templar Eye Foundation; the Masonic Relief Associa­
tion; the list goes on and on. Actually, Masonry contributes more than 1-1/2 
million dollars a day to charities.
The Masonic constancy of providing for the widow, the orphan, and a worthy 
brother in distress is the origin of adult and children homes as well as the basis 
for all Masonic charities.
We at the Children’s Home know first hand what a devastating effect the lack 
of structure and constancy can have on childrens’ lives.
With no constancy in their lives, our children have interpreted this to mean no 
one cares about them because no one is giving them any love or attention. No 
one cares whether I am home, no one cares if I go to school, no one cares if I do 
my homework. Unfortunately, these children try to get someone to notice them 
by misbehaving, by running away, by doing all the wrong things.
When a child comes to live at the Home we tell them we care by giving them 
constancies. We begin with structure in their daily lives — dinner is always al 
5:30 — bedtime is 10:00 — study time is I hour — you will be expected to 
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shower daily — you will be expected to make your bed — to do your chores — 
to keep your shoes off the furniture.
We also provide constancy by giving them attention and reward for positive 
behavior. We let them know they are a special person and there is something 
unique about each one of them.
To all of you here today, consider yourselves very fortunate to have this 
constancy of Masonry in your lives. Consider yourselves challenged to use this 
constancy for the betterment of yourself, your family, and your community.
We can all make a difference, by adhering to our principles and putting them 
into practice.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON BUSINESS AND RULES
Reginalds. Kuhn, 19 & 134

The business of an Annual Communication shall be conducted in accordance 
with the provisions of Part 1 of the Constitution and Bylaws of the Grand Lodge 
A/. F.‘. & A:. M.-. of Nebraska, as amended. The order of business shall be as 
shown in the printed program for the Communication, or as may be revised by 
the Grand Master to expedite the business and procedure of the Grand Lodge. 
The Committee further recommends:
1. The Grand Master shall appoint a brother to serve as Parliamentarian of the 
Annual Communication. The Parliamentarian need not be a member of the 
Jurisprudence Committee. It shall be the duty of the Parliamentarian to advise 
and consult the Grand Master regarding procedures.
2. Committee Reports shall be given by the Chairman or designated member 

from the East unless otherwise directed by the Grand Master.
3. Amendments, which have been brought to the floor for ballot: One of the 
signers of an amendment shall state the position of the signers prior to the ballot.
4. Officers speaking on any motion, resolution, committee report orother matter 
may speak from the East. Members of the Grand Lodge may then speak from 
the main floor at a microphone near the altar or as directed by the officer 
presiding. Time permitting, other brothers may speak to the issue. Prior to 
speaking, each brother shall be recognized by the officer presiding and shall 
state his name and lodge before addressing the Grand Lodge.
5. No brother shall speak more than twice on any motion, resolution, committee 
report or other matter unless special permission is granted by the officer 
presiding. Members shall be recognized to speak in the order they rise unless 
the officer presiding shall otherwise direct. If more than one brother rises at 
approximately the same time, the officer presiding shall direct the order of 
speaking.
6. Time limits on speaking shall not be imposed unless the officer presiding shall 
announce time limits in order to expedite the business of the Annual Commu­
nication. Upon announcement, the officer presiding shall enforce the stated 
limits.
7. When the Grand Lodge is passing upon the decision and formal recommen­
dations of the Grand Master, the Grand Master shall first announce his position. 
The Chairman of the Jurisprudence Committee will announce the position of 
the Committee. Discussion will then be permitted with the Grand Master 
permitted to speak. Members of the Grand Lodge shall then be permitted to 
speak to the issue. Time permitting, other brothers may speak after which a vote 
will be taken.
8. When the voting method is not prescribed by the Constitution and Bylaws, it 
shall be by the usual sign of a Mason while voting. The Grand Master, orother 
officer presiding, may prescribe voting by secret ballot or other method at his 
discretion.

9. Questions of procedure not provided for in the Constitution, Bylaws, or these 
rules, shall be determined by the Grand Master.

It is again my privilege to present to you the Credentials Committee report for 
this 140th Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge of Ancient Free and 
Accepted Masons of Nebraska.
In spite of the un-cooperative weather we have experienced the past two days, 
we can report that all Grand Lodge Officers except one are present here as well 
as 14 Past Grand Masters and 23 Deputy Grand Custodians. Also in attendance 
are dignitaries from Colorado, Iowa, Illinois, Kansas, Manitoba Canada, Min­
nesota, North Dakota, Oklahoma, South Dakota, Vermont, Wisconsin, Wyo­
ming, Prince Hall of Nebraska and the Imperial Potentate of the Shrine.
In addition to the above mentioned, also represented here are Order of Eastern 
Star, Rainbow Girls, Job’s Daughters, DeMolay, York Rite Masons, Scottish 
Rite Masons, Sesostris Temple, Tangier Temple, Tehama Temple, Daughters 
of the Nile and National Sojourners.

It has been my pleasure to serve Most Worshipful Grand Master Kaye Ramsey 
as Chairman of the Credentials Committee and 1 personally wish to thank the 
other Brethren who have given so freely of their time and talent trying to make 
your Grand Lodge more successful. They are Doyle Berg from Omaha, Delmar 
Jones from Kearney, Frank Dougherty from Lincoln and Roger Anderson from 
Kearney, also Bill Hurst from Lincoln and Gary Keim from Elm Creek who 
volunteered to help us when some regular committee members could not be 
present.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON NEBRASKA WORK
Charles W. Amidon, 281 & 327, Chairman

On February 16, 1996, members of the Committee met at the Grand Lodge 
Office with W.\ M.’. Neil A. Henry, Master of Beatrice Lodge No. 26 to discuss 
details of presenting a one-day multiple candidate communication at the Bea­
trice Lodge.
On March 30, 1996, eighteen candidates received all three degrees in one day. 
Due to the fine preparation of Beatrice Lodge, the degrees were presented in 
excellent form and with utmost dignity. All members ofthe Committee on Work 
were present for this historic occasion and want to thank Beatrice Lodge for its’ 
wholehearted cooperation.
On August 9,1996, the Chairman of the Committee met with W.\ M.’. Richard 
E. Gilmore, Master of George W. Lininger Lodge No. 268, to discuss a similar 
one-day conferral at the Scottish Rite Cathedral in Omaha.
On October 19,1996, one hundred and twelve candidates were raised in Omaha.

ADDRESS OF THE GRAND MASTER
"My brethren, all of the delegates were furnished 45 days before the opening of 
Grand Lodge, back in late December, a copy of the Grand Master’s Recommen­
dations, and as you registered you were given the final printed copy of my 
address. 1 would like to highlight just a few things, and go from there. Hearing 
no objection to that, we will proceed in that regard."

GRAND MASTER’S ADDRESS

TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL, THE GRAND LODGE, ANCIENT FREE 
AND ACCEPTED MASONS OF NEBRASKA

My Brethren:
In accordance with Article X, Section 2(b) of the Constitution of the Most 
Worshipful Grand Lodge of Ancient Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska, I 
do hereby submit my written address to this 140th Annual Communication. 
This address will consist of a record of my official acts, my thoughts on the 
general condition of Masonry in the Grand Jurisdiction of Nebraska, and 
recommendations for legislation that I believe to be necessary or expedient for 
the welfare of our fraternity. In accordance with Section 1-304 of the Bylaws 
of the Grand Lodge, all Grand Master’s recommendations contained within this 
address were submitted to the Jurisprudence Committee, all Grand Lodge 
Officers, and to the Masters of all subordinate Lodges not less than forty-five 
days prior to this Annual Communication.
1 first wish to express to each and every Mason within the jurisdiction of 
Nebraska my sincere appreciation for allowing me to serve as your Grand Master 
for the last year. Much has been accomplished for the good of Masonry this 
year, and it could only have been done because of the dedicated efforts of so 
many of you. 1 have received wonderful support from many individual Masons, 
local Lodges, the appendant bodies and the Grand Lodge Officers. I do want to 
especially thank the Grand Lodge Officers for their dedication to Masonry. 
Many times they have made long trips to support Grand Lodge participation at 
many local Lodge events.
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To each of the visiting dignitaries from other jurisdictions and from within the 
State of Nebraska, we offer a sincere welcome. Over the past eight years, I have 
had the pleasure of attending many of your Annual Communications. 1 hope 
that your time here is as enjoyable as we experienced when visiting you.
To the delegates and other members attending the 140th Annual Communica­
tion, we extend a welcome as you gather to consider serious matters concerning 
your Grand Lodge. I also hope that you and your wives will enjoy the workshops 
and banquets.
1 would like to thank our Grand Lodge Office Staff. Chris Rudder and Carol 
Schroeder provide the day-to-day expertise that makes the Grand Lodge func­
tion so well.

NECROLOGY

As of the writing of this address, the Secretaries of our Subordinate Lodges have 
reported to the Grand Lodge Office that 643 of our brethren have entered into 
that House not made with Hands, Eternal in the Heavens. Their contributions 
to Masonry will leave fond memories.
We are thankful that the Golden Chain of Past Grand Masters of Masons in 
Nebraska has remained unbroken this past year.
The Committee on Fraternal Dead, under the able leadership of our V.’.W.’. 
Grand Chaplain Eugene C. Sibley, will be presenting a suitable tribute to our 
departed brethren as an important part of this Annual Communication.

CORNERSTONES

This year the Grand Lodge Officers have been privileged to hold several 
Cornerstone Ceremonies throughout the State. Our Grand Marshal, W.-.B.-. 
Mike Jones, has done an outstanding job of working with the local officials and 
Lodges in order to make these all meaningful public events. Also York Rite 
Commanderics have served as honor guards for the Grand Lodge Officers at our 
Cornerstone Ceremonies. Our Grand Orator, W B Ben Harvey, has given a 
meaningful oration at each event.
On All-Masonic Sunday, July 28,1996, we conducted a Cornerstone Ceremony 
at the Gerald R. Ford Conservation Center in Omaha, working closely with the 
Nebraska State Historical Society, who operates this center near the Ford 
Memorial. Former President Ford, who is a Mason, was not able to be there. 
However, there were a number of dignitaries in attendance, and the ceremony 
received television coverage. Tangier Shrine provided both the Color Guard 
and a band.
Immediately after the Ford Cornerstone Ceremony, the Grand Lodge Officers 
traveled to Fort Calhoun to lay a Cornerstone at the Fort Calhoun Medical Clinic. 
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Solomon Lodge No. 10 then provided a grand wrap-up to a busy day by hosting 
a steak cookout honoring the Grand Lodge Officers.
On October 23, 1996, a Cornerstone Ceremony was held at Hastings College 
for the Wilson Mathematics and Computer Science Building.

GRAND MASTERS CONFERENCE

The Conference of Grand Masters of North America was held in Washington, 
D.C. on February 17-21, 1996. This conference offers the one forum for all 
Grand Masters to meet together as a body for discussion and sharing of ideas. 
Since each Grand Jurisdiction is sovereign, no binding legislative action can 
take place. However, the conference is attended by virtually every Grand 
Jurisdiction in North America and by many guest Jurisdictions from all over the 
world.
At the conclusion of the 1995 conference, I was asked to prepare a paper on 
Public Awareness of Masonry for presentation at the 1996 conference. My 
presentation, along with those from twelve other Grand Masters, was well 
received. All papers presented led to further discussion by the delegates.
When the conference meets in Washington. D.C., a visit to the George Wash­
ington National Memorial is made part of the activities. Any Mason traveling 
to our Nation’s Capitol should arrange to visit this very impressive edifice in 
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Alexandria. I also had the pleasure of visiting the headquarters of National 
Sojourners, Inc. just south of Alexandria.

MIDWEST CONFERENCE OF GRAND MASTERS

This year the Midwest Conference of Grand Masters was held in Cedar Rapids, 
Iowa on August 16-18. Attending this conference with me were Deputy Grand 
Master, Ken Fleming, and the Grand Senior Warden, Don Rasmussen. There 
is a secretaries conference held in conjunction with this meeting and our Grand 
Secretary, Reg Kuhn attended this meeting. Also, since so many of the midwest 
jurisdictions are going to the office manager concept for the Grand Lodge office, 
our administrator, Chris Rudder attended the secretaries conference along with 
several of her counterparts.
This meeting offers a good forum for discussion with Grand Lodge Officers 
from other jurisdictions in the midwest. In 1998, Nebraska will be responsible 
for the program for this meeting, and then will host the meeting in 1999.

CENTENNIALS

Four Lodges observed centennials in 1996: Gilead No. 233, Butte; Zion No. 
234, Hyannis, Golden Rule No. 236, Allen; and Friendship No. 239, Chapman. 
It is indeed a milestone when a lodge serves Masonry in its community for one 
hundred years.
On April 13, 1996, most of the Grand Lodge Officers and wives were present 
for the Centennial Celebration of Friendship Lodge No. 239 in Chapman. 1 
presented the lodge its Centennial Certificate, and our Grand Orator, Ben 
Harvey, gave a very interesting talk.
On June 9, 1996, Zion Lodge No. 234 in Hyannis celebrated its centennial. 
Since I was attending Wisconsin Grand Lodge on that date, our Deputy Grand 
Master, Ken Fleming, and Grand Junior Warden, Dwight Smith, represented the 
Grand Lodge.
Both of the above lodges did a fine job in preparing a public program, and 
attendance was very good at each location. In addition, both lodges had written 
a history of the lodge and distributed it to those attending the event.

APPENDANT AND AFFILIATED BODIES

As Grand Master, I am aware that while many Blue Lodge Masons do belong 
to the appendant and/or affiliated bodies, others do not. However, because of 
the great support that the Grand Lodge has received from these bodies this year, 
I would be remiss not to mention them in this report. When someone asks you

to consider joining one of these bodies, please give it serious consideration. We 
are all part of the same Masonic family; and as one of us prospers, we all benefit. 
Scottish Rite, York Rite, Shrine and Eastern Star all have major philanthropic 
causes in addition to their ritual work. They also provided many of the Masonic 
All-Star Band Scholarships. We all worked together on All-Masonic Sunday, 
and the appendant bodies gave financial and other support for our One-Day Blue 
Lodge Degree conferrals. The youth organizations, DcMolay (1 joined in my 
own youth), Rainbow for Girls and Job’s Daughters are all doing well in 
Nebraska, but could use your help and support.
Through my work with these bodies over the years, I feel that the heads of these 
bodies are close personal friends. I would like to thank you all by name for your 
support, but that would take a lot of space, and 1 would miss someone.
Nebraska was honored this year to be the home of the Imperial Potentate of the 
Shrine of North America, John D. VerMaas. John is a Past Master of Hickman 
Lodge No. 256, and even with his busy schedule, he is a long-time member of 
our Appropriations Committee. I was honored to attend John’s installation in 
New Orleans in July 1996, where 1 wore the Grand Master’s fez presented to 
me by TangierTemple. 1 plan to be in St. Louis this July, where John and I will 
again ride our Shrine 125th Anniversary Harleys together in the parades. 
Incidentally, in a failed attempt to recycle my Grand Master’s fez, Tangier 
elected me as Oriental Guide on December 12, 1996. However, I kept my G. 
M. fez. I look forward to serving under a long-time friend this year, Frank 
Kroupa, Tangier’s 1997 Potentate.

THE CONDITION OF THE CRAFT

1. Membership
As I write this address, it appears that our total membership in Nebraska 
decreased about 446 Brethren in 1996 for a year-end figure of 19,539. This 
equates to losses of 1,131 by deaths, suspensions and withdrawals and gain in 
new members of 572. Because of the average age of Masons in Nebraska (and 
throughout the United States), loss of members by death continues to be 
significant. This is doubly distressing, because many of the most dedicated 
Masons in the state are our older members. As 1 presented year pins to older 
members throughout Nebraska this year, I was humbled by the stories of 
sacrifice and hard work by those who have been so important to their Lodge, to 
their communities and most importantly to their families as good Masons. 
However, 1 have also seen many young men who appear to have the dedication 
and ability to help Masonry survive.
Because almost two-thirds of our Lodges are not bringing in new members, the 
Grand Lodge Officers deliberated at length regarding what could be done to 
increase membership without sacrificing the basic tenets of our Masonic teach­
ings as they are presented in our ritual. After much discussion, it was agreed to 
offer One-Day Blue Lodge Multiple Candidate Conferrals with candidates 
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allowed to come in from all Lodges. It was further agreed that these "Blue- 
Lodge only" conferrals would be limited to two locations each year. On October 
19, 1996, with One-Day Conferrals in Omaha and Hastings, 191 men became 
new Masons. This amounts to an increase of almost one percent of our total 
current membership. We hope that as Lodges increase their membership, they 
will become more active in doing their own degree conferrals. Without the 
agreed upon Directorate Leadership approach to decision making by the Grand 
Lodge Officers, this One-Day Conferral plan of action would not have been 
possible. We also wish to thank the appendant bodies for their support of the 
Grand Lodge in this endeavor.
2. Masonic All-Star Band Camp
This was the second year for this camp, which was held in conjunction with the 
Shrine Bowl Football Game. It was a huge success, and it gives the local lodges 
a great opportunity for positive exposure in their communities. One hundred 
ninety-two young men and women were part of this experience. We received 
numerous cards from the youth and parents commending us for providing such 
a wonderful opportunity. Thanks to all the Lodges and other bodies who 
provided band camp scholarships. We are looking forward to a great 1997 band 
camp.
Imperial Shrine is so impressed with our program and with the one started earlier 
by Kansas Grand Lodge that they are promoting this concept for Shrine Bowls 
across North America.
3. All-Masonic Sunday
On July 28, 1996 we kicked-off a new program in Nebraska: All-Masonic 
Sunday. The concept behind this program was to afford the opportunity for all 
Masonic Buildings in the state to open their doors to the public and provide a 
better awareness of who we are. Over 229 Masonic Lodges, Eastern Star 
Chapters, youth organizations and appendant bodies participated in this event. 
Although membership recruitment was not a primary goal of this event, many 
people did express an interest in joining one of the participating bodies. Lodges 
were contacted to see if they have an interest in a similar event in 1997. I wish 
to express my gratitude to Brother Steve Hanneman for heading this hard 
working committee.
4. Area Meetings
Again this year, Grand Lodge Officers held Fall Area Meetings throughout the 
State. This affords every Lodge the opportunity to meet with a Grand Lodge 
officer and share ideas and concerns. It also provides us the opportunity to 
discuss legislation coming before the Annual Communication of Grand Lodge. 
Thank you to those Lodges who acted as host lodges for these events.
Although primarily designed for local lodge officers, every lodge member is 
welcome to attend these meetings. I encourage you to attend one of these future 
meetings.
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5. Grand Master’s Humanitarian Award
On December 7, 1996, I had the pleasure of traveling to Geneva to present the 
Grand Master’s Humanitarian Award to W/.B.-. Ben Fussell. Several other 
Grand Lodge Officers were present. This award is presented to outstanding 
Masons who have made significant contributions to Masonry and to their 
community. Since 1989, only 12 Nebraska Masons have received this prestig­
ious award. W.-.B.-. Ben will be presented during the Public Opening of Grand 
Lodge.

RECOMMENDATIONS

In accordance with the provision of Article X, Section 2(b) of the Constitution, 
I make the following Recommendations, which in my opinion and the opinion 
of the Grand Lodge Officers, are deemed necessary and expedient for the future 
welfare of the Fraternity in this jurisdiction.
Recommendation No. 1 — Qualifications of Candidates
I recommend Section 2-902, Line 1 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be amended by 
striking the reference to freeborn. The said section and line would then read:
Each candidate for the degrees of Masonry must:
1. Be a man.
Recommendation No. 2 — Qualifications of Candidates
1 recommend Section 2-902, Line 2 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be amended 
by changing nineteen to eighteen. The said line would then read:
2. Be eighteen or more years of age at the time of signing his petition.
Recommendation No. 3 — Installation
I recommend Section 1-101.01 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be amended by 
changing fourten days to fifteen days. The said section would then read:
Installation of Grand Lodge Officers shall take place on or before fifteen (15) 
days following the close of the Annual Communication at such location, time 
and date as the Grand Master-Elect shall select which shall be announced prior 
to the close of such Annual Communication.
Recommendation No. 4 — Proficiency
1 recommend Section 2-402, Paragraph 1 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be revised 
to more clearly define proficiency. The said section and paragraph would then 
read:
All those hereinafter initiated, passed, and raised, shall become proficient in each 
degree, and shall give proof thereof by examination in open lodge. Such 
examination shall consist of:
1. Completion of a study of the Standard Proficiency Manual following each 
degree received.
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2. Verification by the Worshipful Master that the candidate has expressed 
knowledge of the material in the manual by answering, in his own words, the 
questions listed for the degree in which he is being examined.
3. Successful completion by the candidate of an examination in open lodge, 
consisting of answering questions from the First Section Lectures of the degrees 
as follows:
E. A. Degree — Starting with the words, "Give me a sign" and ending with giving 
of the "word."
F. C. Degree — Starting with the words, "Have you any signs..." and continuing 
to the end of the lecture.
M.M. Degree — Starting with the words, "Have you any signs..." and continuing 
to the end of the lecture.
No other Proficiency Examination shall be recognized in this Grand Jurisdiction. 
After such examination, the Master may declare the brother proficient. Such 
declaration and the recording of the proficiency of the brother shall be made in 
the degree in which the examination is made, providing no objection is raised; 
if objection is made and it becomes necessary to put the question to a vote the 
ballot shall be determined in a lodge of Master Masons. Whereupon the Master 
shall put the question: "Is the brother proficient?" and this question shall be 
decided by a majority vote of the members present.

CONCLUSION

This has been a busy year for me and for the Grand Lodge of Nebraska in general. 
Through the efforts of the Grand Lodge Officers, Past Grand Masters, committee 
members and Masons throughout the State, our great fraternity has continued to 
be a very positive influence in the lives of many people. The Masonic All-Star 
Band, Masonic Sunday and the One-Day Blue Lodge Classes are just three 
important activities. I know that the 1997-1998 Grand Lodge Officers, under 
the able leadership of Grand Master-Elect Ken Fleming will continue with these 
worthwhile programs and that Masonry in Nebraska will be in very capable 
hands.
We certainly did not initiate the controversy surrounding the March 1996 
proclamation of the Roman Catholic Bishop in Lincoln, in which he banned 
membership in Blue Lodge Masonry, several affiliated bodies and various other 
organizations. However, by responding to this issue in a positive manner, we 
received much media coverage, most of which portrayed us in a very favorable 
manner.
1 earlier thanked the Grand Lodge Officers and the Grand Lodge Office staff for 
their efforts on behalf of Masonry. However, I would be remiss without 
expressing the following appreciation:
First, to my wife, Jill, who has always been extremely supportive during my 
eight years as a Grand Lodge Officer. She has accompanied me to countless 
visits and functions, and now seeks revenge.
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To the members of my two Lodges: John J. Mercer Lodge No. 290, who has 
been my day-to-day local support and for my top hat, and to Mid-West Lodge 
No. 317, my home-town Lodge and for their gift of a Masonic Bible. These two 
Lodges will bring their Charters and open my Grand Lodge Session.
To all the Grand Masters under whom 1 have been privileged to serve. M W.-. 
Thomas W. Tye appointed me as Grand Junior Steward in 1989, and M.'.W/. 
John M. McHenry reappointed me to the same office in 1990. My most heartfelt 
thanks go to M.'.W.'. James N. DeMoss who appointed me to the advancing 
line as Grand Junior Deacon in 1991. I then had the privilege of serving under 
M.'.W.'. James L."Sonny" Eatmon, M.'.W.'. Donald L. Pohlman, M.'.W.'. 
Steven F. Mattoon, and M/.W.'. Jerry L. Rittenburg. Although they each had 
their own style of leadership, they all served the Craft well and made valuable 
contributions to Masonry in Nebraska.
Finally, 1 wish to thank all the members of this jurisdiction with whom I have 
labored in the last eight years. You cannot begin to realize how much you have 
helped me and Masonry in general with your kind words and thoughtful 
suggestions. The most rewarding part of being Grand Master is the Masonic 
friendships that develop over the years. Thank you.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON JURISPRUDENCE
Harry A. Spencer, 227 & 184, Chairman

The meeting of the Jurisprudence Committee was called to order at 10:00 a.m. 
on Thursday, February 6, 1997, by Chairman Harry A. Spencer, with the 
following members present: Jack H. Hendrix, Steven Mattoon, and John 
McHenry. Also in attendance were the following Past Grand Masters, Charles 
Amidon and Jerry L. Rittenburg. The following Grand Lodge Officers were 
also in attendance, V. Kaye Ramsey, Kenneth G. Fleming, Don Rasmussen, 
Dwight E. Smith, James F. Brown, Jr., Philip A. Lorenzen, Reginald Kuhn, Gus 
Scolaro, Eugene C. Sibley, Don A. Mears, Benjiman Harvey, Ken Beebe, Dale 
Anderson and Monte K. Olmstead.
The meeting was opened with prayer. Everyone present was welcomed by 
Chairman Spencer and invited to participate in the proceedings of the Jurispru­
dence Committee with the right to ask questions and participate in every way in 
the discussions, actions, and proceedings of the Committee on Jurisprudence. 
Chairman Spencer appointed Steven F. Mattoon as Secretary for the Committee 
for the purposes of this meeting.
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1. The minutes of the previous meeting of the committee on Jurisprudence were 
approved as printed.
2. A report of the Committee on Business and Rules was received and reviewed 
by the Jurisprudence Committee. The business of the 140th Annual Communi­
cation will be governed by the rules therein set forth. The Committee found the 
report and rules to be in proper form, and approved the report without change.
3. The Committee then began a review of the Grand Master’s Address and in 
so doing reviewed all of the Permissions, Decisions, Waivers, Dispensations 
and Bylaw changes as set forth in the printed Address of the Grand Master. John 
McHenry moved that the Permissions, Decisions, Waivers, Dispensations and 
Bylaw changes be approved. All decisions were according to the bylaws of 
Grand Lodge and should be accepted. Jack Hendrix seconded. Motion carried. 
The Committee then reviewed the recommendations of your Grand Master, 
being Recommendations 1 through 4.
With reference to Recommendation No. 1 —Qualifications of Candidates - the 
Committee finds that the recommendation is in proper form and can be balloted 
upon at this Annual Communication.
With reference to Recommendation No. 2 — Qualifications of Candidates - the 
Committee finds that the recommendation is in proper form and can be balloted 
upon at this Annual Communication.
With reference to Recommendation No. 3 — Installation - the Committee finds 
that the recommendation is in proper form and can be balloted upon at this 
Annual Communication.
With reference to Recommendation No. 4 — Proficiency - the Committee finds 
that the recommendation is in proper form and can be balloted upon at this 
Annual Communication.
At the 139th Annual Communication concluding on February 3,1996 there were 
properly submitted two resolutions to amend the Constitution and one to change 
the bylaws.
The first resolution deals with Article III of the Constitution; this would allow 
the newly elected Grand Senior Warden to designate the location of the Annual 
Communication during his year as Grand Master. Said resolution is in proper 
form containing the required number of signatures and can be balloted upon at 
this Annual Communication.
The second resolution deals with Section 1-101 of the Bylaws and also deals 
with allowing the newly elected Grand Senior Warden to designate the location 
of the Annual Communication during his year as Grand Master. Said resolution 
is in proper form containing the required number of signatures and can be 
balloted upon at this Annual Communication.
The third resolution deals with Section 2 Article XII of the Constitution allowing 
a dispensation for a new lodge to be effective through December 31 instead of 
April 30. Said resolution is in proper form containing the required number of 
signatures and can be balloted upon at this Annual Communication.
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It was moved and seconded that if Resolution No. 1 is passed, no ballot on 
Resolution No. 2 will be necessary; with any potential conflict of the Bylaws to 
be referred to the Codification of the Law Committee. Motion carried.
The remaining resolutions submitted did not have the requisite number of 
signers and cannot be balloted upon.
The Committee wishes to commend Most Worshipful Brother Kaye Ramsey for 
a very productive and successful year as Grand Master.
Election of officers was held and Most Worshipful Brother Harry A. Spencer 
was elected Chairman and Most Worshipful Brother Steve Mattoon was elected 
as Secretary.
With no further business the meeting adjourned.
Jack H. Hendrix moved for adoption of the Jurisprudence Committee report. 
The report was adopted by the delegates assembled.

VOTE ON TABLED RESOLUTIONS

Resolution No. 1

May it be resolved that Article 111 of the Constitution of the Grand Lodge be 
amended as follows:
The Grand Lodge shall hold a regular communication annually. Location of 
said communication will:

1) be designated by the newly elected Grand Senior Warden for his 
term as Grand Master, and
2) must be approved by a majority vote of the Grand Lodge.

Following discussion Resolution No. 1 was adopted by a vote of the delegates 
present.
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Resolution No. 2

May it be resolved that Section 1-101 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws be amended 
to read as follows:

ANNUAL COMMUNICATIONS - The stated annual communica­
tion of the Grand Lodge shall be held at such place as shall be 
designated by the newly elected Grand Senior Warden for his term as 
Grand Master with the approval of the Grand Lodge, beginning on the 
first Friday of February at such hour as the Grand Master may desig­
nate. A Master Mason’s Lodge shall first be opened. If representatives 
of the constitutional number of seven subordinate lodges be found 
present, the Grand Lodge shall be declared open for the transaction of 
business, and the Grand Master shall announce all necessary appoint­
ments and fill vacancies in the standing committees.

Following discussion Resolution No. 2 was adopted by a vote of the delegates 
present.
Resolution No. 3

Be it Resolved that Section 2 of Article XII of the Grand Lodge Constitution be 
amended to read as follows:

Upon the petition of fifteen or more Master Masons being presented to 
the Grand Master, he may grant them a dispensation to open and hold 
a subordinate lodge at the place therein to be named, with power to 
make Masons, and he shall therein appoint the Master and Wardens of 
the new subordinate lodge. But in no case shall such dispensation be 
issued unless the Grand Master is satisfied that the petitioners are all 
Master Masons in good standing, that the establishment of the new 
subordinate lodge is of manifest propriety and will conduce to the good 
of the Fraternity, and that a safe and suitable lodge room has been 
provided therefor, nor unless the Grand Custodian shall certify that the 
three principal officers are competent to confer the three degrees of 
Masonry in a suitable and impressive manner. Such dispensation shall 
terminate on the thirty-first day of December preceding the annual 
communication of the Grand Lodge and shall then be returned to the 
Grand Secretary, together with the bylaws, book or records, and returns 
of the new subordinate lodge to that date.

Following discussion Resolution No. 3 was adopted by a vote of the delegates 
present.
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MASONIC EDUCATION COMMITTEE REPORT
Dennis Brydl, 287 & 314, Chairman

The Nebraska Grand Lodge Education Committee began the year by attending 
the Midwest Education Conference in Sioux City, Iowa. States represented at 
this conference were Missouri, Iowa, Illinois, Minnesota, North Dakota, South 
Dakota, Kansas, and Manitoba, Canada. Many ideas for Education and Mem­
bership were introduced at this conference. Many states have taken on the job 
of leadership training and Masonic education via correspondence courses. 
These ideas as well as others are to be addressed in the future planning sessions. 
The Nebraska Grand Lodge Education Committee met several times this year 
in orderto define the scope of the committee and begin a strategic plan for several 
years to come. The members of the committee found early in the year that they 
were not sure what the Education Committee is supposed to do. Since the 
chairman of the committee is not always the same, the committee tends to have 
a very misdirected course of action. It is not clear in the Constitution as to the 
duties of the committee. Also, a distinct plan was needed, not only to prepare 
for the coming year, but also set a plan in motion that could be followed for 
several years to come. The solution was to set a strategic "planning session 
meeting" to define a mission statement and begin a plan that would be followed 
for five years. However, the members also realized that this committee’s 
mission statement, along with that of the Membership Committee, the Public 
Relations Committee, the Committee on Work, and the Youth Committee, all 
have vague boundaries. For this reason, the Education Committee sponsored a 
Strategic Planning session in January to get the above mentioned to "brainstorm" 
their respective committee’s duties. The hopeful result will be a defined mission 
statement and a five year plan for all committees of the Grand Lodge. This result 
will also help in setting a budget for the years to come.
The Education Committee took on the job of rewriting some of the pamphlets 
offered for sale by the Grand Lodge. The Committee found that some of these 
are obsolete as to the current Constitution of the Nebraska Grand Lodge.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON THE GEORGE 
WASHINGTON MASONIC NATIONAL MEMORIAL

Warren D. Llchty, 314, Chairman

The number of Grand Lodges having substantially increased their annua] 
contributions to the Memorial, by enacting a per-capita contribution is now ten. 
In addition, one has doubled the amount it previously contributed and others 
have made generous donations for specific projects. New Jersey, which makes 
a per-capita contribution has generously contributed to the repair, renewal and 
continuing maintenance of the great organ in the auditorium. In addition, we 
have heard just recently that Pennsylvania, which also does a per-capita, has 
agreed to contribute $110,000.00 to air condition the auditorium, thus making 
it available for use during the warmer months.
Because of these generous donors, and because so many Masons have purchased 
clocks, Christmas ornaments and address labels, the Association has been able 
to start playing catch-up by tackling many long-delayed projects which have 
previously had to be deferred for lack of funds. In addition, individual donors 
have completely filled the bronze plaque entitled "The Bicentennial Plaque" 
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which was started in 1976 and identifies donors of $1,000.00 and more. This 
year, we have mounted a new plaque on the other side of the front entrance, 
called "the 21st Century Contributors Plaque" so we can continue to identify our 
individuals and lodges which make larger contributions.
Improvements we have worked on during the year include repaving the entrance 
roads and providing new lighting of the roads and sidewalks. The tower chimes 
have been refurbished and can now chime the hour during the day and play music 
on special occasions. A parquet floor was laid in the auditorium, replacing an 
ancient, badly worn cork floor which could not be duplicated. A new addition 
which continues to draw considerable interest is the display on the South hallway 
of the first floor, consisting of photographs depicting the Memorial building at 
the several stages of its construction.
The largest improvement we were able to accomplish this year came at the 
Thanksgiving holiday. That involved replacing the main electrical service into 
the building. This has been worrisome because it was the original service 
installed in the 1920’s and consisted of open copper bus bars and a wall full of 
open copper knife switches and was very dangerous. The building was closed 
over the Holiday and for a couple of extra days, during which time the old service 
was dismantled and moved out and a new, modern system of heavy-duty 
breakers including new transformers was installed.
The library is being recognized as one of the major Masonic libraries in the 
country, in part because of the residency of the Masonic Leadership Center as 
well as because of the many acquisitions accomplished through generous 
donations of important Masonic material. The archaeological dig on the site of 
the colonial mansion will be resumed this summer.
The leadership of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska and the generosity of all the 
Grand Lodges and all the Masons who have contributed have made the Memo­
rial better.

Your Grand Trustees feel that this method of reporting, while complying with 
the Statement of Financial Accounting Standard No. 117, "Financial Statements 
for Not-For-Profit Organizations," is unnecessarily cumbersome and confusing, 
especially the procedure which "releases" restricted funds to the General Fund 
from which those funds are paid out and, in effect, appear as "expenses" of the 
General Fund.
A simpler statement of the above for 1996 would be:
Grand Lodge General Fund had "ordinary" Revenues of $414,940 and Costs & 
Expenses of $404,342 leaving $ 10,598 which could be called net income. That 
plus $ 116,898 of Unrealized Gains on Investments explains how net assets rose 
from $1,530,463 in 1995 to $1,657,959 at year end 1996.
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The Restricted Funds (Emick, Houghton, and Perpetual Membership) had 
revenues of $66,391, of which $26,100 was perpetual membership dues, and 
spent $26,900 leaving $39,491.
The Temporary Restricted Funds (Disaster Relief) took in $609 and spent 
$10.00.
1996 was another good year for investments. Unrealized Gains on Investments 
— all funds — increased $183,516. Remember, however, that there likely will 
be other years when gains turn to losses.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON FINANCE
Philip A. Lorenzen, 10 & 327, Chairman

The Committee on Finance met during the past year to perform the duties of the 
Committee as outlined in Section 1-318 of the Bylaws of the Grand Lodge of 
Nebraska. Those duties include a periodic review of the books and records of 
Grand Lodge following procedures which included:
1. A comparison of canceled checks to the check register including an exami­
nation of endorsements to assure application of payments.
2. Examination of support documents including invoices, expense records and 
other evidences of obligations to ensure proper payment was made.
3. Review of accounts to which items were charged selecting all items in excess 
of $5(M) and randomly reviewing other disbursements of lesser dollar amounts.
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4. Review of the monthly bank statement reconciliations to verify the accuracy 
of the work of the Grand Lodge office staff in preparing bank statement 
reconciliations.
5. Review of income items including lodge assessments.
6. Review of Perpetual Membership and Scholarship accounts.
7. Discussion and review of monthly financial statements.
Following the close of each calendar year, the books and records of the Grand 
Lodge are reviewed through customary audit procedures by independent certi­
fied accountants who prepare and deliver their audit report to the Grand Lodge. 
Revenues for calendar year 1996 totaled $414,165.71. The budget estimated 
revenues at $404,572.70 resulting in actual revenues being $9,593.01 more than 
projected. Only a few line items were slightly in excess of budgeted expenses 
and overall, no category of expenditure was in excess of budgeted amounts. 
During 1996, the Grand Lodge operated carefully and kept expenditures well 
within budgeted appropriations. Total budgeted expenditures in 1996 were 
$404,111.00 while total actual expenditures equalled $398,586.38; $5,524.62 
under budgeted amounts.
The Finance Committee found satisfactory verification for all expenditures 
within the books and records of the Grand Lodge Office and was able to 
complete its’ auditing and review process in a timely manner thanks to the well 
maintained files and help and assistance provided by Chris Rudder as the Office 
Manager and the staff of the Grand Lodge Office. All expenditures for travel 
and other related expenses incurred by Grand Lodge Officers in performing their 
duties on behalf of the Grand Lodge are properly documented and accounted 
for with receipts and other appropriate verification of such expenses being on 
file in the Grand Lodge Office.
On behalf of the Grand Lodge, your committee chairman extends to each of the 
members of the Finance Committee a thank you for your service and attention 
to detail in reviewing the financial activity of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska.

REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT
The Nebraska Masonic Home 

Board of Trustees 
Plattsmouth, Nebraska

TO: Trustees of The Nebraska Masonic Home and All Nebraska Masons
In this ninety-fourth year of the operation of your Nebraska Masonic Home it 
is my privilege and responsibility as the President of The Home’s Board of 
Trustees to present a brief accounting of some of the activities and problems of 
The Home for the past year.
This year I directed that a notice of this annual meeting be sent to every Nebraska 
Masonic lodge as well as to the Trustees of our Home, Grand Lodge Officers, 
and the officers of the Grand Chapter of the Order of Eastern Star. This was 
done in sufficient time for every secretary or Worshipful Master to advise those 
interested in attending the meeting.
1 hope we have some representation of interested Masons. This report will also 
be given to the Grand Lodge and will be distributed at the Grand Lodge annual 
meeting.
As I mentioned at the last annual meeting, Most Worshipful Brother Tom Tye 
submitted his resignation as Executive Director of our Foundation to be effective 
April 30,1995; however, I prevailed on him to give us another year. He agreed

to do so and resigned as of April 30, 1996. Most Worshipful Brother Tom did 
an exceptional job in getting our Foundation program underway, but we had 
imposed enough on his devotion to Masonry. 1 appointed a committee to 
recommend a successor. This committee has recommended Most Worshipful 
Brother Jerry Rittenburg who has been a member of our Board of Trustees and 
is thoroughly familiar with our problems. The appointment of Most Worshipful 
Brother Jerry has been approved by the Board of Directors and he assumed the 
position as Executive Director January 1,1997.
In the interim the Board of Directors appointed the Executive Director of our 
Home, Arthur Sharp, as Executive Director of the Foundation Pro Tern. Brother 
Art has done an excellent job filling the void created by the absence of Most 
Worshipful Brother Tom. He assumed responsibility for the Caring Club 
dinner and continued The Foundation program including the Caring Club 
solicitation for the current year. We are deeply indebted to Brother Art for his 
help in this regard.
in 1995 The Home Board decided to terminate its employee defined benefit 
pension plan and to enhance our 401 (k) plan. This was fully accomplished this 
year and has been approved by all of the necessary agencies. The contribution 
under the 401 (k) plan provides a monthly contribution up to 6 percent of eligible 
participant’s salary deferrals undertheplan. We also increased the discretionary 
contribution of The Home to all eligible employees from 2 percent to 3 percent 
and provided as well for the employee direction of the investment of these funds. 
Our budget for 1996-1997 is $3,900,200 exclusive of depreciation. This com­
pares to $3,583,200 for 1995-1996, an increase of $317,000. Of that amount 
$200,000 was necessary to bring our salary range within the competitive market 
and $100,000 of it is a necessary increase in our capital improvements budget. 
Our estimated revenue other than from our Foundation is $1,672,000 leaving a 
net to be raised from other sources of approximately $2,100,000. The estimated 
investment income from our Foundation is approximately $1,700,000. So far 
this budget year, the Foundation has received approximately $575,000 which 
will be more than adequate to cover the difference between our dividend income 
and the budget deficit. The $575,000 is composed of donations at admission, 
life insurance proceeds on residents whose policies we have continued, general 
donations, testamentary trusts, and bequests. 1 remind you, however, with rising 
costs and decreasing dividend returns the need for increased support for our 
Foundation becomes clearly apparent.
Some of our donors this year gave us stock on which they had capital gains 
accumulations. They are given full credit for the contribution by the taxing 
authorities for the present value of the stock and pay no capital gains tax. This 
benefits them and us. I recommend this procedure for those wanting to make a 
contribution to The Home. It gives them the benefit of the gain, and they pay 
no tax on it.
Once again, I remind our brethren that The Nebraska Masonic Home is the main 
charity of Nebraska Masons. Every Nebraska Mason contributes $2 of his dues 
to the support of The Home. As of January 1,1996, there were slightly lessthan 
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20,000 Nebraska Masons, so the amount received by The Home from this source 
was just under $40,000 which is less than 1 percent of our budget. From this 
we pay $10,000 annually for the support of the Grand Lodge office and 
contribute $12,500 for the support of the Nebraska Mason. We receive no other 
Grand Lodge funds for the operation of The Home. I mention this to show that 
more than 99 percent of our budget must be raised by your Home’s Trustees 
from other sources. This means that we need the support of every interested 
Nebraska Mason.
Our new Foundation Executive Director Most Worshipful Brother Jerry Ritten- 
burg solicits your help in ways and means of increasing our Foundation 
endowment. It is only because of the past generosity of those Masons and their 
female relatives who have generously supported our Foundation that The 
Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation is now able to keep our Home operating 
at its present level. It is for this reason that I again urge each and every one of 
you to rememberThe Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation in your last will and 
testament and to urge all of your Masonic associates to do likewise.
We do have some urgent problems with several of our physical facilities at The 
Home. I spoke in my last report about the need for remodeling or rebuilding 
several physical areas of The Home — these are primarily the need for an 
Alzheimer’s Unit and kitchen modernization as well as physical plant modifi­
cation. To this end, I appointed a Facilities Planning Committee. This commit­
tee under the chairmanship of Mario Burg includes Dick Brasel, Jerry 
Rittenburg, and James Erixon. This committee has been extremely active. They 
have interviewed consultants; visited facilities in other areas; and with the 
support of the Board’s Long Range Planning Committee, submitted a compre­
hensive report to the Board recommending a project to meet the needs of The 
Masonic Home for Alzheimer’s care, modernization of our kitchen facilities, 
providing dining space for the infirmary and providing for other physical plant 
and equipment facilities. The estimated project costs including contingencies 
will be approximately $4 million. The Alzheimer’s Unit Financing Committee 
chaired by Mario Burg includes James Erixon, David Knutson, and Jerry 
Rittenburg. They will report on methods of financing this need to the new Board 
of Trustees immediately after this annual meeting. The problem as 1 see it is of 
utmost urgency. If many of these facility needs are not corrected now, they will 
certainly require crisis attention with increased costs in the immediate future.
We are particularly grateful to Edith L. Ward and Paul M. Ward for their $ 10,(X)() 
contribution, and to Arthur and Naomi Tricbel for their $ 1,000 contribution, and 
to Washington Lodge No. 21 for their $1,500 contribution to the Caring Club 
as well as several hundred other contributors to the Caring Club during the year. 
The Caring Club contributions for 1995-1996 amounted to $57,986. The 
1996-1997 solicitation year ends on April 30, 1997. As of January 1, 1997, 
Caring Club contributions total $35,659.47 for the current solicitation year. The 
Caring Club, which was an innovation of Most Worshipful Brother Tom Tye, 
has been very helpful in the past; I urge its continued support.
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We are grateful to several of our appendant bodies which have made contribu­
tions during the year. We have received $6,204.51 in special donations, Caring 
Club donations and general donations from the Grand Chapter of the Eastern 
Star. We have received $1,000 from the Omaha Scottish Rite Foundation and 
$500 from the Mt. Calvary Commandery during the year. We appreciate this 
help and urge other Scottish Rite bodies as well as Shrine Temples to include 
The Nebraska Masonic Home in their charitable donations.
In April we replaced our health insurance contract. The new contract with Blue 
Cross Blue Shield of Nebraska PPO should result in a yearly savings to The 
Masonic Home of approximately $40,000.
Our legal firm Baird Holm who handled the litigation involving the Barkdoll 
Estate contributed their fee of $5,728.76 to The Foundation as a contribution. I 
thank them for this gift and for the services they render for The Home.
Bramen Mortuary has been the funeral director for regular-way residents of The 
Home for the past 17 years. Because of a pending retirement Bramen requested 
that the contract be renegotiated. This was done by soliciting bids from five 
mortuary organizations including Bramen. We received bids from three of the 
five. Keith Roby of Plattsmouth was the successful bidder and will serve as 
funeral director for regular-way residents during the current year.
For several years we have been accumulating surplus furniture and miscellane­
ous equipment at The Home. In June an auction was held at The Home. It netted 
The Home $1,581.82.
1996 was a costly year to The Home in terms of tree loss. We lost some large 
trees including a 100-plus year old walnut tree which was blown over. It took 
up a 12 x 12 section of dirt and sod. Our Executive Director will attempt to 
realize whatever value there may be in the walnut wood.
We had an actuarial study made during the year. The actuary reviewed the 
completed study for the Board. He particularly stressed that The Home will 
require increased funding from The Foundation to meet operating expenses. I 
have already pointed up this problem.
During the year The Home had a new video made and though we intend to give 
full support to our Grand Lodge publication, we have also started our own 
publication the Hour Glass. This has resulted in increased calls on The Home 
for programs. It has also resulted in numerous requests for information on 
admission to The Home as well as information on wills and estates.
Arthur Sharp, our Executive Director, who has been a member of the Masonic 
Homes Executives Association of North America has been elected their vice- 
president. In June 1997 he will become president-elect and in June 1998 he will 
be installed as the president. This is certainly a good indication of the regard in 
which our Executive Director is held by his associates in the national organiza­
tion.
Speaking of Art, I am especially grateful to him as well as to Assistant Director, 
Mary Stapp; our Controller, Robert Kenney; and our Administrative Assistant, 
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Christine Abbott as well as the other supervisory employees of The Home for 
the help they have given me personally during the year. I commend them and 
the rest of the staff for a job well done. I can truly say that our Home is in very 
good shape.
I remind you that our Grand Master is one of our Trustees. He has spent an 
enormous amount of time on Masonic activities. His year has been very 
successful. 1 am certain we will see many benefits from his labors as time goes 
on. I am very happy that Most Worshipful Brother Kaye will be continuing as 
a Masonic Home Trustee.
I take this opportunity to express the appreciation of the Trustees to all the 
lodges, appendant bodies, and groups which have helped to make this year a 
joyous and pleasant one for The Home’s residents. I suggest that you urge your 
friends to visit The Home if they have not done so. When they see the wonderful 
job being done by our Executive Director and his staff, I am sure they will be 
interested in helping with this outstanding program.
Once again, I take this opportunity to express my appreciation for the work done 
by our Trustees on their regular and special committees. They have been 
particularly active this year. For every one of them it is a labor of love which 
requires them to contribute of their substance as well as their time. As I have 
said before, if our entire membership could really know how much work they 
do and the dedication they have, I am sure the membership would be much more 
responsive to our financial needs.

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
The Nebraska Masonic Home 

Plattsmouth, Nebraska
TO: Trustees of The Nebraska Masonic Home

During this past year a great deal of planning and burning of midnight oil has 
gone into the possible future project of the addition of a special care unit for our 
residents who suffer from Alzheimer’s Disease or any one of the many other 
forms of dementia. The Long Range Facilities Planning Committee, under the 
direction of Trustee Mario Burg, has had many meetings and has done a great 
deal of individual work in wrestling with the many problems associated with a 
project of this dimension. In addition to this, Brother Robert Muehling of the 
Baird, Kurtz and Dobson Accounting Firm donated his time to the creation of 
a computer financial model to look at the various scenarios involved in the 
building of an Alzheimer’s special care unit and the related supporting facilities. 
The mission of the special care unit will be to provide a therapeutic program of 
care which is appropriate to each individual whose dementing illness follows a 
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course of cognitive and physical decline. As with all chronic illness, the goals 
of therapy will be to maximize function while maintaining the highest possible 
quality of life for each resident. This will, of course, take the highest level of 
cooperation between the Board of Trustees, administration, staff and families 
of these special care residents. Many times the families of these special care 
residents have very unrealistic expectations regarding their loved one’s progno­
sis, care, well being, and potential. Therefore, it will be essential that the staff 
of the special care unit be thoroughly trained, not only in the care of these 
residents, but also in public and individual human relations.
During this past year, our Board of Trustees has once again demonstrated their 
sense of fiscal responsibility by ordering a very comprehensive actuarial study 
by the Milliman and Robertson firm in order to determine the future financial 
needs of the regular-way residents of The Nebraska Masonic Home. This study 
shows a great need to increase the occupancy level of both the infirmary and the 
apartments in order to cut the operating expense per bed. For the next several 
years this will be a constant challenge facing the Long Range Planning Com­
mittee as well as the staff.
This year has also seen several new challenges with the inauguration of the Hour 
Glass publication and the production of our new video "A Tradition of Dignity". 
In addition to the many hours put into these projects by our administrative staff 
at The Home, we also must give a great deal of thanks to Mr. John Carter for 
his invaluable help in creating a first class publication, and to Mr. Monte Lund, 
of Digital Visions, for his creativity in producing a video that The Nebraska 
Masonic Home can be very proud to show to any group or prospective resident.
I am very pleased to tell you that during 1996 1 made 19 presentations for The 
Home and Assistant Director Mary Stapp made 5 presentations. This is a record 
number of presentations for one year. Ten of these presentations were requested 
after the Hour Glass was distributed. We are excited to tell you about the "best 
kept secret" in Nebraska. We would love to take news of The Nebraska Masonic 
Home to any lodge or chapter in the state.
It is with a great deal of pleasure that the staff of The Nebraska Masonic Home 
welcomes Mr. Jerry Rittenburg as the Executive Director of The Nebraska 
Masonic Home Foundation.
1 would like to commend our Assistant Director, Mrs. Mary C. Stapp, for the 
many hours she gives to The Home as well as the excellent and caring manner 
in which she performs her job. Mary is a stabilizing force in a health care world 
which changes so drastically and rapidly. Her devotion and loyalty to The 
Nebraska Masonic Home is unequaled and unquestioned by all with whom she 
comes in contact.
The rest of our staff which includes Mrs. Frankie Cotner, Mrs. Chris Abbott, 
Miss Amanda Stapp, Mr. Bob Kenney, Mrs. Sonia Meredith, Mrs. Rissa Varney, 
Mr. Monte Hackwith, Mrs. Sandi Rippe, Ms. Sandy Hamilton, and Ms. Glenda 
Seydlitz are also deserving of our gratitude for the exemplary fashion in which
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they manage the daily affairs of operating a Home such as ours to insure that 
our residents are well cared for, protected, and fed every day of the year.
I would also like to express my sincere appreciation to all members of the Board 
of Trustees; they are truly outstanding. It would be impossible to count the many 
hours of service and the many ways that each of them give to The Nebraska 
Masonic Home. Their dedication is unequaled in terms of the expertise and 
good counsel they give to assist the administrative staff in overseeing the 
operation of The Home.

Star Home for Children in Fremont, a very special thank you for the 
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wonderful day when he and his farm manager brought several children and 
their 4-H animals to our Home for our residents to enjoy. Our residents look 
forward to this day each year with great anticipation. This event has now 
become an annual affair and is one of the highlights of our year.

• and finally, to all the Masonic bodies and their membership for the hundreds 
of contributions in terms of time, talent, and hard work in order that our 
residents’ lives may be made more comfortable and thereby enriched.

Our Medical Director, Dr. Richard Hurd, M.D., also deserves our deepest 
gratitude. He not only directs the medical programs of our facility but also 
counsels with our sick and infirmed residents in a most loving manner. He 
makes himself constantly available for our residents’ emergency medical needs.

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR PRO TEM
The Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation

The Nebraska Masonic Home welcomes Mr. Jerry Rittenburg as the new 
Executive Director of The Nebraska Masonic Home Foundation. Mr. Ritten­
burg comes to us with over 22 years of management experience with the Pfizer 
Animal Health Company. Jerry has been a Master Mason for 39 years and was 
Grand Master of Masons in Nebraska in 1995, having served as a Grand Officer 
since 1987. Jerry has also been a member of the Board of Trustees of The 
Nebraska Masonic Home for the past six years, and a member of the Board of 
Directors of The Masonic Home Foundation since its inception in 1990.
As happy as we are to welcome Past Grand Master Rittenburg to his new 
position, it is not without some sense of sadness that our former Executive 
Director, Past Grand Master Tom Tye has now totally retired to his home in 
Arizona.

St. John The Baptist Lodge of Research
Father Arsenios Coolik, 317 & 330

A variety of special presentations were given in our Lodge this year. These 
presentations have covered a wide range of aspects of Freemasonry, and can be 
divided into four categories:
1) History of Freemasonry. The most memorable historical presentation this 
year was given at our Lodge’s Fourth Annual Masonic Convocation in June, 
1996 by Brother Russell Hobson, Grand Lecturer of the Prince Hall Grand 
Lodge. Brother Hobson explained the origin and history of Prince Hall Ma­
sonry, both for the United States in general and for the State of Nebraska. Other 
special historical presentations included a talk by Brother Philaret Taylor on the 
importance of Masonry in the founding of the United States, and a biographical 
profile of General Nelson A. Miles, a Royal Arch Mason famous for his exploits 
during the Civil War and the Indian Wars.
2) Masonic Music. The history of the use of music in Masonic ritual is one of 
the central interests of our Research Lodge. Brother Macarius Washburn gave 
several talks on Masonic music this year, with accompanying musical perform­
ances. In April he and other Research Lodge members gave a presentation on 
"The History and Forms of Masonic Music" at the Midwest Conference on 
Masonic Education held in Sioux Falls, Iowa, which earned a standing ovation 
from the enthusiastic audience.
3) Contemporary Masonry. Our Lodge is pleased to announce the availability 
of a new booklet entitled "The Crosier and the Gavel: A Catholic Mason Writes 
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to His Bishop." This is a letter from Brother Vernon Tweedie, a charter member 
of our Lodge, written to Bishop Fabian Bruskewitz of the Diocese of Lincoln 
in response to the bishop’s proscriptions against Freemasonry among Catholics 
in his diocese. This letter is a respectful reply in which Brother Tweedie dispels 
many common misunderstandings about Masonry and argues convincingly in 
favor of the toleration of Masonry by the Catholic Church. Brother Tweedie 
gave a discourse on the points of this letter at our September meeting.
Another perspective on contemporary Masonry was offered by guest speaker 
Brother Scott Krieger, who told about his experiences with Masonry during a 
recent visit to Ireland.
4) Masonic Lore and Belief. Presentations in this area included Brother Philaret 
Taylor’s commentary on the famous Regis poem, and an exposition by Brother 
Simeon Davis on the place of vows in Masonry.
In June our Lodge hosted its fourth Annual Masonic Convocation and dinner 
for the heads of all the Masonic bodies in Nebraska. In addition to repre­
sentatives from the Grand Lodge and the York Rite Bodies of Nebraska, we 
were honored by the presence of the Grand Master, Deputy Grand Master, and 
other officers of the Prince Hall Grand Lodge.
In November our Lodge Master and other lodge members gave a presentation 
at East Lincoln Lodge No. 210. These presentations included a talk and slide 
show on the Masonic background and connections in the design and construction 
of Chartres Cathedral, and a talk and demonstration of Masonic music and its 
historical significance for contemporary Masonry.
We are pleased to report that the musical research of our Lodge continues to 
have a far-reaching benefit for Freemasonry in the United States, chiefly through 
Macoy Publishing Company, the largest outlet for Masonic supplies in the 
United States, who features our "Music for the Masonic Degrees" tape set in 
their catalog.
We encourage all brothers interested in learning more about the rich tradition 
of our Craft and in sharing their Masonic experience and knowledge with their 
brother Masons to consider membership in our Research Lodge. We are 
considering ways to extend the benefits of our research to Masons at large, and 
hope to have a plan for this later this year.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE 
ON CODIFICATION OF THE LAW

Dwight E. Smith, 205, Chairman

The Committee on Codification of the Law respectfully submits its report of the 
amendments to the Grand Lodge Constitution and Bylaws as a result of the 
approval of the Resolutions and Grand Master’s Recommendations at the 140th 
Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge A.'. F.\ & A.’. M.'. of Nebraska. 
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As a result of approval of the Grand Master’s Recommendations No. 1 and 2, 
Section 2-902 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Section 2-902 — QUALIFICATIONS OF CANDIDATES — Each 
candidate for the degrees of Masonry must:
1. Be a man.
2. Be eighteen or more years of age at the time of signing his petition.
3. Believe in the existence of a Supreme Being, and no other religious 
test shall be required or allowed.
4. Be able to read and write English.

As a result of the approval of the Grand Master’s Reccommendation No. 3, 
Section 1-101.01 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Section 1 -101.01 — INSTALLATION — Installation of Grand Lodge 
Officers shall take place on or before fifteen (15) days following the 
close of the Annual Communication at such location, time and date as 
the Grand Master-Elect shall select which shall be announced prior to 
the close of such Annual Communication.

As a result of the approval of the Grand Master’s Recommendation No. 4, 
Section 2-402 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Section 2-402 — PROFICIENCY — All those hereinafter initiated, 
passed, and raised, shall become proficient in each degree, and shall 
give proof thereof by examination in open lodge. Such examination 
shall consist of:
1. Completion of a study of the Standard Proficiency Manual following 
each degree received.
2. Verification by the Worshipful Master that the candidate has ex­
pressed knowledge of the material in the manual by answering, in his 
own words, the questions listed for the degree in which he is being 
examined.
3. Successful completion by the candidate of an examination in open 
lodge, consisting of answering questions from the First Section Lec­
tures of the degrees as follows:

E. A. Degree: Starting with the words, "Give me a sign" and ending 
with giving of the "word".

F. C. Degree: Starting with the words, "Have you any signs ..." and 
continuing to the end of the lecture.

M.M. Degree: Starting with the words, "Have you any signs .. ." 
and continuing to the end of the lecture.
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No other proficiency examination shall be recognized in this Grand 
Jurisdiction. After such examination, the Master may declare the 
brother proficient. Such declaration and the recording of the profi­
ciency of the brother sahll be made in the degree in which examiantion, 
is made, providing no objection is raised; if objection is made and it 
becomes necessary to put the question to a vote the ballot shall be 
determined in a lodge of Master Masons. Whereupon the Master shall 
put the question: "Is the brother proficient?" and this question shall be 
decided by a majority vote of the members present.
When a candidate for advancement fails to pass satisfactory examina­
tion, the Master may direct him to become proficient and again present 
himself for examination.
Examination of those hereinafter raised to the degree of Master Mason 
shall be had not later than ninety days following the conferring of said 
degree, but the lodge may for good cause shown extend the time, but 
not for more than six months after the degree is conferred; provided, 
that the Grand Master may extend the time for good cause shown. 
When a Master Mason has complied with the provisions of this section, 
a diploma shall be issued by the subordinate lodge of which he is a 
member, on the form prescribed by the Grand Lodge.
An unaffiliated Master Mason in good standing the the Fraternity is 
entitled to be instructed and examined in any lodge as to his proficiency 
in the degree of a Master Mason, and upon being found proficient, this 
fact should be certified to the lodge electing him to membership.
Provided, that in exceptional cases, for good cause shown, the Grand 
Master may waive the provisions of this section.

As a result of approval of Resolution No. 1, Article III of the Constitution of the 
Grand Lodge is amended to read as follows:

The Grand Lodge shall hold a regular communication annually. Lo­
cation of said communication will:

(a) be designated by the newly elected Grand Senior Warden for 
his probable term as Grand Master, and

(b) must be approved by a majority vote of the Grand Lodge.

AND
Sec. 1-101 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws is amended to read as follows:

Section 1-101 — ANNUAL COMMUNICATIONS — The stated 
annual communication of the Grand Lodge shall be held at such place 
as shall be designated by the newly elected Grand Senior Warden for 
his probable term as Grand Master with the approval of the Grand 
Lodge, beginning on the first Friday of February at such hour as the 
Grand Master may designate. A Master Mason’s Lodge shall first be 
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opened. If representatives of the constitutional number of seven sub­
ordinate lodges be found present, the Grand Lodge shall be declared 
open for the transaction of business, and the Grand Master shall 
announce all necessary appointments and fill vacancies in the standing 
committees.

As a result of the approval of Resolution No. 3, Section 2 of Article XII of the 
Constitution of the Grand Lodge is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 2. Upon the petition of fifteen or more Master Masons being 
presented to the Grand Master, he may grant them a dispensation to 
open and hold subordinate lodge at the place therein to be named, with 
power to make Masons, and he shall therein appoint the Master and 
Wardens of the new subordinate lodge. But in no case shall such 
dispensaton be issued unless the Grand Master is satisfied that the 
petitioners are all Master Masons in good standing, that the estab­
lishment of the new subordinate lodge is of manifest propriety and will 
conduce to the good of the Fraternity, and that a safe and suitable lodge 
room has been provided therefor, nor unless the Grand Custodian shall 
certify that the three principal officers are competent to confer the three 
degrees of Masonry in a suitable and impressive manner. Such dispen­
sation shall terminate on the thirty-first day of December preceding the 
annual communication of the Grand Lodge and shall then be returned 
to the Grand Secretary, together with the bylaws, book of records, and 
returns of the new subordinate lodge to that date.

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS: The constitution of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska does not allow 
Past Masters to be members of the Grand Lodge.
THEREFORE: Be it resolved that the Constitution be changed as follows: 
ARTICLE 11
Now reads: The Grand Lodge shall consist of the Grand Master, Deputy Grand 
Master, Grand Senior Warden, Grand Junior Warden, Grand Secretary, Grand 
Chaplain, Grand Orator, Grand Historian, Grand Custodian, Grand Marshall, 
Grand Senior Deacon, Grand Junior Deacon, Grand Senior Steward, Grand 
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Junior Steward, and Grand Tyler, with such other officers as it may from time 
to time create; together with the Masters and Wardens or the proxies, duly 
constituted, of the chartered subordinate lodges under its jurisdiction; and such 
Past Grand Masters and Past Deputy Grand Masters as are members of subor­
dinate lodges.

TO READ: The Grand Lodge shall consist of the Grand Master, Deputy Grand 
Master, Grand Senior Warden, Grand Junior Warden, Grand Secretary, Grand 
Chaplain, Grand Orator, Grand Historian, Grand Custodian, Grand Marshall, 
Grand Senior Deacon, Grand Junior Deacon, Grand Senior Steward, Grand 
Junior Steward and Grand Tyler, with such other officers as it may from time 
to time create; together with Masters and Wardens or the proxies, duly consti­
tuted, of chartered subordinate lodges under its jurisdiction; and such Past Grand 
Masters, Deputy Grand Masters and Past Masters as are members of subordinate 
lodges.

RESOLUTION

The undersigned delegates to the 1997 session of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska 
recommend that the Bylaws Sec. 2-1002 - SPREAD OF BALLOT (page 50) be 
changed as follows:

CURRENT

Sec. 2-1002 - SPREAD OF BALLOT - A ballot should be spread only for one 
candidate and not for several collectively. The ballot cannot be divided and but 
one ballot box can be used in voting on a petition.

PROPOSED

Sec. 2-1002 - SPREAD OF BALLOT - A ballot may be spread for multiple 
candidates collectively. Should one or more black cubes appear in the collective 
ballot, the Master shall proceed immediately to ballot on each petition individu­
ally. Neither the collective nor the individual ballot can be divided and but one 
ballot box can be used in voting on petitions.

RESOLUTION

Be it hereby resolved that Section 2-514 - Forfeiture of Charter -, have stricken 
from the text of the Bylaw, the following; as underlined:
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The failure of any subordinate lodge to meet for four successive months, or to 
be represented at two successive annual communications of the Grand Lodge, 
or to make its annual returns or pay its Grand Lodge dues for two successive 
years, shall be sufficient ground for the forfeiture of its charter. It shall be the 
duty of the Grand Secretary to give immediate notice thereof to a subordinate 
lodge appearing by the records of his office to be delinquent in returns and dues.

RESOLUTION

Be it hereby resolved that the following paragraph be added to Section 1-304- 
Jurisprudence:

The Committee for Jurisprudence shall review all resolutions delivered to the 
Grand Secretary which shall include request for Bylaw revisions and determine 
within 45 days of the delivery whether the resolution or request for Bylaw 
revision is in proper form. The Committee shall inform the Masons submitting 
said bylaw revision or resolution by 45 days by U.S. mail, first class, if said 
submission is not in proper form, indicate why said submission is not in proper 
form, and allow an additional 30 days to place said submission into proper form 
for presentation at the Grand Lodge Annual Communication.

RESOLUTION

Be it hereby resolved that the annual report of the Finance Committee of the 
Grand Lodge of Nebraska together with the financial reports on the General 
Funds, Special Funds and Perpetual Membership Funds be made available to 
each subordinate Lodge Secretary 30 days prior to the Grand Lodge Annual 
Communication for examination and allowance to make inquiry into income 
and expenditures at the Annual Communication each year. The only copy of 
said reports are to be handled by the subordinate Lodge Secretary and any 
member may prevail to review those files and submit questions to his repre­
sentative at the Grand Lodge of Nebraska Annual Communication each year.

RESOLUTION

RESOLVED THAT 3-102(G), Bylaws of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska be 
amended by adding to the list of allowed Masonic organizations the Masonic 
Societas Rosicruciana in Civitatibus Foederatus (an organization dedicated to 
Masonic Education)

The first reference providing for an “Assistant Custodian” was made in 1869.
In 1870, the Committee on Work recommended the establishment of five 
districts and the appointment of an equal number of brethren. These, together 
with the Grand Lecturer, were to constitute a “Board of Custodians” to serve for 
five years. From that time until now, there have been appointed assistant 
custodians. It is the purpose here to list all that have, at any time, served the 
Grand Lodge. They are listed in terms of first appointment. The number 
following each name represents the lodge of which each was, or is, a member.
